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For several weeks now, it's been 
a close race to see whether our 
front lawn or young son would 
produce enough fuzz to warrant a 
cutting first.

But we got an offer from 
neighbor Elbert Landrum to 
transplant some bermuda roots, 
and the front yard is now ready 
for the blade.

Took a little drive right through 

the "irrigation belt" of the Texas 
Plains last weekend. Starting at 
Farwell, we went about 110 miles 
almost due east to Silverton over 
in Briscoe County. Some of the 
most intensely developed irrigation 
areas in the Panhandle rolled by 
our windows as we drove along. 

Magnificant fields of maize 
were standing right alongside 
some of the most desolate dry- 
land pasture we have ever seen. 
Were it not for the sparkling 
water that was coursing from 
wells in nearly every field, there 
wouldn't be this contrast. Every-
thing wolld be a crisp, dusty yel-
low. 
We know this is true, because 

after passing through Parmer, Cas-
tro and Swisher Counties, we roll-
into Briscoe—a predominantly 
ranching county split crosswise by 
the yawning Caprock escarpment. 

The western edge of Briscoe 
will irrigate. Along about the 
.center of the county, the Ogall-
ala water-bearing sands become 
increasingly difficult to tap and 
mine. As we said, most of the 
county is ranchland, but there 
are a number of what used to 
be pretty good dryland farms, 
too. 
Today, however, there isn't a 

sprig of grass or cotton or feed 
anywhere unless it's watered. The 
range is powder dry. Cows on pas-
ture like that had just as well be 
grazing a highway. It's pitiful. 

And reports continue to drift 
in to us here in Farwell of the 
dreadful plight of the boys west 
of here where there isn't any 
deepwell water available for 
crop irrigation. 
The little town of Melrose, about 

20 miles west of Clovis, is in migh-
ty rough shape, they tell us. Now, 
we haven't been there all this year, 
but we ve heard so much we be-
lieve things must actually be pret-
ty rough. 

No wheat or feed for four 
years straight—going into the 
fifth unproductive year. 
Just last weekend a lumberyard 

which had been established for 
years folded for lack of business. 
The yard was a member of a chain 
of 29 similar businesses, and out-
fits like that just don't get up and 
get out at the first sign of tough 
sledding. Ordinarily, they wait it 
out until times ripen up a little. 

All of which goes to show that 
it may be tough to have to dig 
down for eight thousand dollars 
you haven't got to put down a 
well before you can grow a 
thing, but we ought to thank 
Heaven we have something like 
underground water to fall back 
on.

They only tend to encourage over-
prOduction and waste. Price supports will 
mean CONTROL—and that is about the 
last thing we ever thought the cowman 
Would admit he wanted. 

Rather than seeking subsidies, we 
think the cattleman should seek to de-sub-
sidize things which they must buy. Of 
course, this will take some doing. 

If the American cattle industry was 
permitted to buy grain from other coun-
tries, instead of only the domestic supply 
which is pegged at an arbitrarily high 
price, they would go a long way toward 
solving their troubles. 

There is a faint hope that the De-
partment of Agriculture next year will in-
troduce , a brand new price_ support plan 
for grains, as well as other commodities. 

Under the new -plan, farmera would 
still receive allotments and supports on 
certain portions of their production, but 
they would be free to produce as much 
as they please .over and above their al-
lotment on the condition they market it 
at 'the prevailing world price. 

We have With us, then, the first ray 
of hope that the economically absurd soc-
ialistic method of regulating farm produc-
tion is going to be changed. In time, we 
might see the end of all controls. 

But not if there is to be eternal agi-
tation from the people for more and more 
subsidies—more and more control. 

We admit, Mr. Cattleman, that ev-
ery other industry IS subSidized.

The hue and cry set up at Dalhart 
last Thursday by a group of hard-hit 
ranchers from five Southwestern states 
may snowball into what will amount to 
just another tentacle on the federal octo-
pus. And whose fault will it be? The tax-
payers themselves. 

It is difficult to believe that the 
thinking of any group could so complete-
ly reverse itself in a period of less than one 
year, but that seems to be the case, because 
over 500 beef producers from Texas, New 
Mexico, Oklahoma, Kansas, and Colorado 
have broken tradition for the cattleman 
and gone looking for a federal handout. 

It is a fact that the system under 
which the cowman today produces beef , is 
unlike that of any other industry. He is 
forced to purchase his "raw goods" such 
as feed, equipment, and labor, at prices 
which are virtually static because they are 
price-supported. Then, when his product is 
ready for market, it is sold at whatever 
happens to be the prevailing notion of the 
meat-eating public—the world over. 

Sometimes this system doesn't really 
work too badly. The past 15 years, it has 
worked marvelously well—for the cattle-
man. The trick was to keep the supply just 
under demand, thereby guaranteeing a 
high price. 

Speculators in cattle have been re-
markably successful in so doing. They 
might still be were it not for the burned-
up ranges in the Southwest which forced 
beef off to market in droves. 

Contrary to what a lot of people be-
lieve, the present rock-bottom price cow-
men are getting is not the fault of the 
government. The cattleman produced him-. 
self out of lucrative prices—it's as simple 
as that. 

But deciding how to remedy the sit-
uation is not so simple. The rebel cattle-
men that have formed the United Live-
stock Producers Association cry out for 
a price support program. They feel justi-
fied in doing this, since, as has been point-
ed out, everything they must buy is sup-
ported in one way or another. 

But in the long run, a price support 
program is not the answer. Price supports
