In support ol his work, Allen 
sent The Tribune a large num-
ber of newspaper clippings, both 
editorials and news stories,-
from papers published in Am-
arillo, Abilenc, Lubbock, and 
San Angelo. All of these clip-
pings lend support to ;he idea of 
increasing rainfall through the 
methods used by the Krick org-
anization.

A Few Thoughts on the Truce 
With the Communists 

Few indeed were the serious-thinking persons 
of America who did not breath a prayer of grati-
tude for the signing of a truce ending more than 
three years of holocaust on the Korean penninsula. 

Irregardless of whatever mortifying conces-
sions may have had to be made by 'the United Na-
tions to effect the armistice, the thousands of moth-
ers, fathers, wives and children of men who haye 
been fighting in Korea are thankful today—thanic-
ful that their loved ones will no longer be maimed 
and killed by fanatical, brutal orientals who despise 
the very word "American." 

This newspaper joins its voice to the millions 
whose thanks have gone up to the Almighty in a 
spirit of thanksgiving. It is truly wonderful that 
men have lain down their arms in Korea and blood-
shed—on a big scale, at least—has halted. 

But the stark facts of what has been given for 
this armistice, and what is yet before us on the 
road to peace, soon sobers the mind of Americans. 

When the truce was signed Sunday, there 
was no blowing of whistles, no honking of horns, 
no shouting, no running amuk in the streets. Even 
in large cities where mob hysteria could be expect-
ed following such a momentous event, there were 
no demonstrations. No cheering. 

Only sober faces. Most of them skeptical. Some 
of them sarcastic. What could you expect of a 
people who have time and again seen their coun-
try—the most powerful in the world—led like a 
homesick cow into the clutches of communist de-
sign? 

We do not condemn the administration for ac-
- cepting the terms of the armistice. Perhaps we 
- should, but When we put ourselves in their shoes—
having the power to end the killing of American 
boys—we are afraid that we too would have agreed 
to any conditions save surrender without honor. 

We are sorry to report that in five years from 
now, we fully expect to look back on the signing of 
this armistice as one of the worst concessions we 
could ever have given the communist world. But 
for the present, well, it's wonderful just to look at 
4he world through rose-colored glasses and naively 
believe the salughter.of America's youth has ended.

Now Hopeful, But 
Is Still Confusing  

When and if rural subscribers 
in Parmer and Deaf Smith Count-
ies may expect to receive com-
prehensive service from their re-
cently-installed telephones is still 
a matter of conjecture, following 
latest confusing developments at 
the office in Hereford, according 
to word from Leo Forrest, super-
visor, this week. 

"We hope (and that word is 
used advisedly) to get all details 
--nd contracts worked out so that 

t not too many months our rural 
atrons will get what they expect-
' out of their phones, i. e., abi-

lity to call into the city exchanges 
and place long distance calls," 
Forrest said, adding however that 
at the present the four set-ups in 
the cooperative (at Oklahoma 
Lane, Friona, Bovina, and Here-
ford) have not received extended 
area coverage. 

In specific regard to Friona, and 
Bovina, Forrest was less hopeful 
than on the other two that matters 
^ould be worked out shortly. Right 

ow, rural phone owners can call 
ach other, but cannot reach the 
)ng-distance operator at Here-
orci, nor make connections with 
'riona or Bovina city lines. 
And, believe it or not, there's a 

reason for this. In simplest terms: 
Southwestern Bell TeleplIone owns 
the trunk (long distance) lines 
which operate out of Friona; 
General Telephones of the South-
west hold the contracts for rural 
phones.- Until Monday of this week 
no agreement had been reached as 
to who would supply terminal 
equipment, to be installed at Fri-
ona. Now, officials of the coopera-
tive have received word that Bell 
will furnish such equipment, that 
the request has been placed on the 
"preference" list and will be in-
stalled as quickly as possible. 

The matter of charges still re-
mains up in the air, Forrest said. 

. toll charge set-up has been tried 
...)n the rural Hereford lines, which 
has not proved too satisfactory, 
and at their board meeting on 
Monday directors of the coopera-
tive agreed to wire Southwestern 
Bell in Dallas asking, for the 
area, that a 30-day period for ex-
tended coverage at a rate of 60 
cents per telephone be allowed. 

-"We don't know if this will be sat-
isfactory, or whether Bell Tele-
phone will agree, but it is one of 
the latest developments," Forrest 
went on.

you and the author did not stress 
strongly enough the fact that 
pumping will very likely increase 
more rapidly in the next five years 
than in the last five and more than 
double the output so that instead 
of having a possible 47 year sup-
ply, it could be exhausted much 
sooner. Also it will not be possible 
to pump the last acre foot out of 
this great reservoir. Before that 
occurs many wells including pos-
sibly some which now furnish a 
South Plains city well will be-
come unusable or supply such 
small amounts as to be ineffective. 

Mr. William Broadhurst, En-
gineer for the High Plains District 
has reports which show a very 
rapid decline from 1941 to 1953, 
some wells lowering 60 feet or 
more in that period. I believe you 
could write another good article 
after an interview with Mr. Broad-
hurst who is im.imately acquainted 
with and well informed on this 
vital subject. 

I enclose an editorial from the 
Amarillo Globe-News which re-
veals my interest in this subject. 
Also one from the Abilene Report-
er, and San Angelo Standard 
Times. (Also Lubbock Avalanche 
Journal) Increased rainfall is the 
only permanent solution to this 
problem of increased water usage. 

If you are interested in learning 
more about this new science of 
Weather Modification, I would be 
glad to come to Farwell and speak 
to a group of your people, farm, 
ranch and business men at any 
time convenient to you. You will 
note the men referred to in these 
news items are top ranking men 
in their communities, hard head-
ed business executives who can 
hardly be sold a "Bill of Goods."

(2) That any person engaged in 
hawking or peddling any goods, wares, 
or merchandise or agricultural or farm 
products within the city limits shall, 
before engaging in such occupation, ob-
tain license therefor from the City 
Clerk and the sum of $10.00 is hereby 
determined to be a reasonable, fair and 
just charge for the issuance of such 
license and investigation of the person 
desiring same and such license shall 
be good for a period of 12 months from 
the date of its issuance; 

(3) That any person engaged in stor 
ing or selling fireworks within the city

Burnett, whose Brown Swiss 
herd numbers about 50 registered 
cows has been working with the 
breed since 1947.

One of the most. important steps 
in the progress of Parmer County 
dairying—if not the entire state—
was 

 
made last week, when the 

Brown Swiss herd of D. C. Bur-
nett was classified by a man rank-
ing high among the nation's dairy 
animal authorities. 

Of the more than 120 Brown 
Swiss herds in the state of Texas, 
Burnett's is the only one which 
has received the distinction of be-
ing graded. 

Aside from the importance of 
the classification itself, residents 
of this area will be proud to learn 
that the Burnett herd rated ex-
ceptionally well. Of 23 animals 
classified, lowest grading was 
"fair," and this mark recorded on 
only two cows. 

On the other hand, Burner's 
prize animal, Silver Creek Flor-
ence, rated a "very good" score; 101 
cows "good, plus"; and 10 "good." 

County Agent Joe Jones, in ex-
plaining the system of classifying, 
pointed out the strictness with 
which grades are recorded. "An 
animal is graded against 'perfec-
tion," he said. 

The judge, one of the very few 
men qualified to grade five breeds 
of dairy cattle, was F. W. Atke-
son of Kansas. His ratings are 
considered official •to all dairy 
associations.
