Coincidences are oftentimes
funny. But sometimes they are not.
- R. L. Douglas, who lives out
Bovina way, was in Monday
wearing a worried look. The look
proved to be no fake, and R. L.
does seem to have something to

be concerned about.

He says that carough one of
those rare chains of coincidences
involving names and places, some
people are talking about the ‘‘com-
munists in his family.”

With feeling as high against
communism as it is in America
today, one scarcely likes to be
reminded of communists who are
in his family. It is bad enough
when it is true; it is worse when
it is not.

The story, says R. L., involves a
nephew of his who' presently is
.residing in Kermit. His full name
is Rufus Eades Douglas, who some
people in these parts will no doubt
remember, because as recently as
1944 he lived in the Hub com-
munity, and was graduated from
Bovina High School prior to enter-
ing the service.

Rufus’ father died of a heart
attack in 1944, and when he went
into the service, his mother re-
turned to Chillicothe where she
now makes her home.

Rufus was in World War II, and
saw action in the Philippine Is-
lands. After the war, he returned
home, got married, and now has a
family.

Several months ago, when
stories of ““brain-washed’’ Ameri-
cans who were reported to have
turned communists were in cir-
culation about the country, and
there was a great deal of interest
in the matter, the name of Rufus
E. Douglas came up one day in |
a newspaper article mentioning
boys who allegedly accepted the
communist doctrine.

When learning of this, R. L.
mentioned to several people that
there was no possible connection
between the two men, but he says
that stories have persisted to re-
main in circulation.

As recently as last week, in
fact, word reached him in an
around-about way that folks were
talking about the ’“‘communist
nephew of R. L. Douglas.”

This is actually a pretty serious
statement to hear made about one’s
family, asserts R. L., and even
though it isn’'t true, he worries
about it.

There is no possible connection
between his nephew and the other
Rufus Douglas, says R. L., be-
cause of several reasons. R. L.'s
nephew was never in the Korean
war—in fact, never in the Far
East. The Philippines were as
close as he ever got to the main-
land of China and Korea.

But to make things really com-
plicated, the Rufus E. Douglas
reported to have been a traitor to,
his country was also reported to
have come from Texas!

This chain of coincidences has
resulted in persistent rumors that
pop up from time fo time and
worry the Douglases.

We hope that by publishing this,
enough people will be acquainted
with the truth to put a stop to
the groundless rumors.

Down at Kermit, where R. L.’s
nephew lives, there is no trouble
in keeping things straight, be-
cause residents of that area can
see for themselves there is no
connection between the two.

R. L. says that just last week he
was talking with a man in Clovis
who knew a fellow in Roswell
named Rufus Douglas.

We recall several years back
when Hop and B. N. Graham each
used to get great pleasure in vig-
orously denying they were any re-
lation. There are probably still peo-
ple who have never realized they
were not brothers.

Cotton Ginners Keep
Pace with Progress
Made By Producers

COLLEGE STATION—Texas cot-
ton ginners today are operating
plants designed and equipped to
give cotton producers the best pos-
sible grades. But fifteen years ago,
says E. H. Bush, extension cotton
gin specialist, 25 percent of the
state’s cotton was docked by buy-
ers because of rough preparation.
In the past few years, he adds, this
figure has dropped to less than half
of one percent for all cotton ginned
in Texas.

Bush believes the widespread in-
terest among ginners in the Seven.
Step Cotton Improvement Program
is a big factor in this record. One
of the seven steps in the program
covers harvesting and ginning
practices. Ginners during this same
time, points out the specialist, have
faced new problems brought on by
the rapid spread of machine har-
vesting and regulations to control
the pink bollworm.

These problems have been met by

cotton cleaning and conditioning
equipment and through educational
training meetings for gin opera-
tors and employees. During the
|past year Bush used 93 7-Step and
Ginners meetings in presenting his
information aimed at further im-
proving the ginning job and cut-
ting costs. He made recommenda-
tions to individual ginners for ma-
chinery improvements totaling al-
most a half million dollars.

It has been estimated that work
done by the extension cotton gin
specialists amounts to an additional
three million dollars each year for
Texas cotton farmers.

Board’s recommendation to liquid-
ate the land board in Texas.

The Legion announced a goal of
2000 more members in Texas by
April 16, to help fight all of the
above legislation.

On April 16, an ‘“‘Aerial Round-
up Breakfast’” will be held at the
Trade Winds Airport in Amarillo.
All airplanes, available to veterans
in the 18th disfrict, will fly to Ama-
rillo for the breakfast. Immediately
following the breakfast, all inter-
ested Legionnaires will be given a
free trip to Austin, via air, to
put their united weight and influ-
ence in back of the fight against
the bill to eliminate the veterans
hospital in Amarillo and other leg-
islation mentioned above.

showing pictures of his work with
the people in the mission territory.
On this trip, Abbott collected sup-
plies from various churches to be
used in the mission work. The peo-
p!e in the area which Abbott ser-
vices are poverty stricken;
therefore almost any kind of sup-
plies can be used.

He mentioned that he made
several trips each year just to
secure necessities for his people.
Clothing, furniture and food are
the main types of items distribut-
ed by the missionary.

The Penitente sect, a Spanish
nationality, which makes up the
majority of the population there,
traces its history back to the time
of Coronado. In fact, the first
settlers of this group were brought
to this country by Coronado’s sol-
diers. As might be expected in a
civilization filled with people whose
ancestors came  from a tribal
country, superstition reigns among
the Penitente people. They are
especially superstitious about death
and burial, reports Abbott. Only
a few will consent for their deceas-
ed friends or relatives to be buried
in a coffin. The majority of the
people insist that their dead be
carried to the grave on a ladder-
like contraption which has been
used for generations in the same
family.

Individuals react differently to
religion, but for the most part, they
are inclined to be doubtful of what
is trying to be taught them. Abbott
says, ‘“When you finally win their
confidence, they are really loyal
people.’” In their present religious
ideas, they believe it necessary
to inflict self punishment to gain
forgiveness for their sins.

produce serious problems because
food is high, the growing season is
too short for much food production,
and the people do not know how
to prepare food for a healthy diet.
For the most part, the people eat
beans and tortillas, but with beans
17¢ per pound, Jfew families can
afford the luxury of having beans
at every meal.

Several times each year, Abbott
hooks a huge trailer behind his
pickup and drives to this part of
the country to pick up supplies.
He always returns with a full trail-
er ‘and truck because all the
churches he contacts are extra
generous with food and clothing
for the mission inhabitants.

The people live in very simple
adobe houses with dirt floors. Most
of the homes are practically with-
out furniture. Abbott remarked that
he took a table and some chairs
to a home where the couple had
been married for 23 years and
had never had a table in their
home.

In February alone, Abbott dis-
tributed over 14,000 articles of
clothing to the people in his ter-

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Delinting Plant New Industry
In Parmer County Agriculture

Parmer County’s newest industry
—which is allied with agriculture—
is the Hub Delinting plant, which
began operation only last Monday.
It is located west of the intersec-
tion of Highway 86 (west of Bovina)
and the Friona-Muleshoe farm-to-
market road.

This plant represents the only
delinting facilities in Parmer and
Castro counties, and is one of only
three of its type in West Texas,
according to Leo Ruzicka, who is
managing the firm.

Ruzicka is now a busy individual,
and he expects to be even more so
as planting season approaches. So
far this year, he says, Hub De-
linting Plant has delinted 15,000
pounds of planting seed, and that’s
little more than a start.

Activity will continue to increase
right up until planting .time, be-
lieves the manager, and he is look-
ing forward to a season full of
activity.

Why A Delinter?

People not intimately acquainted

with cotton farming might wonder

why such a plant as the one at
Hub—representing a $40,000 invest-
ment—would be necessary for such
a seemingly simple operation as
taking the “‘fuzz” off of cottonseed.

The answer is not as simple as
the problem, because a plant such
as the one at Hub does more than
just get rid of the “fuzz.” Trash

consisting of pieces of stalk, hulls,
leaves and dirt are taken from the
seed as it passes through the plant,
insuring a much more uniform
product. P

Out of 2000 pounds of cottonseed
which were run through last week,
says Ruzicka, 200 pounds of sand
was removed.

Odd-sized seed, or seed which has
no body inside it, is eliminated in
the processing, also adding to the
quality of the planting seed. Better
stands are insured because more
good seed goes through the planter.

The delinting operation itself is
not too complex, and the lint 1s
removed from the seed by tiny saw
teeth just as is the case in regular
ginning.

LOADING ‘ER IN .

The gin stands in this delinting
plant are equipped with 141 saws
per stand, where most cotton gins
have 80 or 90 saws per stand. It is
evident that delinting is more
meticulous work than ginning.

As a person stands and watches
the unit in operation, it is surpris-
ing to note how many different
discharges are made for waste
material. Some might be surprised
to find there is anything left when
the seed finally comes out of the
machinery.

The final trip of the seed is
through a Gustafson “‘slurry-type’
treater which impregnates the
seed against pre-germination dis-
eases.

Capacity of the delinting ma-
chinery 4s about 1'% tons of seed
per hour.

Caffey started his teaching ca-
reer in Stith, Jones County, at a
school for girls in 1931 and left
there in the year 1936. F

He explained that, at that time,
it was necessary for a student to
attend college for only one year
before embarking on a teaching
career. After 1931, Dalton went to
summer school and taught the
other nine months of the year.

In 1936 and part of '37, he, was at
Hardin Simmons as director of
their demonstration school (where
students who were majoring in
teaching practiced).

for a government health plan, de-
signed not to help you, but to ob-

ligate you to its proponents while |

they tell you which doctor and
hospital to use, if you can get in
when they tell you to go.

You have heard quite a bit about
the desperate plight of farmers
who may be forced to plant and
harvest ‘‘dollar and a half maize”
the last few weeks. The fact of the
matter is, as you know, that the
lowest published figure for 70%
supports has been $1.58, not $1.50.
A further fact of the matter is that
the latest national figure for 70%
is not a ‘“dollar and a half,”’ nor
even $1. 58, but $1.78; 20c above the
other published figure, and 28c
above the ‘“‘street talk figure.” We
believe the market will exceed the
highest of these.

On the subject of government
rigid or flexible supports. It might
be well to take a look at the pro-
ponents of each and see who is

actually plugging for the tiller of
the soil—First, who insists on 90%
to 100% ‘‘rigid’” supports without
regard for  supply or demand?
Here they are: Some (not all) ele-
vator and grain storage companies
and individuals; many bankers;
the smallest farm organization in
America; the Communist Party of
America; and the Congress of
Industrial Organizations (CIO).

Now who believes there is hope
for a more stable market under
les government control? The larg-
est farm organization in the world,
whose voting members receive at
least fifty one per cent of their in-
come from farming or ranching,
and who renew their membership
voluntarily (not by ‘‘check off
methods’’) every year. Which
group is actually interested in the
welfare of the American Farmer?
Think it over. _
