Production in Punier 

Joe Camp, PMA secretary, an-
nounces a' meeting to be held on 
Wednesday, April 9 at 8 o'clock p. 
m., Parmer County courtroom in 
Farwell, to discuss the preparation 
of land, seeding, watering, and har-
vesting of castor beans. Camp an-
nounces that everyone is invited to 
attend the meeting. 

In discussing the possibility of 
castor bean production in Parmer, 
Camp stated that the crop will com-
pete with grain sorghum and cotton 
on irrigated land, and can be raised 
with the same row crop equipment 
as the above named, except for plan-
ter plates. 

The secretary of agriculture, at 
the request of the munitions board, 
has authorized a program for the 
domestic production and procure-
ment of castor beans in 1952, Camp 
adds. 

The program was authorized to 
assure increased supplies of castor 
oil for use in the national defense 
program, to be carried out by the 
Commodity Credit Corporation. The 
program is available to farmers who 
enter into contracts with CCC in 
areas within the state designated 
and for which adapted planting seed 
is available. Farmer is in the area 
designated, Camp pointed s out: 

The crop available in Parmer, 
however, is an irrigated variety. 

The price to be paid producers 
who contract to grow castor-beans 
will be ten cents per pound, hull-
ed basis, or the market price at 
time of delivery, whichever is the 
higher. 
"Anyone interested in castor bean 

production is asked to visit this of-
fice and we will be glad to discuss 
the program more thoroughly with 
him," Camp says. Bulletins on castor 
beans also are available.

the voyage. The Americans must 
offer to see to it that the family 
which they sponsor have what they 
need. So the Hannemanns began 
their journey. As soon as they got 
off the boat in America, the Trav-
eler's Aid society put them on the 
train to New Orleans. They then 
traveled to Houston and on to Cloy- 
is. 

On Monday, Manfred and Brun-
hilde were to begin their studies at 
Lazbuddie schools. They will be 
handicapped by language difficulties 
but Mrs. Treider feels that they will 
pick up the English rapidly. In Ger-
many, according to the Hanne-
manns, when a student completes 
eighth grade, his education is com-
plete. He then works for four years 
for no pay, while learning a trade. 

Both children are quite excited 
about going to school. As for Else, 
she will remain at home with her 
parents until she masters the lang-
uage. Then she wlil probably want 
to work somewhere. 

"All these people want is a chance 
to become Americans", Mrs. Treider 
emphasizes. They are just people 
who have had a difficult time. They 
had to give up their home and all 
that they had, and want a chance to 
rebuild their lives. As for America, 
they 'like it very much." But they 
are amazed at the large number of 
cars, and so much lumber and food. 
The modern conveniences in this 
country also surprise them. Mr. 
Hannemann was also amazed at the 
20-foot one-way on the Treider 
farm. 

The Trieders and the Hannemanns 
have language difficulties as neither 
can speak the tongue of the other. 
However, they are gradually over-
coming this barrier. Mrs. Matt Jes-
ko, who speaks fluent German, has 
assisted them by making frequent 
trips to the Treider home and in-
terpreting for the two families. Mrs.
