I had a really fun time Saturday. 
Some friends, Judy and I went to see 
the play "Texas" at the Palo Duro 
Canyon, near Amarillo. 

For awhile, we didn't know if we 
would see the play.

It appears the city will pay for a 
commercial cleaning. 

It was noted that the state is re-
grading the ditch along Ninth Street 
and is putting gravel in the alley 
between Avenues C and D. It was 
said that residents need state per-
mits to have drivewayc open onto 
the state highway (Ninth Street ). 

year, sewer bills are expected to go 
down. 

The cost is estimated about 
$416,000, with the city's share at 
$82,000. The state pays the rest. 

The council also discussed future 
water needs. Gikas said he will be 
attending meetings of the Eastern 
Plains Council of Governments as 
an ex officio member. EPCOG is 
basically a New Mexico group. 

Gikas said he plans to attend 
EPCOG meetings and noted that 
underground water cannot be 
blocked. It also was noted that 
Texico could sell Farwell water as a 
possibility if problems occur. 

Currently, there is no water 
problem in Farwell, City Clerk 
Janie Bowery said. Four wells are 
used, although one is going dry. The 
council discussed land available for 
a new well and also buying land for 
water rights. 

The council voted to accept a bid 
from Robert Green, Muleshoe, for a 
new fire department vehicle. The 
vehicle shoots out a foam which 
smothers small fires, like in 
kitchens. 

Green's bid of $16,693 was the 
lowest of two bids opened for 
four-wheel vehicles. Delivery is 
expected in six weeks. 

Of the cost, which will end up 
around $21,000 when a bed and other 

, features are included,- the, state .wili 
pay $4,000. 

The Farwell City Council Monday 
appointed one of its members, 
Ysleta Kittrell, as the municipal 
judge. 

Previously, the city had used the 
services of Justice of the Peace 
Albert Smith in \ that capacity. It 
carries an annual salary of $600. 

Mayor Chris Gikas, in making the 
recommendation, said he wanted 
the municipal judge to work in City 
Hall, probably one half-day per 
week.

night. In the early morning hours 
they heard him calling out, Lindop 
ran to his room. 

"Get a doctor, I'm awful sick," 
Hassell moaned. As Lindop started 
out the door, Hassell added, "Wait a 
minute -- get Martin, too." 

"Which Martin do you mean?" 
Lindop asked. 

"Martin, the sheriff," Hassell 
gasped. 

Lindop returned soon with R.A. 
Hawkins, constable of Parmer 
County, who found Hassell lying in a 
pool of blood. 

"Look what they've done to me," 
Hassell cried, He was taken to the 
jail, where it was found he had been 
stabbed three times in the chest 
with a pocket knife. He was not 
expected to survive. He was rushed 
to Baptist Hospital at Clovis, N.M., 
for surgery. Doctors expressed little 
hope for his recovery. 

A telegram to Blair, Okla., con-
firmed that Hassell's family had not 
returned there. When the luggage in

Hassell's bedroom was moved, it 
was discovered that the bedroom 
wall was splattered with blood. 

Noticing that plants and dirt were 
piled high over the dugout beside 
the house, the lawmen began 
digging. What they unearthed made 
all of them weep. 

There were nine corpses: Mrs. 
Hassell; Alton, 21; Virgil, 18; 
Maude, 14; Russell, 12; David, 7; 
Johnny, 6; Mamie, 4; and Sammie, 
2. They had been arranged care-
fully. The mother and three of the 
younger children had been placed in 
a sitting position in one corner; 
Alton sat in another corner and the 
bodies of the other five children 
were seated along the wall. All the

Before the auction sale, not many 
Farwell folks had been to George 
Hassell's farm house. It stood alone 
on a windswept prairie about four 
miles northeast of town. Hassell and 
his family worked hard, seven days 
a week, and had taken little time out 
for socializing since their arrival 
from Oklahoma in the summer of 
1925. 

Some of the men of the town — 
which nestles around the Santa Fe 
tracks and touches the New Mexico 
boundary -- knew Hassell as a blond, 
beefy and amiable "hick" with a 
sharp eye for women and a fondness 
for bawdy jokes and an occasional 
nip of bootleg whiskey. He some-
times mentioned that his wife didn't 
approve of liquor and that he 
intended to mend his ways. 

Mrs. Hassell was known to be 
intensely religious; she spent her 
spare time studying church litera-
ture. Several of the eight children 
living at the farm were in school at 
Farwell and were considered "ex-
ceptionally bright." One of the boys 
was an honor student. 

On a dreary day in December of 
1926, the Hassell place became a 
center of activity. George Hassell 
had announced a public auction of 
livestock, farm equipment and 
household furnishings. In spite of 
icy weather more than 150 men, 
women and youngsters milled 
around the little five-room stucco 
house. The sale items had been 
arranged to the right of the house 
around a 10-ft. square area of 
freshly turned earth where an old 
dugout had been filled in. 

Hassell explained that his family 
had moved back to their farm near 
Blair, Okla., and that he would be 
joining them in a few days. Smiling 
and jovial, he officiated at the sale, 
holding forth from the dugout site. 

Several ladies, filled with femi-
nine curosity, wandered into the 
house. In one room they found four 
trunks and suitcase. Somebody 
opened one of the trunks, revealing 
a large quantity of children's cloth-
ing, neatly packed. Also in the room 
they noted Mrs. Hassell's collection 
of religious books. How curious, 
they remarked, that a woman would 
leave such things behind. 

Gradually, the whisperings of the 
ladies reached the ears of 'their

husbands and as the days passed a 
mounting suspicion pulsed under 
the serene surface of the little cattle 
town. Some scoffed; George was 
just a good old boy. 

There were more whispers after 
Hassell deposited the proceeds of 
the sale in the bank despite having 
said he soon would join his family in 
Oklahoma. 

Mr. and Mrs. N.A. Lindop moved 
intodr  the former Hassell place a few 
days after the sale. Hassell told 
them he needed to stay on for a few 
days and clean up one of the 
bedrooms, which he said was "all 
torn up." He stacked the luggage 
against a wall and spent part of a 
day scrubbing the floor. As several 
days passed, the Lindops became 
increasingly suspicious of their 
guest. 

Thursday night, Dec. 23, Hassell 
seemed depressed and failed to 
display his usual hearty appetite at 
supper. He retired early and his 
frightened hosts spent a sleepless

A Comanche party of some 400 
warriors, returning from raids in 
Victoria and Linnville, was inter-
cepted this morning at Good's 
Crossing on Plum Creek, about 27 
miles below Austin. More than 40 
Indians were killed, according to a 
report by General Felix Huston, 
commander of the Texian forces. 
One Texian was killed and seven 
wounded, one mortally. As many as 
3,000 horses, mules and cattle were 
recaptured, along with all of the loot 
the Comanches had taken. 

The Indians raided Victoria last 
Thursday and Friday, August 6 and 
7, and Linnville August 8. Linnville 
is on Lavaca Bay, the farthest into 
Texas an Indian war party has ever 
penetrated. It is thought to be in 
retaliation for the Council House 
tragedy which occurred in San 
Antonio last March 19. At that time, 
some 70 Comanches, including 12 

a  chiefs, had assembled for a con-
W ference with Texians when an alter- 

cation broke out. Nearly all the 
Indians were killed, plus seven 
Texians. It has resulted in much 
bitterness on both sides. 

At Victoria last Thursday, the 
Indians surrounded the town before 
its inhabitants realized they were in 
the vicinity. They attacked at about 
2:30 p.m. The citizens, who had 
hardly ever given thought to an 

saIndian invasion, fled for shelter 
wherever they could find it. The 
Indians plundered the stores and the 
homes, then rounded up all the 
horses and cattle and retired. The 
next morning they attacked again, 
burning one house. In all, 15 people 
were killed. 

They then moved on to Linnville, 
a town of about five houses, and an 
important shipping point. On the 
way they captured Mrs. Crosby, the

cattle and loot they had acquired. 
Battle lines were formed. John 
Jenkins, a young soldier under Gen-
eral Burleson, describes what fol-
lowed: "It was a strange spectacle 
never to be forgotten, the wild, 
fantastic band as they stood in 
battle array, or swept around us 
with all strategy of Indian war-
fare." He says they were dressed in 
strange garb, many in clothing they 
had looted. "There was a huge 
warrior who wore a stovepipe hat, 
and another who wore a fine pigeon-
tailed cloth coat, buttoned up be-
hind. They seemed to have a talent 
for finding and blending the strang-
est, most unheard-of ornaments. 
Some wore on their heads immense 
buck and buffalo horns. One head-
dress struck me particularly. It 
consisted of a large white crane 
with red eyes." 

A wild battle ensued, but event-
ually the Indians retreated, firing as 
they went. They entered a muddy 
bayou, and soon their vast array of 
horses and mules, with all their loot, 
became stick in the deep mud. 
"They bogged down so close to-
gether that a man could have 
walked along on their bodies dry," 
says young Jenkins. 

General Huston filed his official 
report today. Of the prisoners taken 
by the Indians, he says, "We have 
been able to retake one - Mrs. Watts 
of Linnville--who was wounded by 
the Indians with an arrow when they 
fled. Mrs. Crosby was speared, and 
we understand that all the others 
were killed." Jenkins says that 
when the arrow was shot into Mrs. 
Watts' breast, "A thick corset re-
ceived and impeded its force, so 
that though wounded, she is still 
alive. She is a remarkably fine-
looking woman, but sunburned 
almost to a blister." She is the 
young bride of the customs collector 
in Linnville, who was killed in the 
raid. 

the people of Linnville had no 
suspicion of an Indian raid. The 
scene was described by one of 
them: "No language can tell the 
horror of the innocent people when 
they saw a thousand red demons 
suddenly rising in their saddle and 
with fiendish yells killing the de-
fenseless citizens, some of them in 
their beds. Resistance was utterly 
useless and the terror-striken men, 
women and children rushed for the 
small boats lying in Lavaca Bay. 
The warwhoop of the wild Coman-
ches, the cries of women and 
children and the groans of the dying 
presented a scene of horror on 
which the rising sun never before 
dawned." Six people were killed, 
including Captain H.O. Watts, col-
lector of customs. His young bride 
was carried away as a captive. The 
Comanches stayed all day, burning 
the houses one by one after looting 
whatever they could find, and driv-
ing off an immense number of 
mules, horses and cattle. The town 
is a gathering point for their trade. 

Word of the unexpected raids 
spread rapidly, and hot pursuit 
began immediately on Sunday, 
August 9, a 125-man force under 
Captain John J. Tumlinson and 
Captain Ben McCulloch skirmished 
with them. They killed four or five, 
and one Texian was killed. Captain 
McCulloch sent a dispatch to Gen-
eral Edward Burleson at Bastrop, 
an experienced Indian fighter. 

The Indian's in-bound trail cross-
ed Plum Creek near Good's Land-
ing, and General Burleson guessed 
that they would take the same route 
back. A rendezvous camp was set 
up nearby, and messengers rode in 
every direction for volunteers. The 
first to arrive was Captain Mathew 
"Old Paint" Caldwell with 37 men, 
plus 22 under Captain Lafayette 
Ward. General Burleson brought 
about 100, plus 13 Tonkawa Indians, 
and Captain James Bird came with 
35 more. Captain McCulloch, after 
some hard riding, got there with 
three men-the others stayed with 
Tumlinson. General Felix Huston, 
who heads the militia, arrived last 
night. Although he is not an ex-
perienced Indian fighter, he was 
offered the command as a courtesy.

they were able to order 25 opposing 
families to leave the county. They 
were forced to comply, meanwhile 
lodging a protest with President 
Houston. 

In September, 1842, two pitched 
battles between the Regulators and 
the Moderators left as many as 50 
dead. Houston called out the militia 
from adjoining counties and tem-
porarily restored order. After the 
militiamen went home, a new reign 
or terror erupted. Crops have gone 
untended, homes have been burned, 
and a number of men have been 
ambushed. This situation has con-
tinued until the present. 

Now the militia is again called 
out, and President Houston has gone 
to Shelby County personally to Activity Director 

killer then fled for his life, and his 
house was burned down. The Good-
bread faction, originally an under-
cover gang calling themselves the 
Freebooters, now openly reorgan-
ized as the Moderators, headed by 
Edward merchant. Charles Jackson 
organized and headed the Regu-
lators. 

The situation quickly degenerated 
into a series of murders, thefts and 
arsons. Jackson was shot down, and 
replaced by Charles Watt - Moor-
man, a colorful figure who claims to 
have invented more oaths than any 
man alive. The Regulators became 
so strong that they defied the courts 
and threatened rebellion against the 
Republic itself. In the summer of 
1842, they were so powerful that 

each making its own rules, enforced 
by threats, arson and murder. One 
called itself the Moderators, claim-
ing to moderate the excesses of 
their opponents, and the other 
called itself the Regulators, claim-
ing to regulate the Moderators. 

The Regulators were headed by 
Charles W. Jackson, a former 
steamboat owner on the lower Miss-
issippi and Red Rivers, and after-
wards a mercantile owner in 

prohibited settlement within 60 
miles of the Sabine, but people 
came anyway. Ignored by the Mex-
ican government, they made their 
own laws. 

With the establishment of the 
Republic and the opening of Texas 
land offices in 1838, the area became 

...a place for the production of count-
erfeit headrights, fraudulent land 
certificates, and counterfeit money. 
Two opposing factions grew up, 

Soil samples suggested 
of nitrogen per bushel of grain, 
produced, says Patterson. There-
fore, a 30-bushel yield would remove 
about 60 pounds of available nitro-
gen per acre. A soil test will 
determine the amount of residual 
nitrate-nitrogen in the soil and 
reduce nitrogen recommendations 
by that amount. 

Producers who have not yet made 
a final decision to plant wheat this 
fall, but wish to leave the door open 
to plant corn, sorghum or cotton 
later on, can submit a soil sample 
now and request fertilizer recom-
mendations for all cropping alter-
natives. Resulting fertilizer recom-
mendations then can be used to 
assist each person in making 
cropping decisions. 

Parmer County farmers should 
take time in the next few weeks to 
collect soil samples from those 
fields which will be fall planted to 
wheat or other small grains. 

Soil test results will be returned 
early enough to allow plenty of time 
to apply recommended nutrients 
and incorporate them into the soil 
during final seedbed preparation. 

Incorporating or knifing nutrients 
into a moist seedbed is important to 
reduce nitrogen volatitization losses 
associated with surface-applied 
urea-containing fertilizers, points 
out Gary Patterson, county agent 
with the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, the Texas A&M Uni-
yersity Sytstem. It also allows 
placement of non-mobile nutrients 
such as phosphorus into the active 
root zone of plants. 

Small grains which are grazed 
naturally require more fertilizer 
than ungrazed grain because of 
nutrients removed by grazing. 
About 30 to 40 pounds of nitrogen are 
removed in forages grazed by 
stocker cattle for each 100 pounds of 
beef produced per acre. This nitro-
gen, less some recycling, must be 
replaced to provide adequate nutri-
tion for grain production after live-
stock are removed, Patterson points 
out. 

A soil test is still the best way to 
determine fertilizer needs. How 
much of a given nutrient to apply 
depends on the level of that nutrient 
in the soil, residue levels, cropping 
history, available moisture, grazing 
practices and general management. 

A general "rule of thumb" says 
that wheat requires about 2 pounds 

Shreveport, Louisiana. He was 
wanted by the law, and a party of 
men in Shreveport captured him for 
the reward. He managed to escape, 
and gathered a group of supporters 
around him. When his captors re-
turned, there was a shoot-out in 
which several were killed, and 
Jackson fled to Shelby County. 

In 1840 he ran for Congress and 
was defeated. He attributed his de-
feat to a ring of counterfeiters, and 
informed the General Land Office at 
Austin of their dealings. Thereupon 
he received a threatening letter 
from the leader of the counter-
feiters, Joseph Goodbread. The let-
ter said that if he did not stop 
meddling in affairs that did not 
concern him, he would be killed, and 
if nobody else would do it, the writer 
would. Jackson, letter in hand, 
searched out Goodbread in Shelby-
ville, and shot him dead. 

The case came up before Judge 
John M. Hansford in the recently 
created district court in Shelby 
County. The courtroom was packed 
with men from both factions, armed 
to the teeth. Judge Hansford pru-
dently dismissed the court and 
transferred to trial to Panola 
County, where Jackson was ac-
quitted on a plea of self defense. 
Thereupon one of his followers was 
killed by a Goodbread man. The
