COOKING FOR TWO

Cooking for two presents
problems whether youare newly
weds or alone after the grown
family is gone. The problem
of what-to-serve is compli-
cated by leftovers that accum-
ulate.

Advance planning is just as
important when cooking for two
as it is for a large family,
according to extension foods
and nutrition specialists. Plan
the week’s menus ahead of time,
but make them flexible enough
for changes. If you decide on
the main course the rest of the
meal falls easily into place.
The Texas Food Standard is a
recommended guide for plan-
ning balanced meals.

Meat is usually the mainitem
to consider. When possible,
choose a meat that does double
duty, such as a roast that can
be served for Sunday dinner
and used later in the week as
cold roast beef slices for sup-
per. Rib end of a pork loin
is a triple duty meat., Have
the butcher cut off two or three
chops for a braised pork chop
meal, Then roast the remain-
ing piece and the leftover can
be used a third time for a dish
like Sweet-Sour Pork. :

This year it appears that
quite a bit of grass seeding
will be done in Parmer County,
Most of this work is the result
of the conservation reserve of
the soil bank program and the
Great Plains Conservation Pro-
gram with the aim to control
wind apd water erosion and for
livestock to supportfuture farm
incomes.

Very likely some of this land
was not productive under culti-
vation. It might have been too
steep, infertile, too shallow or
otherwise unfit for cultivation.
Often there were areas that
were broken out, cultivated for
a while and then abandoned so
that it might go back to grass.
Of tourse, the good grasses
did not come back and the cover
that nature put on the land was
almost valueless for grazing.

not realize that the land was
unfit for cultivation before he
broke it out, After it was
farmed and later decided that it
was unfit for cultivation, mea-
sures were not taken to estab-
lish it to a good native grass.
As result, erosion has takenits
toll of the productivity of this
land.

There is land in this county
that is on the border line ag
far as cultivation and pasture
is concerned. Perhaps the own-
er is undecided as to whether
the land is best suited for cul-
tivation or for pasture,

The Soil Conservation Ser-
vice classifies all land into
eight groups and bases all of
its recommendations on this
system. The first three land
classes are suitable for cul-
tivation with varying intensi-
ties of treatment, Class VI
is marginal land capable of
some cultivation, but better
suited for grass. The next
three classes are suited only
for permanent vegetation,Class
VIII land has no agricultural
value. :
