"They said goal- setting was like a car race. You set a goal, 
and you get a checkered flag if you win. After you set a goal, 
you keep working. If you give up, you'll never achieve your 
goal. 

"They said that the car was your equipment-your talents, 
and the pit crew were your friends:" said Schauf. 

By using a clear illustration, the speakers were able to 
teach their lessons so that the Texico students were able 
to remember the main points of the talk weeks after the 
seminar. 

Schauf felt that he also came away from the conference 
with more self-confidence and a knowledge that God will 
help you on your way. 

Bolinger praised the excellent speaking ability of the FFA 
officers, and the content of their speeches, "They all knew 
what they were talking about," he said. 

The first day included formal sessions most of the day, 
but that evening the group enjoyed a casual dinner together. 
"They (the speakers) were down to earth, and they spoke in
