Farwell, Lazbuddie schools 
set kindergarten registration 

Farwell 
Pre-kindergarten Head Start and kindergarten registration 

at Farwell will take place at the Farwell Elementary School on 
April 13 from 1 to 4 p.m. 

All children who will be 4 and 5 years old as of Sept. 1, 
1999, and live in the Farwell school district need to register for 
the coming school year. 

Parents need to bring with them their child's immunization 
records and official birth certificate, plus Social Security num-
bers for their child. 

School nurse Rebecca Smallwood will be available to re-
view immunization records. 

To be eligible for pre-k, a child must be 4 years old as of 
Sept. 1, need English language skills, and must qualify for free 
or reduced lunches. 

Lazbuddie 
Pre-kindergarten and kindergarten registration will be held 

at Lazbuddie Elementary School on April 16 from 9 to 11 a.m. 
To be eligible for kindergarten, a youth must be 5 years old 

before Sept. 1, 1999. 

To be eligible for pre-k, a child must be at least 4 years old 
before Sept. 1: must qualify for free or reduced lunches, and 
must lake English language skills. 

Parents must furnish a state birth certificate, immunization 
records and Social Security number for the child when regis-
tering. 

As part of the day, children will visit their classroom, take a 
short bus ride, tour the school and be given refreshments in 
the cafeteria. 

Parmer County is now of-
ficially part of the Northwest 
Plains Boll Weevil Eradication 
Zone.

On naming animals 
Sometimes I wonder what people are thinking of when they 

name their pets? When I was young, I had a pet dog named 
Smorg (which is short for smorgasbord; he ate everything in 
sight). 

My neighborhood friend, Wilbur, was always teasing me by 
calling my dog Gladys: "I'm gladys you dog and not mine." 

Wilbur named his dog an original, boring name -- 'Dog'. I 
asked Wilbur why he called his dog 'Dog,' and he replied: 
"Well, he's a dog 'aint he?" 

Wilbur wasn't much for naming animals with elaborate 
names. His cat was 'Car, his horse 'Horse', and his pig's 
name was `S000eee,' at least that's what he hollered when he 
went to feed it. 

Wilbur and me were always catching all kinds of pets and 
giving them all sorts of names. We collected enough bugs for 
an army, so it was only fitting we named them, "General, 
Colonel, Sergeant, etc.' Once, we caught several mice and I 
asked Wilbur what we should name them.

West Texas vegetable growers were briefed on new market-

ing initiatives and potato research Jan. 19 at the annual West 
Texas Vegetable Conference in Hereford. 

Ray Prewett, executive vice president of the Texas Vegetabl 
Association (TVA), explained the workings of the Texas Vege-
table Initiative - a grassroots effort designed to help the indus-
try regain lost market share, assess future needs and conduct 
strategies aimed at long-term economic viability. 

"One of our chief goals is to approach the Texas Legisla-
ture and gain dedicated funding by 2001 to support research, 
extension, marketing and promotion of Texas vegetables 
through agencies such as the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Experiment Station and the Texas Department of Ag-
riculture," Prewett said. "But first we need to get vegetable 
growers across the state together and united in support of 
this initiative. To that end, we will conduct several statewide 
grower meetings this year and one statewide coordination 
meeting in 2000." 

Prewett said four 1999 meetings will be held in Texas' ma-
jor vegetable producing regions, such as the Winter Garden 
and West Texas (High Plains and South Plains). If widespread 
producer support results from the meetings, the initiative will 
move forward in three phases. 

"In Phase I, we will promote the health benefits of Texas-
grown vegetables - hopefully under the auspices of the Legis-
lature's 'Food for Health" research funding initiative," he said. 
"We will then seek an appropriation for dedicated agronomic 
vegetable research in Phase II, and we will address marketing 
and promotion programs in Phase III. We (the NA) believe 
the initiative is a win-win situation for all who want to be in-
volved - from growers to industry to educational institutions 
which focus on agriculture." 

Dr. Creighton Miller, Texas A&M University potato geneti-
cist, briefed growers on new potato strains being tested 
across the state. 

"Our current field research focuses on developing im-
proved red potato varieties," Miller said. "The most widely-
grown potato in Texas right now is Russett Norkotah. It's 
good, but it has certain weaknesses. We began collecting re-
gional variations of Russett Norkotah in 1989, from several 
sites in Texas and Colorado. Since then, we've grown the 
best of these in annual field trials -- to identify plants which 
produce good tubers and strong vines. Six plant selections 
have emerged from these trials. The average yield potential of 
these hybrids ranges from 332 to 406 hundredweight (cwt) per 
acre." 

Miller said three of these six strains soon will be certified 
under the Plant Variety Protection Act (PVPA). When released, 
these potatoes will be identified with the prefix TXNS and a 
three digit number.

"We hope that'at least two fo these pan 
out as well as 112, 223 and 278 in future field trials." 

Dr. Greta Schuster, Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
plant pathologist and director of West Texas A&M University's 
Integrated Pest Management (IPM) programs, outlined potato 
seed tuber research at WTAMU and Extension's potato IPM 
program. 

"We initiated a field trial last year to study the effect of sev-
eral potato seed tuber treatments on plant health and yield. 
We also looked at whether ammonium sulfate has any effect in 
reducing potato scab," Schuster said. "Our trials were con-
ducted in cooperation with two growers at two different sites 
with four treatments at each field site. Last year was not a 
good production year for anyone, including our field research. 
Eve so, we saw no appreciable effect on potato yield or mar-
ketable tuber yield from any of the see treatments in our first 
year of research. We plan to continue these trials to see if re-
sults from 'more normal' growing years will be significantly 
different." 

Schuster also briefed growers on WISDOM software - a 
computer program developed in Michigan. She said WISDOM 
may become an integral part of potato IPM work on the Texas 
High Plains. 

"Our goal with potato IPM is to help growers reduce chemi-
cal applications and thwart pest problems," she said. 
"WISDOM uses temperature, rainfall and humidity data col-
lected at the field level to predict the likelihood of disease or 
insect problems. We hope to test the software here soon. Our 
goal is to help producers develop better management strate-
gies for applying chemicals such as fungicides, and to identify 
`windows' when they should be scouting their fields inten-
sively for pest problems."

quarter. Meanwhile, Chris Hall counterered with his own 3-
pointer. With baskets by Ross Burford and Jake Boazman 
leading the way, the Wolverines moved out to a 16-11 lead af-
ter one quarter. 

The 2nd quarter saw Tularosa score 6 baskets, three of 
them from long range. After Tularosa moved ahead, 18-16, a 
basket by Jake Boazman tied it. Then after a 3-pointer by Tu-
larosa, Johnny Sena answered with a 3-pointer. But the Wild-
cats went into halftime, with a slim 26-25 lead. 

The 3rd quarter opened with the Wolverines' big center 
Justin Steward, who hadn't scored in the first half, hitting 
three straight baskets inside, as Texico opened a 31-26 lead. 
But Tularosa kept trying the 3-pointers, and were successful. 

In the 3rd quarter, Tularosa scored 12 points -- on four 3-
pointers. Baksets by Jake Boazman and a 3-pointer by Sena 
kept Texico even and the game moved in the final period with 
the score tied at 38-all. 

A basket by Steward with 6 minutes left put Texico ahead 
40-38. But then Tularosa pulled away as the Wolverines' shots 
were not falling. Meanwhile, the rebounds started going Tu-
larosa's way, and their press hurt, too. A couple more 3-
pointers, plus free throws, gradually moved the score into 
Tularosa's favor, 55-44. 

In the last minute, Texico managed to close the gap on 3 
pointers by Josh Boazman and Hall, to get to 55-50. But Wild-
cat free throws iced the game as the seconds ticked off. 

Scoring for Texico were: Jake Boazman, 10; Josh Boaz-
man, 11; Steward, 8; Hall, 8; Burford, 3, and Sena, 10. 

The Hope Huskies ended Texico's dream of another go at 
the Jal Panthers in the state championship game. Hope 
stopped the Wolverines, 87-56, in the state semi-finals. 

Hope shot extremely well as the Wolverines couldn't match 
their scoring. 

The game started with Texico crashing the boards well. But 
after the game was tied at 6-all, Hope hit a 3 pointer, followed  

by two more baskets to take a 13-6 lead. Josh Boazman an- 
swered with two baskets, and Chris Hall had one, but Hope S 
went into the 2nd quarter with a 19-12 lead. 

The 2nd quarter was all even. Johnny Sena led the charge 
as he hit for two baskets, plus a 3-pointer to lead his team to a 
21-21 tie. The game was tied midway through the quarter 
again on a Ross Burford basket, at 23-23. 

But then Hope scored 6 unanswered points. In the final mi- 
nute, Hall canned two baskets but Hope led 36-29 at the half. 

The 3rd quarter proved Texico's undoing as their shots 
were not falling, while Hope's were. 

The quarter started on a positive note when Texico got the 
ball into their big center, Justin Steward, who tallied twice to S 
move within 3 points of Hope. But a pair of Hope 3-pointers 
boosted their lead again. Combined with good rebounding by 
Hope, the score started moving in the Huskies' favor. Hope 
put 15 straight points on the board, that was only answered by 
one Jake Boazman basket. 

The Hope lead kept increasing despite baskets by Hall and 
Kyle Cain. Hope outscored Texico, 25-10 in the quarter. 

Coach Richard Luscombe went to his bench in the final 
quarter, looking for some scoring. Justin Foust responded 
with a pair of 3 pointers early in the quarter, closing the Hope 
lead to 65-45. But Hope kept scoring so Texico wasn't able to 
get much closer. 

Phil Peabody had a basket, and Cody Dunnahoe canned a 3 
pointer. But by then the Hope lead had grown to 78-52. 

The parade to the free throw line by Hope highlighted the 
last few minutes of the game. Hope had a very high percent- 
age of its free throws being good; they went to the charity 
stripe far more than Texico.
