A new insurance
policy was instituted for a total
seost of $159 per year in order
#to afford protection to mem-
bers of the Farwell Volunteer
Emergency Service who drive
patients in the ambulance,
Fire Chief Lee Hutchins said
he thought $150 would be
‘‘cheap’’ protection for his
drivers of the emergency unit.

Approved was the place-
ment, immediately, of ‘‘no

" parking" signs on Main Street,

Highway 70-84, near the cor-
ners of Second, Third, Fourth
and Ninth Streets. The ‘‘no
parking™' signs, to conform
with state law, will be placed
west of the intersections 40
feet. This is required by state
law to eliminate driving haz-
ards, and will be enforced by
members of the Texas High-
way Patrol. !

Unanimously adopted by the
city commission was a junk
car ordinance, which also con-
forms to state law requiring
that junk vehicles to be
removed from streets in Texas
cities.

Following an explanation by
Hutchins on the advantages of
a Civil Defense Organization
for the city, commissioners
approved establishing the or-
ganization in Farwell.

To remove a fruit juice stain,

sponge spot with cool water or
glycerine and water. Or, try a
vinegar-water solution, fol-
lowed by a clear water rinse.
Then blot dry with a towel.

Also, for removing alcoholic

beverage stains, use the fruit
juice method. Berry stains, on
the other hand, require im-:
mediate removal of any berry
pieces, followed by sponging
with cool water. Later blot
with a detergent-water solution
and rinse in clear water.

If fabric is colorfast and the

above method doesn't work,

try pouring boiling water
through the fabric stretched
over a bowl or pan.

On non-colorfast fabrics,
work in glycerine and let stand
for a few hours. Apply a few
drops of vinegar and rinse in
clear, cool water. For a candle
wax stain, apply ice to solidify
wax. Then scrape with a table
knife. Place paper towels on
both sides of fabric, and iron
until wax is removed. If color
remains, use a grease solvent
spot remover on it. Also use

spine and he ended up in a
wheelchair for some years, as
he had repeated surgery to
correct the ailment. Mrs.
Lockhart negotiated with hos-
pitals for treatment and al-
though he is a young man in
his early 20's, Raymond still
visits with the nurse who
helped him get necessary
treatment, and he slowly
improves and is no longer
confined to a wheelchair.

“The community, the whole
community, helped in another
instance,” recalled the nurse,
as she told of a family who was
found to have tuberculosis.
According to her memeory, all
but one member of a 10-mem-
ber family was found to have
contacted the disease, but with
community efforts, adequate
hospitalization and care for the
family was acquired. *

In yet another incident, the
school nurse helped get mas-
toid surgery for a boy who had
severe hearing problems for
several years.

“Usually each year, one
outstanding case with a child
shows up," she said, ‘“There's
really a variety of things that
can go wrong."”

She smiled as she said, I
am very pleased, that "most
youngsters are not afraid to
come to the nurses office,”" and
added, “In  fact, they some-
times hunt excuses to come to
my office.”

Retirement - ““I hate to even
think about ever retiring,"* she
commented, ‘“‘I don't know
what I would ever do without
all my boys and girls."

Overhearing the comment,
Principal Scott quickly added,
“No, she’s not going to retire,
she can't.”

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CHRIST THE SON OF GOD

St. Paul opens his Epistle to the
Romans by stating that the Lord
Jesus Christ was “declared to be the
Son of God with power," or “pow-
erfully declared to be the Son of
God...by the resurrection from the
dead” (1:4).

In Psa. 2:6, we have Christ, in
prophecy, saying, “‘l will declare the
decree: the Lord hath said unto me,
Thou art My Son; this day have |
begotten Thee.” Our Lord was, of
course, eternally one with the Fa-
ther, but the word ““begotten’ here
comes from lIsrael’s laws, referring
to the time when the child was offi-
cially declared to be the father's
full-grown son.

But what day was He referring
to? On what day did the Father
officially declare, ““This day have |
begotten Thee'’? The answer is
found in Acts 13:33, where the
apostle states that God “raised up
Jesus again, as it is also written in
the second Psalm: Thou art My Son,
THIS DAY have | begotten Thee."

So our Lord was officially de-

clared — and powerfully declared —
to be the Son of God at His resur-
rection from the dead.

But what did Paul mean in Il
Tim. 2:7,8, where he said: “Con-
sider what | say; and the Lord give
thee understanding in all things.
Remember that Jesus Christ, of the
seed of David, was raised from the
dead according to my gospel.”

The answer is that the twelve had
proclaimed Christ as the Son of
David, to sit on David’s throne.
Theirs was “‘the gospel of the king-
dom.”

But when the King and His king-
dom were rejected, God raised up
another apostle, Paul;~to proclaim
“Theegospel of the grace of God"
(Acts 20:24).

Christ was, indeed, raised from
the dead to sit on David’s throne,
and this will yet come to pass, but
Paul has a message for us, here and
now: that Christ was raised from
the dead to certify our justification
and to become the Head of “the
Church which is His Body."”

Craig said the equipment to
start the classes last year was
what they could “‘beg, borrow
and steal'' but several new
pieces of equipment have been
added this year to add to the

new department at Farwell
High School. Added this year
have been a 14 inch bandsaw
and a shaper, with a wood
lathe and uniplane expected in
the shop building in a short
time.

“We spent $2,500 for equip-
ment last year,"” commented
Craig, “And, we have a $3,000
equipment budget for this
year.

“Most of the boys are real
enthusiastic about the pro-
gram,"” he added, “And we
find that discipline problems
are a real minimum. These
boys are in the class because
they want to be and when they

come to the shop building they
are ready to work."

Craig also expressed his
pleasure with the quality of
work turned out by the
students.

From ecology boxes (or
memory boxes) almost com-
pleted by Jerry Dee Owen's
eighth grade students in the
class, the woodworking stu-
dents will begin making jewel-
ry boxes in a few days.

For eighth graders, said
Owen, the fundamentals of
elementary woodworking and
use of tools is emphasized.

The more
people using mass transit in
lieu of their private 10 miles/
gal. gas hogs means less
natural resources pumped
from the ground, fewer re-
fineries, and more fuel avail-
able for irrigation pumps,
tractors, and trucks.

The saddest point of your
editorial was your division of
the country into “them' and

us”. Pray God we are never
so split. Every state feels they
are making sacrifices for the
common good. Perhaps you
should have heard a New
Jersey man speak of his taxes
being given to those lazy
farmers to grow nothing while
his food costs keep going up. It
is a great and wonderful
country, and only as we all pull
together will it remain so.
