“Our
teams qualified for many UIL academic scholarships.”

During the past several years of success in CX Debate, no Farwell team has
done better than 3rd place, although an individual, Ashleigh Mesman, finished
1st last year.

ing aprons; Southwest Welding will construct the
building, $32,000; and Overhead Doors will put on
the rollup doors for $13,600.

Deaf Smith Electric Co-op elects Reeve, Olson, Wright

annual meeting of Deaf Smith Electric Cooperative in
Hereford Tuesday:

Andrews.

Attending were 533 registered members and a
huge crowd was present.

General Manager Stever Louder said it has been a
busy and successful year.

“We reached an all-time high peak load of 183
megawatts and kilowatt hour sales at 599 million. We
installed 27 miles of underground wire and 33 miles
of overhead distribution lines to serve 391 new serv-
ices,” he sai.

Irrigation load added included 345 new services
totaling 13,002 horsepower. The co-op built 9 miles
of transmission line for new substations and
upgrade of existing ones.

Incumbent Donald Wright beat Donny

The co-op’s margin, its equity level of 71 percent
and its debt service coverage level indicate a very
strong business, he said.

The operating margin was $4.28 million. The co-op
retired $1.5 million in capital credits.

Louder reported there will be a gradual expansion
of the system’s infrastructure in the coming year.

During the drawings, Ken Howell, of Dimmitt, won
the two airline tickets.

The co-op has completed the voltage conversion
of the Hub substation and the transmission line to
serve it. A new substation is planned southwest of
Hereford.

A change has been made in voting procedures.
Now, ballots will be mailed to members before the
annual meeting and folks can vote without attending
the meeting.

And Louder alerted folks to a carbon tax that may
be imposed by the federal government on electric
generating facilities. This would be imposed over a
number of years.

Recently the decision was made to increase the
fees for those that are disconnected and reconnect-
ed for non-payment on utilities in the City of Bovina.
Those fees have been raised to $50 from $25. The
time involved in pulling our resources from jobs that
are necessary to adjust to responding to turning
meters off forces necessary tasks to being second-
ary.

A survey was done with comparable municipali-
ties and our rates were far behind the fees charged
in other communities. The amount of increase
places our fees at the bottom of the scale.

Toward the effort to meet the financial obligations
for the City of Bovina and to relieve the burden to the
citizens in carrying delinquent bills, it became nec-
essary to address the demands of those that habitu-
ally neglect to pay their bills timely.

The increase was not placed on those that merely
pay their bills late but placed on those that are dis-
connected. Itis not the intent of the City to not work
with the citizens that fall on hard times. In fact, every
effort has been extended to those that are in a tem-
porary crisis.

City manager explains
water reconnect fees

(Editor’s note: In response to the Letter to the
Editor, Bovina City Manager Jana Pitcock sent this
article.)

The City of Bovina carries the utilities for three
services. Unlike many other communities, the citi-
zens receive water, sewer, and garbage all on one
bill.

Basic service for water currently is $16.00, sewer
$32.00, and $20.50 for garbage. These fees are con-
sidered low. The council had the foresight to
address the looming crisis with the sewer plant
before the city was out of compliance and forced to
