AUSTIN—“There is no easy road
to the abatement of insects and ro-
dents,” says Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer. Frequently people
get enthusiastic about the destruc-
tion of the insects and believe thai,
if a huge fogging machine rolls
through 1ocwi spreadin gan insect)-
dide, insects will be killed instant-
1y and peace from the insect nuisance
will remain forever. This is an erron-
<ous and, unfortunately, bad practice
because it creats an unwarranted
sense of security.

Before any killing is anticipated, a
thorough clean-up of the community
should be carried on. This means
cleaning up the rubbish and garbage
and eliminating all insect feeding
and breeding places. It might mean
the draining or filling in of wet areas
for destruction of the mosquito lar-
vae, When this is done, one will be
surprised how few insects are left to
become a nuisance and, perhaps, a
public health problem.

Following this, it is suggested that
insecticides be sprayed manually to
those places inhabited by the insects.
Experience has shown that a 2 pe:
cent to 5 per cent solution of DDT is
still the most effective insecticide to
use for general sanitation. This is
spread to form a thin coat on the sur-
face, where it can remain for future
destruction. A spray that will just
. moisten the surface is sufficient to be
¢lfective, Spray only those areas
where you know the insects gather.

Some Things To
Check As Spring
Arrives

COLLEGE STATION — Spring
weather is bringing on the usual
crop of weeds and mew growth in
pastures. To most livestock produc-
ers this is a welcome development.
but to the dairyman who is selling

‘milk it brings on problems. Chief

among them, says R. E. Burleson, as-
soclate extension dairy husbandman
of A, & M, is the off flavors in milk.
To prevent this condition, he says
pastures . should be grazed during
the morning. Cows should be in ge-
veral hours before milking time.
Dairymen, says Burleson, are jus-
tified in spending money for: fertiliz-
ers and for other practices that will
lead to better pastures. He points out
that a good dairy cow will return ap-

| proximately 7 times as much income

frpm am acre of improved pasture ag
will any other type of livestock. Fo:
this same reason, he continues, dairy
cows also require better pastures to

ao an efficient job of producing milk.
It should be remembered, he says
that feed costs represent about 50 o1
60 per cent of the total cost of pro-
ducing milk and anything that can
be done to reduce this cost will in-
crease income. In one dairy herd im-
provement association, a few dairy-
men are producing milk at a feed
cost of around $2 per hundred lbs
while costs for other members in the
same association run over $4 cwt.

The difference, he says, is the
feeding program being followed by
the dairymen. The cheapest produc-
tion comes from improved pastures
followed by silage, hay and concen-
trates. He reports that 1949 cost fig-
ures show that 100 pounds of 4 per
cent milk can be, produced from gra-
zing on an improved pasture for 40c
as againts $3.60 for concentrates
Cost of production factor is goimg tc
determine which dairymen are going
to stay i1n business and make money
and which will be forced out be-
cause of inefficiency.

With these facts in mind, he says
the conclusion is obvious: dairymen
must produce as much milk as pos-
sible from roughages, including im-
proved pastures, silage and hay.

Jons of water. For a spray, the DDT-
BHC combination or 10 pounds of 40
perecnt wettable toxaphene may be
ased in 10 gallons of water.

©f the soluticns will kill the ticks
present and will protect the cattle
against reinfestation for a period oi
fwo to four weeks.

Lone Star ticks in the lawn, says
Deer, can be controlled by dusting
the surface of the lawn with 10 per
cent DDT dust at the rate of one
pound of dust to each 1,000 square
feet of area.

‘Bugs are likely to cause serious
Iosses in stored grain unless control
aneasures are taken. Check grain at
regular intervals tor live insects, and
fumigate if needed.

Texas Refail Sales
Show Slight Increase

AUSTIN—Texas retail sales 1n
February rose 1 percent from Jan-
uary to an estimated $401,056,000, ar
11-per-cent gain from January 1949,
the University of Texas Bureau of
Business Research reported.

Sales of durable goods stores step-

January and rose 25 percent from
February a year ago.

Automotive stores turned in the
largest January-to-February rise in
durable goods sales—8 per cent. Dur-
ing the monthly period sales of build.
ing materials, lumber, and hardware
rose 4 per cent. Jewelry store sales
fell 7 percent, while sales of furni-
ture and household goods dipped 4
per cent from January.

In comparison with February 1949,
jewelry store sales slid 20 per cent.
On the other hand, automotive sales
gained 30 per cent; building mater-
jals, lumber and hardware, 25 per
cent; and furniture and household
goods, 12 per cent.

Total nondurable goods store sales
slipped 4 per cent in February from
January and dipped 1 per cent from
February 1949.

Timm points out that the in-
formation taken from the census of-
ten is used in planning programs de-
signed to improve farming and rural
life and farm organizaticns likewise
