Fiber optic lines

The Texico City
Council on March 25 met
with representatives
from Yucca Telecom,
including General
Manager Scott Arnold
and Yucca board mem-
ber Butch Tharp, of
Texico.

This summer, Yucca is
starting a new project to
run fiber optic wire to all
subscribers in Texico.

This will replace the
aging copper lines and
give Yucca more options
for the future, including
high speed internet and
more phone services.
They will also be placing
service “drop” boxes on
each house to interpret
the signal.

The copper lines that
are being replaced have
been around long past
their 25-year expected
life. Copper prices also

have climbed high
enough that it would be
very expensive to

replace them. Fiber optic
lines will provide the
same basic services, but
they can also be used to
send and receive a lot
more information, which
will give Yucca more
options in the future.

The project should
take five to six months,
but might take as long as
nine months depending
on any problems. For
example, construction
could take longer if the
work crews run into a lot
of unmarked under-
ground lines.

In the past, telephone
lines had been run with
the power lines above
ground, but the new fiber
optics will be laid in
trenches underground
throughout the town.

Texico has many
underground water,
sewer and gas lines that

Yucca plans to have every
house in Texico wired within nine months.

are not marked on city
maps. The council point-
ed out that this is a great
chance for them to find
and mark these pipes so
they can find them again
in the future.

The holes for the fiber
optic lines will be bored
in many instances below
the level that the pipes
are located to keep from
hitting too many. Their
intention is to disrupt as
little as possible.

Each house converted
will get a new service
drop box attached to the
outside. This will be con-
nected to the fiber optic
service by an under-
ground cable as well.
Where possible, the
crews will bore under the
backyard to the side of
the house. If this isn’t
possible, the hoe owner
will be asked if they can
dig a trench to allow
access for the cable.

The new drop boxes
will have to be plugged in
to work. They come with
a battery backup in case
of power outage, but the
power is needed to send
and receive the signals.
The power usage is 9
watts, or less than a dol-
lar a month at current
rates.

For high speed inter-
net, home wiring might
need to be updated. If the
wiring will not work, than
it will be fixed.

The city will be wired
in zones. The first part of
the city to be upgraded
will be the southeast cor-
ner of the main city
including the Town and
County convenience
store. See the map to
determine when your
home will be upgraded.

Everyone in the 482
prefix area will have the
option of being upgrad-
ed, including the people

in zones. The first zone

who live in the country. If
your home isn’t on the
map, than contact Yucca
to find out when they can
get to you.

Arnold also stressed
that your phone bill will
not increase because of
the new service. He said
that there will soon be a
state mandated sur-
charge of $1.05 on your
bill, but it is not associat-
ed with fiber optics.

For
those that don’t know
me, I’'m Sterling Bowers
and | grew up right here
in Texico. | played sports
for my beloved Texico
Wolverines from 7th
grade on. | was involved
in FFA and FCA as well.

spent my whole life in
this year. I’'ve grown up
with the kids from
Farwell; some of them
are my best friends.
We’ve competed togeth-
er and against each other
as long as we’ve known.
Why should this end dur-
ing the peak of our ath-
letic careers, when there
is so much to be gained?

This is the mystery, the
unsolvable riddle.

During
these games, the crowds
are bigger than what
either team sees in any
other regular season
game, and they are usu-
ally the most intense
games of the year.

Yes, the fans are much
more passionate and
active than usual, but
nothing ever gets out of
control. And the players
raise their games to a
completely different
level. This match-up ben-
efits each team for the
rest of the season. They
see what they are capa-
ble of when they are
pushed. They dig deeper
and put out more effort in
these games than in any
other. There is a lot of
emotion but the players
always stay in check.
These games always
stimulate the student
body and revive school

spirit as well.
There are no down-
sides to the Farwell

Deaf Smith Electric Cooperative
update to members

gives annual

There was a full crowd
on March 25 for the 70th
annual membership
meeting of Deaf Smith
Electric Cooperative in
Hereford.

A total of $1.5 million
of capital credits from
1994 and 1995 were
returned to members.

Income from 2007 was
up strongly over the pre-
vious year — it went from
$5,774,184 in 2006 to
$8,194,643 in 2007.

There were two board
posts on the ballot, with
both incumbents re-
elected: In Position 1,
Gilbert Yosten defeated
Ronnie Fetsch; in
Position 2, Jim Hoelting
topped J.C. Pohimeier.

In his annual report,
Steve Loudder, Deaf
Smith’s president and
general manager, includ-
ed these comments:

“We reached a peak
load of almost 160
megawatts with kilowatt-
hour sales of 482 million.
We added one lineman
and bucket truck for the
purpose of bringing in
transformers that are too
large for the load they
serve, so we can mini-
mize the purchase of
large new transformers.”

“We are retiring $1.5
million of capital credits
and still maintaining a
healthy equity level.
DSEC installed 12 miles
of underground wire and
constructed 13 miles of
overhead distribution
line to serve 246 new
services during 2007.
Irrigation load added dur-
ing the year included 225
new services totaling
5,684 horsepower. Deaf
Smith’s transmission,
distribution and under-
ground lines now total
4,602 miles serving
14,385 meters.

“We have completed
two new substations,
stopped the irrigation
conversion moratorium
an are now taking new
applications for service
to all irrigation loads.
However, a lengthy wait-
ing list was compiled
during the nearly two-
year moratorium and the

backlog of construction
is estimated at more than
a year. Also, all new irri-
gation applications are

required to sign an
Interruptible Service
Agreement permitting

the co-op to interrupt
your service.”

“The intent of this
decision is neither to
harm the irrigator’s
crops nor interfere with
his operations. It is to
develop a method where-
by we can continue to
add new services to our
grid without having to
construct very expensive
infrastructure to support
it. This need is driven by
the fact that the Deaf
Smith distribution grid is
capable of serving addi-
tional loads most of the
time, but during the sum-
mer months, it is
loaded.”

“By interrupting cer-
tain loads for short dura-
tions during this peak
usage time, we would be
able to add more. Also,

the permission to build
new sub-stations and
transmission lines is not
certain. The entire area is
transmission con-
strained and thus ques-
tionable when adding
anything more than just
normal load growth. The
interruptible program will
be developed with the
irrigator in mind.”

“We will rotate groups
from one day to the next,
and we will be cognizant
of the total off time
imposed on any one
meter. We believe it can
be operated with only
minimal impact to the
irrigator’s operation or
bottom line. Further, the
co-op has made the deci-
sion to expand its capac-
ity, knowing the probabil-
ity of some form of irriga-
tion water usage regula-
tions during the next
several years. We are
also certain that water
availability, from the
aquifer, is declining.”
