Many communities held cele-
brations. Muleshoe had a shin-
dig, Oklahoma Lane had a re-
union, Hereford had a cere-
mony. Texico and Farwell had 
nothing. Well almost nothing. 
There were a few family or 

, group activities but nothing of 
an organized nature. Friona has 
its Maize Days; Bovine, its Bull 
Town Days. Texico-Farwell has 
nothing. 

The Chamber of Commerce 
watermelon feed has been omit-
ted the last two years. Apprec-
iation Day lasted several years 
and fell by the wayside. The 
easy answer to the demise of 
civic activities is that they were 
not well enough attended to war-
rant further pursuit. It's true 
the attendance at the local ef-
forts left a great deal to be 
desired, but it's Just possible 
that the efforts on our part 
were not extensive enough, or 
they lacked suitable publicity, 
or they somehow did not really 
express the reasons for their 
being promoted. 

If other communities can give 
local celebrations that draw 
crowds and are deemed to be 
worthy by the sponsoring or-
ganizations, there is no reason 
why we in the Twin Cities can-
not do likewise. 

At the last Farwell Cham-
ber of Commerce meeting, Joe 
Jones made an observation that 
is well worth pondering. The 
talk around the table concerned 
attempts to get business or in-
dustry to come to Farwell. The 
example of East Texas bring-
ing small manufacturing plants 
to that area was mentioned 
as worthy of thought. Joe then 
observed that they had their 
backs to the economic wall due 
to the collapse of the broiler 
industry in that area.They rec-
ognized the need for concerted 
effort and then got out and made 
the effort, while we here are not 
exactly in a depressed status 
and that incentive was missing 
for us. 

We cannot help but feel that 
this malise of economic suffic-
iency is at the root of the fact 
that we as a community can-
not seem to successfully carry 
on a lengthy. burdensome or 

i t-ether expensive program of 
• civic improvement or promo-

tion. It's Just possible that as 
we become immersed in our 
daily tasks of making ends meet, 
we do not feel the acute neces-
sity of planning for the future 
growth of the modest prosper-
ity we do enjoy. 

Texico and Farwell, as a joint 
and complementing community, 
must again become the focal 
point in people's minds for their 
trading activities. One very 
real, though hard to assess, 
way is by means of well planned, 
publicized and financed civic 
celebrations. We must remind 

'• people again and again we are 
here, we have goods and serv- 
ices to offer, we want their 
business. This could be done. 
this must be done, this will be 
done. We have great faith Inthe 
ingenuity, intelligence, integ-
rity and Industry of ow com-
munity.

Mrs. Brunton immediately 
investigated the possibility of 
coming to America under this 
work setup and it was not long 
until she had been interviewed 
for and accepted by a family 
of doctors in New Jersey, who 
had three teenage children who 
needed a genteel person in the 
home while the parents were 
away. 

The English lady explained 
that under the work setup, her 
fare to America was paid by 
her prospective employees with 
the understanding that it would 
be withheld from her salary 
over a ten-month period. At 
the end of that time, the money 
was returned to her by the fam-
ily, as a bonus and she now 
has it in reserve for the return 
trip to England. tier visa al-
lows her to stay in the states 
for three years and since her 
year with the New Jersey fam-
ily is at an end, she is planning 
to spend the next two years 
working in various places in 
the United States and also visit-
ing with American relatives. 

"Ohl my New Jersey family 
did not want me to leave, and 
almost every mail brings let-
ters from the teenagers begging 
me to return, but I want to see 
America," stated Mrs. Brun-
ton. However, she does plan to 
visit the family before return-
ing to England. 

"I came to America to see 
the sights and that is just what 
I intend to do for the next two 
years," stated Mrs. Mabel 
Worthington Brunton of Liver-
pool, England, who is current-
ly visiting in the home of a 
niece, Mrs. Bill Whitesides. 

Mrs. Brunton accompanied by 
her sister Mrs. Elsie Worth-
ington Block, of Harrison, Ark., 
mother of Mrs. VThitesides, ar-
rived in Farwell last week and 
will spend the next few weeks 
visiting with nieces and nephews 
in the area and also visiting 
places of interest in this vi-
cinity. 

Mrs. Block, oldest of the two 
English ladies, first arrived in 
the United States in early 1921 
and was married to her late 
husband in New York City in the 
Little Church Around the 
Corner, following a courtship 
which began when her husband 
was an American GI, stationed 
in England in World War I. She 
has been back to England only 
one time, that being in 1948. 

Mrs. Block, a widow, whose 
late husband was an English 
Army man, at one time lived 
in India for a five-year period. 
In 1942, she with her children 
was evacuated, by choice, from 
India back to England where she 
spent the remainder of the war. 

After her children had all 
reached adulthood, Mrs. Brun-
ton began to dream of visiting 
America, but believed that the 
trip was far out of reach. How-
ever, last year she was told by 
a friend of an agency which

Does it make a difference if 
the dog is a purebred or a mixed 
breed? A fancy pedigree doesn't 
guarantee that your pup will be 
perfect, but it does assure you 
that he will look like his parents. 
Though the price for a purebred 
is more, there are the opportuni-
ties for exhibiting hint in shows, 
and perhaps breeding a litter. 

With a mixed breed you are 
taking a chance as no two pups 
will look alike or be alike in tem-
perament. The initial cost of the 
mixed breed will be lower, but 
the basic upkeep will be the same. 

The experts at the Purina Pet 
Care Center in St. Louis suggest 
that you consider whether a male 
or female is best for your house. 
The female is usually a bit cheap-
er in price because people don't 
want to be bothered with the 
problems she presents such as 
either having puppies or having 
her spayed. However, females, as 
a rule, are gentler, cleaner, and 
more inclined to stay home. 

The male of the specie is usu-
ally more sturdy, rugged, and 
less trouble to keep as a pet. But 
he has a tendency to want to 
roam around the neighborhood 
more. 

Whatever kind of dog you 
choose it is a good idea to get 
expert help in the selection of 
the rie-ht nun for your household.

Editorial

Do Unto Others -- 
It was to be my experience to happen upon the scene of a 

serious automobile accident while returning from Amarillo last 
week. Evidently the accident had occurred only a short time 
prior to our arrival, as State Police were not yet on the scene. 

Several people had stopped however, and were trying to help. 
A man flagged us down and asked if we would stop at a certain 
filling station in Bovina and find out if anyone had called for an 
ambulance. Obviously, he had asked somebody elseto stop and 
do so. We replied that we would and proceeded to Bovina. 

Upon inquiring at the service station, we found out that nobody 
had stopped. I thought perhaps they had phoned from somewhere 
else, but I decided to call for the ambulance just to be sure. 

I learned that my call was the first one received concerning 
the accident. Apparently the person or persons asked to make 
the call first had not donerso, 

Now my point is this: Anybody could plainly see that a serious 
accident had taken place. An injured man was sitting in full view 
of passers-by. The upper portion of his body was drenched 
in blood. He was clearly in a state of shock and needed help. 
In addition, a man's legs were visible protruding from an over- 
turned truck. 

What in the name of all that is righteous would possess any- 
body to refuse to call for help? As I learned later, a woman was 
killed in the accident, She may have been killed outright, I don't 
know. It's possible however, just possible, that she died waiting 
for help) If this was the case, at least a portion of the respons-
ibility for her death would rest upon the shoulders of those who 
refused to take a few minutes to phone for an ambulance. 

In the past, I have read with disbelief, newspaper accounts of 
citizens being stabbed, robbed or raped in full view of bystand-
ers who make no effort to help or even call the police. Their 
usual excuse is: 

"I don't want to get involved." 
They evidently do not realize that by just being a citizen, 

it is their responsibility to get involved in a case where laws are 
being broken or a fellow citizen needs help. 

I thought that if these incidents could take place at all, they 
must happen in another portion of the country. Now I wonder, 
Are the citizens of our portion of the country becoming infected 
with "don't careites"? I doubt it, 

As I said before, several people had stopped and were help- 
ing. They deserve praise and gratitude for their actions, I 
prefer to think that I am mistaken in my belief that a person 
refused to spare a few minutes to make a phone call to help 
another human being in distress. 

I prefer to believe that if a person did indeed make such a 
refusal, that he was from another section of the country and 
that this incident does not reflect upon the standards of the 
population of West Texas. 

I have always believed that the citizenry of the Southwest, 
and West Texas in particular, were among the friendliest 
and the most-willing-to-help people in the world. This isolated 
incident will not change my opinion. Still, something like this 
cannot help but astonish a person. I hope it never happens again, 
at least not in our portion of the country. 

If this attitude of indifference is allowed to manifest itself 
in a large segment of our society, we are indeed in for some 
rough times, 

Man must always be willing to help his fellow man, This is 
precisely the trait that separates Homo sapiens from the 
beasts. Let us cultivate it well.

tion. She also has four grand-
children, 

The vastness of the High 
Plains is quite exciting to Mrs. 
Brunton who stated that her 
visit to Palo Duro Canyon was 
almost overpowering. She has 
visited the bowels of a grain 
elevator and has also been per- 
mined to ride in a truck which 
was transporting wheat from 
the field to an elevator. "I was 
even permitted to ride in the 
truck when it spilt the grain," 
she commented. However, as 
much as she is enjoying her visit 
to the Wide-open spaces, she 
says that were she going to 
make her home in America she 
would choose to live nearer 
a large city. 

Her reaction to American 
radio and TV were a little less 
than complimentary, "The 
commercials ruin TV and ra-
dio," she stated. In England, a 
license to tune in on TV and 
radio programs is obtained 
through the post office depart-
ment, with no commercials on 
one of the available stations and 
commercials coming at the end 
of the program on the other. 
Only two TV stations are avail-
able, but listeners have a choice 
of four or five radio stations, 
she said. License to have TV 
and radio is available for four 
lbs. ($12.00) per year. 

The quantities of food serv-
ed in the United States is still 
a little overpowering to this 
English lady who told of her 
reaction to the first American 
sandwich in this way: "The 
doctors showed me how to make 
a sandwich by taking a slice 
of bread, buttering it on one 
side, placing a layer of mustard 
or salad dressing on it, then 
a slice of cheese, a slice of 
meat, lettuce, tomato, pickles, 
and then another slice of bread, 
by this time I had begun to 
wonder how they were going to 
bite into it and was sure my 
mouth would never stretch that 
far, but I can now eat one as 
well as the next person." How-
ever, she states that she still 
prefers the English sandwich, 
comparable to our party sand-
wiches. 

At first the American food 
all tasted a little flat to Mrs. 
Brunton, who says that upon 
looking back she believes that 
a part of the flavor loss was 
due to a touch of homesickness 
on her part, for they taste fine 
now even though she is not par-
ticularly fond of the highly sea-
soned foods in this area." But 
Aunt Mabel is a good sport and 
even tried barbecue," com-
mented her hostess. 

Mrs. Brunton who worked 
as a cook-housekeeper in a mis-
sion school in Liverpool before 
coming to the United States says 
that wages for such a position 
paid only 200 lbs. equivalent 
to $600 per year. While the 
same type position in the United 
States pays well over $200 per 
month. Money made by Mrs. 
Brunton in America is subject 
to the federal income tax and 
also may be taxed upon her re-
turn to England. 

"Yes, America is wonderful 
and I shall always be glad that 
I had the chance to come and 
visit, but England is my home 
and I am looking forward to 
returning there when my visa 
expires," said Mrs. Brunton,

DALLAS MORNING NEWS 
History repeats. The Alamo 

has fallen again. But this time 
the story has a happy ending -
certainly for SIX FLAGS Over 
Texas, 

This family entertainment 
part midway between Dallas 
and Fort Worth has replaced 

the hallowed San Antonio shrine 
as the No. 1 tourist attraction 
of Texas. Happily, it instills 
the same patriotic fervor in 
the hearts of Texans, for SIX 
FLAGS is based on the Lone 
Star State's colorful history. 

Out of staters (and foreign-
ers, too) find the theme Park 
a fun way to take a short course 
on what made Texas. Credit 
is assured, but your diploma 

will have to be a souvenir map. 
To put the Park in a cap-

sule - if you can put 115-
acres in one - SIX FLAGS 
is a bright array or rides, at-
tractions, gardens, memorabi-
lia and live entertainment, 75 
distinct features in all. 

The one-price ticket ($3.50 
for adults, 12.50 for children 
under 12) covers everything 
except food and souvenirs. I'll 
challenge anyone to find a bet-
ter bargain. 

There is no limit to the 
number of times you can ride 
the Astrolift across the 
grounds, the narrow - guage 
train that steams around the 
perimeter, the 190-foot high 
Sky Hook or any of the other 
rides, for that matter. But you 
must get off each time and get 
back in line. Waiting is eased 
by covered areas, complete with 
air-conditioning, under which 
you stand. 

In fact, SIX FLAGS does 
everything conceivable to mini-
mize the Texas summer-shade, 
fountains, streams, electric 
fans stashed up in trees. An 
example of the imagination that 
has gone into the Park is the 
replica of an old Texas court-
house tower that went up last 
summer. Actually, it houses a 
new ice plant capable of pro-
ducing the four and a half mil-
lion pounds of ice used each 
season. 

Upon entering the grounds, 
visitors inevitably rally round 
the flags that flutter on 60-
foot poles to watch the danc-
ing waters and to admire the 
hanging baskets and manicured 
gardens of the mall.

Each area has its well-flav-
ored amusements. In Mexico, 
for instance, is the Ferrocarril 
Fiesta Train, a sombreroed 
series of cars that puff past 
dancing tamales, an animated 
bullfight and the Xochimilco 
Gardens. This, like many of the 
others, is a story-telling ride. 

Spain boasts the most popu-
lar ride, the Log Flume -
a roller coaster on water. The 
Speelunkers Cave, new in 1964, 
ranks second with visitors and 
LaSalle's Riverboat ride, a 
cruise through alligator - in-
fested waters, is third. 

What do visitors like most 
about SIX FLAGS? Surveys in-
evitably show that, other than 
the rides, they are most im-
pressed by the cleanliness, the 
landscaping and the personnel. 

About 1,500 students from 17 
years old to college seniors, 
staff the Park each summer, 
chosen from15,000 to 20,000 
applicants.

Oldsters enjoy being kids for 
a day. Teen-agers have a ball. 
Young parents find strollers 
right at the gate for their little 
tots, Honeymooners stroll hand 
in hand.

As for live entertainment, 
that is where the action is. 
Six guns blaze in the streets; 
Can-Can music rings through 
the swinging doors of the non-
alcoholic Crazy Horse Saloon;

Indians dance 
and robbers hold up banks. 

The highlight of the enter-
tainment, in itself worth the

Auditions 
are held each spring on college 
campuses to seek out the talent 
for the cast. 

SIX FLAGS was built by Great 
Southwest Corporation to aug-
ment its nearby industrial Dis-
trict. The site, once a stock 
farm, was chosen for its pleas-
ant terrain and its accessibil-
ity on the Dallas/Fort Worth 
Turnpike. Originally, the name 
was to have been Texas Under 
Six Flags. But the master show-
man named Charles R. Meeker, 
Jr., who produces and directs 
the live shows and host and 
hostess indoctrination pro-
grams, visited Great South-
west president Wynne on the 
construction site. "Augus", he 
said, "there's something that's 
been bothering me. You know 
how we all feel about Texas, 
and by Heaven, Texas ain't 
gonna be 'under nuthin'." 

The topnotch INN of the Six 
Flags on the other side of the 
Turnpike, is the official home 
of SIX FLAGS guests. This 
elegant motor hotel is a resort 
complex with excellent conven-
tion and banquet facilities, lux-
ury guest room accommoda-
tions (ice makers, coffee mak- 

August 4, 1961 was a bright 
and sunny day. The Governor

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Most cotton fields are squar-
ing pretty good and now is the 
time to check your cotton for 
fleahoppers. 

Examine the main stem 
terminal buds (about 3-4 in. of 
top of plant) of 100 cotton plants 
at several representative points 
in the field. As cotton reaches 
the fruiting stage, apply con-
trol measures when 15-20 flea-
hoppers are found per 100 ter-
minals. As plants increase in 
size and fruit load, larger popu-
lations may be tolerated without 
serious damage. Base later 
treatments on numbers of flea-
hoppers and on damage as indi-
cated by excessive loss of small 
squares. Apply sprays at seven-
day intervals. 

There is one additional chem-
ical that is recommended for 
fleahoppers that is not recom-
mended for thrips and this is 
trichlorfon (Dylox). All of the 
thrip control insecticides will 
work on fleahoppers. Repeat ap-
plication of trichlorfon at 3-5 
day intervals as needed. 

This has been oneyear where 
thrip damage has been pretty 

severe on cotton that didn't re-
ceive any insecticides. Be sure 
and check for fleahoppers and 
blasted squares that are a sign 
fleahoppers might be present.

Before buying, you should 
estimate the breakeven point in 
the profitability of owning the 
machine opposed to hiring the 
work custom done. When esti-
mating the breakeven point, be 
sure to consider more than just 
your own acreage on which 
you'll be using the machine. 
Consider the possibility of do-
ing some custom work your-
self. 

Some advantages to hiring 
work custom done are: reduces 
amount of capital invested in 
machinery, can produce crops 
that require equipment that a 
farmer cannot economically 
own, risk of timeliness may be 
reduced by hiring more than one 
machine, custom operators may 
be more expert operators and do 
better work and frees farm op-
erator to do other work. 

Disadvantages of custom hir-
ing are: may not be available 
when needed, carry noxious 
weeds and grass from farm to 
farm, small acreage unattrac-
tive to custom operators since 
they won't make a large profit 
and not all custom operators 
do good, conscientious work. 

Taking the time to evaluate 
both possibilities, buying the 
machinery or hiring the work 
done, can pay off with a more 
economical set-up on your 
farm.

Stubble burning is considered 
by conservationists to be a 
practice that defeats the pur-
pose of the Conservation Pro-
gram. Here is a list of costs 
that you should consider if you 
are thinking about burning stub-
ble. 

1. Cost-share drawn for ACP 
practices would be forfeit-
ed. 

2. Ineligible for cost-share 
under.. Great Plains .Con-
servati.m.Program. 

3; Fertilizer value in stubble 
is lost. 

4. Organic matter from stub-
ble is reduced. Our tight 
soil needs all the organic 
matter you can get to im-
prove water intake. You 
can never get too much. 

5. Erosion hazard increased 
from both wind and water. 

These are some of the costs 
of burning and now for some 
positive ways to handle heavy 
irrigated wheat stubble. A 
shredder can be used to take the 
place of one plowing. This 
should be done before the wheat 
stubble is plowed. This breaks 
up the stalks for a faster decay 
rate. Usually three more 
discing jobs are required to 
complete the job. The stubble 
should be left on or near the 
surface of the soil for at least 
6 to 8 weeks. It will decay 
faster than if turned under and 
also protect the soil from high 
summer temperatures and also 
hold any late summer rains 
more efficiently. 

There are no immediate dis-
astrous results from stubble 
burning, but over a period of 
years it can reduce your soil 
to the consistency of concrete. 
Tests at Nebraska showed no 
immediate effects, but then af-

Vary Menus 
The exact menus should be 

varied, and should reflect the 
likes and dislikes of the family, 
A good pattern for a summer 
mid-day meal is a sandwich with 
meat or cheese or peanut butter, 
the latter perhaps combined with 
jelly or honey, plus cool—not 
too cold — milk, or a milk shake.

"Almost every schoolboy today 

is watching Gemini flights on 
television and studying pictures 
of Mars in the daily papers," 
points but James Lyle, president 
of Whitman Publishing Com-
pany, Racine, Wis. 

A child's curiosity now reaches 
out to the whole universe. As a 
result, many books on astron-
omy, engines, rockets and space 
exploration have recently been 
published to give youngsters the 
background help they need. 

Parents will also find the 
books useful. 

A father and son can learn to-
gether from a new book called 
"Rockets." A rocket and a boy's 
bike have much in common, the 
book explains. Both work on 
principles discovered by S i r 
Isaac Newton in 1642 when he 
watched an apple fall and de-
veloped his laws of motion. 
Modern rocket power is ex-
plained and the reasons for using 
various fuels such as lox, or 
liquid oxygen. New terms become 
clear. ISP — the thrust pro-
duced from a pound of propellant 
in a second — means the same 
thing to a space-age rocketer 
that "miles per gallon" means 
to a car owner. These basic 
terms of today are handy to 
know. 

Children take the new science 
in stride. 

Adults may have a hard time 
even remembering the names of 
the planets. If so, it's wise to 
fall back on an old schoolday 
device. Make up a funny sen-
tence. Counting outward from 
the sun you have Mercury, 
Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, 
Saturn, Uranus, Neptune, Pluto. 
So you remember the sentence. 
"My very educated mother just 
served us nine pickles," and the 
first letters are your key. 

Don't give the secret away. 
Everybody will be sure you have 
a sound grasp of the solar sys-
tem. And with a little help from 
children's books you'll prove 
them right. 

Bacteria thrive on proteins and 
carbohydrates. Some of the 
most popular picnic dishes are 
ideal media for growing bac-
teria, so these foods must eith-
er be avoided or refrigerated. 

Beware of potato salad, for 
instance, because mayonnaise 
and eggs are excellent cultures 
for bacteria. So are fruit sal-
ads with whipped cream, 
mayonnaise, or milk; puddings 
and custards; white sauces; hol-
landaise sauce; s a nd wich 
spreads; meat and fish salad 
sandwiches; cooked meat, and 
any mixture that include a nu-
tritive base for bacterial 
growth. 

Ground or sliced meat (for 
hamburgers and sandwiches) 
should be kept refrigerated on 
the way to the picnic table. Not 
only are they good culture me-
dium in themselves, but they 
are exposed to surface contam-
ination while being ground or 
sliced. Grilled hamburger 
should be well-done. Most cold 
sandwiches should not be eaten 
if they have been unrefrigerated 
for more than four hours. Fresh 
meat should be carried to the 
picnic in a cooler or ice chest 
and kept cold until you are 
ready to cook it. In most cases 
the heat of cooking will kill 
the surface bacteria on a solid 
piece of meat, such as a steak. 

It is all right to let cooked 
food cool in the container in 
which it is prepared (such as 
ham), but do not handle it again, 
or leave it unrefrigerated or 
uncovered for a very long time 
in a car trunk or on the pic-
nic table, says Dr. Dukelow. 
In general, and under refriger-
ated conditions, cooked food is 
safe for 24 to 36 hours, so long 
as it isn't handled again, cut 
up, or treated in some way that 
will make it subject to bacter-
ial contamination.

Canned foods, even 
canned meats, don't require 
refrigeration, but don't open 
them until lunch time. 

THREE-HOUR TIME LIMIT 
A packed lunch that can't be 

refrigerated should be eaten 
within three hours. If possible, 
carry the picnic basket in the 
passenger space of a car, not 
in the trunk. For safer eating, 
choose nonperishables such as 
potato chips, raw fruits and 
vegetables.

Re-
member it gives off flammable 
vapors which need only a tiny 
flame or spark to turn into sear-
ing fire or dangerous explosion.

THE TOUCH THAT KILLS 
The temperature problem on 

picnics is made more acute if 
careless food handling enters 
the picture. Food prepared by 
unclean hands, and particularly 
hands with cuts or infected 
sores, can build up a fatal con-
centration of staphylococcus 
toxins within two hours after 
preparation. Even proper re-
frigeration is no safeguard af-
ter toxin is formed. 

A case of mass food poison-
ing in an officer's club at a 
large California naval base was 
traced to a kitchen steward who 
had a cut on his finger when 
he prepared chicken salad. 

At the other extreme, hot 
foods should be kept at temper-
atures generally above 140 de-
grees F to retard bacterial 
growth. Federal food inspectors 
label anything "fully cooked" 
that has had an internal temp-
erature of 148 degrees F Sal-
monella bacteria (often present 
in poultry, sausages, eggs, 
milk, meat pies, cake mixes) 
thrive in lukewarm foods. Heat-
ing foods well (which means 
cooking thoroughly) kills these 
bacteria. 

Remember that cooking gives 
no more guarantee of safety in 
the case of food contaminated 
by handling then refrigeration 
does. Staph toxins will not be 
deactivated, although cooking 
temperatures will kill most 
bacteria. "Hot" or "cold" pre-
ventive measures are not easy 
away from home. That's why 
you should be extra cautious 
about picnic food, because you 
can't expect it to keep as well 
as food at home. So scratch 
from the picnic menu the more 
perishable foods that spoil 
readily at room temperature. 

Dr. Donald Dukelow of the 
American Medical Association 
warns that food poisoning de-
pends on both an illness-
producing organism and a suit-
able environment for its growth. 

"Don't let bugs spoil your 
picnics this summer —not ants 
or flies or mosquitoes, but 
those sneaky bacterial "bugs" 
that can cause much more mis-
ery, and even violent illness or 
death," warns County Home 
Demonstration Agent Cricket B. 
Taylor. 

Warm weather increases the 
hazard of food poisoning. Away 
from refrigerators and the 
cleanliness of a normal kitchen 
routine, many housewives find 
they have packed troubles in 
the picnic basket, the HD agent 
says. 

Picnic poisoning can occur 
after eating food that: 

1. Contains disease-produc-
ing bacteria (such as salmonel-
la or dysentery organisms.) 

2. Contains poisons produced 
by bacteria (such as staphyloc-
occus toxins.) 

Summer temperatures yield 
the most rampant bacterial 
growth, and the greatest prob-
lem is that these bacteria at-
tack without warning. You can't 
wait for food to look or taste 
bad before suspecting bacterial 
invasion, since the presence of 
a large number of organisms or 
a large amount of toxindoes not 
necessarily after the taste or 
color of the food. With an ounce 
of prevention, you won't have to 
worry about a pound of cure. 

Food poisoning may result 
from a variety of micro-organ-
isms and bacterial toxins. The 
most common is a "staph" tox-
in caused by staphylococcus 
germs growing in certainfoods. 

These 	bacteria 	are all 
around, but they are harmless 
on food unless permitted to 
multiply by warmth and a fa-
vorable culture medium. Most 
bacteria lie dormant in a re-
frigerated state. If foods are not 
eaten soon after being prepared, 
they should be stored at temp-
eratures below 40 degrees F. 
When food is not refrigerated 
-- especially if left in a warm 
auto or in the sun -- the bac-
teria can multiply at unbeliev-
able speed. 

Even three or four hours at 
room temperature can produce 
sufficient toxin to cause ill-
ness. In Milwaukee some time 
ago, a young bride and eight 
other persons were treated for 
food poisoning in County 
Emergency Hospital after eat-
ing food left over from the wed-
ding reception. Imagine how 
quickly the heat in a car trunk 

with summer weddings in full 
swing; many will choose this 
fabric for these special occas-
ion garments. 

Lace is not difficult to sew, 
but it is helpful to follow cer-
tain guides. When selecting a 
pattern, choose one with a mini-
mum number of seams, darts 
and special details, so that the 
lace itself will show to the best 
advantage. Take into consider-
ation the weight and type of 
lace. Is it a one way design, 
all-over pattern, or a panel 
design? 

Lace may be worn over a 
slip, or be underlined complete-
ly. The method you choose de-
pends on your personal pref-
erence, the lace you are using 
and your pattern. An underlining 
is usually required for sheer 
laces with lightly embroidered 

net-like back-
as Alencon and 

patterns on 
grounds such 
Chantilly. 

The underlining adds strength 
and body which takes some of the 
strain of wear off the fragile 
lace. The sleeves may be left 
unlined for a transparent effect. 
Heavier or re-embroidered 
laces such as Cluny or Venise 
may be underlined for an opaque 
effect or they can be worn 

over a slip. A nude color un-
derlining gives a sheerer effect 
than a darker color. 

When selecting linings. 
choose china silk for softly 
draped lines and taffeta for 
crisp, bouffant effects. Check 
the label on taffeta for color 
fastness. A lining of a good 
quality cotton or man-made fi-
bers is satisfactory for the 
semi-sheer look. The cotton 
lining is especially suitable for 
cotton lace.

Dissolve gelatin in boiling water. Drain orange sections, 
measuring syrup. Add water to syrup to make 2 cups; add to 
gelatin. Chill gelatin until thickened. Then fold in nuts and bana-
nas. Pour into 11 2-quart mold. Chill until firm—at least 3 hours. 
Chop the orange sections, setting aside several sections to use as 
garnish. Whip cream; fold in chopped oranges and ginger. Chill. 
To serve, unmold ring. Place whipped cream mixture in center 
and garnish with -reserved orange sections. Makes 8 servings.
