Terraces Add To Farm Profits

By James Hinsley
Soil Conservationist

The narrow margin between
costs and returns in farming
presents the farmer with the
problem of keeping costs suf-
ficiently below revenue inorder
to provide a desirable profit,
The fact that the financial posi-
tion of the farmer is mostoften
that of a debtor makeshis costs
and returns to capital invest-
ment of primary importance.

The investment of capital in
terracing and leveling sloping
fields prevents the lossofrain-
fall runoff moisture, and in-
creases yields by maintaining
a higher level of moisture con-
tent in the soil, thus increas-
ing the probability of produc-
ing satisfactory crop yields,
In situations where excessive
rainfall runoff is the problem,
terraces are constructed so as
to allow safe and effective dis-
persion of the surplus water,
thereby reducing water erosion,
Terraces also serve as guide-
lines for contour farming, Par-
allel terraces reduce and some-

times completely eliminate
point rows, therefore increas-
At Muleshoe --

ing the efficiency of the farm-
er’s labor and equipment,

The cost-price squeeze of
today dictates that the farmer
adopt the use of technology in
order to increase productivity,
The adoption of parallel ter-
races with leveled intervals {s
one such alternative and must
reduce per-unit costs in the
ranges of output in which the
farmer plaas tooperate, There-
fore, the leveling of terracein-
tervals must increase produc-
tivity at least enough so that
revenue will increaseanamount
equal to the cost of leveling
allocated over a period of time,

In order to determine an in-
crease in yield necessary to
maintain the same level of net
revenue fordrylandgrain sorg-
hum the estimated cost of ter-
racing and leveling is divided
by the price of grain sorghum,

For example on a slope of
1.5% the cost per acre for ter-
racing and leveling amortized
at 7% Interest for ten years
must equal the increase in net
revenue brought about by their
use in order to economically
justify their adoption, This in-
crease being 391 lbs, per acre
