Measles Inoculation

Slated Wednesday

An all.out “German Measles Must Go
Fro0" Campaign Is underway in
Littlefield, and according to Mrs. Joyce
Oliver, school nurse, they have 100
percent cooperation from the students at
school

“Now we hope mothers and (athers of
the preschool children will go all-out to
have their children inoculated against this
disease,”’ Mrs. Oliver continued

Doors to the Migrant Health Clinic,
located at 605 East 5th Street, will be
open Wednesday for preschoolers to
receive the Rubella Vacelne from 8:30 to
11 am. and all other children will receive
thelr Inoculations at school that
afternoon from 12:30 to 8 p.m,

“This vaccine Is NOT the same as
children took last year to combat
Rubeola (Red Measles)," Mrs. Oliver
noted, and continued by saying, "All
students, ages 6-10 years old, who have
had any type of measles are not Immune
to German Measles and should have this
vaccine."

“To break the chain of Infection, it Is
necessary that every child in Littlefleld
receive the vaccine. The next epidemic of
German Measles s due in the spring of
1970, and the vaccine is now avallable for
mass Immunization 1w Littlefield
children.

“The last epidemic In 1964 caused
20,000 birth defects in unborn children
in the United States, and this is the
reason German Measles are considered a
major health menace.

“Vaccine quantities are insufficlent for
all children at this time, but Littlefield
has this greal opportunity Lo beal
German Measles in our community, Let's

stamp out German Measles as we did
Polio and Red Measles!” she concluded

The vaccine Is provided [ree to school
children, 6 through 10 years old but the
community Is required to pay the cost of
vaccine which is provided for
pre-schoolers, Donations for the project
may be mailed to Mrs Lavonda Bell at
the School Superintendent's Office, 105
Lake Avenue

*Cost per shot of the vaccine is $2.25,
and the community's donations would
help considerasbly in defraying the
expenses.” Mrs. Oliver said. “Make vour
checks out to Littlefield German Measles
Campalgn, send them to Mrs. Bell, and
we'll be forever grateful.”
