That was the gross return, before any
allowances for taxes, labor casls, equip-
ment and supplies

It represents the overall receipts from
the sale of farm products, together with
government payments and the value of
home-grown foods consumed on the farm

The increase in the three years
amounting 1o 23 5 percent, was more than
was achieved in many farm areas, The
average rise, in the United States, was 13.9
percent. In the West South Central States It
was 21 6 percent

Of the total received locally from the
sale of farm products, approximately 75
