THERE IS NO WAY to eliminate in-

dividual differencesor the necessityfor a
certain amount of competitiveness from
the living experience

Of course, both can be, and are
sometimesgrossly mismanaged. This is
not necessary, and it is better for all
concernedto seek "life harmony".

IT IS ADVOCATED in the book "The
Mature Mind" that the"project method"
should be used in our schools, "so the
successof each is the successof all, and
thefailure of each thefailure of all".

COOPERATION is essential in many
areas of life, but it does not require that
everybody be pulled down to the lowest
commondenominator.

Life cannot be maintained on the

operation, but fatal socialdisaster.
