Amendment No. 1. Proposes
to amend Article V, Section

of the TexasConstitution,
relating to removal, retire-
ment, or censure of justices,
judges, and justices of the
peace under prescribed cir-
cumstances. The Texas elec-
torate In 1965 adopted the cur-
rent Article V, Section
The section greatly expanded
the article In regar to the re-
tirement and removal from of-

fice of justices andjudges of the
appellate courts and district
and criminal district court
judges. However, no provision
was made for censure or pri-
vate reprimandof judgesnor did
the section Include thejudges of
the otherstateandlocalcourts.
This amendment was designed
to change theprovision to In-

clude thesefeatures.
Argumeit Fon 1. EveryJudge

Is charged with the equit-
able enforcement of law. The
responsibilities of the judges
of lower courts are no less
sacred than thoseofthejustices
of the appellatecourts; there-
fore, they should be answer-
able to the same rules dealing
with retirement, removal from
office, and public censure or
private reprimand.

Argument Against: 1. Except
in rare Instances, the Judges
named in Subsection(6) are
electedby the peopleand there-
fore answerable to the people
at the polls. Therefore, the ex-

pansion of the article is un-

warranted Increasing the
power and scopeof the com-
mission might also lead to
"witch hunts", and suchaction
could subsequentlydiscourage
qualified personsfrom seeking
election to the bench.

Amendment No. 2. Proposes
to amend Article XVI, Section
20, Subsection(a), to authorize
the legislature to enacta mixed
beveragelawregulatlngthesale
of mixed alcoholic beverages
on a local option basis. During
the early days of the Republic,
Texas had no restrictions
againstthe operationof anopen
saloon other than the require-
ment that the proprietor pay
a tax and that he be bonded
to quaranteethat an orderly and
reputablehousewould bemain-
tained. As the frontier atmos-
phere faded and civilization
sank its roots deeper intocom-mui- ty

life, tempsrance groups
were militant but only mildly
successful In attempts to bring
about prohibition In the state.
In 1887 the voters of the state
defeatedan amendment dealing
with prohibition by a vote of
220,000 to 129,000.Temperance
groups found little supportdur-
ing the next 20 years, but in
1911 a similar proposedamend-
ment on prohibition was lost
by only 6,000 votes. World War
I again brought prohibition into
pomlnence, and when the fed-
eral governmentsubmittedthe
nationalprohibition amendment
in 1918, it was adopted by the
legislature. However, prohibi-
tion lacked the public support
necessaryfor enforcement,and
when Congressmodlfed the Vo-
lstead Act to permit the sale
of beer in 1933, Texasadopted
an amendment to the statecon-
stitution legalizing the sale of
beer. The 21st Amendment to
the fedral constitution, which
repealed the I8th Amendment,
becameeffective In December,
1933. The 44th Legislature of
the State of Texas then sub-
mitted an amendment to repsal
state prohibition, and it was
ratified In August, 1935. The
1935 Amendment authorizedthe
sale of hard liquor on a local
option basis but prohibited the
open saloon. Many attempts
have been made over the years
to achieve liquor by the drink,
but the Issue did not become
a major one until It was en-
dorsed by GovernorJohn Con-nal- ly

In 1967. Connally's pro-
posal for a "mlnlbottle" plan
of liquor by the drink failed
to receive a majority vote dur-
ing the 1st Called Session of
the 60th Legislature In June,
1968. Many lawmakerscontend-
ed that the constitution would
first have to be amended to
repsal the provision banning
uwu aawuiB,oucn a resolutionwas offered andpassedfor sub-
mission to the Texaj elector-
ate during the RegularSession
of the6IstLegislature.

Arguments Fon 1. The pro-
posed amendment would notforce mixed on any lo-
cality since It requires thatany mixed-drin- k law be ona lo-
cal option election basis,

2. Adoption of the proposed
amendment and passageof sub--
SqiJnt, ?abUn8 legislation

lead stricter controlof liquor sales to minors, an
end to the subterfugeof pri-
vate clubs, a decreaseIn al-c-

consumption, a reduced
crime rate, and fewer trafficaccidents.

Arguments Against: I. Theproposed amendment wouldmake alcoholic hv.i,,I readily available; 6'"urc

laton for the proposedamend
ment could be designedto raise
needed new revenue through
the taxation of mixed beverages,
this revenue would be negligi-

ble lncomparlsonwith resulting
problems such as broken
homes, Juvenile delinquency,
drunk-drvin-g, criminal as-

saults, and othercrimes.

Amendment No. 3 would au-

thorize the legislature to pro-
vide by law for the establish-
ment of a uniform method of
assessmentof ranch, farm,and
forest lands basedupon the ca-

pability of the lands to support
the raising of livestock or to
produce farm and forest crops
ratherthan on the value of such
lands and the crops growing on
them. The present provision
of the Constitution requires no
enabling legislation since It
prescribes in detail the pro-
cedures for designating land
for agricultural use and the
assessment of such land for
tax purposes onthe basis of
factors relative to such use.

Arguments Fon 1. Farm
real estate taxes per acre
have Increasedby more than
22 percent, according to data
compiled by the Economic Re-

search Service of the United
States Department of Agricul-
ture, and there Is a need for
the tax relief for owners of
such propertywhich the pro-
posed amendment would au-

thorize.
2. The constitutionalamend-

ment approved by the voters
in 1966 has not provided tax
relief urgently needed by farm-
ers and ranchers who use for
agricultural purposes land
which has greatly IncreasedIn
value due to its potential use
for other purposes,such asur-
ban djvelopment.Theproposed
amendment would enablethe le-

gislature to provide such re-
lief.

Arguments Against: 1. En-
abling legislation for the pro-
posed amendmenthas not been
passed; therefore, the voter
has no Idea how far the legis-
lature ma go in provldlngpro-pert- y

tax considerationsto the
owners of farm, ranch, and
timber lands.

2. The proposedamendment
could result In a ta celling
for rural lands while urban
Texans would b e In a different
category.

Amendment No. 4 Would
amend Article III, Section 51-- b,

Subsection(a), to reconsti-
tute the State Building Com
mission as a three-memb- er

appointed commission. InNov-emb- er,

1954, the Texas elec-
torate adopted the presentSec-
tion 51 -- b of Article III. This
section created a State Build-
ing Commission, composed of
the present membership,with
a provision that the legisla-
ture may designatesomestate
official other than the chairman
of the Board of Control to the
commission. It also created
a StateBuilding Fund into which
is paid the revenuewhich re-
mains from a 2 cents on the
$100 valuationstate advalorem
tax after payments of Con-
federate pensions. This tax
may not be levied afterDecem-
ber 31, 1976, by virtue of a
constitutional amendmentadop-
ted in November of 1968. The
first structure erected under
this section was the State Su-

preme Court Building. Since
then the Capitol Complex has
continued to expand. At the
time the original amendment
was adopted, a persondesiring
to visit most of the stateagen-
cies In Austin had to go to
almost 200 locationsscattered
about the city. The cramped
quarters providedby theCapitol
also deprived members of the
House of Representativesof
office space. The amendment
was designedto eliminatesuch
situations by the Creation of
theCapitol Complex.

Argument For l , The gov-
ernor, attorney general, and
Chairman of the Board of Con-
trol do not have the time to
consider all the details of the
additional duties imposed upon
them as ex officio membersof
theStateBuilding Commission.

Argument Against: l, Since
the State Bulld.ng Commission
makes recommendations con-
cerning the expenditure of large
sums of public money, it would
seem Inadvisable tochngelts
present membershipof elected
officials responsible directly
to the people to an appointive
membership which Is answer
able to the voters only through
the governor.

Amendment No, 5 Would au-
thorize any county to Issue
road bonds In an amount not to
exceed one-four-th of the as-
sessed valuation of the real
property in the county for "the
construction, maintenance, and
operationof macadamized, gra-
veled, or paved roadsandturn-pikes, or In aid thereof, upon
r,Mte, f a maJ'-it-y of the

property taxpayers
voting thereon who areUIfied electors of the county..."

Argument Fon 1. Con

sufficient roads and turnpikes
to meetthe traffic needs of ra-

pidly growing Texashave been
hamperedby the constitutional
debt limit and the requirement
of a two-thir- ds vote of the
qualified electors. The pro-

posed Amendment No. 5 would
alleviate this situation.

Argument Against: 1. The
majority vote requirement of

the proposedamendmentwould
make it too easy for a bond
election to pass. When bond
clcctons are called with the
timing selectedto assure turn-
out of only those in favor of an
issue, a majority of the voters
could, In fact, be disenfran-
chised.

Amendment No. 6 Proposes
to amend Article XVI, Section
51, to increase the value of
the homestead exempt from
forced sale froii. $5,000 to
$10,000. The precedent for
exemption of the home-Hea-d

from forced sale was estab-
lished by statute enacted by
the Third Congress of the Re-

public of Texas in 1839. The
TexasConstitution of l845con-tlnue-d

theexemption, establish
ing It at 200 acres of land (not
Included In town or dry) or any
town or city lot or lots, In value
not to exceed $2,000. Consti-
tutions of 1861 and 1866 carried
forward the same provision,
Then the Constitution of 1869
raised theamount of exemption
for urban lots from $2,000 to
$5,000 and Incorporatedthesta-tuto-ry

provisions clarlfylngthe
maximum value.

Argument Fon I. It has
been 100 years since thehome-
stead exemption was set at
$5,000, and conditions andeco-

nomic demands have changed
so greatly since that time that
the intent of the constitution to
protect the homo and earning
capacity of the citizen is no
longer effected through this
small exemption.

Argument Against: 1 . Since
homestead exemptions are
often abused by violating the
Intent of the constitution and
permitting the hoarding of ex-

tensiveassetsbeyond thereach
of creditors with Just debts,
a larger exemtplon of $10,000
as proposedby Amendment No.
6 could Increase the opportu-
nity for abuse.

Amendment No. 7 Would au-
thorize the legislature to pro-
vide for consolidating offices
and functions of govememnt
and for performanceof govern-
mental functions by contract
between political subdivisions
In any county. During the past
50 years the population Increase
and Industrial growth of Texas
haveresulted In moreandmore
demands for governmentalser-
vices. Because of constitu-
tional limitations that often
barred existing political sub-
divisions from providing assis-
tance, a legislative program
of creating "special districts"
was established. As the crea

creased, and It becameevident
that many of them had over-
lapping Jurisdictions and tax
assessments, the legislature
sought to provide denselypop-

ulated areas with a means of
consolidatingmany of the ser-
vices and functions. In 1966
the voters adaptedan amend-
ment which would permit Har-
ris County to facilitate conso-
lidation of governmentalagen-vice- s.

In 1968 the voters ap-

proved similar amendment
for Tarrant and El Pasocoun-
ties.

Argument Fon 1. Adop-
tion of the proposedamendment
would permit counties to do
away with costly duplication of
services by consolidation, un-

derwhich onegovernmentalunit
could be authorized to make
assessments for all political
subdivisions through an equal
and fair assessment ratio,
thereby providing more equi-
table apportionmentof ad val-
orem taxes Such consolida-
tion would also result in coor-
dinated planning to meet the
demands of growing metropo-
litan areas.

ArgumentAgainst: 1. Adop-
tion of the proposedamendment
would be the first step toward
over centralization of govern-
ment at the county level. It
could result In too much au-

thority resting in the hands of
few.
