For those who have
a stereotype in their minds: transients
are not always, or even usually, hobos
passing through a town looking for a
couple of dollars to get drunk on— these
show up at the door occasionally, but are
the exception.

Perhaps the best way lo describe
transients (or travelers of the high
ways) is to generalize a little. Most of
these weary (ravelers are people who
have never known a stable home, Many
come from home situations that would
make most of us cringe and begin
counting our blessings.

Many have a “‘good luck is just around
the corner'’ putlook— the grass is
always greener in California; or up
north, or out east. Maybe they're run-
ning from failure— job after job that
failed to materialize even though a
“friend"”’ guaranteed that so-and-so was
hiring in this town or that, or another
slate.

A few transients are happy-go-lucky—
not knowing or really caring from one
day to the next what will happen to them
or where they are going— but the
majority are beaten, weary, hopeless
people— people who are searching for
the kind of life that they'll never find— a
fantasy world

Can these people be helped,
redirected?

The Salvation Army hopes so and tries

THE ABUNDANT LIFE

THERE ARE TIMES when con
structive criticism is necessary; but this
is much different from ‘‘faultfinding’’.
‘'Petly, nagging, or unreasonable
censure”’ is never helpful to anyone or
about anything

It does not help the person doing the
“faultfinding’*, and is not helpful to the
person or the situation being faulted,

This “pelty, nagging. unreasonable
censure’’ is  destructive and
discouraging. 1t is possible that this
“faultfinding"* is the most detrimental
and undermining of all perverse in-
terpersonal practices. It is negativistic
and is often an expression of unjustified
hestility

It is a way of trying to tear down or to
discredit the person who may, in some
way, be a threal to one's standing or
performance; or to one's own self-
image. From this standpoint, it is seen
as one of the most unpleasing
manifestations of a person's per
sonality

“NOFAULTFINDING" should be one
of our guidelines. If there is some
justified and necessary criticizing to be
done, and we are the appropriate in
dividual to do it; let it be done with the
greatest degree of wisdom, humility and
charitableness,

Even this must not be an end in itself;
but must be'designed to serve some
constructive purpose.
