Considerable Reduction
in Calf Raising Costs

The high cont of ralalng calves ean
be considerably reduneed by msupple-
menting thelr expensive ration of milk
with other food, says FProf. 8 W,
Mend, New Jersey State Collage of
Agrienitore,

“The supplemental fosd method of
rlxing calves has bheen used with con
mlderuble  guccess, und while the
calves so ralsed will not be quite ay
fat and sleck ap calves which are
ralsed on the maximum amount of
milk, they will, nevertheless, develop
into healthy, normal animals,

“Allow the calf to remaln with the
dam for 48 hours. The first milk or
colostrum |s laxative In its action anid
Inwures the proper actlon of the bowels
for the Arst few days,

“Take the calf from the cow at the
end of 48 hours and feed It from 9
pall. The amount to be fed depends
on the glze and vigor of the calf. On
the avernge, three feedings n day, to-
taling six to elght pounds, are klven
dauring the firsr few days,

"T'his amount should bhe Imcrensed
gradumily us long as the calf's appetite
remains good and us loug as scours do
not set in. If the calf does scour, the
milk should be taken uway for one or
two Peedings and a dose of eastor ofl
administered,

“Ry the time the culf Is three or four
weeks old it should be given all the
alfalfa and clover hay it will eat and
& good graln mixture. The following
has heen used with success:

400 pounds of 100 pounds of oll
corn meal moenl, old proe-
100 pounds of eas

wheat bran 100 pounds ground
oats

“The more grain and hay the calf
eats the less milk will be required. In
parts of the country where skim milk
Is avalinble the calf should be change
gradunlly ar two or three weeks of
age from whole milk to skim mlll.f
The rmount of skim milk fed, how- |
ever, should not exceed what would
uiually be given of whole milk,

“By the time the calf I8 four
months old the milk feeding may be
discontinued and the calf raised om
graln and bhay. But remember, the
calves will not look as fat end sleek |
as those fed milk to a later age. |
though thelr ultimate development |
will be the pame.” '

Cochran county, the only
“unorganized” county in Tex-
as, is about to be “organized.”
“The “organization process
is rather devious, due to the

fact there is no legal machin-
ery in operation within the
county. A petition signed by a
specified number of citizens of
e county will be presented to
the commissioners court of
Hockley county,ad joining
Cochran on the east, some time
this month. In the petition is
shown to be valid, the Hockley
county commissioners will call
an election in the unorganized
lcounty at which a county seat
will be selected and wvarious
county officers elected., The
election would be held 30 days
after being ordered by the
court.

Morton and Ligon are in
sharp contest for designation
as the county seat, and several
prospective candidates for of-
fice are in the field. Both towns
claim they will win the court-
house by a good margin.

The 1920 census showed the
population of Cechran county,
which has an area of about 7560
square miles, to be 67 inhabit-
ants. It now has an estimated
population of 500 and it is pre-
