. By A Gas Explosion

Mr. and Mrs. H. B. Peterman and
| their two children escaped with minor

| Some of the articles were blown
out of the house by the impact and
| burned before help could be summon-
{ed. Mr. Peterman states that the
| main impact of the explosion seemed
| to have occured in the basement and
{he believed the whole house was
ihfted at least three feet off its found-
ation. Walter Merrick, who lives a
{mile and a half away, stated that
| the explosion shook his house. Others
living as far as five miles away re-
ported hearing it.

Valid February 1

The weight value of Stamp No. 11
for sugar is fixed by amendment No.
35 at three (3) pounds. The valid
period of the stamp is from February
1, 1943 to March 15, 1943, inclusive.

This assigns to Stamp No. 11 the
same weight value and length of
valid period (1% montns) as was|
given to Stamp No. 10 which expires
on January 31, 1943.

BABIES MUST BE REGISTERED
MONTH AFTER BIRTH TO
GET WAR RATION BOOK

Mrs. Helen Hise Blake, secretary
for the local War Price and Ration-
ing Board, announced this week that
their office had received information
in regard to which persons may still
register for basic War Ration Book
One, though the deadline for the
public generally was January 15.

The following may be registered,
if they have not previously been reg-
istered, after January 15, 1943, either
in person or by an agent, whichever
is permitted or required by the Sugar
Rationing Regulations, upon present-
ation of satisfactory documentary evi-
dence:

A. Persons who are, at any time
between December 16, 1942, and Jan-
uary 15, 1943, inclusive, out of the
country, must register within a mon-
th after their entry, whether they
lived here before or not.

B. Persons subsisted in kind or in
organized messes by the Army or
Navy, at any time between Décember
16, 1942 and January 15, 1943, in-
clusive, must register within a month
after they are no longer subsisted in
kind or in organized messes by the
Army or Navy.

C. Persons who are at any time
between December 16, 1942, and Jan-
uary 15, 1943, inclusive, confined to
a hospital, asylum, home, prison, or
similar institution must register with-
in a month after they are discharged
from the institution. -

D. Babies born after December 15,
1942, must be registered within a
month after birth.

Feed Wheat Now
Available to Farmers

County agent Jake Tarter announc-
ed today that provisions have been
provided whereby wheat placed in
the Commodity Credit Loan and tak-
en over by the government during the
past years is now let out to farmers
for feeding livestock only and not
for resale.

This wheat costs farmers only 80
cents per bushel at the elevator and
may be delivered to Wheeler farmers
for a cost of from 8 to 11 cents per
bushel, which would make the total
cost of the feed delivered to a destin-
ation not to exceed 88 to 91 cents.

Farmers wanting to pool a car of
wheat are required only to get ap-
proval of the county AAA committee
and someone to make shipment to
with bill attached. Payment for
wheat is to be made on its arrival
and it would therefore be necessary
‘to have the money made up. De-
murrage will not be allowed as all
freight cars are tied up with war
shipments.

Service Stations
On 72-Hour Week

Under an order issued by the Pet-
roleum Administrator for War, filling
stations throughout the country be-
gan January 23 to operate on either
72-hour a week schedule, or a 24-
hour a day, seven days a week sche-
dule, according to their choice. Deal-
ers who elected to remain open 24
hours a day must serve all customers
for 12 consecutive hours for six days
of the week, but may serve only
vehicles bearing “T" stickers for the
remaining time. Station operators
who operate on a 72-hour week, 12
hours a day, may select their closing
day.

On Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednes-
days, Thursdays and Fridays the sta-
tion will open at 7:30 a. m. and close

Monday Without
Penalty Being Added

It's time to pay your poll tax
again, and the cost is $1.75 for the
privilege of voting in 1943. February
1, is the deadline for paying poll
taxes in Texas. Polls paid after
that date do not give suffrage rights.

It is usually the custom in “off"
political years for voters to skip pay-
ment of poll taxes. That was the
case in 1941, when a special election
was held for the U. S. Senate, and
it was one of the hottest Texas ever
had.

Questions And Answers
On Rationing Banking

Q. What does it cost me to carry
a Ration Bank Account?

A. Nothing—The expense is borne
by the Federal Government.

Q. Is the amount of a deposit
limited ?

A. No.—You may deposit as many
stamps, certificates, and ration checks
as you wish, in accordance with the
regulations. Deposit as often as you
like and as much as you wish.

Q. Must I deposit filled cards of
stamps ?

A. No—The gummed stamp card
need not be filled, but stamps must
be affixed in a consecutive number
arrangement.

Q. Is there a minimum balance to
be carried in the account?

A. No—It is not necessary to carry
a specified minimum balance, but
you must not overdraw your account.

An overdraft is a serious Federal
offense.

Q. What do I do with expired
stamps ?

A. You should not accept them,
for you cannot deposit them to your
account—they are worthless.

Q. What do I do with a certificate
improperly endorsed ?

A. Return it to the endorsee and
request proper endorsement.

Q. What happens if I accept a ra-
tion check drawn against “Insuffic-
fent Funds?”

A. You assume no liability unless
there is evidence of collusion—Ycu
are not required to investigate the
status of your customer's ration bank
accounts. If you accept checks in
good faith you simply deposit them
to your account. The responsibility
for sufficient funds rests with the
maker.

Q. What about instances in which
I receive a ration check from my
customer for more goods than I can
deliver to him?

A. You may give the customer your
check for the undelivered balance.

Q. Will my bank honor my ration
checks received on the same day a
deposit is made to cover them?

A. No—You must have a sufficient
credit balance to cover any check
you issue, when you issue the check.

Q. If the balance of my account
will not cover a delivery of supplies,
may I supplement the check with
stamps I have on hand?

A. No—All stamps, certificates and
checks you receive must be deposited
in your bank account and cannot be
given to your supplier in exchange
for rationed commodities.

Q. Are ration checks negotiable?

A. No.—Those you receive must be
deposited to your account.

Q. What do I do with a ration
check I receive, which is improperly

Swine erysipelas is not widespread
at present in Texas, says E. M. Reg-/|
enbrecht of the A. and M. College |
Extension Service, commenting upon
a warning from the American Vet-|
erinary Medical association that the
disease was spreading in American
farming areas.

The warning, issued by Dr. J. G.
Hardenbergh, executive secretary of |
the association, cautioned that the|
disease “may soon outrank hog|
cholera as a killer of farm animals.” |

Regenbrecht, Extension swine >pec-t
jialist, said that while only a few|
cases of erysipelas had been reported |
in this state, there was a hazard t0|
Texas swine from breeding stock im- |
ported from areas where the disease |
is more common. Accordingly, furm-i
ers who place such stock in their|
herds should use every safeguard|
against possible infection and spread |
of the disease among home grown|
animals. !

In his statement, Dr. Hardenbergh |
quoted from the Official Journal of |
the association that “The soil of|
many swine raising areas now is;
impregnated with the erysipelas or-
ganism, adding greatly to the normal |
hazards of hog raising.”

According to Regenbrecht, the dis-
ease comes in several forms—chronic
and acute. In the acute stage, death |
comes quickly. Symptoms of chronic

Q. If rationing currency is deposit-
ed in the bank, when does it become
invalid ?

A. After being deposited, rationing
credits have no expiration period and
are valid indefinitely.

Q. Should I deposit coupons, ete.,
in the bank only when I want to
buy sugar, coffee or gasoline ?

A. No—You make deposits as fre-
quently as you wish.

Q. What can the bank do for me if
I have expired certificates or cou-
pons ?

A. The bank has no power to do
anything about them.

Over 3'/2 Million Men
Will Be Called In 1943

The Selective Service System re-
leased information from Washington
recently that more than three and
a half million men between the ages
of 18 and 38 will be called for ser-|
vice during this year. The average
rate will be near 300,020 per month.
The release in part says:

The 18 and 19-year-olds completing
their registration will comprise per-
haps half of these inductees. If this
ratio maintains, then the other 1.-
750,000 more or less, will be childless
married men, for. the pool of single
men 20 to 38 years old available for
military service has now been virtual-
ly exhausted.

The armed forces will have to at-
tain their planned strength of 9,700,-
000 men below officer rank by the|
end of next year almost exclusively
from 21 to 22 million men in the 18-
through-19 age bracket, and that
bracket has been tapped for most of
the 6,100,000 or more men now in the
ranks. A strength in ranks of 7,500,000
for the army, 1,500,000 for the navy,
400,000 for the marines and 300,000
