Ben Ramsey of San Augustine, 
who has a long record oi service in 
both houses of the Legislature, to­
day formally announced hi> candi­
dacy for lieutenant governor of 
Texas.

The tall East Texan resigned 
this spring as secretary of state in 
order to prepare to make the state 
race. He was appointed secretary 
of state in January, 1949, by the 
late Governor Beauford Jester and 
continued to serve under Governor 
Allan Shivers when he took office.

Ramsey began his political ca­
reer in 1930 when he was elected 
to the House from San Augustine 
County. He served in the House 
four years and in 1940 was elected 
to the Texas Senate, where he 
served eight years.

The East Texas Senator has al­
ways been held in high regard by 
his fellow members of the Legis­
lature. regardless of differences 
in voting, and the Senate demon­
strated this in 1947 by electing 
him President Pro-Tempore of the 
Senate.

Ramsey, bom and reared in San 
Augustine County, has been a 
leader in the advancement of rural 
electrification in the state. For the 
past ten years he has been attor­
ney for the Deep East Texas Elect­
ric Cooperative, and during this 
time this pioneering rural utility 
has grown into one of the largest 
and most financially sound in 
Texas.

Ramsey a t t e n d e d  the San 
Augustine public schools and the 
University of Texas. After leaving 
the University in 1931. he fciegan 
practicing law in San Augustine, 
and immediately became interest­
ed in the serious East Texas prob­
lem of -oil and forest conservation. 
The Ramsey farm there now is 
considered a model from a soil 
improvement standpoint.

After leaving the Secretary of 
State’s office in Austin. Ramsey 
and his wife returned to San 
Augustine where he resumed his 
law practice. He has been active 
in all community affairs and has 
been a member of the Methodist 
Church' for most of his 46 years.

Ramsey said he is running for 
lieutenant governor because he is 
convinced that the thinking people 
cf Texas must take a more active 
interest in their state government 
to solve their own problems in 
their own way.

Ramsey has been a consistent 
supporter of improving educational 
opportunities in Texas, and the 
farm-to-market road improvement
program.

Cotton farmers in many section 
of Texas last year reported sav­
ings up to 60 percent on their 
chopping and hoeing expenses by 
using rotary hoes. <
