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gency with whieHr” the law now is being ap­
plied is intended to show up some of its 
shortcomings and to tie a prelude to its re­
vision when Congress meets again. But there 
scarcely can tie an objection to strict en­
forcement of a law Congress has written. It 

i is far more usual to hear complaints against 
the laxness with which laws are administer­
ed.

As it works out in practice, the effect of 
at least one provision of the law is far dif­
ferent from what Congress obviously intend­
ed. Hundreds of European visitors are be­
ing stoped at Ellis Island and told that the 
new antisubversive law does not allow them 
to enter this country. Most of these by no 
stretch of the imagination could l>e classed 
as Communists, the group which the law was 
designed to exclude. But they are finding the 
doors of the country closed to them as a re­
sult of a sweeping provision of the law re­
quiring the exclusion of any alien "who 
holds, or has held. meml»ership. or has been 
affiliated with any totalitarian or Commun­
ist organization.”

This operates to exclude most oi the 
Citizens of so many countries of the world, 
whether or not they have lived under total- 
'tari,.n regimes by force, that it was found 
necessary to susjwnd visas for a!' travel by 
foreigners in the I ’nited States. The result 
is a great loss of good will without accomp­
lishing any useful purpose.

This untoward situation is due to the 
loose wording of a piece of legislation hastily 
drawn and hastily passed. Instead of lieing 
criticized, the strict enforcement of the law 
has called attention to a defect. Having had 
the defect sharply {minted out. Congress will 
have a chance when it meets again to remedy 
it and any others which study f the law may 
reveal. The legislation then may come closer 
to its intent of protecting the country against 
its enemies without at the -am* time punish­
ing and al enating its friend*.
