Of the nearly 17,000 tracts of 
land purchased only 143 have been 
forfeited. Of this number 47 tracts 
have ’ueen re-sold and 11 re-instat­
ed. On the tracts re-sold the pro­
gram has received a profit of $28- 
777 in the reselling of the tracts.

At the present time the Veter­
an’s Land Board is composed of 
the Governor, the Attorney Gener­
al. and the Commissioner of the 
General Land Office. Senate Joint 
Resolution No. 2 would change the 
personnel of this board to be com­
posed of the Commissioner of the 
General Land Office and two citi­
zens of the State who would be 
appointed by the Governor with 
the advice and consent of the 
Senate. One of tile appointed mem­
bers would be required to be well 
versed in veteran’s affairs and the 
other appointed member well vers­
ed in finances. The Governor would 
initially appoint one of the mem­
bers for a two year term and the 
other for a four year term and 
thereafter he would biennially ap­
point one such member for a term 
of four years.

While most farmsteads have 
some shade trees around the house 
very few in the district have the 
entire farmstead area protected
from the north and west winds. 
Tree row windbreaks are worth a 
lot to 4 farmstead. They pi-aride 
protection for livestock, reduce 
blowing around the barnyard 
where no cover can be grown and 
provide nesting sites for song 
birds. The value of birds in insect 
control has been overlooked in 
modem farming.

A  good windbreak should have 
one row talker trees such as Chi­
nese elm. A row of shrubs or 
evergreens should be planted on 
each side of the trees, ¿«stern red 
cedar 'makes -an ideal w indbreak 
for livestock. It bolds the lower 
limbs and is effective in winter 
when it, is- most needed.

It is often possible ttv build low , 
ridges.'with a plow to divert tv » - ' 
off from farm buildings or from. 
ether land to Uve rows. This lit- j 
itc extra water will pay well in, 
tree growth and will often get the 
trees through a drought that 
would otherwise thin them out.

Soil Conservation Service per­
sonnel assisting the district will bej 
glad to help lay out water divert-' 
ing structures and advise farmers 
on sources of young trees. Let’s 
plant a windbreak this winter.
