Test! A recent report we
interc epted from Kansas
reveals that from 40-60%
of all cows that are sold
because of supposed ster-
ility are actually pregnant
when slaughtered. Have
you ever heard a ranc her
ell that ‘‘If she misses
once, | don't give her ano-
ther chance?’’ We estimate
that only about 10% of all
the mother cows in our
county are pregnancy check
ed. When folks go to con-
sidering that one ‘“open
cow'' can consume the pro-
fit of three to five calves,
it further underscores the
importance of pregnancy
determination in present-
day beef production.

We have recently order-
ed and have on hand a new
illustrated publication en-
fitled ‘‘Determining Preg-
nancy in Cattle.""
