Mustangs to just a touchdown in each 
of the first three periods, the game 
was never in doubt. Mistakes, mainly 
penalties, some of which looked 
questionable, blunted several 
Mustang drives but the Mustangs 
really only looked sharp offensively on 
a couple of drives. 

Forcing Booker to punt against the 
wind midway of the first quarter set 
up the Mustangs on the Kiowa 32 and 
six plays later, Toby Collins climbed 
over left guard for the six points.
