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Solve Your Rat Problems

C ounty Agri. Agent

Rodents have | mg been
a major problem in Wheeler
County for farmers, ranchers
and anyone that has a green
thumb around the house.
Field rats, pocket go phers
and praine dogs are con-
tinuing toinflict heavy dam-
age in ma ny areas of the
County. Until recently the
Wheeler County Commis sion-
er's Cart was permitted to
purchase pison grain and
resell to local residents.
According to Mr. H.D.
“*Jimmy' Ellard, Assistant
District Agent, Fish and
Wildlife Service, this form of
grain distribution will no
| vger be allowed. Due to
changes in agricultural prac-
tices, increased interest in
al fams of wildlife and in
a few cases, misuse of field
rodent baits, it has become
necessary for the Fish and
Wildlife Service to have a
closer degree of catrol
wer the pois on grain.

In the future the poison
grain will be sold at dem-
onstrations ¢ onducted by
fieldmen of the Fish and
Wildlife Service. At these
meetings pecple will be in-
structed c ancerning the use
of the pr per baits, place-
ment of this materials and
the use o f fumigants for all
rodents concerned. The sale
of the bait and finances
will be handled by the host
farmer, who is @ member of
the County Rodent and Pre-
dator Committee, No surplus
bait can be left in a county
after the program is completed.

The next dem enstration
conducted in Wheeler County
will be held February 23 at
the County Agents office
from 10:00 a.m. until 2:00
gm. Anyone desiring to
purchase grain may do so at
that time for prairme dog,
pocket gopher and field rat
¢ ontrol. |t may be necessary
to hold a follow up demon-
stration a week or so later.

Listed below is the for-
mula for mixing p cison grain
if anyone would like to fge-
pare their own. | would like
to remind anyone that this
poison grain is very danger-
ous and anyone sh wld take
utmost safety precautions
when handling the bait.

FIELD RODENT BAIT

1716 MIX
INGREDIENTS:
Maize or steam crushed oats,
16 Ibs.
Gloss Starch, 1 tablespoon
water, | pint
Strychnine Alkaloid, | oz.
Baking Soda, 2 tablespoons
Heavy ¢ an syrup, | cup
Glycerine, 1 tablespoon

Dissolve starch into 1.4 cup
cold water and stir this sol-
ution into the remaining
part of the pint of water
which has been brought to
a bail. Cook until it forms o
thin clear paste. Blend the
strychnine and soda together
and s tir into the starch part.
Then add the corn syrup and
g lycerine. Stir the mixture
thoroughly. Pour over grain
and mix until every kernel
is coated. Spread on a paper
in a thin layer and dry.

Thie mixture will give
good results on field rodents
if properly used. Best re-
sults are obtained in praine
dog control if oats are used
in the bait. Prebaiting with
untreated oats should be
d cve before the poisoned
grain is placed. Alternate
materials shald be used if
protected birds are in the
area.

This material should be
stored in properly labeled
c mtainers out of reach of
pets, livestock and children.
