A New Look At 
CouervatioN
Ever si nee man has ti lied 

the soi I, he has had a mona- 
gementproblem. A ll this 
ti me ter races, or some simi­
lar structures, have had a 
place in thi s management. 
Terraces are sometimes ne­
cessary to control soil eros­
ion and to conserve water.
For many years the use of 
conventional terraces has 
been practiced. They are 
good for control of soi I ero­
sion, but they ore sometimes 
rather inconvient to work.

In the last few years, 
engineers have developed a 
new type of terrace that i s 
a great improvement over 
the conventiona I ones. Thi s 
new type of terrace i s cal led 
a parrallel terrace. These 
terraces, because they are 
parallel to each other w ill 
do away wi th mo st of the 
point rows and odd areas be­
tween the terraces. Because 
of the amount of land leve l­
ing cbne between the terr­
aces they w ill also greatly 
improve water di stribution 
and eventially improve prod­
uction. In some cases farm­
ers wi II sow the terrace itse lf 
in small grain or sorghums 
and row crop the interval be­
tween the terraces. This 
practice makes the farmi ng 
of the system even easier.

In many cases in order 
to obtai n the best system of 
parallel terraces it will be 
necessary to install water­
ways. Vegetated waterways 
are tailored to direct water 
into a low lying area or wat­
er course without erosion.
The waterway itse lf should 
be desi gned to si ze and shape 
according to the drainoge 
crea and the rateof slope 
involved. If at a ll possible 
water should be blocked out 
of waterways untiI vegeta­
tion i s well establi shed. If 
irrigation is  available this 
will greatly speed up the 
estabi i shment of a vegetated 
waterway.

With the establishment 
of waterways, a much better 
system of parallel terraces 
con beontained. It makes it 
possible to vary the grade 
and wi th thi s method of con­
struction, more terraces can 
be made paral le i . Thi s wi II 
cut down the number ofpoi nt 
rows even more. These two 
practices, parallel terraces 
and waterways, work hand 
in hand to make the control 
of soil erosion and moisture 
conservation much easier.

A nyo ned es inn g in fo  rma - 
tion on the application of 
parallel terraces or water­
ways may contact the tech- 
ric ianso f the Soi I Conserva­
tion Service that assi st the 
Wheeler County Soil andWat- 
er Conservation D istrict.
Cost share on these andoth- 
er practi ces may beobtai ned 
through ACP or through the 
Great P la in s  Conservation 
program.

Civil S ’.itutes of Texas, 1925. to 
impound, divert or use public 
waters for other than domestic 
j m I li\estock purjioses for which 
m> permit has been issued, all 
claims of water rights under 
the Irrigation Arts of 1889 and 
1895 which were not filed with 
the State Roard of Water Kn- 
ginei-rs in accordance with the 
Irrigation Act of 1913, as 
amended, and all other claims 
of water rights other than 
c'aim.. under permits and certi­
fied filings, must he recorded 
with the Texas Water Rights 
Commission. Section 4 does not 
apply to use of water for do­
mestic and livestock purposes 
as the same is defined by Com­
mission Rules.

On or tiefore September 1, 
19f>!i. every person claiming any 
water right to which Section 4 
applies shall file with the Com­
mission a sworn statement set­
ting forth the nature of the 
claim of water right. Claims to 
which the Section applies shall 
he recognized only if valid un­
der existing law and only to the 
extent of actual application of 
water to beneficial use without 
waste during any calendar year 
from 1963 to 1967, inclusive. 
However, in any case where any 
claimant of a riparian right has 
prior to August 28, 1967, com­
menced or completed the con­
struction of works designed to 
apply a greater quantity of 
water to lieneficial use, such 
right shall he recognized to the 
extent of the maximum amount 
of water actually applied to 
beneficial use without waste 
during any calendar year from 
1963 to 1970, inclusive; provid­
ed an additional sworn state­
ment is filed on or before July 
1, 1971. Failure to file the
sworn statement or statements 
in substantial compliance with 
Section 4 shall extinguish and 
har any claim of water right to 
which the Section applies.
