Using a powerful ground attack and
a defense that was almost impen-
etrable for all but one quarter, the
Quanah Indians dropped Wheeler 33-
14 last Friday night. Running back
Rodney Woodard’s 197 yards on 24
carries along with fullback Shawn
Hardeman’s 164 on 22 paced the In-
dian victory that was won on the
strength of Quanah’s 19-point second
quarter.

But until the second quarter the
game was an exciting back-and-forth
exchange of big plays. After the open-
ing kick-off. Quanah moved easily into
Wheeler territory on the legs of
Woodard and Hardeman The Mus-

tang defense was rigid however as
they stopped Quanah on the Pony 30
and took over on downs.

On the first play from scrimmage for
Wheeler, QB Chad Dunnam dropped
back and found wide open Joe Dan
Ledbetter ranging down the left side of
thefield. Ledbetter hauledin Dunnam’s
pass and rumbled down to the Indian
13 before Hardeman could haul him
down. Two plays alter, runningback
Mark Marshall scampered 10 yards to
the end zone on a sweep right.
Dunnam'’s kick gave Wheeler a sur-
prising 7-0 lead with 7:18 left in the
opening quarter.

She had one brother
andfivesisters. Shereports herbrother
was very spoiled hgving all those girls
around. She has one sister that is still
alive, Belle Mitchell Abney who is 108
years young.

She moved to Collingsworth when
she was nine years old and remained
there until she married “Buck”Morris in
1915. Although she and her husband
moved around quit a bit, she enjoyed
it most when she lived in the same
county with her brother and sisters.
They were a very close family. They
went to church as a family on Sun-
days, andthen stayedtogethertogoto
dinner. She says she grew closer to
her family during that ten years than
any other time of her life.

Willie also told of her first car wreck,
luckily it was not serious. It all started
on early morning when she was taking
herchildrento school. Onthe way she
decided to treat them to some candy
and as soon as she gave them the
candy, they began to fight over it. So
like any mother she reached back to
take it away, butby the time she looked
up she was inthe ditch. It was muddy,
but she finally found some help to get
out of the ditch. She didn't want Buck,
her husband, to find out, so she gave
the children the candy back and asked
them not to tell anyone about the acci-
dent. Her secret was safe for a couple
of hours, until the children couldn't
holditin any longer, but she now looks
back on that day and has a nice
chuckle.

Willie moved to Wheeler in 1965.
She lived by herself for thirty-three
years until she recently became ill and
was moved into the Nursing Home.

Afterthatfirst period however, Wheeler
could only manage 107 yards of of-
fense while the Indians piled up 288
more yards which indicated the close-
nessoftherestofthe game. Woodard,
who had 45 yards in the first quarter,
loaded up for 152 yards and three
touchdown runsof 11, 47, and 9 yards
in the second quarter and a fourth on
an electrifying 8-yard powerhouse run
inthe third quarterwhichgave Quanah
its final 33-14 lead.

Wheeler was led primarily by the
right arm and legs of Chad Dunnam.
Therugged junior quarterback rushed
for 43 yards on 13 carries, which was
surprising because he was sacked
three times (two sacks resulted in
fumbles) for 25 yards in losses, and
threw for 70 yards. Jarrod Ledbetter
rushed for 42 yards on only 5 carries
tohhelp boost Wheeler's attack some-
what.

From The Minister’s D

Did you hear about the young
man who graduated from seminary
and was hired to be the preacher
for a small rural congregation? For
twelve consecutive Sunday morn-
ings, his sermon topic was baptism
which caused several members of
the congregation to complain.
These members pointedly told the
young preacher that there were
other topics that he could use for
his sermons.

Since the young preacher was
very sensitive to criticism, he ask
these unhappy members for their
suggestions of sermon topics. One
of their suggestions was pills. The
young preacher promised that his
next sermon topic would be pills.

On the next Sunday morning,
the young preacher began his ser-
mon by saying: "My sermon topicis
pills—cheap pills, expensive pills,
sweet pills, and bitter pills.” Then
he added: “There is also the gos-
pill which reminds of my favorite
sermon topic of baptism.”

Baptism is a important Biblical
topic, but is is a topic that is often
misunderstood. In my opinion, this
misunderstanding canbe corrected
by some Biblical truths. These
truths are:—

1. Baptism is one specificaction.
The definition of the Greek word for
baptism clearly identifies this one
specific action. This Greek word is
baptidzo and every standard Greek
lexicon defines this word as “dip,
immerse, submerge, or plunge.”

This definition is reflected in the
Biblical texts that discuss baptism.
Forexample, Colossians 2:12 says:
“—Having been buried with Him in
baptism, in which you were also
raised up with Him through faith in
the working of God, who raised
Him from the dead.”

The Bible simply does not teach
that there are modes of baptism.
Rather it teaches that baptism is
one specific action.

2. Baptism is an essential com-
mand. At the conclusion of earthly
ministry, Jesus gave a urgent di-
rective to His disciples. He said:
"Go into all the world and preach
the gospel to all creation.” He then
added: "He who has believed and
has been baptized shall be saved;
but he who has disbelieved shall

doctorgives apatient. Adoctor says:
“Fill this prescription; take the pills
and you will live. If you do not fill this
prescription, you willdie." Why does
a doctor not say: “If you do not fill
this prescription and if you do not
take the pills, you will die” ? Be-
cause a doctor recognizes that tak-
ing pills is dependent uponfilling the
prescription. If a patient does not fill
the prescription, a patient cannot
take the pills.

When Jesus said: “—He who has
disbelieved shall be condemned—
", he knew that baptism was depen-
dent upon belief. Jesus simply rec-
ognized that when people believed
they would be baptized.

Mark 16: 15-16 contains a great
truth about baptism. This truth is
that baptism is a essential com-
mand of God that must be obeyed if
people want to be saved.

3. Baptism is an act of faith not a
work of merit. This truth is greatly
misunderstood by many people.
These people honestly believe that
baptism is a work of merit that ne-
gates salvation by the grace of God.
They emphasizethatthe Bible says:
“For by grace you have been saved
through faith; and that not of your-
selves, it is a gift of God; not as a
result of works, that no one should
boast.” (Ephesians 2:8-9)

Salvation is by the grace of God,
butitis “—through faith—.” But what
is faith? According to the Bible, faith
is more than mentally “accepting
Christ Jesus as a personal Savior.”
The Bible teaches that faith is prag-
matic, expressing itselfthrough obe-
diance. (James 2:14-26) To be
saved by the grace of God, people
must obediently express their faith
in Jesus Christ.

Strangely enough, people who
believe that they were saved by
“accepting Christ” willacknowledge
that they had to repent before they
became disciples of Jesus. Why did
their repentance not negate the
grace of God? Repentanceis an act
of faith! Baptism is too! Galatians
3:26-27 says: “For you are all sons
of God through faith in Jesus Christ.
For all of you who were baptized
into Christ have clothed yourself
with Christ.”

Baptism is not a work of merit
which has a ritualistic cleansing
power. Rather it is an act of faith
