Conservation Is 
Lions Fare; Bulb 
Sale Planned

There are presently 33 coun­
tv projects under contract and 
87 applications for contracts 
under the Great Plains Soil 
Conservation program, E. E. 
McAlister, office manager of 
the Eastland Soil Conservation 
Service, told the E a s t l a n d ,  
Lions Club Tuesday.

In describing the work be- ' 
ing done for conservation of 
the precious soil and water, | 
Mr. McAlister pointed out that 
several practices are now be­
ing utilized in this county un­
der the Great Plains program. 
These include pasture plant­
ing, r nge seeding, brush con­
trol fencing (rfoT b o r d e r  
fences!, diversion terraces, 
pine lines, filed terraces, and 
others.

Wendell Siebert was pro - 
gram chairman, and introduc­
ed the conservation special­
ist, who explained that his of­
fice is responsible for admin­
istration of the program which 
allows from three to 10 tens of ] 
planned conservation improve­
ments.

“ It’s a voluntary program,”  
he said, “ and its purpose is 
to minimize the eratic clima-1 
tic conditions which prevail in 
the Great Plains States,”  Con­
servation is very important 
when one stops to realize that | 
today only abaut six per cent 
of the population is actively | 
engaged in stewardship of the 
soil. With the 1960 population 
reporting 178 million people, 
the prospects arc that by 2010,! 
this country’s population will 
be 270 million, he said. "Wo 
all need to be concerned w ith , 
conservation.”

The twon hired its first em­
ployee August 7th. 1897 He 
was W. T. Harbin and was 

1 hired at $1. per day, or $2. a

day for himself and his team. 
At that time each Citizen was 
expected to work on t h e  
streets,”  his fair share of the 
time.”  No substitutes allowed 
unless the man substited was 
as capable as the man he was 
to replace.

The first town plat w a s  
authorized August 14, 1897,
with the stipulation that the 
cost not exceed $5. W. D. Con- 
nellee was allowed $15. for 
preparing and assessing the 
first tax roll. The towns first 
equalization board convened in 
Sept. 1897.

Some of the earliest Taxes 
taken from the m i n u t e s :  
Salesmen or peddlers of pat­
ented medicines were charged 
$25. by the town. “ Nine or

Ten”  pin alleys taxed $25. an­
nually.

“ From every person bring­
ing off a fight between dogs 
and bulls or between bears 
and dogs $125. for each pre- 
formance.

On Sept. 8th, 1899, the town 
adopted charter passed by the 
2tith. Legislature and the first 
Corporation court was esta- 
lished.

The towns first water con­
tract was with Eastland Wa­
ter Co. (Source of supply not 
defined.) Payment was $1. for 
1 year.

The first mention of a news­
paper was Nov. 14th, 1900. 
(Paper was Chronical.)

First fire hose bought about 
this time.

green and deciduous shrubs. 
Exhaust fumes have b e e n  
known to kill needles and en­
tire branches of evergreens.

Both evergreens and decid­
uous plants absorb the fumes 
through the lenticels a n d  
breatning pores on their bark. 
Then, often months later, the 
shrubs develop what looks like 
singed leaves and branches.

Secondary effects may cause 
the plants to break their win­
ter dormancy. Flower and 
leaf buds will form and, of 
course, will be killed by cold 
winds and low temperatures.
