T'his was the time of year and
with the sale of the cotton crop,
the father could buy shoes and
clothing for the kids going to
school in addition to the family
Sunday clothing which would be
suitable for going to Sunday
School and Church on Sundays.
I'he clothing for the girls was
generally hand made by the
mother and older girls who had
learned to use the sewing
machine. The boys shirts and
underclothing were also made
by the women folk. Even their
stockings and sweaters were
knitted by the mother as she sat
enjoving the warmth of the fire
in the fireplace while the winter

As was customary in those
days, when cotton picking
season arrived, the whole
family including the girls and
mother were given a dungarce
material sack to which was
attached a strap made from the
same material that was placed
over one shoulder for pulling
the sack along the rows of
cotton.

The Cisco Writer's Guild
enjoyed an informal talk by
H.V. O'Brien, publisher of the
Eastland County Newspapers,
Tuesday evening

Mr. O’'Brien spoke in general
about the agonies and joys of
writing and some of the specific
problems facing a newspaper
He noted that personally, he
had a tendency to overwrite
(which is a problem faced by
many writers) and would carry
two or three pages of a story
with him wherever he went in
order to use spare minutes to
re-write and polish. This point
made several of the members
realize that they had time to
write which they were not
using. One book especially
mentioned by Mr. O'Brien as an
aid to the hopeful writer was
‘“The Creative Writer'" pub
lished by Writer's Digest

Ora Lee Woods, one of the
regular contributors to the local
newspaper, questioned Mr
O’Brien about what happened
to the copy turned in by people
Mr O'Brien explained that first
the editor reads and marks the
copy. It is then taken to_ the
Eastland office where machine
operators set and correct the
type. Mr. O'Brien explained the
process the machines went
through to develop the type

After the type is set, the
editor arranges the stories on
dummy pages and the page is
sent downstairs for final prepa-
rations for printing. A story may
even be edited at this final
stage, as space is dictated solely
by the amount of advertising a
paper carries
