The HOLC Balances 
Its Books

The Home Owners’ Loan Corporation, balancing its 
books a f te r  six years of operation, reveals some inteiestinpr 
results.

The idea of the HOLC was to “ bail out” home-owners 
whose homes were about to be foreclosed by private lend­
ers. The HOLC was to make a new loan, enabling the orig­
inal debt to be paid off. Since the primary condition of the

• HOLC loan was that the property should be in dange r  of 
v foreclosure at the time, it is not surprising that a large

num ber should have “ bounced b ack ” on the government. 
W h a t  has happened  during the six years is approximately 
th is :

During 1933 and 1931 loans were made on 1,018,000 
homes. On one out of every seven it has been necessary to 
foreclose. And on three-quarte rs  of those foreclosures 

i [(about 55.000). the  government lost money.
This has meant a $50,000,000 loss. The government 

► •^Jlolds also some 89,000 i*ther homes through foreclosure,
* fcut as yet unsold. The eventual loss will probably reach 

' $100.000.000, perhaps exceed it
\  • • •

To offset this loss of $56,000,000 to date, the govem- 
tnen t  agency has piled up a reserve of $90,000,000. That 
represen ts  the difference between the 5 per cent charged 
borrowers and the low rates a t which the corporation is­
sued its government-guaranteed bonds. This reserve will 
r o t  pile up at so great  a ra te  in the future because the 
Internal ra te  has been cut from 5 to -1 1-2 per cent.

In o ther words, up to now the losses from those who 
trould not or  could not pay  hav e been made up by the in­
terest  paid in bv those who stood by 1heir contracts. That 
is just the way it is in private lending, 
f * • •

Exactly how the government will come out when this 
experiment is finally liquidated, it is not yet possible to 
say. Up to now. in spite of the big loss on foreclosures, the 
“ profit” on interest would seem to he more than holding 
th e  corporation on even keel. There may be some loss in 
the end.

But against w hatever loss there may he, must always 
b e  balanced the profit to-the national life of hav ing kept 
800,000 families in their  own homes, and given them a 
Hew start  on the road that  leads to owning them. It w on’t 
•how  up on the balance sheet, but this item ought to he 
p o r t h  something. i

NEW YORK— Animals helped 
teach man the use of antiseptics, 
according to a report prepared for 
the American Chemical Society by 
Profs. E. F Degering and George 
C. Gross, of Purdue Uuivcrsity.

“ Long before man acquired t? 
use of antiseptic the bee had de­
veloped a mechanism for excret­
ing formic acid tha t served as de- 
lense mechanism the report said. 
"M an even observed the higher 
forms of life licking their wounds 
to m aintain a degree of sanitation 
hut still he jogged along lo r ages 
before he acquired the concept of 
agpB ing antiseptics for mainte- 
atice of his own health and the 
preservation of his own life ”

The report said m an's first use 
of antiseptics probanly was in con­
necting "with the curing of moat 
f'*h and fru its when it  occurred to 
him th a t those principles might be 
applied to the preservation of food 
supplies.

I-ntcf ho learned to app’y ta r  
and other oinments tfi his wounds, 
and in 1200 E.C. Mo*es gave d ir­
ections for handling leprosy, H a­
gue and sores, according to the 
report.

“ About the sr.m.e time, the 
Greeks acquired the technic of 
fum igation by Su-ning sulphur,” 
the report said. “ Purification of 
w ater by exposure to sunligtp and 
filtration  though charcoal was 
known as early as 800 B. C. .

“ About a  centurv later, Hippo­
crates gave explicit instructions 
for the care of wounds. Wines and 
iuic«s o f healing herds were used 
on the battlefields of the Greeks. 
Celsus, about 100 A. D.. treated 
wounds to reduce hem orrhage ar.d 
inflam m ation. Sea salt was used 
by D ioscordes about 300 A. D. 
Paul d Fgineta 400 years later, 
theated abscesses with neaLKha.c* 
in 900 A. D. pi< pared alcohol and I 
used i t  as an antiseptics dressing.”

APPLIANCESAlarmed by the common attitude 

of shame evidenced by many young 
pupils, because their purents are 
of immigrant background, an 
experim ent is being tried out in 
local elem entary schools in an a t­
tempt to dispel this a ttitude among 
students in this city o f erst fo r­
eign-born population.

Typical of the new program  is 
a  plan put into e ffec t by J. A. 
H arrison, principal o f Horace 
Mann school here.

“There i« a large percentage of 
children wtth foreign-speaking 
parents in our school," explained 
Harrison. “The teachers observed 
tha t many of these children seem 
ashamed of theft- background.

“ We decided to  utilize thi- 
ficld of our ohildren’s experience' 
and a t the same time build up the 
idea th a t everyone has something 
to contribute to out country, re ­
gardless of his nationality .”

Harrison and his s ta ff  prepared 
an original musical play with ore  
scene representing Ellis Island. 
Included in the drama were 
speeches in German, Polish. Ita l­
ian and Slovak and also native 
songs and dances.

“At f irs t,” H arrison declared, 
"the children would not admit 
they could speak another language, 
hut we soon convinced them that 
this was an accomplishment for 
which many people have studied 
for years.”

Children of the d ifferen t groups, 
Harrison explained, soon began to 
sing -ong- they had heard at home, 
and the music teacher picked out 
the melodies. The children who 
could speak foreign languages were 
made leaders and taugh t the pro­
nunciation to the rest of the class.

“ As a result,” said Harrison 
“the children developed a new re- 

. spect for their homes and fam i­
lies and became quite free in the 
discussion of nationality. B ut we 
tried to incorporate into the pro­
gram the idea of patriotism , de­
veloping the thought that it was 
not what country you came from 
but what you could do fo r America 
and thus become a good citizen.”

A brief report on the project 
has been selected for special dis­
tribution to all principals, assistant 
principals, head teachers and su­
perintendents in the hope tha t the
