DENISON. Texas— Rising wat­

er from the southwest’s greatest 
dam will cover relics o f  early 
Texas history-

A giant, inland lake, with a 
shore line 1100 miles long will be 
created by construction o f the 
$54,000,000 Denison dam on Red 
River.

When the waters begin backing 
up along the Red, the Washita in 
Oklahoma and over North Texas' 
fertile farmlands, they will inun­
date historic reminders of the set­
tling o f the area more than 100 
years ago.

Four towns are in the area to 
be flooded— Hagernian and old 
Preston in Texas and Aylesworth 
and Woodville in Oklahoma.

At Old Preston near the river 
is Gler Eden, century-old home 
built by Holland Sophie Coffee 
and made famous by their hos­
pitality.

The structure, a large two- 
story colonial home, is to be mov­
ed approximately a mile and will 
rest on a promontory jutting into 
the dam reservoir.

Robert E. Lee, Albert Sidney 
Johnston, Gen. Sam Houston and 
other noted figures were guests 
at Glen Eden.

To be covered by the backwat­
er is an old ford at Baer’s Ferry, 
where Indians from the Oklahoma 
territory came down into Texas to 
trade with pioneer settlers at the 
Abel Warren store, first mer­
cantile establishment in the area, 
erected 102 years ago.

The ford is where herds o f 
Texas cattle were driven across 
the river on the northward jour­
ney to Kansas City up the Old 
Preston Trail.

Residents of the area now are 
watching preliminary construction 
o f a two-and-a-half-mile earthen 
dam at the exact spot o f the 
crossing.

The matter o f cemeteries has 
not been decided upon— govern­
ment agents having reimbursed 
landowners for property to be 
inundated.

Most o f the burial grounds of 
the condemned lands are old for­
gotten Indian graveyards. An ex­
ception is the Preston cemetery.

Construction on the main dam 
structure is due to begin in early 
summer. Bids were opened April 
16 and contracts are expected to 
be let within three weeks.

A Dead Language 
Yields New Key

CHICAGO.— A group o f stone 

inscriptions, found last year on the 
walls o f an ancient Persian tomb, 
have proved important in studying 
dead languages and in clarifying 
history between 500 B. C. and 500 
A. D., University o f Chicago arch­
eologists have announced.

Dr. Martin Sprengling, interna­
tionally-known authority on an­
cient languages, made the trans­
lations from photographic en­
largements o f the inscriptions. He 
compared them in archeological 
importance to the Rosetta stone, 
which unlocked the ancient Egyp­
tian language.

Dr. Sprengling estimated the in­
scriptions wore made about 290 
A.D. by Kartir, a Zoroastrian high 
priest and king-maker, whose ca­
reer interlaced those o f four an­
cient Persian rulers.

The inscriptions were in Pah- 
lavi, a Middle Persian language 
which contains words o f both Se­
mitic and Parthian origin. They 
were discovered near the ancient 
city o f Persepolis by archeologists 
from the University o f Chicago, 
the University o f Pennsylvania, 
nnd the Boston Museum of Fine 
Arts.

The Kartir stones reveal. Dr. 
Sprengling said, that the ancient 
Persians did not practice religious 
tolerance, contrary to previous 
conclusions from romantic litera­
ture. Religious groups used sacred 
writings for guidance, were perse­
cuted, according to the new trans­
lation.

It was indicated that the Zoro- 
astrians then had no such sacred 
book o f their own. .

The Zoroastrian Kartir, Dr. 
Sprengling said, is revealed as 
having been one o f the most im­
portant religious figures o f all 
time. Inscriptions mentioning him 
were discovered in 1936, but he 
then was spoken o f only as an ob­
scure young churchman.

Robin Debunked
As Spring Herald

CHICAGO.— The myth of the 

‘ ‘ first spring robin”  has been ex­
ploded.

Inasmuch as the symbol of 
spring is a year-long resident in 
the North, no importance can be 
attached to his appearance, ac­
cording to Emmet R. Blake, as­
sistant curator o f birds at the 
Chicago Field Museum o f Natural 
History.

Robins, like many other north­
ern birds, sometimes experience 
only partial or modified migration. 
They are less numerous in the 
North during the winter, but there 
are always a few hardy ones in 
sheltered locations.

The migratory instinct can be 
modified by planting shrubbery 
and hedgerows and providing shel­
tered feeding stations. However, 
Blake warns that once the birds 
are accustomed to such artificial 
devices, they will starve if thrown 
on their own resources. Once the 
migratory instinct is modified, the 
bird can no longer travel South 
even though physically able to do 
so.

Debtors Chain Of 
1647 Is Displayed

PHILADELPHIA.—  An elabor­

ately carved, massive oak ‘ ‘debt­
or’s chair,”  dated 1647 and be­
lieved to have been mentioned in 
Samuel Pepys’ diary, is on display 
in a collection here.

The unsuspecting debtor who 
sat in it after paying a call on his 
creditor would find himself firmly 
held by iron grips hidden in the 
panels at the sides. Since the un­
locking device is at the top o f the 
chair and well out of the victim’s 
reach, he would have to sit there 
until he made some arrangements 
to pay his bills or until bis cred­
itor released him.

Pepys referred to such a device 
in his diary on Nov. 1, 1660:

“ This morning Sir W. Pen (Wil­
liam Penn’s father) and I were 
mounted early and gave very 
merry discourse all the way, being 
very good company,”  he writes.

“ We come to Sir Batten’s, where 
he lives like a prince, and were 
made very welcome. Among other 
things he showed me my Lady’s 
Closet, wherein was great store of 
rarities, as also a chair which he 
calls King Harry’s chaire, where 
he that sits down is catched with 
two irons that come round about 
him, which makes good sport.”
