Wickard Named To

SOMALILAND 
EVACUATED 

BY BRITISH
Great Britain today gave up the 

Somaliland, after two weeks o f 
fighting with overwhelming Ital­
ian forces, while the German aer­
ial raids on Great Britain were 
almost at a standstill.

The British air ministry said 
tonight that small-scale German 
raids had caused some damage 
and casualties at the Royal Air 
Force bases.

The Somaliland, in East Afri­
ca, at the lower end o f the Red 
Sea, was the first empire territory 
lost by Great Britain in the war.

Its garrison was estimated as 
low as 1,200 men, which evacuat­
ed their positions with full equip­
ment in boats at Berbera. The 
Italians had an estimated 30,000 
troops and the London announce­
ment claimed heavy casualties had 
been inflicted upon the Italians.

The British said that Somaliland 
was left unprotected by the ca­
pitulation o f the French forces 
in East Africa.

Meanwhile British naval ves­
sels heavily bombarded two north 
African towns, Bardia and Fort 
Capuzzo, from which Mussolini’s 
troops were expected to launch an 
attack across Egypt toward thc 
Suez Canal.

German planes today limited 
themselves to small attacks after 
losing, according to British re- 
ports, 141 o f their 600 attacking 
planes over Britain Sunday, while 
Britain was losing but 22 planes, 
the pilots of 10 o f which para­
chuted safely to earth when their 
planes were shot from under them.

The Royal Air Force this week­
end bombed north Italian fac­
tories and heavily attacked the 
German troop concentrations 
along the French coast, across the 
channel from Britain. Some ob­
servers predicted that the blitz­
krieg invasion attempt will be 
launched this week.

Germany, meanwhile, warned 
Britain that reprisals will be tak­
en if civilians molest parachute 
troops landing in England, point­
ing out that they are regular 
troops, in uniform, and must be 
treated as such.

In order to help the woman 
who spends the food dollar get the 
greatest amount of essential nu­
trients for her family, the follow­
ing table is given:

Speeds Up The torpedo boats that Higgins 
make* are similar to the ones per­
fected by Hubert Scott-Paine, 
British speed boat expert and na­
val visionary. They are 81 feet 
long, made o f unarmored white 
mahogany, powered by three 12- 
cylinder Packard motors each 
producing 1,240 horsepower, and 
carrying an assortment o f machine 
guns, anti-aircraft guns, and four 
torpedo tubes.

The general idea is to run in 
under the range o f a warship's 
guns, pump the torpedoes into the 
big adversary, and get away fast. 
This may not be simple, but the 
“ PT”  boaLs' terrific speed— above 
4(5 miles an hour— combined with 
its extreme maneuverability—  
should give it a fighting chance.
