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End of Sugar Rationing Wipes Out

Last War-Imposed

W/ SHINGTON —(#)— The last
war-imposed coupon control over
the American public vanished to-
day as sugar rationing for home.
restaurant and hotel use ended
at midnight.

After more than five veas in
which ration stamps meant mose
than money—when it came to
meat. canned goods. shoes. tires.
gasoline and a host of other things
~—individual Americans are f{ree
of coupon worries for the first
time since April 28. 1942

The last ration book can be
thrawn away.

However. sugar price controls
remain. So does rationing of in-
dustrial sugar. but these two curbs
are scheduled to end Oct, 31.

Secretary of Agriculture Ander-
son ordered the sugar ration end
late yesterday., thus beating the
Republican-controlled Congress to
the draw. The House had set for
a vote today a bill calling for an
immediate end to household sugar
rationing. <
