Court tab led  the J u v en ile  P rob ation  
D epartm ent's proposed  1983 - 84 budget 
and decided  to su g g est  one of its  ow n at 
a regu lar m eetin g  T u esd ay .

The co m m issio n ers  a lso  v iew ed  the  
testing of the  co u n ty 's  new  a u to m a tic  
vote tabu lators. A fter the te s ts , the  
v o tin g  m a c h in e s  w e r e  s e a le d  in 
p r e p a r a tio n  for  th e  C on stitu tion al 
a m e n d m e n ts  e le c t io n  to  b e  held  
T uesday

J u d g e  K en n ed y  sa id  the cou n ty  
purchased the voting  m a c h in e s  and  
tabulators in the in terest of " a ccu ra cy  
in counting '

During p ast g en era l e le c t io n s  w hen  
the voter turnout is  v ery  h igh , the 
election  judges w ere  s t ill  m a n u a lly  
counting the votes at tw o and th ree  
o'clock in th e  m orn ing , K ennedy said  
Having the au to m a tic  ta b u la to rs w ill 
help red u ce errors in cou n tin g  w hich  
are often cau sed  by fa tig u e , he sa id

E arl North Jr. o f H a rtg ra p h ics w a s

d e s i g n a t e d  a s  t h e  " t a b u l a t io n  
m anager"  for T u esd a y 's  e lec tio n .

D istrict Judge Don C ain, a m em b er  
of the G ray C ounty J u v e n ile  P rob ation  
Board, a ttended  th e  m eetin g  and w a s  
invited to d iscu ss  the p roposed  ju v e n ile  
probation budget

The county had p rev io u sly  re jec ted  
the proposed 1983 - 84 b udget b eca u se  
com m ission ers co n sid ered  the to ta l 
a m o u n t o f  $48.000 e x o r b ita n t . In 
addition to the cou n ty 's prop osed  sh a re . 
($21,000 for o p eratin g  e x p e n se s  plus 
$5.000 to pay for leg a l e x p e n se s  should  
the county d en y  the budget req u est) the 
juvenile  d ep artm en t w as to r e c e iv e  
$27,000 from  th e sta te

The ju ven ile  d ep a rtm en t's  proposed  
budget inclu d es $19.500 an n u al sa la r y  
for the probation o fficer  and a startin g  
a n n u a l s a la r y  of $13,740 for the  
departm ent c lerk . P rob ation  o fficer  
Bill Leonard rep orted ly  to ld  the board  
he didn't need  a c lerk , but w a s told  by 
one of the  board m em b er s  "that's how  
the sta te  w an ts i t "

Judge Cain g a v e  a b rie f h istory  of the

juvenile probation dep artm en t S ince  
1959 w h en  L e o n a r d  b e c a m e  th e  
p ro b a tio n  o f f ic e r ,  th e  sc o p e  and  
gui(|^ lines for the ju ven ile  dep artm en t  
has changed . Cain said

"Everything w a s done in the best 
interest o f the ch ild ."  and there w a s no 
advisary proceed ing, he sa id  In the  
60s, the U S Suprem e Court ruled that 
juvenile o ffen d ers had to  be tried , with  
full protection of the ir  rights, putting  
the juvenile  and the juven ile  probation  
officer in an  a d v isa ry  position, he sa id  
G r a d u a lly , A ustin and W ashington  
w ere telling  the loca l au th orities how to 
handle ju v en iles . Cain said  

U n d er  th e  n ew  g u id e l in e s ,  an  
individual who is betw een  10 nd 17 
years is  con sid ered  a " ju ven ile"  and  
m ust be arra in ged  w ithin  48 hours and  
have a new  h earin g  e v ery  10 d a y s until 
disposition of h is c a se  in court, Cain  
said. Once a ju v en ile  rea ch es  17, h e  can  
be tried a s  an ad u lt, he sa id  

Cain then spoke in favor of th e  sta te  
funding those p rog ra m s over  w hich it 
h a s c o n tr o l, such a s  the ju ven ile

departm ent He sa id  se r v ic e s  su ch  as 
h a v in g  a f e m a le  in the ju ven ile  
departm ent w hen fe m a le  ju v en iles  are  
brought in could be added

C om m issioner Ron R ice, a sk ed  why  
the trem en dou s jum p in exp en d itu res  
(from  la s t  y e a r ' s  $22.000 to  the 
proposed $48. OOOi 7

B ecau se  “ that's w hat is  happen ing. " 
Cain responded

"M ore m oney o b v iou sly  isn 't the on ly  
answ er, " h e  said

H ow ever, other cou n ties are spend ing  
m ore m oney "up - grad ing ju v en ile  
s e r v ic e s ,  " an d  th e  G r a y  County  
juvenile dep artm en t is " trying to keep  
the kids out o f the  court sy s te m  - to 
rehab ilitate  them "  before they  b ecom e  
delinquents. Cain added

C om m issioner 0  L. P resley  ask ed . 
"What would happen if w e refused  sta te  
m oney and have the county co n tin u e” 
as before'’

"We re w illing  to put $22,000 in the  
budget (w ithout using the sta te  fun d s), 
com m ission er  R ice  said  "We'd rather  
pay. then we could keep  a c lo ser  e y e  on

the taxpayers' funds. Do you se e  a 
justification  for $48,000"’ "

"W e n eed  to  p a y  th e  ju v en ile  
probation o fficer  a sa la r y  com p arab le  
with other a rea s ."  Cain an sw ered  

"The sa la ry  w ouldn't b e  n ear th a t ,” 
R ice said

C ain said  the ju v e n ile  probation  
board didn't a n tic ip a te  spend ing all the 
$48,000. and offered  to send  the e x c e s s  
back to the sta te  at the end  of the f isca l 
year He a lso  sa id  the su b ject of 
whether or not a clerk  should  be hired  
w as still open

C o m m is s io n e r  J im  M c C r a ck en  
com m ented  it w as st ill a m atter  of the  
state “ putting us in a b inding con tract ■ 
telling us how m uch m on ey  w e're  going  
to spend - w ithout ask in g "  us 

C om m issioners a sk ed  if th ey  could  
m eet with the ju v en ile  probation  board  
to d iscu ss the budget further Judge  
Kennedy said  anyone cou ld  request to 
be placed on the agen d a of the next 
m eeting

The co m m issio n ers then d ecid ed  to 
prepare a budget w ithin  w hich they feel

com fortable and p resen t it to the 
juvenile probation board a s  an  offer to
com prom ise.

J u d g e  K e n n e d y  informed the 
com m ission ers the s ta te  had  given the 
Juvenile P robation  B oard permission 
to continue u se  of a llo ca ted  state funds 
to pay the ju ven ile  probation  officer in 
r e c o g n it io n  o f  th e  tw o governing 
entities' "good fa ith "  promise to settle 
the problem .

In other b u sin ess, the comiil'issioners 
unanim ously se lec te d  J u d g e  Kennedy 
as their ch o ice  to se r v e  on the Board of 
D ir e c t o r s  fo r  th e  G r a y  County 
Appraisal D istrict for 1984 an d  1985. 
Kennedy h as 510 votes on the board.

In the continuing attempt to  get the 
m ain runw ay at P erry  Lefors Field 
le n g t h e n e d ,  t h e  com m issioners 
r e c e i v e d  a n o t h e r  l e t t e r  from

C ongressm en w ho p lead ed  g u ilty  to 
federal drug ch a rg es , b eca u se  the  
judge on ce  w orked as a con gressio n a l 
aide and sa y s  h e's acq u ain ted  with  
form er federa l leg isla to rs , accord in g  to 
a federa l prosecutor

U S D istrict Judge R obert P ark er, 
w ho w o rk ed  a s  an ad m in istra tiv e  
assistan t for a T e x a s co n g ressm a n  in 
W ashington during 1965 and 1966, is 
a p p a ren tly  acq u a in ted  with form er  
Panhandle C on gressm en  Bob P r ice  of 
P a m p a  an d  G ra h a m  P u r c e l l  o f  
Arlington. Va . and w ants to avoid  any  
appearance of a potential co n flic t of 
interest in se n ten cin g  their  son s , w ho  
p le a d e d  g u i l ty  la s t  S ep tem b er to 
federal drug c h a rg es  linking them  w ith  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  d r u g  s m u g g l e r s ,  
according to A ssistan t U S A ttorney

Wes R ivers of B eaum ont
Robert Grant P rice , 28, of P am pa, 

and Kell P urcell, 25, w ere  ind icted  last 
June along with 43 other people who 
prosecutors say  w ere involved  in a 
sm u gglin g  ring that brought 210 tons of 
m arijuana into the U S from C olum bia

The sons of the form er P anhandle  
C ongressm en , who on ce  battled  for 
election  to the sa m e  H ouse sea t in 
W ashington, w ere  each  ch arged  with  
two counts of fed era l drug v io la tion s in 
c o n n e c t io n  w ith  th e  s m u g g lin g  
conspiracy The younger P rice  and 
Purcell both p leaded  gu ilty  to reduced , 
sin g le  ch arges of "use of an in tersta te  
com m u n ication s fa c ility  (te lep h on e) in 
t h e  f u r t h e r a n c e  o f  n a r c o t i c s  
violations "

TTie p leas w ere the resu lt of a p lea ■ 
b a r g a in  w ith  f e d e r a l  prosecutors  
J u d g e  P ark er accep ted  P rice  and 
P urcell's  gu ilty  p lea s and term s of the 
plea - bargain  ^ p t  6. the day before  
other defendants in the c a se  went on

trial in Beaum ont
A few days a fter  the tr ia l o f the other  

defendants began. Judge P ark er sa id  in 
open court that he should not sen ten ce  
Price and P urcell a s  he is acq u ain ted  
w ith ,th e ir  fa th ers, and "wanted to 
a v o id  th e  a p p e a r a n c e  o f  a n y  
im propriety."  R ivers sa id

P a r k e r .  4 4 . w o r k e d  a s  an  
adm in istrative a ss ista n t to form er U S 
R e p r e s e n t a t i v e  R a y  R o b e r ts ,  a 
D em ocrat from  M cK inney, in the m id  
60s. R o b e r ts 's  4th  C o n g r e s s io n a l  
D istrict included T y ler . Denton and  
I>ongview

B o b  P r ic e .  55. a R e p u b lic a n ,  
represented the P anh an d le d istrict in 
C o n g r e ss  fro m  1966 through 1974 
G rah am  P u r ce ll, 64. a D em ocrat, 
served  in C ongress from  1962 through  
1972 in the T e x a s d istr ict that included  
part of the P anhandle and the area to 
the  sou th east P u rce ll and P r ice 's  
congressional d istr ic ts  w ere  m erged  in 
the 1972 e lection , and P rice  whipped his

fellow incum bent that y ea r  for e lec tio n  
in the new d istrict.

T h e  c a s e s  o f  t h e  f o r m e r  
con gressm en 's so n s w ere  tra n sferred  
from  P arker's court to that o f another  
Beaum ont fed era l ju d ge. Joe  F ish er

A ccording to a sp o k esw o m a n  for 
J u d g e  P arker, who refu sed  to be 
identified, the judge w ill not d isc u ss  the 
reason he d isqualified  h im se lf  from  the  
P rice and P urcell c a se s

"The judge w ill not sp ea k  to you  
about that He just d oesn 't sp ea k  to 
reporters about pend ing c a s e s ."  the 
spokesw om an said

Judge F isher is rep orted ly  aw a y  
from  B eaum ont until the 14th of th is  
m onth, the e a r lie s t  d a te  he m ight 
announce w hen he w ill se n ten ce  P rice  
and P urcell, accord ing to R ivers.

Its credit ex h a u sted , the T reasu ry  
D epartm ent stru ggled  to do b u sin ess  on 
a cash-only  basis

crea tes u n certa in ty  in the  fin an cia l 
m ark ets,"  T reasury S e c r e ta r y  D onald  
T R egan said  T u esd ay  in resp o n se  to  
the S en ate 's 56-39 re fu sa l M onday night 
to ra ise  the nation al debt lim it  atrave its 
current ce ilin g  of $1 389 trillion .

H a v in g  h it th e  d e b t lim it, the 
governm ent h a s suspended  all sa le s  of 
Savings Ekmds and  d e la y ed  s a le s  of 
billions of d o llars w orth of other notes, 
bills and bonds b eca u se  the  go vern m en t  
has no authority  to issu e  them

M e a n w h i l e .  C o n g r e s s  s t i l l  is 
grappling with the d efic it reduction  
goals it set for itse lf  

The Senate Budget C o m m ittee  w as 
m eeting today to  p iece togeth er  a 
nearly $25 billion p a ck a g e  of spen d in g  
sa v in gs and tax in crea ses  ov er  three  
years that w as drafted  by variou s  
Senate co m m ittees  

The H ouse last w eek  p assed  a $10 3 
billion p ack age of sp en d in g  sa v in g s , but 
a m easu re to ra ise  an  e s tim a te d  $8 
billion in ta x es o v er  three y ea rs is 
bogged down.

Under the budget adopted  in June, 
three-year spend ing  cu ts of $12 3 billion  
and tax  in crea ses o f $73 billion w ere  
m andated.

Buildiiig permitiâ show decline in October

The Pampa Department of Building 

^Jnspection began its fiscal year by 
^ b a u ln g  14 building permits for October, 
^ ^ n ly  half of the 28 issued last October, 

acoordiiig to Shirley Muns, assistant 
buildinf Inspector.

Total value for the buildings is 
$187,410, down $550,898 from the value 
of 1718,188 for building in October, 1982 
liie city collected 8802.50 in building 
permit fees last month, compared to 
81,800 25 last October

In September, the city had issued 22 
building permit fees, collecting 
82,817.75 for the building values of 
81,0r,855

Despite the monthly decline, value of 
building in the cKy is still ahead of the

pace set in 1982 For the calendar year, 
290 building permits have been issued 
with a total value of 813,424,838 This is 
an increase of 81.585.128 over the 
811.859,510 issue for the same period in 
1982.

The building permits include one 
single-family unit, one commercial 
building, one relocation, sis mobile 
homes, four alterations or additions to 
dwellings, and one alteration or 
addition to a commercial building, Ms 
Muns reported.

The d ep artm en t issued  nine 
electrical permits with fees of 8118 S3, 
compared to 21 permits for 81U.85 in 
October, 1982. In September the 
department had issued 18 electrical 
p e ^ t s  with fees of 8420.29.

Thirty-nine plumbing permits were

issued last month, with fees of $397 18 
Last October the city had issued 52 such 
permits with collected fees of $309 55 In 
September the department issued 58 
plumbing permits for $872.74 in fees

Total fees collected  by the 
department in October was $1,114 21 In 
September total fees were $3,850 70. 
and in October. 1982. 82.593 45 was 
collected.

The department has issued 214 
electrical pdrmits for the calendar year 
and 438 plumbing permits.

Total fees collected for the calendar 
year for building permits is 834,319 75. 
Total for aU fees has reached 839.347 53 
since Jan. 1.1983

Department personnel conducted 49 
building inapectkms. 43 electrical, 98

plumbing and 15 miscellaneous in 
October, Ms Muns said, for a total of 
204 inspections This compares with 47 
building, 53 electrical, 91 plumbing and 
39 miscellaneous for last October In 
September the department conducted 
87 building, 53 electrical, 103 plumbing 
and 34 miscellaneous inspections, she 
reported.

Total inspections for the calendar 
year are 837 for buildings. 483 for 
electrical, 910 for plumbing and 285 
miscellaneous. This makes a total of 
2495 inspections conducted by the 
department for the year to date.

No fines were assessed in October 
Last October the cHy collected 8370 in 
fines, with $240 in fines received in 
September. Total fines for the calendar 
year to date are 8357

Lebanon’s warring factions try 
to work out their differences

GENEVA, Switzerland (AP) -  
Leaders of Lebanon’s warring factions 
debated their country’s role in the Arab 
world today, the third day of 
reconciliation talks, conference sources 
said.

The delegates opened the working 
session with a discussion of the cultural 
and political heritage of their country, 
including its “Arab identity. ’’

A conference spokesman announced 
Tuesday the delegates had agreed to 
form a committee to submit proposals 
on defining Lebanon’s nature and 
determining how it fits into the Arab 
world.

The question of identity for Lebanon, 
with its diverse religious and cultural 
communities, goes to the heart of the 
divisions between Western-oriented 
C h r i s t i a n s  a n d  t h e i r  more  
Arahconscious Moslem compatriots.

The differences have caused years of 
political instability.

On Tuesday, Syria pressured the 
Lebanese government of Presidenf 
Amin Gemayel to renounce a troop 
withdrawal pact with Israel as a first 
step toward reconciling Lebanon’s 
warring factions.

included a call for the recoociliatio 
conference. The cease-fire w$ 
supposed to end three weeks 
Dm9e<%risttan fighting in Lebanon’s 
central mountains, but it has been 
broken repeatedly.

Conference sources said Foreign 
Minister Abdel-Halim Khaddam of 
Syria denbunced the May 17th accord in 
a morning session and then met 
Gemayel privately to hammer the point 
home.

Beirut radio said Gemayel tried to 
convince Khaddam to concentrate 
instead on constitutional reforms and 
the broader issue of removing both 
Syrian and Palestinian forces from 
Lebanon

A cease-fire agreement on Sept. 26

Israel, which has occupied much of 
southern Lebanoif since last year’s 
invasion, has warned the Letonese 
government against scapping the 
withdrawal accord. Syria has rejected 
the accord because it grants Israel 
polbtical and security concessions for 
withdrawing its troops.

Druse leader Walid Jumblatt told 
reporters he considered the question of 
Lebanon’s identity a major issue.

“Is it (Lebanon) an American base, a 
^ v ie t  base, an Arab state, and 

• independent state? Up to now, nobody 
knows.” Jumblatt said.

Texas Baptists to elect new president

AMARILLO, T eu a  (AP) — The Baptist General 
Convention of Texas is in danger of l<^ng some of 
jU  schools or hospitals if it does not regain an 

^ B a r e n e s s  of ita religious heritage, the 
^ l ^ z a t i o n 's  outgoing leader says.

llie  Rev. D.L. Lowrie, pastor of the First Baptist 
Church of Lubbock, warned 2,500 convention 
delegates Tuesday that there is “something 
destructive" in the state organisation.

Lowrie is endii^ his second one-year term as 
convention president, the maximum allowed 
Delegates were expected to elect a new president 
today.

Possible successors include Dr. Winfred Moore of 
Amarillo, pastor of the First Baptist Church, who 
has Mrved on many Baptist boards and 
commissions, and the Rev. Morris Chapman, 
pastor of the First Baptist Church in Wichita Falls.

Moore is a mainstream conservative Baptist 
considered more theologically and politically 
moderate than Chapman, who has advocated a 
constitutional amendment to restore prayer to 
public schools.

In remarks to the opening session of the 
convention, Lowrie urged Texas Baptists to plow 
greater spiritual, financial and human support into

the convention's institutions, which he said have 
been criticiied too often and praiaed not often 
enough.

“Over these four years that you have allowed me 
to fill a place of leadership in this great 
denom inaiion, I have sensed something 
destructive," he said “Some of our institutional 
leaders feel like they are under a conatant state of 
siege. They are in danger of developing a defensive 
mind set toward this convention.

“ Some members of this convention have 
forgotten how to do everything except be a critic," 
he said.

Lowrie blamed the heads of Texas Baptist 
institutions for some of the rift.

“Some administrators, because of their loyalty to 
their institutions, may tend to forget this vital 
relationship between the institution and the 
convention," he said. “They may be tempted to 
label every critic an enemy ."

The BGCT owns eight hospitals, four children's 
homes and eight universities in Texas, including 
Baylor in Waco and Houston Baptist.

Lowrie also referred to a remark made last year 
by the Rev. Dr. W.A. Criswell, pastor of First 
Baptist Church of Dallas. Criswell warned that 
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Baptist universities in the South were in danger of 
being taken over by “ liberals" and pulling out of 
the Southern Baptist Convention.

"Some of his conclusions may be debatable, but 
his bu ic  thesis is not debatable," said Lowrie. 
“The tendency is for denominations to lose their 
institutions as they get older."

William M. Pinson Jr., convention executive 
director, said in other remarks that Baptists need 
to build hundreds of new churches to serve Texans' 
needs.

“We need churches for all people," he said. “We 
need churches in all places — churches in the inner 
city, churches in the suburbs, in the open country, 
in recreational areas, in apartment houses, trailer 
courts, storefronts."

Pinson said some 7 million Texans are not active 
members of any church.

Other business in the convention at the Amarillo 
Convention Center, which ends Thursday, includes 
expanding missions and a $53.7 million budget.

The state convention has a long-range goal of 
more than 2,000 new churches and missions in 
Texas by 1900, said Dr. Wayne Allen of the First 
Baptist Church of Carrollton, head of the 
long-range planning committee.
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Baptists will build hospitality house at prison
AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — The Texas Baptist 

Men, a group within the Baptist General 
Convention of Texas, has approved the building of 
the first hospitality house in the state for the use of 
prison inmates' families.

The 35- to SO-bed project would be built near the 
Texas Department of Corrections' Ellis Unit in 
Huntsville at a cost of $75,000. The donation was 
proposed by former Cleveland Browns football 
player Bill Glass, vice president of prison 
ministries, who has been active in liaison with 
Texas prisons.

The house would provide low-cost overnight 
lodging for visiting families of the 37,000 prison 
inmates in that area, said executive board 
members of Texas Baptist Men, who unanimously 
approved the donation.

The project approval Monday preceded the

Baptist General Convention here this week.
“There may be no greater sociological need of 

these inmates than to have visits from their loved 
ones," Glass told the group.

He said one inmate told him during a prison visit 
that his wife had never missed a week of visiting 
But another inmate said he had not had a visit in 15 
.years. Glass said, and a third asked for a hug 
because he had not had one in 20 years behind bars.

“If we're going to help the crime situation in this 
country, we'd better get to the prisons, because 
that's where the criminals are . The only hope is 
that these people can have a born-again experience 
in their lives and be transformed," Glass said

“We think we can win many inmates' families to 
the Lord and that is very pivotal to the inmates' 
rehabilitation," he said

The H u n tsv ille  h ou se  w ill be built on land donated

by the local Baptist association, operated jointly by 
the Evergreen Baptist Association and Texas 
Baptist Men, and staffed by evangelistic teams.

It will be built by volunteers led by Olan Miles 
and his team of mission action retirees, who hope to 
finish construction in just one day. Glass said Texas 
Attorney Gen. Jim Mattox, a former Baptist Royal 
Ambassadorhas agreed to help the volunteer 
construction crew.

The building will have two wings with 40 to 50 
beds placed about four to a room, and will also have 
a common area and a kitchen where visitors can 
prepare meals. Guests will be charged $3 dollars a 
night to help maintain the facility.

The facility will be modeled after one in Jefferson 
City, Mo., believed to be the only other one like it in 
the nation, and Missouri sponsors will help the 
Texas group with its plans.

Texas sues Block over drought aid feed
AUSTIN (AP) — Texas has named US 

Secretary of Agriculture John Block as defendant 
in a federal court suit aimed at getting emergency 
feed supplies for drought-stricken livestock in 27 
West Texas counties.

Attorney General Jim Mattox and Agriculture 
Commissioner Jim Hightower toid a Capitol news 
conference the suit was filed Tuesday morning in a 
Midland federal court.

Mattox said he hoped U S. District Judge Lucius 
Bunton would hold a hearing on the requested court 
order before the end of the month 
/ ‘Ranchers throughout West Texas will watch 
‘̂ pir cattle die unless some relief is given them," 
■ttox said. “This immoveable attitude of Mr 

Block's makes absolutely no sense qt all. He has the 
authority right now to release this grain — grain 
that is being hoarded by the federal government for

no good reason — but he claims he wants to wait for 
the passage of federal legislation."

The suit claims between 15 million to 17 million 
bushels of federally-owned grain is deteriorating 
while in storage at several facilities in Texas “At 
the same time the grain is in storage — at a cost to 
taxpayers of approximately $5 million a year — 
Texas ranchers and farmers are suffering from the 
worst drought in decades," the petition said

“Frankly, it's ridiculous that the situation should 
reach the point where, to fulfill our obligations to 
serve the people of Texas, we have to file a lawsuit 
to make the federal government fulfill its obligation 
to serve the people," Hightower said. “We've now 
been working on getting some drought relief for our 
farmers and ranchers since June 21. That's 134 
days —nearly 4 tk months."

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — Consumers looking for 

bargains scrambled today to snatch up the 
remaining Texas Instruments home computers on 
store shelves, as company employees worried

“ Everyone in the financial community is 
concerned whenever a portion of our work force is 
put on furlough or laid off," said Jim Cummings, 
executive vice president of the First National Bank 
of Lubbock.

“Every payroll dollar turns seven times in the 
community so that definitely will have an impact," 
he said

Beginning today, workers fired from the home 
computer assembly plant have three days of 
scheduled sessions with the Texas Employment 
Commission, said TEC office manager Velma

Burkham.
The workers will receive interviews in 

alphabetical order, she said 
The employment official said the job market in 

this West Texas city of 174,000 was tight before the 
firings were announced Monday 

“ There is not anyth ing ava i lab le  in 
manufacturing that I know of." Ms Burkham said. 
“It's going to be very competitive"

Texas Instruments officials announced on Friday 
that they were getting out of the home computer 
business, which they claimed was primarily 
responsible for a second consecutive quarterly loss 
of more than |1 10 m illion.

The company is uncertain when or if more layoffs 
could occur, said TI spokesman Norman Neureiter. 
But the consumer division headquarters would stay 
in Lubbock, the company said in a statement

TI's Lubbock plant once operated 24 hours a day, 
producing the Dallas-based electronics giant's 
poplar 99-4A home computer. An estimated 4,000 
people were employed at that time.

Several hundred more employees work in the 
home computer area at Abilene.

Industry observers predicted an exodus of 
workers from Lubbock Realtor Nita Kiesling said 
the move would have a devastating impact on the 
local real estate market

“It's going to become a buyers' market because 
there will be so many things to choose from," said 
Ms Kiesling. 'Some of our sellers are getting very- 
competitive in order to enhance their chances of 
selling in this kind of situation"

But Cummings said he had confidence that TI's 
consumer electronics division would rebound

Worth's east side.

The motel's general manager, Eugene F. Slope, 
was acquitted in municipal court of a charge that he

blocked an exit in the wing of the motel destroyed 
by the fire But Peacock said that, despite the jury 's 
decision, department officials believe they charged 
“the right person" when they issued the citation 
against Slape

Slape's attorneys argued in the trial that Slape 
acted on orders from motel owner Ernest Barker of 
Mount Carmel, III.

Judge orders cable firm  to wire home in remote area
ABILENE. Texas (AP) -  

In a decision that lawyers 
said is a legal first, a state 
district judge has ordered an 
Abilene cable television 
company  to spend an 
estimated $57,000 to run a line 
to a single home In a remote 
section of the city.

Attorney Jack Bryant sued 
United Cable Television of 
Abilene In INI because the 
company would not wire his 
neighborhood even though it 
is within the city limits.

State District Judge Billy 
John Edwards ruled that 

the company's 1$$4 
^ K in d i ls e  agreement. It must 
^ ^ r o v i d e  “ p r o m p t  and 

reasonable service" to any 
resident of Abilene upon 
request.

Attorneys for the cable 
oomi my said the ruling was 
unfair and might cauae rates 
for a ll  A bilene cab le  
subacribers to go up. They 
contended that “raasonable" 
atao Includes a "raaeonabis 
expectation o( a profit" for 
the cable company.

Bryant, who represented 
Umaeif in the ease, said the 
decision could also benefit

about 400 of his neighbors in 
the Lake Fort Rhantom Hill 
section of the city and other 
Texas residents in similar 
situations

Bryant and attorney Glenn 
Heatherly. who represented 
UCTV, both said they found 
no legal precedent for the 
decision.

“ We broke some new 
ground here today." Bryant 
said after Edwards ordered 
the cable company to run a 
line to his home, which cable 
company officials estimated 
wouMcootN7,0M

Heatherly said it $ e t ^  '' 
“ t e r r i b l y  d a n g e r o u s  j| 
precedent" to require UCTV 
to run a cable out to one home 
because it would invite a 
mountain of litigation.

“ Whe the r  it se ts  a 
dangerous precedent or not, I 
don't know," said Edwards. 
"But the cable company 
agreed to offer this service to 
aU cittaens and they haven't. 
•I'm going to require that they 
live up to the agreement . ”

Edwards gave the company 
Mx months to comply with his 
ordsr.

After the verdict, Barry

Wilson of Denver, vice 
president for operations for 
United Cable ' s  paren t  
corporation, said furnishing 
the cable service to Bryant 
“ is going to be pouring money 
down a rathole; it is not 
economically feasible It is 
not a fair way to run a cable 
company."

Wilson testified during the 
trial that if Bryant won the 
case, it could lead to a rate 
increase for the other N.SOd 
cable subscribers in Abilene.

The anticipated rate of 
annual return would be minus 
$.2 percent if cable were 
installed in the Fort Phantom 
area. Wilson said. He said an 
1$ to 20 percent return is 
standard for the industry 

Heatherly contended that 
B r y a n t  s h o u l d  h a v e  
petitioned the city council for 
the service instead of filing a 
lawsuit.

"If the city council says for 
us to go, the cable company 
would be happy to go out
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Midland court “to rule on whether Mr. Block's 
attitude is reasonable. I submit to you that the court 
will find the federal government has entrenched 
itself in a position that is totally indefensible."

Mattox said the state seeks a court order 
requiring the federal government to implement the 
Emergency Feed Program and the federal 
Livestock Feed Program and to make the benefits 
available to eligible farmers and ranchers in 27 
West Texas counties

“I'm fed up with this charade," Hightower told 
the news conference. “Not only does Secretary 
Block have the authority to release the corn, he has 
it under seven separate provisions of federal law.

i n s t r u c t o r  w a t c h e d  
approvingly, John Hoffert 
gingerly threaded his way 
between three metal poles on 
an outdoor buketball court.

While the route would be a 
snap for m ost people,  
negotiat ing the s imple  
obstacle course was a 
challenge for Hoffert. who is 
blind. Yet the 19-year-old 
worked his way around the 
obstacles

Hoffert was using a 
Sonieguide, one of uveral 
new devices to make life 
easier for blind people. Such 
technological a^ances are 
helping students at the T eu s 
School for the Blind walk 
safely past obstacles, read 
print and operate computers 
that make BraiUe printouts.

The Sonieguide is a pair of 
glasses with three dime-sized 
screened circles on the 
frame. The devices emit 
sound waves, which hit 
objects and bounce back 
through earphones to the 
w urer, u id  Gerry Shier, an 
instructor at the School for 
the Blind

Variations in pitch and 
intensity help the wearer 
determine the location and 
size of the object, as well as 
um e other characteristics.

Hoffert. an El P a u  native 
who has used the Sonieguide 
for uveral weeks, says he 
can distinguish between a 
tree, a wall and a perun A 
blind receptionist could u u  
the device to tell when 
umeone w u  approaching. 
Shier said

Using the device is “a 
bUst," Hoffert said. "It feels

good to be able to u u  it to 
help me to know my 
environment."

But while the Sonieguide 
can detect high objects such 
as overhanging branches. 
Shier u id , it normally is used 
with a cane or guide dog 
becauu it will not detect 
ground-level objects. Nor is it 
helpful in crowds with a 
var ie ty of t ra f f ic  and 
obstacles. Shier said.

While Shier tuches blind 
students to improve their 
mobility, Linda Baggett is 
teaching um e students to 
ru d  print on a ViewScan.

The computer,  which 
magnifies print up to $4 tim u  
on a television-like ureen, 
allows those with minimal 
sight to read newspapers and 
magazines, study spelling 
lists or take tests A tape 
casutte lets the u u r record 
notes that can then be read on 
the screen

On the job, the magnifying 
feature could enable workers 
to check bank balances and 
ru d  reports, directions or 
reference materials in small 
print and perform other tesks 
where Braille previously was 
needed. Baggett said

New technology also has 
resulted in computers that 
read, translate, copy and 
make computer printouts in 
Braille

One such device is the 
VeruBraille, a "paperless 
B r a i l l e "  sy s te m The

equivalent of a portable word 
processor, it allows blind 
people to read, write, change, 
s t o r e  a n d  r e t r i e v e  
Information on casu tte  tapes 
quickly and conveniently. 
This machine could be uud  at 
work to record minutes of 
meetings, maintain purchau 
order files or write and edit 
reports.

One of its best features is 
the ability to store material 
compactly. Four hundred 
pagu of Braille material can 
be stored on a 60-minute 
cassette tape, said Diane 
Nousanen, director of the 
learning reuurce center at 
theschoiDl.

One of th e  l a t e s t  
innovations is a program 
developed this year for the 
Apple II computer. The 
Braille-Edit program works 
with a voice m<^ule to give 
commands or instructions to 
users.

Both the VersaBraiUe and 
the Braille-Edit component of 
the Apple II can be Imked up 
to Braille embossers to nuke 
printouts in Braille.

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Stopping government competition
Government procurement from federal 

sources is getting to be a problem. 
Government competition with private, 
taxpaying firms is much more extensive 
than moat Americans realise.

One member of Congress who is aware 
that government competition is at .an  
unacceptably high level is U.S. Sen Warren 
B Rudman of New Hampshire. Sen. 
Rudman has introduced the “Freedom 
From Government Competition Act” which 
would require the federal government to 
purchase most goods and services from the 
private sector rather than producing them 
itself

Sen. Rudman acted because of the 
growing government role in producing 
goods and services. He noted that in 1867 
approximately 60 percent of the commercial 
goods and services required by the

government were procured from the private 
sector. By 1981, that percentage had fallen 
Io40percent.

The senator argues that numerous studies 
show that-private firms can produce the 
commercial goods and services at lower 
cost and that procurement from private 
sources could save the taxpayers up to |1 
billion annually.

The senator recognises that there may be 
special situations where procurement from 
^vem m ent sources is necessary, but it 
should not be standard operating procedure 
for the federal government. There are few 
goods and services that can’t be obtained 
from the private sector.

As the senate explained it, “Procurement 
from the private sector represents the least 
possible distortion of the economy.

stimulates private investment, creates jobs, 
and generatea tax revenue." He holds that 
“we owe it to the citiaens of the country to 
adopt this as stated national policy.”

For years, there have been those in 
government who wanted to get government 
tato a variety of economic activities. The 
entire public power apparatus created in the 
1930s was designed to displace investor • 
owned utilities. Public power entities, such 
as TVA, were supposed to function as 
“yardsticks." They have been anything but 
that. Despite decades of subsidixation, their 
rates are high.

For years, the federal government has 
been in the shipyard business, overhauling 
and building warships. It is well known that 
the government shipyards are far less 
capable than the privately operated 
shipyards. The government finds it very

difficult to impose work discipline or 
estab lish  efficiency in government 
shipyards.

A few years ago. in the midat of the energy 
crisis, the late Sen. Henry Jackson and other 
legislators wanted the federal government 
to get into exploration and drilling for oil. 
Fortunately for the country, the federal 
government wasn't allowed to create any oil 
companies of its own. The cost to the 
taxpayers would have been staggering.

Sen. Rudman'a bill is aimed at equipment 
unkeep, facil i ty support, and data 
processing. But is has wider implications. 
Down the road,  liberal politicians 
undoubtedly will in s is t upon new 
government ventures in competition with 
taxpaying businesses. Now is a good time to 
pass a law to prevent that kind of subsidized 
competition.

Press restrictions  
in G renada m istake

The Reagan adm inistration's decision to ban press 
coverage of the invasion of G renada and to not allow 
unrestricted press access to the island in the days 
following the invasion was a gigantic mistake—a 
mistake that could play a large role in determining if the 
action by the United States is ultim ately perceived as a 
political blunder or a heroic action.

The decision was wrong for two reasons. F irst, press 
censorship of any government activity, in addition to 
being wrong, is always counterproductive because it 
raises public suspicion by creating the impression that 
government is trying to hide something
■ Second, the national television networks, which 

attem pt to discredit any actions taken by President 
Reagan anyway, will unsheath their knives with even 
more vigor than in the past and try  to convince the 
American public that the invasion was nothing more than 
an illegal action by a trigger-happy president ' 
bet on that

Concerning that first reason, for exlimple, 
Grenadian am bassador to the United States has already 
charged that those arm s caches the government says it 
discovered on the island were planted there by U.S 
troops, themselves. Nobody takes that charge very 
seriously, but if the American press had been on the 
island when they were discovered, the ambassador 
would not have even dared to m ake that charge

Unrestricted coverage of the invasion and subsequent 
activities would have also provided more credible 
answers to other lingering questions if those answers 
cam e from a suppos^ly  unbiased press ra ther than an 
adm inistration that has a vested interest in making itself 
look good The American public would have had the 
information necessary to quickly decide for itself if the 
medical school students were really in danger, if the 
Grenadian people really wanted the United States to cast 
out its government and if the Cuban and Soviet presence

MIB protects its infomuition
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WESTWOOD, Mass. (NEA) • Housed in a 
nondescript building in this Boston suburb is 
a computerized data bank that contains 
extraordinarily aenaitive information about 
the physical and mental health of millions of 
people

In many cases, the files identify 
individuals with high blood preasure or 
other relatively common malames. In other 
inatances, however, the data relatei to very 
delicate and highly pcrao«»l matten 
ranging from a diagnoaia of terminal cancer 
to ahlMorv of mental inatability.

Hut's information moot people would 
want disclosed only to their immediate 
family and cloaeat frienda < and the 
organisaUon entruated with tha data doaa a 
• uptrb  job of m aintaining its  
ooofidontiality.

Its corporate name ia MIB, toe., but it is 
hotter known u  the Mtdicnl Information 
Buraau • a eiearingboust far almost Ml 
participating life insurance companies that

pay approzimstely fl2 million yearly for its 
•ervioes.

Life insurance companies often uk  
proepective policy • holders to submit to a 
routine medical or to authorise the release 
of medical information from their doctors' 
olherwiae confidential files.

Much of that data is routinely transmitted 
to MIB so that, for eiample, a person whose 
life insurance applieation ia rejected by one 
company lor valid medical raaaons cannot 
suppress that data srhen applying to aaothar 
oompnny.

At tta headquarters ia an industrial park 
hart, MIB is the custodian of such data on 
almost IS million U.8. and Canadian 
dtissna. Approximately S.S millioB aaw 
medical repoM on individuals art received 
every year aod the orgaaizatien respoods to 
about SS million inquirits suhmRtad 
annually by participating inanraaca 
compaaics.

MIB traditioaally has beta aMMltive to tha 
problem of unauthorised disdsoure of that

ioformation. Thus, the almost 200 
impairments with which it deals with are 
recorded in a code (three digits followed by 
as many as five letters) that ia carefully 
kept secret from most of Ks S48 employees.

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  Hust ler  
magazine's publisher, promoting him ulf in a 
“Larry Plym for President’’ T-shirt, cursed 
at a judge who ordered his a r ru t for failing 
to hand over a tape connected with John De 
Lorean’s drug trial — but avoided a contempt 
citation.

U.S. District Judge Robert Takasugi 
released the paraplegic Flynt after the 
publisher apologized for his outburst 
Tuesday.

Flynt, who w u  delivered to the courtroom 
by a platoon of federal marshals who 
arrested him at his heavily guarded Bel-Air 
mansion, had said he feared for his life if he 
went out.

He had thrutened to shoot anyone who 
tried to serve a contempt warrant, but he 
offered no ruistance and told 100 assembled 
reporters and photographers that his th ru t 
w u  “a puUicity gimmick"

“If anyone is going to put a bullet in me, I 
w u t the whole world to be watching,” u id  
Flynt, 40, who has been confined to a 
gold-plated wheelchair since a 1970 
assassination attempt in Georgia.

Takasugi had'found Flynt in contempt for

failing to appear in court with a barely 
audim  tape recording which allegedly shows 
a government informant. Ja m a  ‘Timothy 
Hoffman, 42, thrutening De Lorean if he 
refused to go through with a drug deal. The 
99-year-old former automaker fa c a  federal 
charga that he coupired to distribute 924 
million in cocaine, part of an FBI "sting" 
operation.

“Mr. Flynt doa  not have the tape referred 
to in the subpoena," attorney Alan luacm an 
told Takuugi. “We are reluctant to put him 
on the stand and have him answer q u a tio u  
for fear he may waive his Fifth Amendment 
priviiega ... we feel he d o a  not have to 
answer quations"

At one point in„ Tuesday's b iu r r e  
proceeding, Flynt loudiy fired his th r a  
lawyers and u id , “I’m my own attorney now. 
I have the right to defend myself." He later 
changed his mind.

When the judge sougM a u u rsn e a  that 
Flynt would appear in court again if released, 
Hynt shouted, “Please, I’m begging you. 
Your Honor. If you’re so ... interested in 
justia, let me Ulk.” His comments were 
punctuated by obscenities and a blunt sezual 
ephithet.

Roai quit hia deak job with 
an Alabiuna medical achool 
about three yeara ago to 
aettle in the Hill Country and 
make  hia living aa a 
blackamith.

"People look in the door 
here and u y , ‘Oh. poor man. 
He ahould have been born IM 
yeara ago.* But that'a not the 
caae,” Roaa aaid. “There'a a 
miaconception that modern 
blackamitha are aomehow 
trying to live in the paat. 
Actually, I think we're on the 
cutting edge."

Roaa. 33, aaid he'a actually 
more of a “houaeamith,"

aince moat of the itema he 
powida out on hia anvil are 
deaigned for uae in homea.

“ I ’ m b a a i c a l l y  
aelf-taught," he aaid. “ I 
received aome guidance from 
taidividuala, but what’a more 
important ia to get a hammer 
and aome hot metal and to 
Rupe it to your will."

Roaa moved to tllla paatoral 
town after atumbling acroaa 
the Guadalupe Forge, a 
downtown tmilding with 
aoot-atained raftera from the 
almoat-oonatant fire amoking 
in the forge.

"I enviaioned aomething 
more modem, but that’a a 
tradeoff,” he aaid. “Now I 
enjoy the ruatic, old-atyle 
aetting."

Aa he talked, be atruck a 
glowing atrand of ateel on the 
130-pound anvil, which squata 
neit to a table loaded with a 
aUck of fireplace toola in 
prog reaa .  , Some aport

kmgboma and rama’ heada, a 
fractional amithy aubject.

Roaa uaea hia expertiae and 
muacular arma to hammer 
out triveta, branding irona, 
bootacrapera, hooka and a 
boat of other itema, but 
conaidera fireplace toola hia 
apeciality.

Teat branda blanket almoat 
the . entire wall behhid the 
forge, where the coala are 
kept hot by airbiaata from a 
motor blower.

Roaa aaid he worka moMly 
on commiaaiona — almoat 
entirely from Texana — with 
finiahed piecea going for 
prlcea ranging from about |20 
to MO

‘‘There’a a revival of

intareat in blackamithing," 
ha aaid. "Thare are doctora 
and lawyera who do thia aa a 
hobby. You’d be aurpriaed — 
but jw t look at the ^ i t h a  in 
the phone book and realize 
theMatoryoftheart."

Blackamithing bugan, Roaa 
explained, when alehemiRa 
healed the metala found in 
fa l len  m e t e o r i t e a  and 
faahkmed them into animal 
ahapea.

“It atarted aa an art form 
and worked ita way through 
the induatrial revolution, but 
machlnea have taken over 
moat of that," he aaid. "It'a 
iq> to the modem blackamith 
to bring' it back aa an art 
form."

Roaa, who eachewa the 
tratMional leather apron ia 
favor of T-ehirta and jeans, 
aaid he m a k e a  about 
ev e ry th in g  — but a f i  '. 
horaeahoea.

“I juat have no intereat in 
doiiw that," he aaid "I think 
I'd gat bored.”

About ditching the deak job, 
Rpaa aaid he had no regreta or 
aecond though ta.

Ultralight plane is 
^6-it-yourself project

Organization says it has 
located eight children

NEW PALTZ, N. Y. (AP) — Since it kicked off a national 
campaign to locate missing children three weeks ago. Child 
Find, Inc., an organiution based here, has aided in the 
“recovery” of eight miasing children, according to a 
spokeswoman for the group.

And, according to Ann DeSandis, tips about other children 
are still coming in.

'Hie campaign began Oct. 10 when snapshots of SS missing 
children and Child Find's toll-free number were shown 
'viewers following the airing of a television movie about Adam 
Walsh, a Florida boy who was abducted and slain.

Qiild Find was immediately flooded with telephone calls 
after the movie, many of them from people who thought they 
had information about children whose pictures were aired.

DeSandis aaid the FBI has since located Lisa M. Stock, a 
SH-year-old girl missing for three years whose picture was 
among those aired.

Usa, who was missing from her home in San Antonio, Texas, 
was found Oct 28 near Dallas, Ms DeSandis told the 
Middletown, NY. Times-Herald Record

Aff FBI agent involved in the caae told the paper agents 
arrested the girl’s father. Robert Dale Stock. Oct 27 at his 
sister's home in Coppell, Texas, on a warrant for unlawful 
flight to avoid prosecution.

Stock had lost custody of the child to his wife. Dorothy Stock 
Lombardo, who has since remarried and moved to Omaha. 
Neb., Ms. DeSandis said.

When the FBI arrested Stock, the girl was not at home, 
according to agent Greg Vandeloo.

Ms. DeSandis said Stock's sister had dyed her hair and taken 
Lisa to a nearby town, where the girl stayed with another

T he r e l a t i v e l y  new 
phenomenon of ultralights 
remains largely unaffected 
by F e d e r a l  Av ia t ion  
Administration restrictions. 
Weighing in at 265 pounds, the 
crafi is too light to be covered 
by FAA rules. The two-seat 
inodel carries a maximum of 
400 pounds and has an 04-mile 
range using regular gasoline.

Ultralights were invented 
in Wisconsin by an ambitious 
engineer who, tired of lugging 
Ms hang-glider up hills for 
takeoffs, dMided to attach an 
engine to it.

(Hauser, an avid flyer, says 
ultralights are a cheap way to 
fly compared with other 
aircraft. They require no 
license, use much less fuel

and do not need hangar 
storage.

“Flying is too expensive,” 
Clauser said. He pointed out 
that an aviator’s license costs 
about $3.000 and that small 
aircraft rent for $34 an hour. 
Although no licensing is 
needed to fly solo in 
ultralights, certification is 
needed for those who wish to 
carry a passenger.

(Hauser suggests that 10 
hours of rudimentary flight 
training be taken, half on the 
ground and the rest in flying 
time This, combined with 
p r a c t i c e  landings and 
takeoffs in a large field, 
roimd out the lessons, which 
cost about $150.

Clauser controls the craft 
by a single stick that hangs 
from the overhead wipgs. An 
end piece similar to a 
motorcycle handgrip serves 
as a throttle The pilot sits 
under the main wings, which 
are 31 feet across for single 
sealers and 3$ feet for 
doubles

“George Halas built the 
Bears into what they are 
today When I joined them, 
George used to sell a 
half-dozen tickets and run 
acroas the road and buy tape, 
then tape the players' ankles 
before they would run on the 
field

“He ran everything at the 
bal lpark.  Nobody ever  
worked as hard as (Jeorge. 
And if it hadn't been for the 
Bears and the Green Bay 
Packers I don't believe there 
would have been a National 
Football League."

The key date w u  Oct. 13, 
1121 That was the day that 
Halas  and Edward C. 
“Dutch" Stemaman, both 23, 
l a unc hed  the  Chicago 
franchise by moving a team

Denny wins NL Cy Young award
NEW YORK (AP) -  John 

Denny, who turned his career 
around last season to become 
the winningest pitcher in the 
National League, was named 
the winner of the NL Cy 
Young Award today.

Denny, 30, posted a 19-6 
r e c o r d  in .helping the 
Philadelphia Phillies win the 
NL East division title. It was 
the best season of the 
r igh t -hander 's  nine-year 
career and came directly 
after a year in which he was 
6-11 with the Cleveland 
Indians and 0-2 with the 
Phillies, who acquired him on 
Sept. 11, 1912, to help them 
chase the East flag.

He faltered in that short 
stint but made up for it in 
style in 1903. In 24  ̂ 2-3 
innings, Denny registered a

2.37 earned run average 
(second in the league), struck 
out 139 and walked S3 while 
hurling seven complete 
games.

Denny was a landslide 
winner in the balloting by 24 
members of the Baseball 
Writers Association of 
America — two from each of 
the league's 12 cities. He 
received 20 first-pIace votM 
a n d  103 p o i n t s i n 
outdistancing Cincinnati's 
Mark) Soto. Denny appeared 
on 21 of the 24 ballots cast.

Following Soto, who was 
17-13 for the last-place Reds 
and led the league in 
complete games With IS, was 
New York Mets reliever 
Jesse Orosco. Soto collected 
61 points and had two 
first-place votes,  while

Orosco had one first-place 
selection and 19 points. 
Orosco, a left-hander, was 
13-7 with a 1.47 ERA and 17 
saves.

The other first-place vote 
went to Montreal's Steve 
Rogers, who fourth with IS 
points.

P i t t s b u r g h ' s  L a r r y  
McWilliams (seven points), 
Phillies reliever Al Holland 
(four), Atlanta rookie Craig 
McMurty (three). Bob Welch 
of the Dodgers (two), Nolan 
Ryan of the Astros (one) and 
reliever Lee Smith of the 
Chicago Cubs (one) also 
received votes. The writers 
voted for three pitchers, with 
five points awarded for first 
place, three for second and

Denny began his major

league career with St. Louis 
,and was Sl-46 for the 
(Cardinals before being dealt 
to Cleveland on Dec. 7, 1979. 
He had a 24-23 record with the 
Indians and even re-signed 
with them prior to the 1962 
season after becoming a free 
agent.

When the Phillies were 
searching for added pitching 
in the 1962 pennant chase, 
they sent  three minor 
leaguers to Cleveland for 
Denny. But he pitched poorly 
and was considered the 
Phillies' No. 4 starter when 
the season began.

How e v e r ,  w i t h  
Philadelphia's other starters 
either hurt or faltering, 
Denny became the team's 
stopper, at one point winning 
seven straight decisions.

Continental will start additional training claues weekly 
with an average of 20 new pilots in each class to meet plans 
"for our continuing expansion starting in December and 
beyond," said Hicks.

Continental filed Sept 24 for reorganiution under federal 
bankruptcy laws The airline stopped flying for two days and 
then returned to the air with its domestic routes slashed by 
two-thirds and the salaries of employees cut as much as SO 
percent It also laid off about two-thirds of its employees. A 
week later, on Oct . 1, the pilots and flight aUendants walked 
off their jobs, joining the mechanics who already were on 
strike

Since then, the airline has slowly beeied up its schedule.

using pilots, flight attendants and mechanics who crossed the 
picket lines. The pilots who start training next week will be the 
nritgroup hired to replace the striking pilots.

“we expect by this spring to be at 00 to 00 percent of the seat 
capacity we had before" fiUag for bankruptcy, said Hicks. The 
airline will need 100 to 100 pilots to meet the planned schedule, 
he said, and currently has 400 to 500.

By Nov. )S, said Hicks, Continental expects to have 54

Hicks said the airline is not hiring new flight a t t e ^ n t s .  He 
said the carrier has a preferential hiring list and "will pull on 
that list" as needed.

The state official said she was treated for alcoholism in late 
1980 and stopped drinking.

DALLAS (AP) — The family of one of three patients who 
died within minutes of each other after receiving kidney 
dialysis treatrnem has filed a $1 million federal lawsuit 
against the treatment center and the manufacturer of the 
dialysis e<)uipment.

The lawsuit, filed Tuesday on behalf of Jeroline Thompson, 
alleges that her death was caused by the negligence of the staff 
M the Dallas Kidney Disease Center. Extracorporeal Medical 
Specialties, Inc., a Pennsylvania-based company and 
aubeidiary of Johnson A Johnson Inc., was also aamnd as a 
defendant in the suit.

Mrs. Thompson, 58. was one of three people who suffered 
nearly simultaneous heart attacks Friday when their blood 
rose to fatal temperatures while they were connected to 
dialysis equipment at the treatment center, authorities said.

Two other patients were hospitalised but have been 
discharged.

Investigators probing the deaths completed an on-site 
inspection of the equipment and pronounced it safe for 
continued use, a spokeswoman for the center said Tuesday.

Investigators from the Food and Drug Administratioo, the 
owner of the clinic and the manufacturer of the equipment 
completed their examinations Monday night, said a 
spokesman for the center who asked not to be identified.

The fatal malfunction was apparently caused by two wires 
that crossed, resulting in overheating of the cleansing saline 
solution flowing into the patients' bloodstreams, officials said,

Extracorporeal said it was examining 75 of its units in 50 
dialysis centers nationwide, but has found no problems.

"The centers are being alerted by the company to this 
situation and Extracorporeal technicians are visiting each one 
to inspect equipment and assure it is working properly," said

Ed Watson, a company spokesman.
Hw FDA said 'Ttte»day that a Brooklyn, N.Y.. woman died 

two weeks ago whileimdergoing dialn isonan  Extracorporeal 
machine, also because her blood overheated. FDA 
InveatigMors said the machine at the Brooklyn Kidney Center 
appaiiatly malfunctioned hecause of faulty mahitenanee.

‘nw FDA may have a decision later this week on whether it 
should take any action against Extracorporeal, said Ted 
Rotto, chief regional Investigator for the FDA in Dallas.

“I guess If it went so far that we could demo 
negligence, the FDA could take Im s I action." Rotto said. "Bfl 
It would be extremely imllkely. The idea of a recall is kind of 
stupid because these people need these machines to live.

“The firm has done every'ihing possible." said Rotto. "When 
that happens, we more or less oversee the operstion to see that 
the problem is corrected."

Rotto said Investigators agree that "two wires were 
crossed," causing the malfunction, but disagree on why a ' 
temperature alarm system never was activated.

Wataon said his company's preliminary investigation 
indicates two power transformer leads were improperly wired 
'lO the machine. However, "the extact cause of the malfunction 
is still not known," he said.

Johnson A Johnson also issued a statement Tuesday, saying 
the firm w u  only partly responsible for the malfunction of the 
machine's heating equipment. Johnson A Johnson said the 
equipment was improperly maintained and used.

But Dr. Tom Parker, the center's medical director, disputed 
Johnson A Johnson's statements.

“It is perfectly safe to dialysate at the Dallas Kidney 
Disease Center,” Parker said. Parker said the center follows 
maintenance guidelines and noted that the FDA on Saturday 
had approved continued operation of the equipment.
