T he coasta l w a te rfow ler p ray s  
fo r a b lu s te ry  n o rth ea s te r, no t be­
cau se  o f th e  soaking h e 's  going to  
g e t ou t in  it, o r  because  h is own 
d rench ing  will m ake  ducks or 
geese  g e t u p  off the bay, but be­
cau se  heavy  w inds b reak  up  those 
huge offshore ra f ts  of fowl tha t 
h av e  been tan ta liz ing  him  for 
w eeks.

In '56 As Good As In '52In the last issue I was quoting 
1 from the new book “The Churches 

and the Schools." by Francis X. 
Curran. It ended by pointing out 
that as the churches withdrew 
their influence in education, th* 
influence of the state grew. Mr. 
Curran discusses the changes of 
the various denominations on the 
question of the churches control* 
ling education. He writes:

“It may be illuminating to dis­
cover the reasons why a church 
decided to turn over the control 
of the formal elementary educa­
tion of its children to th* state 
and to surrender its claim to con­
trol popular education. It may be 
even more illuminating to discover 
whether, and why, a church came 
to the conclusion that the control 
of popular elementary education 
should be vested solely in the 
state.”

He points out that it would be 
Impossible to analyze the view­
points of all the Protestant de­
nominations on this subject. He 
says there are four real streams 
of Protestantism. They are: An­
glicanism. Calvinism. Lutheran­
ism. and Evangelicalism. Then he 
analyzes these different denomin­
ations. He points out that the 
Episcopalians in their early his­
tory had strongly contended that 
education was the responsibility 
of the church.

Government Schools Favorable 
to Vic*

He quotes from an Episcopal­
ian Journal as folows:

"To speak in the most moderate 
terms upon the subject, it is now 
generally conceded that th* mor­
als of children are not improved 
by their attendance at school 
(government schools). Indeed, 
were we to reason exclusively 
from educational statistics, we 
should be driven to the conclusion 
that education is favorable to 
vice.”

Then he quotes several other 
articles along this same line Then 
he points out that later in the 
history of thes* Episcopalian 
Journals how fear of the Catho­
lic Church caused the Episcopal­
ians to take a changed position on 
education. He puts it this way:

T h e  fear of the alleged Catho­
lic threat to the state schools now 
infected the ‘Churchman.’ In the 
course of a series of articles it 
radically changed its stand on the 
control of education. Fbu%r the 
article in the Episcopalian Church­
man declared:

“ 'It Is necessary In our govern­
ment.—in fact, in any govern­
ment. to have Instruction given to 
children which will tend to sus­
tain and strengthen government; 
and we Americans calculate to 
give this instruction in schools 
over which th* government shall 
have complete control..

" Let the Roman Catholic have 
his own school, if he will and with­
al be exempted from taxation for 
the schools sanctioned by the 
State; but let the inevitable re­
sult be. loss of all qualifications 
as a voter.’"

That certainly is rather inter­
esting that the Episcopalian 
Church should want to deprive a 
parent from his right to vote if 
he didn’t  pay taxes to support 
state schools.

The author of th* book goes on 
in this manner:

“Thus anti-Catholi? animus 
changed the strongest champion 
of church-controlled popular edu­
cation into a proponent of state 
control of education.

E lke Is Thinking Of Himself 
When He Discusses Yalta

When I  was a boy I  never re­
alized how hard it was to be a 
good parent. Personal experience 
has given me a new slant; large 
numbers of parents send in diffi­
cult questions also. A few of these 
are discussed today.
