The fact that 
one farm  fam ily can produce 
enough for seventeen extra people 
is icnpoi^ant to both you an d  the 
farm er. I t  m eans that you do not 
have to grow your own food; you 
can

because of machinery, fertilizes, 
improved crops, and new methods, 
most of whichh Is produced by non­
farm  workers. With only one per­
son In XU working directly on the 
land we can produce more automo­
biles and radios, more telephones 
agcl silk dresses. We can have 
more teachers and doctors.

Lack of w ater, especially ln some 
areas, has certainly not encour­
aged the growth that Texans want, 
but there is every Vindication that 
the s ta te 's  leader* are becoming 
increasingly aw are of the handicap 
and are  actually going to do some­
thing about It.

F or the most part, however, the 
movement of the m anufacturers of 
consumer products to Texa# has 
been alow because of th# vary 
sound economic principles bound 
up in transportation coats and 
m a rk e ts ..

Probably tha moat generous 
thinking don* ln regard to indus­
trial growth ia by those who feel 
that raw m aterials assure m anu­
facturing. and that the best course 
for any company to foltqw ia to 
build its p lant near the source of 
the fac t that m anufactured articles 
its m aterials. That view overlooks 
are worthless unless they can bq 
sold, and that competition ln al­
most every field Is so keen as to 
make even a  small price differ- 
ential fatal.

Transportation coats ar* a sift 
nifleant p art of any com pany's 
costs, and In most cases it Is 
economically better to finish the 
product near th* g reatest m arkets 
ra the r than a t th# eourpe ’of the  
raw  m ateriala.

To illustrate that point, take th* 
example of Texas’ growing plastic 
Industry. The m arket for ash­
trays, containers, and o t h e r  
Items to be made from plastic 1* 
still far g rea ter in the F ast than 
in the Southwest for the simple 
reason that more people live 
there. Approximately the sam e 
num ber of potential customer# for 
such products live In New York 
State alone ae in Texas, Oklahoma. 
Ixiuisiana, New Mexico, and Ari­
zona combined.

Since the cost of transporting fin­
ished item s In small lota to dis­
tributors is far g rea ter than tha 
cost of large bulk shipment* of 
plastic m aterial, m anufacturers 
follow th* very logical course of

iprocessing the raw  m aterials in
| Texas and making the flnlahed 
products elsewhere, near the g reat­
est m arkets.

Th* coming of consumer product 
m anufacturing to Texas will not 
take place overnight, therefore but

will occur as th# population of the 
state Improve* It as a market. Con­
tinued expansion of Texas’ present 
industries and the addition of ntw  
plant# will help to hasten this end, 
for each new plant or expansion 
means more jobs and the flow of

new citltena to th* area will coiu
Unue. f

Therefore, though the future In. 
dustriallxatlon of Texas may not 
hav# th# boom proportion# that 
has characterised it ln the pest, it 
seems Inevitable that it will con, 
tlnue at a steady pace.

The face, the character and the 
wallet of Pam pa and the surround-' 
ing Panhandle area  have been 
changed over the last Su or 35 
years.

And it was oil that did it.
The change was greater in the 

earlier days, but the perm anence 
of that change is evidenced today 
in the m arks it has left.

Much has happened, oilwise in 
the one-thtrd of a century which 
has culminated in such "hopes” at 
th* Phillips No. 1 Troy and th* 
Sun No. 1 Dale Nix.

In the .early 1920a Panrpa, I>«- 
fois and McLean like so many j 
other relatively small communities, 
over the Panhandle ,— were quiet i 
little towna depending prim arily j 
upon agriculture and stack-raising i 
for their income. The soil was pro-,

| viding a comfortable living for th* 
citizens.

The discovery of "black gold"
, changed *11 that, particularly in 
the early days.

It was in 1924 that the first oil 
well In Gray County waa located. 
Drilled by the Wilcox Oil Com­
pany, it was staked out on the 

i Bower's lease, so m ^ f i miles south! 
of Pampa. Some two years before, 
the first gasser had been estab­
lished by Dick Dulaney for the j  

, Texas Company t h /  banks of 
ths river, about miles south of 

[ Pampa. . •
That began the oil boom in ths 

Pam pa area, hitting its peak about 
■ 1925, though the business -in the. 
words of one local veteran oilm an' 

i —"expanded and expanded and la' 
expanding yet.”

Though Gray County was a bit 
behind the very first oiler and gas-1 
ser located In ths Panhandlt, it 
Is today the biggest producer of 
all Panhandle counties F irst P an ­
handle oiler waa staked" out in 
1922-23 by th# Texas Company on 
the Burnett Ranch in Hutchinson 
County. F irst gasser wa* d rille d 1 
In I l ls  on the M asterson Ranch, 
north of Amarillo.

Within abort months rigs were 
whipped Into the Top o' Texas 
a re s  so fast and furious that, oil­
men say, "the drilling toolA seemed 
to be piled on top of each other.” j 
In the .boom year of 1925 there, 
were some 300 oil outfits searching 
for oil in the area.

Today there sr#  "around'-’ 300 
companies and independents — the 
same number working, the 12 
producing counties in ths Texas 
Railroad Commission's D istrict 10,-1

And Gray County Is easily the [ 
top producer of the 12. Other 11!

But to get back to the old days, 
old that is in the eyes of Panhan­
dle oilmen. In 1925 and 1926 excite­
ment had reached a  fever pitch 
and P am pa’a populations began 
swelling with th* influx of the oil­
men. It w asn't too long before Pot­
ter County — where the first wells 
were drilled — was forgotten and 
Gray County's production exceed­
ed that ot booming Borger and 
Hutchinson County.

New industry had taken over. 
Hundreds of new faces were 
crowding in to work in the oil 
fields, budld and operate the early 
gasoline and carbon black plants 
and opeiate the subsidiary busi­
nesses. A new Hotel- was built a 
while later, local businessmen who 
had been here before boom saw 
Incomes sta rt a dizsy climb, rents 
and property values followed suit.

Residents could see and feel the 
sudden pulsation of new life. A 
new era had been born In th* coun­
try. Th* country which, at the time 
had been formally organized less 
than 25 years, was witnessing a 
rebirth. .

To lh* West, it was left to the 
Dixon O eek  Oil Company to set 
off the boom th a t hit Borgsr. 
Formed in 1919 by A. D. and Whits 
Mcllroy, Dixon Creak completed a 
30-barrel producer in June, 1922, 
for S.OOO barrels.

Th# next month — th# first In 
1923 — ths boom hit. The com­
pany returned to its first w ell/ 
drilled two feet and had a 10,000 
barrel wall that rocketed the P an ­
handle a re s  into national oil promt- 
nencs.

Extensive development In Gray 
County did not come till June 12, 
1926. when a 700-barrel flowing 
well was drilled on th* Cbtnbs-

Unions Keep (lose Tabs 
On New Oil Federation

WASHINGTON, March 31—UP— 

The oil, chemical and atomic 
workers Union (AFL-CIO) is keep­
ing close tabs on a newly formed 
"National Federation of Oil Un­
ions." ^

The federation consists of inde­
pendent unions which once rejected 
merger overtures from the 
OCAW’s predecessor, the Oil 
Workers In tem atit^al Union 
(CIO). As of now, it is a "loose" 
federation. Each member union

and lose federations without the 
money or the constitutional setup 
to render actual service to the lo­
cals are of limited value In dealing 
with a nationally united Industry."

However, it commended the in­
dependents for seeing "the neces 
sity of national co-ordination and 
unity." It said that "insofar as It 
accomplishes that goal it is a step 
in the right direction, even if a 
short step."
