Churches ' 
Plan Merger
SYRACUSE, N Y. (UPI) — A 

plan to merge the Unitarian and 
Unlversallat rliurchea into a ar-i- 
gle denomination of 175,000 adult 
members was approved Saturday 
by a Joint confetence of the two 
free - t h i n k i n g  and historic 
churches.

The vote favorable to consoll- 
ilaiUin CHmA 75KTy'“ HneT“ a""Tair 
ditch attempt to retain a link with 
Judaism and Christianity was re­
introduced, amended and agr*ed 
upon by the'more than 1,000 del­
egates.

The final consolidation plan, 
which now will be voted on in 
parish plebiscltea, llsta the follow- 
in aa a “ purpose’ ’ of the new 
aect̂  to be known «■ the Unitar­
ian Uniyersalist Assn:

“ To 'cheriah and spread the 
unlverihl truths taught by the 
great prophets and teachers of 
humanity in every age -and tradi­
tion. Immemorlally aummarized 
in the Judacu-Chriatian heritage 
as love to Go.i and love to man.”

For a p'hile a reference to 
Jesu.s or to the Judaeo Christian 
heritage threatened the proposed 
merger. The rcterence was not in' 
the original consolidation plan. 
After elements in both churches 
sufyje.sted its inclusion, a debate 
on the subject \,-as allowed. It 
was voted down.

But today the Universalists re 
introduced it. referring only to 
"our Judaeo-Christian heritage. ’

At tha Insiatenca of thr Unitar- 
'Ians thia was amevicled to read 
'the Judaeq-Christian heritage” 
so Jif not to specifir.-jlly xtemify 
either or both sides of the hvphen 
with the new sect. Neither creed- 
lesa denomination insists on a be­
lief In the divinity of Christ.

Economi^/yknarchy

David Lawrence has sir article 
in “U.S. News A World Report” 
under the heading "Economic An­
archy” . It really should be en- 

,tilled "Politirsl Anarchy” and not 
“ Economic Anarchy’’. Our trouble 
between workers Is not due Jo 
economics, but due lo politics. It 
u due to laws that make two 
classes of American citizens. It is 
due to laws that really establish 
the caste system where those who 
are in a certain line of work have 
a rightj to limit those who may 
enter, and who fix a fictitious 
price for their semces.

Lawrence seems to think oOr 
remedy it .to give the government 
more power instead of taking 
away from the gwemment its 
power to favor one group by pen­
alizing another group.

The laws that have brought on 
strikes are, of course; tlje Clayton 
.Amen.'lment that exemp'is labor 
and farmers from the antitrust 
lav J and permits them to do 
things that other people seould be 
nut- in .tail for dOing: the Norris- 
iJiguardia Law that prevents an 
emplo.ver from getting an iojune- 
tion against labor when they are 
conspiring against him under pro­
tection of the Oa.vton Amendment. 
Others are the Wagner Law. the 
Minimum Wage Ijiw. and the 
Taff-Hartley Law. all of which are 
lav s ihaf lead to political anarchy.

Lawrence is right when he tavs:
■’Cmgress should first abolish 

the present Sd-day "cooling off’ 
period altogether. H has turned 
out fhus far to’ be merely a de- 
xi.'e that pi.Jr.nj.? the .igony of a 
l.rbor dispute ard poetpop's agree­
ment.
