Serfco officials say horizontal 
drilling can revitalize oil fields

O fficials at Service Fracturing 
Company -  Serfco -  o f Pampa are 
predicting that use o f  a modified 
form o f horizontal drilling could 
lead to a mini oil boom for Panhan­
dle fields.

W hile horizontal d rilling  has 
been used some m other p_rts o f the 
state, this week Serfco has begun 
the first such project in the Panhan­
dle in the Carson Field, northwest o f 
Skellytown.

Jay Riley, public relations direc­
tor for the project, said, “They win 
have a well with two open holes, 
one at each end. They are drilling a 
well down vertically to 3,000 feet, 
then turning horizontally. They will 
drill into an existing well hole, or 
fracture. This, basically, w ill be a 
real expensive drain hole.”

He said that pressure “ fracking” 
both holes, Serfco will be able to go 
from 10 barrels o f oil a day to sever­
al times that amount.

“ Anything more than what pre­
sent technology is able to bnng out 
o f the ground w ill be a blessing," 
R iley  said. “ We w ill have proof 
through this venture to show you 
can .spend a half-million dollars on 
SIX or eight wells and it will pay out 
There will be money made and there 
will be people put back to work.”

If the process is successful on 
the first well, Serfco has 180 other 
wells in the same field waiung to be 
horizontally drilled.

Fred M ills , vice president o f 
Lovett U nderw ood Ncuhouse & 
Webb Inc., an investment analyst 
who has just completed a study of 
Serfco, said, “ My guess is this will 
not represent any net risk for 
investors. As near as we can tell, if 
the results are disappointing, the 
pay-out will just take longer.”

Mills said his company, which 
has offices in Dallas and Houston, 
will recommend Serfco as “ a very 
attractive investment,” based m part 
on the modified horizontal drilling 
concept.

Currently, Serfco sttxk is selling 
f(x around ^  a share.

Jerry H. Guinn, president o f 
Serfco, developed the Low  Pres­
sure Reservoir Alternative Com ­
p le tio n  T e c h n o lo g y  con cep t, 
c a lled  L P R A C T , as a w ay o f  
making “ tapped out" wells pros­

perous again.
Guinn said only about 20 percent 

o f the o il in any given reservoir 
could be accessed using traditional 
d rillin g  and pumping methods. 
H ow ever, w ith the horizontal 
drilling, a new prosperity could be 
on the horizon for tlie Panhandle, he 
said.

“ We began working on this last 
July after our purchase o f the oil 
properties (northwest o f  Ske lly ­
town) in April o f that year,” Guinn 
said. “ We’ ve been trying to come up 
widi some ideas that would make it 
work in the Panhandle field.”

Guinn said a lack o f pressure in 
underground formations prevented 
oil from being lifted to the vcrtu.il 
section o f a horizontally-drilled  
well.

H is m odifications included a 
vertical well bore from the bottom 
o f the drain hole.

“ We decided to drill a honzontal 
drain hole into r xlucing, exisung 
vertical well anu .en we’d be able 
to proiluce all that oil from the low ­
est point in the dram hole,” Guinn 
said. “ By doing that, wc have natu­
ral drainage to the bottom o f the 
well.”

He said honzontal displacement 
amounts to 967 feet.

“ That's not very many feet - 
some people are talk ing about 
d rilling  horizontally 4,()()() feet. 
Here we’ re trying three new things,” 
Guinn said. “ Number one is a hon 
zontal drain hole in the Panhandle 
field; number two is it ’s the first 
well drilled to deliberately intersect 
an existing well bore to produce oil 
from that existing well. The third 
thing is It will be the first well ... 
that has eV ^  been fracture treated 
from both crtds.”

Fractunng includes forcing pres­
sure fluids and high-viscosity gels 
laden with sand into the formation 
to split It open. a

Basing his calculations on oil 
bringing at lea.st $18 a barrel, Guinn 
said his modified horizontal drilling 
prixess will be a success.

Even w ithout the horizontal 
drilling, by using fracturing, Serfco 
has managed to up production o f the 
181 w ells  from  2,250 barrels a 
month to 5,807 barrels.

Guinn said L P R A C T  w i l l  
im prove stimulation treatments 
and enhance placement and mon­
itoring during and after the well
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Commission recommends 
preemptive strikes against 
strongholds of air

is “ fracked.”
“ That w ill mean another 

5,760,000 barrels that can be recov­
ered” over what was previously 
thought possible in the Panhandle 
Carson Field, Guinn said.

He also said that while a hori­
zontal well can cost three times 
what a traditional vertical w ell 
costs, it will produce enough oil that 
It IS well worth the expense.

Completion date for the project 
IS set for Saturday, June 2.

Investment advisor Mills said the 
first production results should be 
available in September, and that by 
February o f 1991 a complete devel­
opment program for the project 
should give investors a good idea 
how much m oney their current 
mve.stment could make.

Because o f Serfeo’s confidence 
in the modified procedure, they pur­
chased 325 additional wells in the 
Panhandle recently.

“ W e ’ ve been able to do very 
well,” Guinn .said.

Serfco began as a privately held 
corporation in Pampa in 1973 with 
28 l(x:al investors and S25(),(XX). In 
1977 there was a nghts offering to 
the 28 investors and $625,000 more 
was raised.

A  .second nghu placement offer­
ing was held in 1979 and sold Sl .l 
million additional shares. In 1980, a 
S8.5 million public offering pul Scr- 
fco on the NASDAQ. During April 
o f 1982 the company purcha.scd an 
oil property in Fort Morgan, Col- 
oratk) for over $8 million.

Guinn said in spite o f the down­
turn in the economy, Serfco man­
aged to grow and increa.se revenue 
from 1982 through 1985.

He said in 1987 the company 
saw a cutback from 248 employees 
in 10 operating districts to 78 
employees in five disU'icts.

H ow ever, new technology, 
including the modified horizontal 
drilling technique, is creating new 
opportunities for Serfco. Guinn said 
Peat Marwick Mam & Co. is cur­
rently auditing the com pany ’ s 
records, and that the outlook indi­
cates the company, as well as the 
Panhandle oil patch, could be in for 
an economic bcxist.

He said the reopening o f inactive 
wells and expansion to Tuscaloosa, 
Ala., by Serfco arc evidence o f the 
possibilities still to be realized in the 
oil business.

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  A  commission investigating 
the bombing o f Pan Am Flight 103 is asking the United 
States to consider military strikes against air terrorists 
and conduct covert operations if direct action is not 
po.ssible, sources close to the investigation said today.

The report asked for a national system to notify pas­
sengers o f credible bomb threats. It also called for a halt 
to government-ordered installation of expensive plastic 
explosive detectors in airports, saying more testing is 
need, sources said.

The seven-member commission investigated the 
Dec. 21, 1988, bombing of Pan Am Flight 103, which 
killed all 259 people aboard the jetliner and 11 people 
on the ground in Lockerbie, Scotland.

Members o f the commission, which included four 
members o f Congress, handed a copy o f the report to Pres­
ident Bush and victims’ family members this morning.

The report was scheduled for formal release later in 
the day. Sources with copies o f the report provided 
details in advance.

“ The destruction of Flight 103 may well have been 
preventable,” the report said.

“ National will -  and the moral courage to use it -  is 
the ultimate means to defeat terrorism,”  the report said.

The commission recommended planning, training 
and equipping the military for “ direct, preemptive or 
retaliatory military actions against known terrorist hide­
outs in counuies that sanction them.”

It also calls for public support o f actions to puni.sh 
terrorists.

Commission members gave Bush a private briefing 
on the report two hours before the president was meet­
ing with families o f those killed in the bombing.

Rep. John Paul Hammerschmidt, R-Ark., a commis­
sion member, said the report recommends elevating the 
stature o f security officials inside the Transportation 
Department and the FA A.

The panel also would put a federal official “ in all 
the major airports to do nothing but look after securi­
ty,”  Hammerschmidt said.

He said “ a lot o f improvements have already been 
made (in airport safety) just because the Pfin Am 103 
incident was so dismaying and shocking.”

“ We were a little dismayed in the way FA A  had 
handled security back then. Let me emphasize that isn’ t 
true right now, 1 think, just because o f what’s happened 
since Pan Am 103,” Hammerschmidt said.

Sen. Alfonse D ’ Amato, R-N.Y., said despite recent 
improvements there is still “ a great vulnerability”  to 
terrorism in the aviation industry.

“ Terrorism is a new kind o f warfare ... that we’ re 
going to have to be prepared to deal with,” D ’Amato said.

He said the commission offered no conclusions on 
who bombed Right 103.

“ That was not our mission,” said D ’Amato “ ... That 
is an on-going investigation and 1 believe in the fullness 
o f time they will identify with some specificity those 
who undertook this activity and the nauon or groups who 
were responsible for being the prime movers.”

Other details provided by the sources included:
• The report criticizes the FAA for a “ flawed deci­

sion”  in ordenng airlines to buy and install 150 Ther­
mal Neutron Analysis (T N A ) devices at high-risk air­
ports around the world. It says the devices probably 
would not have detected the plastic explosives con­
cealed in a radio cassette recorder aboard Right 103.

• It says the FAA should go ahead and install the six 
T N A  units it has ordered but urged intensive research 
and development program to develop otlier technologies.

• The commission criticized t îe State Department 
for Its handling o f threats against Pan .Am received 
prior to the bombing and called for a national system 
for warning pas.sengers o f credible bomb threats.

• The report said the State Department failed to ueat 
victims’ families with compassion and called for a suict 
policy requiring airlines to turn over passenger mani­
fests within one hour after a terrorist incident.

Lithuania made an immediate break 
from Moscow on March 11, prompt­
ing a Kremlin economic blockade.

A ll three republics were inde­
pendent until the S ov ie t Union 
annexed them in 1940,

Rallies and brie f strikes were 
scheduled today in all three 
republics by groups opposing inde­
pendence. Some busines.ses were 
reported to have clo.sed briefly in 
Latvia. But in Vilnius, the Lithuani­
an capital, the rallies failed to mate­
rialize.

The most dramatic scene was 
reported in Riga.

Jansons said thousands o f sol­
diers and military cadets age 18-22 
gathered outside the building o f the 
Latvian Supreme Soviet, or parlia­
ment, and 100 yards away on anoth­
er square.

"They apparently were not acting 
under any orders but felt the need to 
protest on their own.

A  Gray County grand jury returned 11 felony indict­
ments on Monday, including one against a man charg­
ing him with the arson o f his residence on Jan. 3 in the 
Cabot Kingsmill Camp.

The grand jury also returned one misdemeanor 
indictment

Brent K . Crossman, 31, now o f  1901 Lynn, was 
charged with the arson o f his former residence aifter a 
lengthy investigation. District Attorney Harold Comer 
said.

Crossman’s home burned to the ground on Jan. 3 
and was fu lly engulfed in flames when firefighters 
arrived. Winds estimated at 35-40 mph fueled the fue at 
the residence, which was the first house north o f the 
railroad tracks at the Cabot Kingsmill Camp.

From the beginning o f the investigation, authorities 
labeled the fire as “ suspicious”  due to bum patterns.

“ The indictment alleges he (Crossman) did it for 
purposes o f  collecting insurance money,”  Comer said.

The residence was insured with Trinity Universal o f 
Kansas for $31,000 and the contents were insured for 
$18,600, Com er said. The m ortgage balance was 
approximately $20,0(X), Comer said.

Arson is a second-degree felony, punishable by a 
maximum 20 years in prison and a $10,000 fine.

On an unrelated charge. Crossman and his w ife, 
Tina Marie Crossman, 28, o f  the same address, were 
indicted on identical charges o f  passing a forged pre­
scription on Nov 3.

Corner said the couple allegedly passed the prescrip­
tion at Keyes Pharmacy. The charges are third-degree 
felonies, punishable by a maximum 10 years in prison 
and a $10,(X)0 fine.

The grand jury returned the following other indict­
ments;

• Robert Lee Luster Jr., 26, 716 E. A lbert, was 
indicted on an April 20 charge o f unlawfully carrying a 
weapon on a premises licensed for the sale o f alcoholic 
beverages.

He said as the suspect continued 
to figh t p o lic e , members o f  the 
crowd “ started to pull officers away 
from the suspect and interfered with

the arresL”
As the suspect fled  the site,

EPA cliief backs resettlement of Love Canal
N IA G A R A  FALLS, N.Y. (A P ) -  

The Environmental Protection Agen­
cy has pronounced most o f the aban­
doned Love Canal neighborhood safe 
for people to move back in.

EPA Administealor William Reil­
ly endorsed a 1988 study o f the vir­
tual ghost town, removing the last 
federal barrier to the sale o f  236 
homes, or two-thirds o f the homes 
evacuated in the ’ 70s because o f an 
underground leak o f toxic chemicals.

Reilly said Monday the study by 
the state and the EPA was legally and 
scientifically sound and should not be

overturned as neighborhood and envi­
ronmental activists had requested.

“ There is no undue health risk to 
buying homes and raising children,”  
he said.

N ew  York ’ s L o ve  Canal Area 
Revitalization Agency plans to sell

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Lawmakers say they’ll try to override governor's veto o f reform

A U S T IN  (A P ) -  A fter lawmakers and Gov. B ill 
Clements failed to reach a compromise on overhauling 
the school finance system, legislative leaders said they 
would try to override the governor’s promised veto of 
their reform plan.

“ We w ill make the effort (to override). W e’re going 
to let everybody be counted,”  House Speaker G ib 
Lew is said Monday, after weekend-long negotiations 
with the governor’s office fell apart

The House and Senate this afternoon were scheduled 
to take up the school fmance reform package opposed by 
Clements. The plan was endorsed 7-3 by a conference 
committee, with members divided along party lines.

A  two-thirds vote is needed in the Legislature to 
enact a bill over the governor’s objections.

The continued stalemate brings Texas closer to hav­
ing a court-written reform plan that could divert state 
funds from relatively wealthy districts to poor ones, 
Lewis said.

“ I ’d say we’re one stq) closer,”  said Lewis, D-Fbrt 
Worth.

I f  by June I lawmakers and Qements don’t come up

with a school fiiumce reform plan as ordered by the 
state Supreme Court, court master William Kilgarlin 
w ill propose one. y

l i ie  Supreme Court told the state to devise a finance 
system that makes more money available to p n ^ rty -  
poor school districts.

K ilgarlin  has said he doesn’ t have the power to 
increase state taxes for education, so his plan would 
have to divert current state aid from relatively wealthy 
to poorer districts.

In c r it ic iz in g  the con feren ce com m ittee b ill, 
Qements asserted it would require an income tax and 

< higher property taxes in fixture years.
"T h ey  have not made any concessions, and they 

have come in with the same old palaver, which I will 
never agree to,”  he said. .

Democratic lawmakers said their bill includes many 
provisions requested by the Republican governor.

They said a plan he supports would force local prop­
erty tax increases by pumping an inadequate amount o f 
state aid into reforming the school system, which relies 
on state, local and federal money.

Leg is la tive  negotiators said they went at least 
halfway -  for example, by reducing the five-year cost o f 
the bill from a maximum $8 billion to a maximum $6

billion -  but that the governor’s staff kept making new 
demands.

Qements said he wanted to work with lawmakers, 
but some were ^eptical about his role in negotiations.

“ 1 don’t see the governor’s office moving a hell o f a 
lot,”  said Sen. Gonzak) Barrientos, D-Austin.

But Rep. Terral Smith, R-Austin, said, “ 1 think he 
(Qements) came to the table with some chips and didn’ t 
get anything.”

Smith said among other items. Clements’ staff indi­
cated he was willing to support an increase in so-called 
sin taxes -  levies on alcoholic beverages or tobacco -  to 
pay for a bill he’ d support The governor wouldn’ t say 
whether such a commitment was made.

Funding options include budget cuts, higher stale 
fees and an increase in sin taxes or the stale sales tax, 
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby said.

The bill is meant to use $SSS million in new funding 
next school year; without additional revenue, money 
could be shifted from richer to poorer school districts.

Although senators have called $555 million a bottom 
line, Lewis said it’s possible the bill could be funded 
with less. He said new taxes might be avoided through a 
package including fee increases, and that he opposed 
raising sin taxes to fund the education bill.

“ With the slates looking at sin tax, and the federal gov- 
enunent looking at sin tax, and those sinners starting to be 
less sinful, that revenue is decreasing ever year,”  he said.

The Democratic-controlled Legislature is in its third 
special session on school finance reform. It was called 
after the governor vetoed a half-cent sales tax increase 
last session, killing a $555 million reform plan the tax 
was meant to fund.

Besides criticizing the future cost o f  lawmakers’ 
plan to the slate, Clements said it could cause local 
property tax rates to “ explode”  by 1995, as school dis­
tricts sought the maximum state aid available. School 
districts would be guaranteed a certain amount o f  
money if they levy local property taxes at a particular 
ra^, as under the current system.

But lawmakers said school districts would get addi­
tional state funding even without going to the maximum 
property tax rale, so many districts wouldn’t do so.

They said Clements’ plan would cost up to $5.36 
billion over five years, and he hasn’ t offered concrete 
prt^sa ls to finance it.

Clements also said he wanted more deregulation o f 
schools. Legislative leaders said their bill contains mea­
sures to improve education and to give schools more 
local control, while ensuring quality.

Residents fleeing homes as flood waters near

C A M IL L A , Texas (A P ) -  The 
Flood o f  1990 has yet to arrive in 
Romayor, but already residents have 
fled their homes and Kimbel Lam­
bert has had booming business.'

“ Business has picked up in a big 
kind o f way. We ran out o f ice today 
earlier, but w e ’ re doing all right 
now,”  said Lambert, 26, a clerk at 
his father’s Romayor Grocery, locat­
ed about tw o  m iles from  the 
swelling Trinity River.

Sunday brought hordes o f  sight­
seers to their combination grocery-gas 
station for fuel, snacks, ice and drinks. 
By Monday, as residents continued to 
leave the area, they too stocked up on 
suppUes from Romayor Grocery.

Lambert said many o f the home 
owners in the area use the houses as 
weekend getaways from Houston. 
“ But there’s a lot o f people who live 
here year-round and they’ re gone 
now,”  he said.

“ They’ ve bought ice, gas, a lot 
o f food,”  Lambert said. “ We have a 
kitchen in the back and all. Well, 
nobody’s cooking -  it ’s just kinda 
eat and run. So th ey ’ re buying 
snacks. Cokes, beer -  mainly beer, 
nerve medicine, y ’know.”

Lambert said flood waters are 
trickling into Romayor, about 50 
miles northeast o f Houston and 15 
miles south o f the Lake Livingston 
Dam. But residents are not expect­
ing the worst until next week.

“ It’s going out o f the banks now 
at Horseshoe Lake Estates and New 
River Lake Estates, but most o f the 
people have already left there,”  Lam­
bert said. “ A ll but about three fami­
lies have moved out o f New River 
Estates, but it’s not bad there y e t”  

Authorities prepared Monday to 
release record amounts o f water from 
Lake Livingston Dam at Camilla, pro­
ducing what may be the worst flood­
ing in low-lying areas in a century.

Grady Manis, southern region 
manager o f the Trinity River Author­

ity, said late Monday releases contin­
ued at 71,500 cubic feet per second, 
but expected to increase the rate to a 
record 75,000 cfs by early today.

“ W e’re just waiting and watch­
ing,”  Manis said. “ W e’ ve gotten 
some strong south winds and that’s 
kind o f  pushing the lake back 
towards the north, so w e ’ re not 
releasing as m’uch. But you can’t 
make it go away.”

About 7,000 residents down­
stream from  the dam, 60 m iles 
northeast o f Houston, were advised 
to evacuate last week. Flooding in 
Texas over the past several weeks 
has claimed 12 lives.

Meanwhile, Texas Agriculture 
Commissioner Jim Hightower flew 
over the Liberty area Monday, esti­
mating crop and livestock damage 
o f $500 m illion to $700 m illion. 
Hightower said it would be 10 days 
to two weeks before accurate agri­
cultural losses are calcillaied.

The com m issioner said the 
affected regions combine to produce

33 percent o f  the wheat grown in 
Texas, 66 percent o f the oats and 49 
percent o f the hay.

“ What’s scary is what we know 
is com ing,”  said Alanna Shaver, 
whose family left their Hardin home 
in favor o f a travel trailer next to the 
Red Cross shelter in Hardin.

But by late Monday, only five  
people were staying at the Hardin 
shelter.

“ We still have only a handful o f 
people,”  said Bob Mattem, a volun­
teer from the Houston Red Cross 
chapter. “ We’re manning the shelter 
around the clock anyway. We want 
to be prepared.”

Mattem said once the flood waters 
begin entering the area, residents 
could be out o f their homes for weeks.

Manis said he expected peak 
releases from Lake Livingston Dam 
o f between 90,000 and 100,000 
cubic feet per second next week. 
Waters at the dam are expected to 
crest at the lake for the first time on 
Thursday or Friday.

Tomado throws couple 100 yards without serious injury
A NSO N  (A P ) -  When they knew a twister 

was headed for their house, Jesse and Mindy Hill 
look cover -  in theu- bathtub.

A  tornado m oving  across Jones County 
destroyed a mobile home then cut across a pas­
ture toward the H ills ’ residence about 6 p.m. 
Monday.

The couple jumped in their bathtub and pulled 
a mattress over themselves for protection. The 
cyclone destroyed their house and flung them 
about 100 yards into a shallow creek.

Afterwards, they were bruised and shaken, but 
not seriously hurt.

“ We drove up just as they were getting ready 
to gel into 5in ambulatKe,”  said John Thomas, a 
newsman for KTAB-TV in Abilene. “ They were 
covered with mud. They looked like coal miners.”

A ll that was left o f  the H ills ’ home was a 
cement slab, Thomas said.

“ There was debris all over the place. There was 
a pickup truck tossed near the creek. It was denx>l- 
ished, and there was a car tipped up on its side. It 
looked like it had been rolled over a few times.”

On the north edge o f  Anson, Thomas and his

television crew reported offices o f  Buckeye Sup­
ply Co. in rubble. It appeared to have taken a 
direct hit, he said.

The tw ister hit severa l homes M onday 
evening and caused a few injuries, all minor near 
Anson, about 25 miles northwest o f Abilene, the 
Jones County sheriff’s department said.

“ We’ ve had quite a few houses destroyed out 
o f  town, to the northwest o f us.”  said Tracy 
Daniel, a jailer with the Jones County sheriff’ s 
department

Severa l m obile homes were reported 
destroyed on Lake Fort Phantom Hill about 15 
miles northeast o f the center o f Abilene.

Power lines were down throughout the area.
Daniel said there was heavy rain, hail up to 

baseball-size and high winds. He said several 
accidents were attributed to the storm.

About two hours after the storm first hit in 
northern Jones CcMinty, weather spotters reported 
seeing a funnel cloud in southem Jones County, 
just north o f the Abilene city limits, near the 
Pride refinery, about 8:41 p.m.

Department o f Public Safety dispatcher Char­

lie Rose said the refinery sustained minor dam­
age, but that a few houses and buildings nearby 
lost parts o f their roofs. He also said some power 
lines were down.

A  spokesman for a hospital in Hamlin, 18 miles 
northwest o f Anson, said three people injured in 
the storm arrived about 6:45 p.m. Two were treated 
and released, but a 39-year-old man was admitted 
with abrasions. He was in stable condition.

“ We have only one, but it ’ s not from the 
storm. A  lady fell and broke her hip trying to get 
in her storm cellar,”  said Sharon Brown, director 
o f nursing at Anson Memorial Hospital.

A succession of tornado warnings was issued 
for Jones County, beginning soon after radar indi­
cated a possible tornado at 5:35 p.m. near the 
Tuxedo community, about 10 miles northwest o f 
Anson.

A t 6:35 p.m. and again at 7:38 p.m., radar 
indicated the tornado was still alive.

Movement was “ erratic, but generally east 
southeast at 10 to 15 miles per hour,” the weather 
service said in warning residents o f  northern 
Jones County to take cover.

Attorneys 'disgusted' by MHMR move to reclaim money
A U S T IN  (A P ) -  Attorneys for 

mentally retarded people said they 
were disgusted by a move by the 
Texas Department o f Mental Health 
and Mental Retardation to try and 
reclaim money for the treatment o f 
a client who died in their care.

The M H M R  department has 
adm itted respon s ib ility  in the 
drowning death o f a profoundly 
mentally retarded quadriplegic but 
is seeking $41,000 from the client’s 
estate for his care, the Austin Amer- 
ican-Statesman reported Monday.

The 35-ycar-old-man, Julio 
Espinoza Jr., (hed in 1987 after Thtvis 
Stale School wtxkers left him m an off- 
limits whirlpool bath while they washed 
other residents. He slipped off a plastic 
seat and was submerged in the churning 
waier for as long as 10 minutes.

Espinoza’ s mother and father, 
who live in San Marcos, have sued 
the M HM R Department for actual 
damages and punitive fines. I

A department internal report 
obtained by the American-States- \
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man shows the agency has admitted 
in court documents that it is respon­
sible for Espinoza’s death because 
retarded clients are not to be left 
unattended while bathing.

The departmenL however, said it 
wants $41222.60 from any jury award 
to EspiiKxza’s estate “ for supfxxt, main­
tenance and treatment” o f Espinoza

“ That’s disgusting,”  said Diane 
Shisk, attorney for Advocacy Inc., a 
federally funded agency that repre­
sents people with disabilities.

“ I t ’ s outrageous that they ’ re 
doing this with someone who has 
died at their hands,”  she said.

A ttorney  Terry  W eldon  o f  
Austin , who represents the E s­
pinozas, said M HM R is trying to 
either intimidate the Espinoz.as or 
minimize the jury award.

“ I would be amazed to find the 
department had attempted to make 
such a co llection  from any other

family before,”  Weldon said.
Bi4 Maureen Powers, the assistant 

attorney general who represents MHMR 
in the Espinoza case, said the state 
should be able lo recoup the money.

She said the state would collect

K eep your hands 
out o f our pockets

People are getting lircil o f taxes. And yet the politicians from 
local through federal levels seem to ignore that situation as they cry 
for more taxation to fund everything from economic development 
programs and suppo.scdly better public education through bailing 
out mismanged savings and loan institutions and eliminating an 
astronomical federal deficit that never should have been permitted 
in the first place.

Reports indicate that the average American family sees 34 per­
cent o f its income eaten up by taxes: income taxes, sales taxes, fed­
eral excise taxes, gasoline taxes, property taxes, corporation taxes 
(which the consumers ultimately pay), inheritance taxes and numer­
ous other taxes hidden at different levels o f manufacturing, process­
ing and selling. And yet still our politicians scream for more to pay 
for what they perceive can be .solved only by .spending more o f the 
public’s money.

Recent actions, by the public and by a few politicians, indicate ^  
that some at least are aware o f the people’s unreadiness to accept 
willingly the imposition o f new taxes. Pampa voters turned down a 
1/2 cent sales tax increase to fund economic development programs. 
Gov. Bill ClemcnLs vetoed a .school finance reform bill that sought 
to impose a 1/2 cent sales tax to fund the measure, saying the need­
ed funds can be found by trimming state government expenditures. 
President Bush, so far, has resisted calls for federal tax increases to 
trim the federal'deficit and pay for the S&L bailout, including a 
suggestion for a federal sales tax.

Yet some politicians still feel determined to turn taxpayers’ 
pockets out to shake loose more change. Gov. Clements has recog­
nized this” tendency on the part o f many o f our state legislators, 
warning in his May 1 veto message, “ The taxpayers o f Texas will 
not stand for any measure that raises their sales tax to an all-time 
high and makes it the .second highest in the nation. The average 
Texas family already pays more than $1,200 per year in state sales 
taxes, directly or indirectly.... In addressing this issue, the Legisla­
ture must not attempt to pass the buck to local property taxpayers,”  
noting that legislators have threatened that if the state does not pay 
for school finance reform through higher state taxes, then local dis­
tricts will be forced to raise their property taxes.’

Clements states that legislation signed last summer has already 
provided nearly a half billion dollars in additional funds being set 
aside for propcBy ptxir schcxtls, adding tha^other funds can be 
found in non-essential areas o f the state’s current budget to pay for 
additional reforms without having to resort to a tax increase. “ In all, 
my proposals would involve the transfer o f less than one percent o f 
funds in the budget -  a move that would not impact services in any 
manner whatsoever,” he explains.

Still, some lawmakers arc fighting Clements’ recommendations, 
preferring instead to fall back on that o l’ standard cop-oi*t: another 
tax increase. That is an attitude that must be held in check. As 
Clements states, “ When faced with a financial crisis, Texans adjust 
their household budgets. State government should do no le^s. Rais­
ing taxes is the easy way out, but it’s not the only way and certainly 
it’s not the right way.”

If only more politicians could adopt that viewpoint, then perhaps 
all taxpayers could keep more o f their money in their own pockets 
and spend it on what they wish instead o f on what the politicians 
dictate.
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Smart ways to clean up the air
, An o il company offering ideas for improving 

me environment customarily gets about the same 
reaction as a convict pushing prison reform: skepti­
cism mixed with outright hostility.

But some ideas are too good to ignore, and one 
those is Unocal’s offer to buy some o f the dirtiest 
cars in Los Angeles and grant them the merciful 
death they’ve earned.

Cars built before 1981 account for less than half 
o f  the miles driven by Americans, but they produce 
more than 80 percent o f  the auto pollution. That’s 
because they were made be fo re  W ashington 
imposed today’s strict regulations on what comes 
out o f your car’s tail pipe.

These regulations have produced an undisputed 
environmental success. New  cars are pure as a 
Rocky Mountain stream compared to the cars o f 20 
years ago. Federal rules have eliminated 96 percent 
o f the carbon monoxide emissions and 76 percent 
o f the nitrogen oxides.

So which vehicles get tough new emissions con­
trols in the Clean A ir Act now before Congress? 
You guessed it: new cars. O ld cars are mostly < 
ignored, which means millions o f them may keep 
spewing gunk to their carburetOTs’ content. This is 
like deciding that Americans are too fat on average 
and then ordering all skinny people to go on a diet.

Unocal, by contrast, has adopted the biblical 
view: It’s not the healthy who need a physician, but 
the sick. If old cars are doing the worst harm to the 
air, why not do something about old cars? It’s offer­
ing to buy 7,000 o f the worst ones at the handsome 
price o f  $700 each -  plus a one-month bus pass.

Junking Just 7,0Ci0 o f the several million vehi­
cles clogging the highways o f Southern California 
won’ t do a lot for the long-suffering lungs o f Ange-

leños. But the plan exemplifies a simple, cheap 
approach to cleaner urban air, unlike the complicat­
ed, expensive method that has been embraced on 
Capitol Hill.

The basic approach could take several forms. 
One is for local governments to buy old cars at a 
modest premium just to get them o ff the road once 
and for all. Scrapping even a small minority o f  the 
worst polluters would produce overnight gains in 
air quality.

Another is to recognize that few corporations 
will follow Unocal’s selfless example purely out o f 
devotion to Mother Earth. Robert Hahn o f  the 
American Enterprise Institute says we should give 
them a more powerful incentive: Polluting compa­
nies could be allowed to meet their clean air obli­
gations by purchasing beaters instead o f, say, 
cleaning up factory emissions.

I f  an oil company finds it frightfully expensive 
to eliminate so many tons o f  emissions from its 
refineries, it might be allowed to eliminate an equal 
or greater amount o f  pollution from the highways 
instead. As long as the corporation has to clean up 
the air, why not let it use the cheapest method?

Another expert, Fred Smith o f the Competitive

Enterprise Institute, argues that what counts is not 
how much pollution a car is capable o f  producing, 
but how much it actually produces. A  diny car that 
is driven a thousand miles a year chums out fewer 
fumes than a clean one that travels 30,(XX). ,

His answer: a pollution tax. In most big cities! 
cars are now subject to regular in^tecUons to midke 
sure they meet emissions standards. By checking 
odometers as well, inspectors could easily gayge 
how much pollution a car puts out every year -  and 
lighten the owner’s wallet accordingly.

This policy has two advantages over Congress’ 
approach: It’s che^qrer, and it eliminates more pol­
lution. You see, making new cars cleaner m ^ es  
them more expensive as well. The more expensive 
they are, the longer people will hold on to their old 
cars. The longer they hold on to their old cars, A e  
dirtier the air w ill be.

Unlike stricter new-car controls, a pollution tax 
would discourage unnecessary driving by forcing 
the driver to pay for it. Unlike stricter new-car 
controls, it would give owners a financial reason to 
trade in their smoke-billowing jalopies for pristine 
new models. Unlike stricter new-car controls, it 
would a llow  places with no smog to have less 
exacting rules than places with lots o f  smog.

In fact, the only drawback o f the pollution tax is 
that it violates the favorite theme o f federal envi­
ronmental rules: Corporations must change their 
behavior so ordinary people don’t have to change 
theirs.

A  lot o f Americans are committed to clean air 
only if the commitment can be paid for out o f the 
profits o f  General Motors, Exxon and Bethlehem 
Steel. I f  we’ re serious about protecting the environ­
ment, we’ ll have to do better than that.

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Texans jittery about release 
of dam water and evacuations

'  '"R iv e r  managers today released 
nev-record amounts o f water from a 
dam to unburden the foaming, bloat­
ed Trinity River, forcing thousands 
o f Texans from their homes down- 
sutam. Farmers vented their anger 
whh threatening calls.
‘ ’ - Sirens blared Monday each time 
dam operators opened huge steel 
gales to increase the flow  o f water 
in ttxLake L iv in gs ton , about 60 
m iin  northeast o f Houston. Below 
the dam. an estimated 7,000 people 
w^ie urged to evacuate.

“ What’s scary is what we know is 
coming,”  said Alanna Shaver, whose 
family left its Hardin home in favor o f 
a trailer next to a RetfCross shelter.

As the water has risen, so have 
the tempers o f  those in the way o f 
the water. The Trinity River Author­
it y  said it has fie lded  numerous 
threats.
‘ “ W e’ re very security conscious 
and we obviously have some unhap­
py campers out there,”  the authori­
ty ’s John Jadrosich said. “ They ’ re 
not satisfied that we’ ve released too 
much water or not enough.”
'^ 'T h e  dam today approached 
record releases o f water as torrential 
rain two weeks ago hundreds o f  
utiles to the north finally reached 
Lake Livingston.

“ There’s not a whole lot that can 
be done at this point. It ’s a giant 
flo od  -  a Texas-s ize  f lo o d ,”

' Jadrosich said.

F lood in g  since A p r il IS has 
claimed 12 lives in Texas and one in 

(Oklahoma, where the danger was 
mostly over.

The flooding also may have led 
to a murder-suicide by a Louisiana 
farmer, a neighbor said. DeSoto 
Parish farmer James McMullen, S8, 
shot his Sg-year-old wife, Billie, and 
himself Sunday, said sheriff’s CapL 
Marvin Melton.

Damage to Texas agricultare has 
been estimated at between $ ^ 0  mil­
lion and $700 million since heavy 
rain fell in Oklahoma and Texas two 
weeks ago.

Scores o f people remained out o f 
their homes in Louisiana because o f 
the rising Red River. It was expect­
ed to flood 600 square miles there, 
including 200 square miles o f crop­
land, said Maj. Jack Scherer o f the 
Army Corps o f Engineers.

The Red subsided s ligh tly ’ in 
parts o f Arkansas, but the threat o f 
flooding near Garland remained. 
National Guardsmen and volunteers 
sandbagged levees in the town about 
20 miles from Texarkana.

“ W hat th ey ’ re do ing now is 
placing sandbags at the base o f the 
levee to clamp down on the areas 
where it’s seeping under,, like you’d 
bend a water hose to cut o f f  the 
water,”  said John Upton, secretary- 
n-easurer o f the levee district

In Wa.shington, Sen. David Pryor 
o f  Arkansas asked the General 
Accounting Office to look into the 
way the Corps regulates water levels 
in the region. Some farmers and oth­

ers have blamed the Corps for some 
o f  the flooding.

“ The Corps has been criticized for 
not releasing enough water from some 
o f  the facilities in advance o f  the 
heavy rains to provide for additional 
flood sloipge capacity,”  Pryor wrote.

“ I aih unsure as to whether or 
not these standard (g ra t in g  proce­
dures are. the best procedures we 
could be using to protect life  and 
property.”

Jadrosich said earlier releases on 
Lake L ivingston would not have 
made much difference.

“ This is the kind o f  flood you 
can expect to see every 100 years,”  
he said. “ This will become known 
as the Flood o f 1990.”

As the level o f the 90,000-acre, 
SS-mile Lake Livingston rises, dam 
operators open the 12 flood gates a 
little wider. The releases depend on 
hourly reports from about a dozen 
inspectors, who report gauge read­
ings upstream.

Beer and “ nerve medicine”  were 
big sellers at Romayor Grocery, 15 
miles below the dam, said Kimbel 
Lambert, a clerk whose father owns 
the store.
’’ Hordes o f sightseers converged 

on the combination grocery-gasoline 
station. Residents leaving the area 
also stocked up there.

“ We have a kitchen in the back 
and all. W ell, nobody’s cooking -  
it’s just kinda eat and run. So they’re 
buying snacks. Cokes, beer -  mainly 
beer, nerve m edicine, y ’ know ,”  
Lambert said.

B ak er heads to M oscow  fo r talks 
on arm s contro l as snmmit nears

W ASH IN G TO N  (A P ) -  Secre­
tary o f State James A. Baker III is 
on his way to M oscow  to try to 
work out arms control agreements 
with the Soviet Union for signing at 
the fast-approaching Washington 
summit.

Baker’s aides are not predicting 
success. “ By the end o f the week 
we should know a ’ lot m ore,”  a 
senior U.S. official said before take­
o ff Monday.

The four days o f  talks are 
B aker’ s last chance to work out 
agreements with Soviet fo re ig n  
Minister Eduard A. Shevardnadze 
for signing during the May 30-Junc 
3 visit o f Soviet President Mikhail 
S. Gorbachev.
. The two sides are in disagree­
ment on ’ several key issues. G or­
bachev’s problems at home also 
could get in the way.

“ The general assumption is that 
he has increasingly acquired more o f 
the formal power,”  said the senior 
official, who demanded anonymity. 
“ C^ the other hand, his difficulties 
with the economy and nationalities, 
and the general level o f dissatisfac­
tion have, perhaps, limited his abili­
ty to use that power.”

Other topics Baker will take up 
w ith Shevardnadze starting 
W ednesday include the restive 
Baltic republics and outbreaks o f 
anti-semitism in the Soviet Union as 
well as accords on space, the envi­
ronment and trade l^ ing  prepared 
for the summit.

On his way. Baker stopped in 
New  York to make a speech, 
promising to keep American troops 
ih Europe even if the treaties arc 
concluded.

“ Even if all Soviet armed forces 
return to the U.S.S.R. and conven­
tional arms control moves forward, 
the Soviet military will retain forces 
many times larger than those pos­
sessed by any other single state,”  
Baker said.

He said the North  A tlan tic  
TYcaty Organization would not dis­
solve, cither. “ To prevent war, we 
must continue to deter aggression 
and contain the residual threat,”  

‘ Baker said.
,  He suggested the W estern 

alCance take on more o f a political 
role, however, and consider holding 
“ a solid political and military dia­
logue”  with the Soviet Union and 
the countries o f Central and Eastern 
Europe.

Soviet Union will involve the Mid­
dle East. He w ilftec  Egyptian Presi­
dent Hosni Mubarak, who is visiting 
Moscow, Wednesday afternoon.

Administration officials said last 
week Baker does not plan to over­
haul his su-ategy for getting stalled 
talks go in g  betw een Israel and 
Palestinian Arabs. Mubarak has 
been acting as a middleman between 
the Bush administration and the 
Palestinian Liberation Organization.

Right after the Mubarak meet­
ing, Baker holds his first round with 
Shevardnadze. He is to sec G or­
bachev Friday m orning, and is 
scheduled to wind up hjs stay in 
Moscow with a news conference 
Saturday.

The most dramatic candidate for 
a summit signing -  a treaty declara­
tion to reduce long-range nuclear 
missiles, bombers and submarines -  
is far from complete. U.S. and Sovi­
et negotiators have been wrangling 
for weeks over ballistic missiles 
with multiple warheads and over 
cruise missiles packed on jet fight­
ers.

Baker, in a concession, is pre­
pared to inch closer to the Soviet 
position on cruise missiles, limiting
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their range to 500 miles instead o f 
625 miles, but is looking for some­
thing in exchange, said a U.S. o ffi­
cia l who spoke on condition  o f  
anonymity. ,

A  separate treaty to reduce 
uoops, tanks, airplanes and other 
non-nuclear arms in Europus mov­
ing slowly in negotiations Detween 
N A T O  and the Warsaw Pact in 
Vienna.

That U'caty is designed for sign­
ing at a 35-nation summit before the 
end o f the year. But President Bush 
and Gorbachev would like to report 
progress when they meet here.

The biggest obstacles are which 
airplanes and helicopters to limit 
and how com pliance w ould be 
ensured.

“ We w ill be making our best 
effort, within our interests, to get the 
treaties done,”  the senior o ffic ia l 
said.

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John Hopkinsodoctoral candidate trains computer to, lip read

BALTIM ORE (A P ) -  Don’ t try to 
whisper secrets around the new 
computer at Johns Hopkins Univer­
sity.

It’s learning to read lips.
A  decade short o f  the century 

when H A L , the vo ice-activa ted  
computer in the m ovie “ 2001; A  
Space O d yssey ’ ’ talked, eaves­
dropped and read lips, scientists are 
developing the rudimentary tech­
niques that could make a H AL pos­
sible.

Ben Yuhas, a doctoral candidate 
in electrical and computer engineer­
ing, has a more immediate goal. By 
teaching a computer to lip-read.

Yuhas hopes to improve the quality 
o f  speech-recognition systems -  
machines that operate on verbal 
commands.

Yuhas is training a computer to 
use sight to filter sounds, much as 
peop le watch each others’ faces 
when conversing in a noisy room.

“ The idea is to use the visual sig­
nal to clean up the accoustical signal 
because that is the way humans do 
it,’ ’ Yuhas said. - “

Because existing speech-recogni­
tion systems operate poorly when 
there is a lot o f  background noise, 
their application is limited.

But applications could include air­
plane cockpits, where a pilot giving 
vo ice commands would have his 
hands free; a factory Boor or court­

room; even a car phone that could 
dial while the driver kept both hands 
on the wheel.

Yuhas, using a “ neural network’’ 
program  on a d ig ita l com puter, 
trained the computer to read the lips 
o f  a man pronouncing vowels on a 
jtideo-laserdisc while the computer 
listened to the voice on a separate 
track, corrupted by background 
noise.

The computer gradually improved 
its ability to identify sounds after 
looking at the picture and listening 
to the sound.

Yuhas has also begun teaching the 
computer diphthongs and simple 
sentences, but he said commercial 
application is likely years away.

Neural network programs, mod­
eled on biological systems, depart 
from conventional digital computers 
where processing is sequenti^ and 
the rules governing how the com­
puter thinks have to be prepro­
grammed. Computers that use neu­
ral networits create their own prob­
lem-solving pathways as they go.

Terry Sejnowski, a cognitive neu­
roscientist at the University o f Cali- 
fornia-San D iego and leader in the 
neural-network field, said Yuhas, on 
an elementary level, trained a com­
puter to accomplish what people

instinctively do -  assimilate a lot o f 
information from diverse sources 
and make sense o f it.

“ This is not an isolated example, 
but one o f  many advances that 
w e ’ re seeing and w ill continue to 
see where neural networks are 
applied to major unsolved problems 
in speech processing, in v is ion  
research and in motor control,’ ’ said 
Sejnowski. who supervised Yuhas’ 
thesis.

The Held o f  neural networks has 
p rov ided  scientists w ith “ great 
insight’ ’ into how the brai(^works

One aftcniuon 
we discovered what we thought was 
an ex trem ely  rare bird —  and 
American Avocet. We had lived on 
the South Plains or in the Panhandle 
almost all our lives, and we had 
never seen an Avocet before — but 
because we have seen them every 
year since that time. I ’ m sure that 
was one o f  the birds which had 
always been here, but which we just 
hadn’ t noticed. (Isn’ t it amazing that 
once you start watching for birds, 
you start seeing more o f them? I 
guess it ’s just a matter o f aware­
ness.)

Avocets are easy to see, and easy 
to iden tify . During the summer, 
most o f the ponds and playa lakes in 
this area have from one or two, to, 
several dozen, or occasionally even 
several hundreds Avocets. Their

Please warn your readers that 
childhood diseases can be fatal to 
adults. Perhaps i f  more people knew 
this, they would be inoculated along 
wrth their children.

summer co lo ra tion  is strik ing 
— their heads and long necks are 
rust colored, their wings white and 
black, and their underparts white. 
They are from 15 to 20” tall, are 
slender and long-legged, and as you 
would assume, are well adapted for 
living around water. Their long legs 
are designed for wading in shallow 
marshy areas. They use their long 
decurved (upturned), very thin bills 
much as a Spoonbill does, sweeping 
them from side to side along the 
surface o f the water and in the mud, 
stirring up crustaceans, aquatic 
insects, and floating seeds. Their 
call is a ringing “ Klecp! Kleep!” .

Some ö f  them nest in the Pan­
handle, and when they are nesting 
or their eggs have hatched and the 
ch icks are still sm all, they are 
extremely defensive. Once when we 
were bird ing the lakes south o f  
Pampa, we parked the car well o ff 
the roadway and my husband got 
out to see if he could get a better 
look at them—  and adult Avocets 
began angrily flying toward him, 
diving at him with much screeching 
and squawking. Because he didn’ t 
want to upset them, (and because he 
didn’ t want to be attacked), he pru­
dently retreated quickly across the 
highway, to the safety o f the car.

Incidentally, a car is an excellent 
blind for watching birds. They don’t 
seem to become agitated or upset, 
and you can get quite close to some 
o f them. Sometimes they’ ll fly off, 
but w ill usually soon return, and 
seem quite unruffled about a car 
being close. Photographers have 
gotten some fantastic pictures o f  
them, and Avocets are among the 
easiest birds to photograph this way. 
We’ve seen interesting photographs 
o f individual birds in flight, as well 
as colonies o f Avocets, which are 
all standing facing the direction.

Thè 'dump Quay le' rum or: No one believes it but still it lives

W ASHINGTON (A P ) -  The odd 
thing about the Dan Quayle rumor 
is how few people believe it. Yet it 
refuses to die.

Three years in advance o f Elec­
tion Day 1992, President Bush told 
The Dallas M orn ing N ew s that 
Quayle “ absolutely”  would be his 
running mate again. “ He’s doing a 
very good job, an outstanding Job,”  
said the president.

Then why is Washington awash 
in a new flurry o f “ dump Quayle”  
rumors?

The poll numbers certainly have a 
lo t to do w ith it. Bush en joys 
approval ratings o f close to 80 per­
cent, while fewer than half the peo­
ple questioned'give Quayle passing 
grades. In a recent Gallup poll, 54 
percent described Quayle as unqual­
ified to be president

It all has to do with the news 
business, said Walter F. Mondale, 
who spent four years as vice presi­
dent without anyone suggesting he 
was about to be dumped by Jimmy 
Carter.

“ On every national political news 
reporter’s calendar, oh, about Octo­
ber o f the first term o f a president, 
he always writes the vice presiden­
tial failure story,”  said Mondale.

“ The reason I never had one is 
we would usually get a hint the 
story was coming and Carter would 
call the reporter personally. H e’ d 
say ‘ 1 want you to know Mondale is 
the best vice president anybody ever 
had and I ’m very happy with him.’”

But Mondale was the exception.
Conservatives wanted to dump 

George Bush. Liberals wanted to 
dump Lyndon Johnson. Moderates 
wanted to dump Richard N ixon. 
Conservatives wanted to dump Nel-

Sludy shows fat 
fanny healthier 
than bulky belly

D A LLAS  (A P ) -  The American 
Heart Association says new research 
has bolstered theories that a fat 
fanny may not be as bad for your 
health as a bulky belly.

A  recent study suggests that type 
and location o f body fat arc just as 
important as the total amount in 
determining a person’s risk for cer­
tain diseases, and those with padded 
posteriors have the advantage.

A  team o f scientists examined the 
body shape and blood fat levels o f 
1,124 healthy men and women in 
Milwaukee, Wis., said David Freed­
man o f the Centers for Disease Con­
trol in Atlanta, who co-authored a 
study on the subject.

Women tend to be more “ pear- 
shaped,”  accumulating fat in the 
buttocks and thighs, while men usu­
a lly  store fat in a “ spare t ire ”  
around their waist, making them 
“ apple-shaped,”  he said.

The research findings will be pub­
lished in the May issue o f “ Circula­
tion,”  the Dallas-based American 
Heart Association journal.

“ The real problem is, you can’ t 
alter your body-fat distribution even 
i f  you lose w eigh t,”  said David 
Klurfeld, an associate profe.ssor at 
the indep 'dent medical organiza­
tion the Wistar Institute. “ You can’t 
make an apple into a pear. Thai’s 
what you’ ve inherited.”

Freedman advised  “ apple- 
shaped”  people to try to lower the 
risk factors for cardiovascular dis­
ease they may be able to control, 
such as smoking and high blood 
pressure.

He .said men also are more likely 
to have high levels o f  cholesterol 
and other blood fats, putting them at 
higher risk o f heart and blood vessel 
diseases.

Researchers found, however, that 
sex d ifference disappears when 
body-fat distribution is taken into 
account.

“ What makes our study unique is 
that it is the first to examine whether 
the m ale-fem ale d iffe ren ces  in 
body-fat distribution could account 
for the differences in blood fats,”  
said Freedman.

D ifferences in overa ll obesity- 
made no difference in blood fat lev­
els, while bdfly type almost elim i­
nated the disparity between the 
sexes, researchers found.

Freedman said that finding sug­
gests that sex hormones may strong­
ly influence both body-fat distribu­
tion and blood-fat levels. Scientists 
determined body-fat distribution by 
measuring the ratio o f waist size to 
hip size.

Men in the study had much higher 
levels o f triglycerides, or blood fats, 
and harmful cholesterol than the 
women in the study.

But Freedman said that among 
men and women that had the same 
waist-to-hip ratios« “ the differences 
in the blood fat and cholesterol lev­
els disappeared.”

He said the research’s next step 
w ill be to investigate the role sex 
hormones play in determining body- 
fat distribution and levels o f blood 
fats and cholesterol.

In restrospect, it 
seems like lots o f people wanted to 
dump Spiro Agnew.

It’s part o f the job description for 
vice presidents:

Preside over the Senate, attend 
funerals, and be the target o f rumors 
the president wishes he’ d p ic k ^  
someone else for his running mate.

But switches are rare.
Gerald Ford dumped Rockefeller 

in 1976 in favor o f Sen. Bob Dole o f 
Kansas, who campaigned at a low 
grow l and shocked viewers o f his 
debate w ith M ondale when he 
blamed Democrats for all the wars 
o f the 20th Century.

Dole has quipped that in the 1976 
campaign he went for the jugular 
and got his own.

Richard Viguerie, a conservative 
activist, recalled the “ save Agnew”

effort mounted by the political right 
in 1971 when there was talk that 
N ixon  m ight dump the form er 
Maryland governor from the ticket 
in 1972.

“ Conservatives made a big effort 
to make sure Agnew stayed on the 
ticket,”  he said. They needn’ t have 
bothered. Soulmate Pat Buchanan 
later said that N ixon  had ‘ ‘ no 
thoughts or Intentions o f dumping 
Agnew.”

Viguerie and his ideological com­
rades would have liked someone 
other than Bush as Ronald Reagan’s 
running mate in 1984.

But, said Viguerie, “ Conserva­
tives never thought there was any 
hope o f dumping Bush.”

One near-unanimous v iew  in 
assessing the Quayle rumor is that 
Bush has a highly developed sense

o f loyalty and would not dump the 
man he picked to run with him in 
1988.

And yet. the rumor continues to 
have currency.

A  recent version noted that Secre­
tary o f State James A. B a k » III had 
bought a ranch in Wyoming -  and 
that’s a fact. Baker’s real estate deal 
prompted speculation that he would 
change his vo tin g  residence to 
W yom ing so that he could run in 
1992 on a ticket headed by fellow  
Texan George Bush.

The Constitution bars presidential 
electors from casting their votes for 
two candidates from their own state. 
Thus i f  two Texans were paired on 
the national ticket, only one o f them 
could receive that state’s electoral 
voles.

“ Absolutely, positively, he has no

plan to change his vo tin g  res i­
dence.”  said Margaret Tutwiler, a 
longtim e Baker aide who now is 
chief State Department spokesman.

Washington loves a good rumor 
and even many o f  those who 
shrugged o ff the Quayle speculation 
did so in a way that somehow kept it 
alive.

“ The problem with this is the tim­
ing is all wrong.”  said a political 
consultant who insisted on anonymi­
ty. As qu ickly as he dismissed a 
Baker-for-Quayle switch improba­
ble, the consultant went on to specu­
late that Quayle’s standing in the 
polls “ w ill never improve.

the devious o f  mind that the presi­
dent is peeved with his veep. 

Mondale offered a little sympatl^ 
“ You can always find someone iii 

any administration who thinks the 
vice fnesident should go and usually 
you can find quite a chorus i f  you 
put in an hour or two.”  said the for­
mer vice president 

But M onda le  a lso  said that 
Quayle’s problem appears “ different 
in depth and scope.”  Quayle, he 
said, “ is a troubled occupant o f  that 
position.”
