County approves project
for airport improvements

Gray County Commissioners’
Court unanimously approved an
agreement with the Texas Depart-
ment of Aviation for proposed
improvements at Perry Lefors Field.

The state has chosen the airport
in Gray County as a project to pre-
sent to Federal Aviation Administra-
uon to try to get 90 percent federal
funding.

The estimated $606,000 project,
if approved, would consist of com-
pletely redoing Runway 5/23 and
adding an approach slope indicator
system at both ends of Runway
17/35.

Gray County’s share of the
$606,000 would be an estimated
$30,300 - or 5 percent. The other 5
percent would come from TDA.

Although not budgeted for, the
Commissioners’ Court members
agreed Tuesday this i1s a good
opportunity to receive money for a
much-needed project. They said
they realize the chance to get the
federal meney may not be available
at a later date

The county’s share of the esti
mated $30,300 will come from rent
from the fixed base operator, fuel
fees and hangar rentals. The remain-
der of the money will be taken out
of the Highland General Hospital
fund

TDA will act as the agent for
Gray County based on the signed
agreement. The Commissioners’

Court unanimously approved autho-
nizing County Judge Carl Kennedy
to enter into the agreement with the
TDA.

“You’ll get a good airport out of
it. It will be a much heavier,
stronger runway,” said Gene Barber
with Mermman & Barber Consult-
ing Engineers Inc.

Barber and Henry Veach, presi-
dent of the airport board, attended
the Commissioners’ Court meeting.

“It’s something that needs to be
done real bad. We have the opportu-
nity to save $37,000 if we take them
up on the offer,” Veach said.

In other business, the group
unanimously approved a one-year
lease agreement with the Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conservation
Service. The ASCS office leases
space at the county annex building.

The lease runs from Feb. 16,
1990, to Feb. 15, 1991. It has four
one-year options after the agree-
ment expires next year

In other business, the Commis-
sioners’ Court:

» Unanimously approved a $600
transfer 1n Justice of the Peace
Precinct 1 Bob Muns’ budget. The
$600 was moved from equipment
repairs to stationary and office sup-
plies.

* Unanimously approved trans-
fers within the budgets of all four
commissioners o accommodate the
automobile liability insurance costs
The exact amounts of the insurance
were unknown at budget ime.

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Texas Rangers agree to investigate
problems concerning sheriff's office

The Texas Rangers have been
called in to look into numerous and
varied allegations of wrongdoing in
the Gray County Sheriff’s Office
and county jail, District Attorney
Harold Comer confirmed this momn-
ing.
Comer said that on Wednesday
he placed a call to Capt. Bruce M.
Casteel of the Texas Rangers in
Lubbock. Comer said he asked Cas-
teel to formally investigate the dif-
ferent allegations.

“He asked that I make a formal
request (in writing) for the investi-
gation by the Texas Rangers. He
requested that I follow up our con-
versation with a letter and he would
see that a Ranger is assigned to
investigate,” Comer said this momn-
ing.
Comer said he put the letter with
the information he had collected in
the mail Wednesday afternoon. He
said the captain of the Rangers gave
his word that a “prompt” investiga-
tion would get under way. The dis-
trict attormey said he did not know
exactly what day the investigation
would begin.

Normal chains of command to
get approval on a formal request in
writing could take as long as two
weeks, Casteel said Wednesday.
However, an urgent request can be
taken through the chains of com-
mand verbally to get quicker action.

Information forwarded to Cas-
teel varies from allegations of “offi-

cial misconduct” by Sgt. Dave Keis-
er with a female inmate in the Gray
County Jail to other alleged legal
and ethical problems in the sheriff’s
office.

On April 27, Sheriff Jim Free
suspended Keiser with pay pending
the outcome of an investigation into
the allegations. He was reinstated on
May 5 after an internal investigation
by Sgt. Terry Cox with the sheriff’s
office found no wrongdoing on
Keiser’s part.

Comer was then asked by Free to
study the internal investigation. The
district attorney made several sug-

gestions on the investigation and
formally wrote the sheriff a letter |

stating the suggestions.

Comer said today that his part of
the investigation, all of the state-
ments and other materials were for-
warded to the Texas Rangers.

Also on April 27, Free suspend-
ed Chief Deputy Ken Kieth, Deputy
Secretary Sue Matthew and Chief
Jailer Othal Hicks, all with pay, on
allegations of “falsifying a govern-
ment document.”

A high school diploma sent in to
Texas Commission on Law Enforce-
ment Officer Standards and Educa-
tion (TCLEOSE) was purported to
be Hicks'. However, Hicks never
graduated from high school.

Free said he suspended Kieth
and Matthew based on allegations
that they were involved in the
forgery of the diploma.

Kieth said at the ume of his sus-
pension that the move by Free was
“political” because Kieth was con-

sidering running against Free for the
sheriff’s position in the next elec-
ton.

Free has denied that anything
“political” was involved in any of
the suspensions.

Since April 27, the sheriff has
said on numerous occasions he
would “welcome” a state investiga-
uon. He said again this morning that
it would “tickle him to death” to
have the Texas Rangers come in and
he welcomes the move by Comer.

Comer said the investigation by
the Texas Rangers could include
other allegations which have
surfaced concerning the sheriff’s
office.

*“I told him (Casteel) in the letter

that I would set out all the facts,”
Comer said. “I tried to impress on
him how important it is to resolve
the matter.”

The district attorney said he also
gave his assurance in writing that if
the investigation develops probable
cause for charges being brought
against anyone, he would prosecute
the case.

Comer said he offered the dis-
trict attorney'’s office and staff to aid
the Texas Ranger in any way
deemed necessary.

The Gray County Commission-
ers’ Court met in executive session
for three hours and 45 minutes on
Tuesday discussing “problems in the
jail/sheriff’s office.” Comer was
called into that executive session,
along with Free, Kieth, and Richard
Matthew, husband to Sue Matthew.
The four spoke with the group at
separate intervals.

Comer said that county body
expressed the opinion to him, as
other county residents have, that an
outside investigation might be the
quickest action to clear up the
alleged problems.

“Their (Rangers) investigation
won’t be tainted and won’t be slant-
ed at all by anyone in a local law
enforcement agency or the DA’s
office,” Comer said.

“Anytime you have one law
enforcement agency investigating
another, there’s always the feeling it
wasn’t done right — that there might
be a whitewash. It’s better to farm it
out and let someone — experts — like
the Texas Rangers are, investigate.”

Chisum called 'a hero' for sales tax support

Dr. Harry Griffith, superinten-
dent of Pampa public schools, is
terming State Rep. Warren Chisum,
D-Pampa, "a hero" for supporting a
half-cent state sales tax to support
education.

In briefing school trustees this
week on the state funding issue,
which is scheduled for another vote
today in Austin, Griffith said of
Chisum, “He recognizes that if the
state does not increase its sales tax,
the property taxes in Pampa will
have to go up. We need to be proud
of the stand our state representative
has taken.”

However, members of a state
free-market committee, Texans
Against a State Income Tax, are
decrying Chisum’s stand as being
the first step toward a state income
tax.

TASIT 1s opposing the school
funding bill, said Richard Ford,
chairman of the group, which is
based in Dallas.

“This 1s nothing short of an
income tax bill masquerading as
education reform. Despite some
window dressing, this bill would
end up costing Texans $9 billion
over the next five years,” Ford said

In fighung the education reform
bill, TASIT said the sales tax would
not generate enough revenue to sup-

port the reform and that an income
tax would be next.

“For the first year, a sales tax
would be enough, but for the next
four years it would take another cent
in sales tax or a state income tax,”
Ford said during a telephone inter-
view this moming. “What happens
i1s you have governments that put
themselves in a hole, so that the
only thing that will get them out 1s
something that the liberals support,
such as an income tax.”

Ford said TASIT finds Chisum
to be an excellent legislator, but dis-
agrees with his vote on this one
1ssue.

“School funding is up 50 percent
in Texas and what has it gotten us?”
Ford asked. “The money 1s not the
issue; 1t’s the structure of educa-
tuon.”

In many districts around the
state, Ford said, non-teaching per-
sonnel make up 41 percent of the
employees, creaung top-heavy orga-
nizations.

He also said school administra-
tors have such a bias toward getting
all the money they can for educa-
tion, they are not truly receptive to
what it will do to the state overall.

Griffith, on the other hand, said
of Chisum and the education reform
package, “We need to be proud of
the stand our state representatuve has
taken and write him thank-you
notes. Unfortunately, there are not

enough state representatives who
are as conscientious as Warren
Chisum.”

The superintendent said he did
not believe a “worst case” scenario
that would include a court master
writing a new school funding policy
would happen, but believed an
eleventh-hour override of the gover-
nor’s ongoing veto of the funding
bill would be approved by legisla-
tors 1n late June.

But Ford said of new taxes, “If
the people get informed and let their
legislators know how they feel
about raised taxes, people like War-
ren Chisum would be more likely to
work with the governor.”

Pampans recently voted against a
local half-cent sales tax for econom-
ic development, indicating a nega-
tive attitude toward such measures
for funding.

Gnffith said this week that with-
out the tax, the majority of schools
in the state would be hurt badly.

“If you -take Richardson, a
wealthy suburban area near Dallas,
their (school) tax rate is $1.09,”
Griffith explained. “They stand to
lose $40 million in (a plan that
would redistribute state funds
instead of bnnging in new revenue).
One cent taxation would get a mil-
lion dollars. so (property taxes
there) stand to go up 40 cents, or
they can gut their programs.”

He said quality education around

the state, including Pampa, will be
compromised if new revenue is not
pumped in through a sales tax
Increase.

“We could open our doors and
have 50 kids in a classroom,” Gnf-
fith said of the alternauve. “If I was
a parent in this community, 1 would
be very concerned about what the
state 1s doing.”

Ford discounted that type state-
ment as unrealistic and said school

cies, must be forced to operate effi-
ciently, which he does not believe 1s
happening generally around Texas.

Gniffith said the PISD 1s dedicat-
ed to “cutung back every where we
can — we've been doing that for sev-
eral years now - but maintaining
our initiatives that are supporting
teachers.”

He said a revue of spending in
Pampa will prove that this distrct is
investing 1ts funds in classrooms,
not administraton.

In other business from this
week's school board meetung,
trustees voted to accept a so-called
“cafeteria plan” for school employ-
ees that would allow them to-make
cafetena-style choices of what pay-
roll deductions they want before
taxes are taken out, increasing the
amount of take-home pay between
$2.70 and $23.64 a month.

District officials are traveling to

Foster par-
ents can choose the age, sex and
race of children they wish to foster.

Foster parents are individuals
who are willing to accept the chal-
lenge of providing for an abused or
neglected child who needs them.
They are willing to accept the per-
sonal rewards as well as the
heartaches involved in caring for
foster children, the news release
States.

Workers provide
Marx his answer

This was the loneliest May Day ever for socialists. For decades
they shouted the words of Marx and Engels: “Workers of the world,
unite!” In just the last year that dream has come true: the workers
have united — against socialism. From Warsaw and Prague to
Siberia to Beijing to Managua, workers and others everywhere are
uniting for economic, political and religious freedom.

One story tells a lot. In 1988, Tomas Bata owned a prosperous
shoe factory in Zlin, Czechoslovakia. That year the German Nation-
al Socialists (Nazis) invaded, and he fled in exile. After the Nazis
were defeated in World War 11, the Soviet-imposed communist gov-
emment of Czechoslovakia nationalized the shoe factory; since
then, it has produced typical, shoddy socialist footwear.

Tomas Bata set up shop again in Toronto, Canada. The Bata firm
is now the world’s largest shoe company, with sales of at least 300
million pairs a year. The company is now run by the founder’s son,
Thomas Bata.

For the past 40 years the Czechoslovak communist regime
reviled the memory of Tomas Bata, capitalist. But last November,
communism collapsed. Now the people of Zlin are begging Thomas
Bata to bring back capitalism — and prosperity.

The same story was told throughout Eastern Europe on May Day
1990. The workers’ best friend is the capitalist. West German firms
are_moving in to take over creaking socialist factories in East Ger-
many. Poland is trying to privatize state-run factories as quickly as
it can. Hungary welcomes foreign financing of the small firms it
began 1o tolerate in sQgialism’s last years.

The changes are sweéping across even the Soviet Union. This
May Day, as usual, Red Army soldiers goose-stepped through Red
Square; but we suspect the gait was more hesitant. With the Eastern
European comrades departed, it’s become lonely being an heir to
Lenin and Stalin.

Soviet economists openly say their socialist economy is declin-
ing. Like the Titanic after it hit the iceberg, it’s sinking fast, without
enough lifeboats. Food is short or nonexistent: prices jumped by up
to 20 percent in just two months, January to March, an annual infla-
tion rate of more than a 100 percent.

This month the first congress of independent Soviet trade unions
opened in Siberia. It promises to give the Soviets their own version
of Solidarity, which, in Poland, broke socialism’s back by claiming
the workers’ true allegiance against the that of parasitic state. In the
Ukraine, human-rights activists formed the Ukrainian Republican
Party. Its goal: “The creation of an independent Ukrainian state.”

Just 72 years after socialism celebrated its first May Day in
power, it has become a spent force, a target of open ridicule. The
workers’ paradise has become the workers’ graveyard.

But the workers are rising up. This May Day their slogan was:
“Workers of the world, unite - for capitalism!”
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Bush's patience is misplaced

In January, in a dramatic televised address, El
Salvador’s President Alfredo Cristiani informed his
citizens that Salvadoran soldiers had been implicat-
ed in murders of six Jesuit priests, their housekeep-
er and her daughter during November’s rebel
offensive. He also announced the creation of a spe-
cial commission to “clarify the truth.in its complete

gnitude,” to “make sure justice is done,” and to
ensure punishment is imposed “down to the last
person implicated.”

Aw, ¢’'mon.. You didn’t really faii for that, did
you?

Cristiani’s announcement was supposed to be
the beginning of the process of bringing the killers
to account. Instead, it seems to have been the end.
Except for the arrest of eight soldiers shortly after
the speech, nothing has happened since.

The Salvadoran president got high praise at the
time for his willingness to take on the powerful
armed forces. “Cristiani has shown great courage,”
gushed presidential spokesman Marlin Fitzwater.
“He deserves a lot of credit.” Democrats in
Congress praised the action and abruptly shelved
plans to reduce aid to the Cristiani government.

That done, human rights in El Salvador prompt-
ly returned to their normal, hopeless state. The
colonel accused of ordering the killings has passed
the time in a comfortable house arrest. The judge
who is supposed to be investigating the crime has
had better things to do.

No one really expects the colonel to be convict-
ed, much less go to jail. The judicial system, which
has never convicted a military officer in the thou-
sands of political killings of the last decade, looks
like a solid bet to preserve its flawless record.

In early May a task force of House Democrats

issued a report denouncing the judiciary’s handling
of the case. “A series of questions about the possi-
ble involvement of higher officials in ordering the
crimes remains unanswered and, as far as can be
determined, unasked,” it concluded. With the
investigation at “a virtual standstill,” the members
found it “less and less likely that full justice will be
done.”

This may sound like the standard whining from
that side of the aisle. But the task force has had a
devil of a time finding anyone to argue with. Rep.
Bud Shuster, a Pennsylvania Republican with a 100
percent rating form the American Conservative
Union, returned recently from El Salvador and
echoed the Democrats.

“The judge is sitting on his hands,” he com-
plained. “Under Salvadoran law, the judge has
broad responsibility to direct the investigation and
bring the accused to trial. I am stunned that he has
not yet interviewed key military leaders, even
though they insist they are prepared to cooperate.”

The Bush administration has been reduced to
meek rejoinders. Testifying on Capitol Hill, Secre
tary of State James Baker said he shared the task
force’s criticisms, agreed the case is crucial to the

future of human rights in El Salvador and conceded
that future American aid should be “affected by the
way this case is handled.” His only disagreement
was with the vote by a House committee 1o with-
hold some $30 million in military aid scheduled for
this year.

Even Cristiani — who is probably doing his best
— admits that the investigation doesn’t look promis-
ing. Asked in March about the colonel’s likely fate,
Cristiani said, “I think he is guilty,” but said he was
“not confident he’s going to be convicted.”

The outrage here is not that one set of political
ly motivated, government directed killers will
apparently go free. The outrage is that after more
than a decade of U.S. aid ostensibly designed 1o
cultivate democracy and the rule of law, El Sal
vador is still an squalid affront to liberty and
human rights.

Yet the Bush administration’s well of patience
shows no sign of running dry. The State Department
argues that, with negotiations between the govemn-
ment and leftist rebels due to resume soon, this is the
worse possible time to waver in our support for Cris
tiani. Unfortunately, the administration can never
find quite the right ime to slow the flow of dollars.

And the legislation opposed by Secretary Baker
would give the president the power to restare the
aid if the rebels refuse to negotiate in good faith,
get weapons from abroad or resume the offerisive
The measure would encourage the government 1o
punish human rights abuses, without encouraging
the rebels to try for a military victory.

The administration is nonetheless opposed, say
ing the we can’t afford to send what it calls “mixed
signals.” The signal it’s sending certainly ‘isn’t
mixed.

U.S. should compete in culture contest

The elusive search for a new
emphasis for American post-Cold
War foreign policy need not be so
elusive. It is as close as a dollar bill.

To review the bidding, as
described in this space earlier:

In large part due to modern com-
munications, democracy is winning
the world series. The global contest
will not concern whether, but what
kind of democratic values will be
influential.

» Today, America is No. 1, more
powerful than ever, the uni-power. In
the future, the No. 1 country will be
the one that is most successful in
shaping the global democratic culture

* Only the American democratic
culture has legs. Only Americans
have the sense of mission — and gall
to engage in benign, but energetic,
global cultural advocacy. Hence, the
doctrine of “neo-manifest destinarian-
ism,” to help form a world that is
user-friendly to American values

If communications of values is the
key, how do we get fully engaged?
How to assure that American con
cepts of (for example) pluralism, cap
italism, upward mobility, individual

ism and opportunity, become better
understood?

There are things that government
can do. There are conditions that gov-
emment can only encourage. Here are
a few examples, big and small:

Our government communications
policy is penny-wise-pound-foolish.
Because of budget strictures, the
Voice of America (VOA) recently
had to consider cutting language ser-
vices. Ridiculous.

Some budget-cutters say we should
cancel a new American short-wave
transmitter, now under construction in
Israel, designed to carry VOA and
Radio Liberty in the Moslem areas of
the USSR. It’s said the Soviets are no
longer our adversaries. Maybe. But
won’t the-uni-power (us) still have
something to say to the Moslems of
Central Asia, when Moslems are the
fastest growing, and most volatile,
segment of the global population?

Most Americana, luckily, 18
spread by non-governmental means.,
But shouldn’t the government, if pos
sible, encourage such enterprises?

All commerce is not equal. The
export of widgets is important. But
more important is that American tele
vision programs-and movies have fair

access in other countries, that the
English language spreads, that it is
easier for tourists, teachers and stu-
dents Lo come to America.

The global entertainment business
is largely American. Yet, television
programs and movies are not includ-
ed in the General Agreement on
Trade and Tariffs (GATT). That
makes it difficult for us to keep for-
eign markets open and fair.

But one reason entertainment is
GATT-less is that Congress is under
domestic pressure to keep the Ameri-
can maritime industry un-GATTed.
That gives foreigners a case to keep
entertainment out of the GATT nego-
tiations. GATT 1t? In the modern
world, box-office beats boats.

America is the No. 1 tourist draw
People aren’t coming here just to see
the Grand Canyon. Tourists absorb a
sense of the American experience and
take it home. Yet, of the free coun-
trics, we have the most stringent visa
requirements. Other nations subsidize
hostels so that young foreigners can
visit. We don’t.

There are 5,000 Russian language
teachers in Poland and Hungary
These are skilled instructors — but
now without students. They want to

learn English, and teach it. Let them
study in our universities. In return
they could teach American students
and faculty members, about th¢
nature of evil empires.

We ought to help more foreign
students study here. About 2 million
per year want to, but only about
350,000 can afford it. We also ought
to help American universities*set up
branches overseas

We ought t0 . ke in more immi
grants; they are the greatest.global
ROSSIpers.

Emphasizing the contest for the
culture wouldn’t diminish other forms
of foreign policy. Promoting Amen
can-style democracy doesn’t contra
dict promoting just plain democracy
It should not diminish tradational
diplomacy, or necessary military
muscle, or geo-political gamesman
ship. The policy is enhancement, not
replacement.

Why? Because it’'s what Amen
cans do for a living. On the dollar
bill, you will find the Great Seal ol
the United States with the Latin
words “Novus ordo seclorum’ a
new order for the ages,” words as old
as America and as fresh as lomorrow

MOSCOW (AP) - Secretary of State James A.
Baker I1I is holding a second day of talks with the Sovi-
ets in a bid to settle differences on the Baltics, arms
control and human rights in time for the superpower
summlt just two weeks away.

Shevardnadze was taking Baker to the Zagorsk
monastery, about 45 miles north of the capital, for a
break in their deliberations.

MANAGUA, Nicaragua (AP) -
Pro-Sandinista strikers agreed to
end a walkout that crippled the new
conservative government, but the
country’s cash crisis deepened while
Washington officials haggled over
an aid package.

Under the settlement signed
Wednesday night, public employ-
ees’ salaries are doubled and the
government promises not to fire
those who walked off the job.

Some workers remained in gov-
ernment buildings but were to for-
mally end the protest and return to
work today.

The agreement was a victory for
the Sandinista unions, which virtual-
ly shut down Managua and much of
this Central American nation of 3.5
million residents since the walkout
began Friday.

It was also a victory for the left-
1st Sandinista Front, which President
Violeta Barrios de Chamorro’s 3-
week-old government accused of a
behind-the-scenes role in the strike.

“We hope this experience will
serve the government of Senora
Violeta to think over our demands,”
labor leader Lucio Jimenez told a
news conference.

The government, which had
declared the strike illegal Monday
and threatened massive firings,
backed off on practically all points
In contention.

Central Bank President Francis-
co Mayorga said the strike, which
had been stepped up daily since
May 10, cost the government $10
million in lost production and rev-
enues.

That 1s a loss Nicaragua’s bat-
tered economy could hardly with-
stand, especially after President
Bush on Wednesday said he could

not legally provide $40 million in
emergency aid Mrs. Chamorro
urgently asked for.

Bush also complained that
cedural gridlock™ in Congress was
holding up a $300 million
Nicaraguan aid plan.

Nicaraguan officials say they
inherited an economy ravaged by
years of Sandinista rule and U.S
economic sanctions, with only $3
million left in the treasury and an
$11 billion foreign debt.

The striking workers initially
demanded a 200 percent pay raise (o
keep up with inflation, which is gal-
loping along at an esumated 70 per-
cent. But they settled for 100 per-
cent after the government offered
120 percent

“We did not want to be responsi
ble for hyperinflation,”” Jimenez
said when asked about accepung the
lower percentage.

Under the agreement, an estimat-
ed 10,000 striking state employees
were 1o leave ministries and govern-
ment facilities taken over for several
days. The about 150,000 public
employees nationwide were to
return to work later today.

Labor Minister Francisco Ros
ales had declared the strikes illegal
and 1ssued an ultimatum to \(nku\
Monday, saying anyone not back on
the job Tuesday moming was auto
matically fired.

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
overwhelming Senate vote for a
nearly $3 billion bill to help states
and ciues cope with AIDS expenses
will encourage President Bush to
find room for the spending in the
federal budget, a key Republican
backer says.

Sen: Orrin Hatch, R-Utah, said
he believe White House officials
will drop any reservations about the
bill’s cost when they hold budget

The AIAA suggested that an

Study shows AIDS virus test
may miss many of the infected

WASHINGTON (AP) - Tests
commonly used to check for the
AIDS virus may fail to detect many
people who actually are infected, a
study suggested today.

Scientists at Emory University in
Atlanta tested the blood of 165 peo-
ple who had tested negative for the
human immunodeficiency virus, or
HIV, which causes AIDS, and found
that 30 actually were infected with
the virus.

Dr. Tab Ansari, the Emory profes-
sor who supervised the study, said
Tuesday that his team used a new
type of test to find HIV antibodies
in blood samples that the routine
laboratory tests had said were dis-
case-free.

“All of the ones that they found
positive, we found positive in our
assay,” said Ansari. “But in addi-
tion, there were quite a few that
were negative in their assay that
were picked up as positive in our
assay.”

Ansari said the experiment began
with 165 blood serum samples that
were tested using ELISA, or
enzyme-linked immunosorbent
assay, the AIDS test most common-
ly used in hospitals and clinics. The
samples then were additionally test-
ed using the Western Blot assay, a
test routinely used to confirm the
ELISA finding.

All of the samples tested in this
traditional way were found negative
for the HIV virus, according to the
study, which was distributed by the
National Academy of Sciences.

Meanwhile, unlabeled blood from
the same samples, along with blood
specimens from healthy volunteers,

were provided to Ansari and his
team. He said his team did not know
which samples came from a high-
risk population — mostly drug users
— and which came from healthy vol-
unteers.

The specimens all were subjected
1o a test called the pokeweed mito-
gen assay, a procedure that forces
specialized cells in the blood to
expel antibodies into the blood
serum. The serum then was tested
using the ELISA and Western Blot
assays.

Thirty, or 18 percent, of the sam-
ples were found to contain antibod-
ies to the HIV virus, an indication of
infection. And each of these 30 sam-
ples were previously found by the
ELISA and Western Blot tests to be
free of virus antibodies.

Ansari said the routine tests now
commonly used will give positive
results only if HIV antibodies are
detected in the blood serum. He said
the pokeweed mitogen assay shows
that there may be infected people
who do not develop antibodies to
the AIDS virus.

A National Institutes of Health
researcher, who asked not to be
named, said Ansari’s study is “inter-
esting”” and confirms the sugges-
tions of other researchers ““that peo-
ple can. be latently infected and not
test positive for the virus.”

The researcher said the study
shows that there are still gaps of
understanding that must be filled to
thoroughly understand how the HIV
virus causes infection.

The study is published in the Pro-
ceedings of the National Academy
of Sciences, which officials at the
academy said were to be distributed
today.

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Pepper Foundation & Pepper Commission
continue the work of 'Mr. Senior Citizen'

LAUDERHILL, Fla. (AP) —
The loudest round of applause came
when an advocate complained that
buses for homebound seniors
arrived hours early or late and
sometimes dropped people at doc-
tor’s offices and supermarkets byt
never retumed for them.

For people robbed of their
mobility, Julie Shaw told the state’s
Pepper Commission on Aging, the
bus was a lifeline but an unreliable
one.

Members of the state commis-
sion wanted to know who was
responsible for the bus service and
promised to follow up on the com-
plaint. One of the commission’s
duties is to act as a watchdog for
Seniors.

The fledgling commission,
which hired its staff at the first of
the year, is one of two bearing the
name of the late U.S. Rep. Claude
Pepper, Mr. Senior Citizen.

Since his death last May 30, the
two commissions, the Mildred and
Claude Pepper Foundation, and his
allies have guaranteed his legacy
will spread beyond his work over a
43-year political career.

A congressional report in March
by the Bipartisan Commission on
Comprehensive Health Care, com-
monly known as the Pepper Com-
mission, called for a $66 billion-a-
year plan for mandatory health
insurance for all Americans and
long-term medical care.

The Pepper Foundation, created
by the congressman three years
before his death, has received a $10
million grant from Congress to fund
philanthropic works.

Beneficiaries include Florida
State University, which will be the

home of the elder statesman’s offi-
cial papers and a Pepper Institute on
Aging at the Tallahassec campus.

“I'm not sure if anybody can
replace Claude Pepper,” said Cal
Broughton, a legislative representa-
tive with the American-Association
for Retired Persons in Washington.
“They don’t replace somebody like
that. There will be a number of peo-
ple that will take up a number of
issues and a number of causes.”

People across the country knew
that a complaint to Pepper got
action, and the wily politician could
be a gadfly or turn on his Southem
charm to get what he wanted.

His Washington office became a
central processing station for com-
plaints by senior citizens about fed-
eral services and by the disadvan-
taged about just about anything.

In Congress, Pepper’s legendary
oratory played a pivotal role in the
repeal of mandatory retirement and
helped protect Social Security from
cuts.

The General Accounting Office,
the investigative arm of Congress,
1s still producing reports requested
by Pepper, said Kathy Gardner, a
former aide to Pepper as a staff
member on the House Select Com-
mittee on Aging.

His legislation to create the
National Institute on Deafness, the
13th unit in the National Institutes
of Health, passed just before his
death, and regulations setting mini-
mum training standards for nurse’s
aides at nursing homes were pub-
lished in March under a Pepper bill.

Although Pepper’s name was
widely associated with the ill-fated
catastrophic health care bill, he
opposed its financing method. In his
final illness, he had a wry 'smile
over the surrings of public dissent,

which would lead to repeal, Gard-
ner said.

Other politicians have absorbed
Pepper packages ¢ latforms on
comprehensive nat. nal health
imsurance, nursing home care, home
health care and youth programs, she
said.

Across the nation, Pepper’s
name has been given to the National
Institutes of Health administration
building, a Center on Aging at the
University of Michigan and an
award from the Mount Sinai Hospi-
tal geriatrics department in New
York.

“Almost daily I hear of some
new program, building, award et
cetera that has been named after
him,” said Frances Campbell, a
longtime legislative aide who chairs
the Pepper Foundaton.

In Florida, where Pepper began
his politcal career as a 28-year-old
state legislator, elderly issues are a
priority in a state long viewed as the
nation’s retirément mecca.

The state Pepper Commission
set two priorities for the spring leg-
islauve session: boost state aid for
the poor living in group homes who
don’t require nursing home care and
remnstate senior education programs
cut three years ago.

With the Pepper name in the
commussion utle as a daily reminder
of his political passions, commis-
sion Executive Director June Noel
said, I think we have to remember
what he stood for while we go about
our business.”

“He will have a lasting legacy,”
said John Rother, legislative direc-
tor of AARP. ““As long as people
refer to him and appeal to his mem-
ory in attempting to build support,
that’s an indication that there’s a
real legacy.”

CHICAGO — Having disposed of the Philadelphia
7T6ers with unexpected ease, the Chicago Bulls are 1ook-
ing for revenge when they battle the champion Detroit
Pistons in the Eastern Conference finals.

Stewart going after

second major title

FORTYWORTH Watch out,
World, Payne Stewart’s flirting with
super stardom. And kinda likes it

“I’m starting to want it more,”’
he conceded on the eve of the 44th
Colonial National Invitation tourna-
ment, a title that has twice slipped
from his grasp in sudden death play-
offs.

Currently the game’s hottest
commodity, Stewart, 33, said until
recently he was not certain he was
ready or capable of becoming
“Number One”or even if he would
be willing to make the sacrifices
required to do so.

All that’s changed in recent
months. Dramatically.

The man in the gaily decorated
knickers won his first major nine
months ago, finished second on the
1989 money list, captured two utles
this year, finished second last week
at the rain-shortened Memorial and
blew into Fort Worth sounding
supremely confident.

“I'm playing very well and hit-
ung the ball as good as I have in a
long time,” he said. “I’ve got a lot
of confidence...and I'm looking for-
ward 1o having a good week.”

A victory here would be his third
tour championship in seven weeks
and the $180,000 first prize would
elevate him to the top spot on-the
money winning list.

With $604,491, he trails Greg
Norman by $157,000. Norman is
not competing here.

More important than the money,
Stewart said, 1s winning another
major 10 go with last year’s triumph
in the PGA.

“I would say I'm hungrier. Now

that I know I can win one. Winning
one makes you want to win more of
them. And I think it will make it
easier 10 win again when I'm in con-
tention.

“I've taken the pressure off
myself.”’

Victorious two weeks ago in the
abbreviated Byron Nelson Classic,
Stewart could become the first play-
er in 44 years 10 capture trophies in
both Dallas and Fort Worth in the
same year. Ben Hogan did it in
1946, winning the old Dallas Open
and the inaugural Colonial.

Asked about a ‘““Metroplex
sweep,”” Stewart, a graduate of
Southern Methodist University in
Dallas, laughed and said:

“Yeah, I’ve thought about it. I
think it’s a possibility. I’ve got one,
and you’ve got to get one before
you can get two. Colonial suits my
game. You have to do a lot of things
on this course. It would be an honor
to win here.”

Nobody’s come closer. In 1984,
Stewart took a 1-shot lead into the
72nd and final hole, bogeyed it, then
lost a playoff with Peter Jacobsen.
Two years later, Stewart fired a
sparkling 4-under-par 66 to overtake
Dan Pohl at the end of regulation
but again lost in sudden death.

Those two losses, coupled with a
memorable double bogey-playoff
disaster in the 1985 Nelson Classic,
raised doubts about Stewart’s ability
to play under pressure.

With the events of the last year
or so, he’s gunned down those
ghosts and convinced himself he can
become No. 1.

“How much do I want it?"" he
asked himself rhetorically. That’s
when he smiled and said: “I'm start-
ing to want it more.”

Valentine said. ‘i hey said that
this was a one-horse town, a one-
sport town (Cowboys) and that
baseball would never have any-
thing to do with the community.

“But we were able to take
what we had — which was very
little — and get a competitive
team out on the field. And I think
we’ve done that,” Valentine said.
‘““Now we have another major
step to go.”

Valentine said the first three
seasons were spent on building
the team through trades and sign-
ings, but mostly through the
minor league ranks, a route he
hopes will pay dividends in the
1990s.

The team finished 83-79 last
season, a 13-game improvement
over the previous year.

Study: doctors need education
on prevention of colon cancer

SAN ANTONIO (AP) - The
largest colon cancer screening pro-
ject revealed doctors and patients
need more education on preventing
the potentially lethal disease, a
physician says.

“Colon cancer is such a highly
prevalent and lethal disease that
early detection is critical,” said Dr.
J.B. Morris, a gastrointestinal sur-
geon with Case Wesiern Reserve
University in Cleveland.

He presented his study results
Tuesday at the Digestive Disease
Week conference in San Antonio
sponsored by four nauonal medical
groups.

In the uncontrolled study in the
Cleveland area, Hemocult II tests
were distributed to 156,000 people
in February 1988. The number of
participants was double that of the
previous largest colon cancer
screening.

Of the tests distributed, 55,051, or
35 percent, were returned. A total of
3,375, or 6 percent of those
returned, were positive. Seventy-

three percent, or 2,469 people who
had positive tests, subsequently vis-
ited a doctor, according to study
results.

Five percent of those seeing a
physician had no testing, 16 percent
had only a repeat hemocult and 35
percent had neither a barium enema
nor a colonoscopy. Doctors identi-
fied 36 cancers and 212 polyps.

All the cancers detected were cur-
able, Morris said, adding that the
study confirmed previous findings
that hemocult tests can help in early
detection of the disease. However,
the research reveaied surprisingiy
low follow-up compliance, Morris
said.

Patient compliance was 35 per-
cent, and physician compliance was
55 percent, he said.

“I think we need an intensive
amount of physician education,’
Morris said. “I just think people
aren’t being aggressive enough with
this disease.”

Doctors did everything from
ignore test.results to conducting a

limited follow-up exam, Morris
said.

The American Gastroenterologi-
cal Associfftion recommends that
anyone over age 50 with a positive
homocult have a colonoscopy,
which involves insertion of a devise
completely into the colon to detect
problems, Morris aid.

Only 30 percent of patients in
Cleveland study needing the exam
had it, he said. One-third of the
tumors detected were in the right
colon, beyond the reach of a flexible
sigmoidoscope, a device that is
inserted partiaily into the colon, the
physician said.

The mean age of the study partici-
pants was 56, and 70 percent were
between the ages of 40 and 70.
Research has indicated a dramatic
increase in colon cancer rates in
people over 50.

Morris said a second major
screening is under way in an attempt
to educate doctors in an inoffensive
way about following up on colon
cancer screenings.
