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Pressure builds in lawsuit 
against Hoechst Celanese

A second Panhandle doctor has 
joined the call for a Houston district 
judge to rule a pending lawsuit 
against Hoechst Celanese a class 
action due to concerns over the 
“alarming frequency” of serious 
health problems in Gray County.

On Friday, Dr. John V. Denko, 
an Amarillo pathologist, submitted 
an affidavit to the 21Sth District 
Court in which he reported “grave 
exposures” from the plant were 
com prom ising the safety of the 
environm ent around Pampa and 
increasing the local cancer risk.

Denko told the court, “1 have 
seen the medical records concerning 
numerous people who have been 
exposed to toxic chemicals from the 
Celanese plant at Pampa, Texas, and 
1 have examined tissue slides con­
cerning these people, personally.”

Saturday, a letter to the court 
from Dr. Gerald H. Holman of the 
Growth and Genetics Program for 
Infants, Children and Adolescents in 
Amarillo was made available to the 
media. In it, he explains that begin­
ning in 198S he noted “something 
most unusual” in the number of 
Downs Syndrome cases in Pampa.

“I hoped that some investigation 
could be carried out to try and 
explain this unusual and alarming 
cluster of Downs Syndrome chil­
dren in Pampa," Holman told the 
court “I was particularly concerned 
as I understood from some of my 
pediatric colleagues that they were 
also seeing a number of Downs 
Syndrome children at that particular

time."
Holman informed the court of a 

State Health Department study in 
1985 that failed to find a cause for 
the cases.

“In the very recent past, increas­
ing concerns and alarm about envi­
ronmental pollutants causing cancer 
... frequent m iscarriages ... and 
immunological disorders as well as 
meiotic non-dysjunction ... have 
surfaced,” Holman said. “More and 
more is appearing in both lay and 
scientific literature about these con­
cerns.”

Holman told the court that the 
“alarming” levels of environmental 
pollution and subsequent health 
problems in Pampa and Kingsmill 
are “clearly dangerous to human 
health.”

W hile never naming the 
Celanese planl^in his letter, its pur­
pose, according to attorneys for the 
litigants, is to urge the court to 
change a pending lawsuit into a 
class action.

More than 100 people have 
joined the suit, alleging that a 1987 
explosion at the plant, which killed 
three people, was the result of long­
term pollution and disregard for 
public safety.

Celanese officials have repeated­
ly denied the allegations and 
accused attorneys for the litigants of 
trying the case in the media.

On Friday, attorneys for the liti­
gants said they met with several 
Texas environm ental regulatory 
i^encies to seek renewed investiga­
tions into potentially dangerous past 
practices at the plant.

Vernon Hartline, an attorney for 
Celanese based in Dallas, said Sat­
urday that he has information from 
“people who are truly qualified” 
who have informed the company 
that environm ental factors have 
nothing to do with children being 
bom with Downs Syndrome.

He declined to identify those 
experts.

“Holman’s conclusions are based 
on Denko’s incorrect information 
and it is just a situation compound­
ing itself,” Hartline said.

He also charged attorney Tom 
Upchurch of Amarillo and other 
lawyers representing the litigants of 
leaking confidential court records 
from the case to the media.

Neither the Denko affidavit nor 
the Holman letter have been sealed 
from the media by the court.

Hartline also said a news pro­
gram on an Austin television station 
late last week which brought into 
question the seriousness with which 
state agencies have investigated 
Celanese’s safety and environmental 
record was a “media circus staged 
by Mr. Upchurch, who. I’ve found, 
is quite an expert at that.”

Celanese officials denied to 
KVUE television charges made by 
more than 100 Panhandle residents 
who traveled to Austin Thursday 
that emissions from the plant had 
been responsible for their cancer 
and Downs Syndrome cases.

A KVUE cam era crew was 
reportedly told to leave a state Air 
Control Board building by an angry 
agency attorney as they attempted to 
film the 100-pIus people filing a 
grievance with the agency.

Ferry fire believed to be arson
V, -  . . . . . .  . . .OSLO, Norway (AP) -  A suspi­

cious fire raged abtmd a North Sea 
ferry before dawn Saturday, forcing 
hundreds of terrified passengers to 
flee through smoke-filled halls and 
into lifeboats. At least 110 people 
were killed, authorities said.

The Danish owners of the Scandi­
navian Star strongly suspected 
arson, saying two fires broke out on 
different decks. Some passengers 
said fire alarms didn’t work and that 
the crew seemed unprepared for the 
emergency.

Firemen put on the ferry reported 
n o  to 130 deaths among the 
approximately 495 people aboard, 
Conny England, head of the 
Swedish Sea Rescue C enter at 
Lysekil, told Swedish TV. He said 
an exact tally could not be made 
until the ferry reached port and the 
fire was put out.

The fire was under control but 
still burning more than 16 hours 
after it broke out while the ship was 
travelinR from Oslo to Frederick- 
shavn, Denmark, with Norwegian 
and Danish tourists.

Rescuers said 20 to 40 more were 
missing and presumed dead, their 
bodies believed to be still on the 
470-foot ferry as it was towed to 
Lysekil, a Swedish port near Göte­
borg.

Most of the dead had apparently 
succumbed to smoke, and few were 
seriously burned, Englund said.
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Firemen who probed the blackened 
compartments of the 10,000-ton 
ferry said they found three passen­
gers, alive and apparendy uninjured, 
among the many bodies.

As many as 340 people were 
reported rescued from lifeboats by 
helicopters and about seven nearby 
vessels in the Skagerrak Strait, 40 
miles south of the Norwegian Fer-

der Island. More than 20 injured 
were taken to hospitals.

“We woke up in the middle of the 
night. I heard a noise outside. I went 
out of the cabin and saw thick, black 
smoke,” said Danish passenger Leo 
Odeland, an Oslo resident traveling 
with his wife and two daughters.

“ Nothing happened when I 
pushed the fire alarm. I hadn’t heard 
the alarm go off. At another place 
where there was supposed to be an 
alarm, nothing was there.”

“ It was hard to get the lifeboat 
into the water and then the motor 
didn’t start,” he said, adding that the 
lifeboat drifted away and a Soviet 
freighter picked them up.

F^senger and crew lists were not 
immediately available, rescue offi­
cials said, and this led to confusion 
about the numbers and identities of 
those aboard the Scandinavian Star. 
The crew was believed to be largely 
Portuguese, with Scandinavian offi­
cers.

The Bahamian^eKistered ferrv is 
owned by the Danish shipping com­
pany VR-DANO Line. ScaEscape 
Ltd of Miami sold the ship to VR- 
DANO last month, a SeaEscape 
spokeswoman said in a telephone 
interview from Miami.

Danish radio quoted Ole Hansen, 
managing director of the Danish 
company, as saying he was virtually 
certain the fire had been deliberately 
set aboard the ferry.

P am pa m an dies in cra sh ; 
brother remains hospitahzed

A one-car accident early Saturday morning on 
U.S. 60 at Kingsmill claimed the life of 33-year-oId 
Robert James Young of 431 N. Starkweather.

The deceased was ^  passenger in a 1984 Pontiac 
Fierro driven by his brother, 23-year-old Rodney E. 
Young of 118 W. Albert.

Officials at Coronado Hospital listed Rodney 
Young in stable condition through press time Satur­
day.

Troopers with the Department of Public Safety 
said the brothers were traveling eastbound through 
Kingsmill shortly after 5 a.m. Saturday at a high rate 
of speed when the vehicle began to swerve. Reports 
indicate the driver over-corrected and ran into an 
electric pole on the vehicle’s passenger side. They 
said there was no indication brakes were applied to 
prevent the accident.

Justice of the Peace Bob Muns declared Robert 
Young dead at the scene.

Troopers said neither man was wearing seat belts 
and the deceased was thrown partially out of the vehi­
cle on impact with the electric pole.

Charges of involuntary manslaughter are pending 
against Rodney Young, troopers said, noting they

were awaiting the results of blood tests. They said 
alcohol consumption could be a factor in the accident.

Crews from Southwestern Public Service repaired 
the broken pole Saturday morning. Officials with the 
utility said several Kingsmill households were with­
out electrical power until noon because of the acci­
dent

He was bom Oct. 2, 1956 in Wellington. He was a 
1974 graduate of Pampa High School and played bas­
ketball for the Harvesters.

He attended Wayland Baptist College in Plain- 
view for 3 1/2 years.

He married Billye Baldwin in 
1977. He was a member of the Jehovah’s Witnesses. 
He recently returned to Pampa from Midland.

Kiwanis seeking comm unity pledges

Members of the Pampa Kiwanis Club have only 
one week to raise $18,000 in pledges to show the Pan­
handle Regional Planning Commission the city is seri­
ous about wanting as much as $40,000 in grant money 
to help stop the rampant distribution of illegal dmgs in 
the community.

Tom Grantham, club president, said the civic group 
is donating another $2,000 to the effort, which will be 
turned over to the city police force to fund overt and 
covert anti-drug operations.

He said if the group can raise a total of $20,000 in 
pledges by Friday, it will virtually assure a PRPC 
grant that will be combined with $90,000 of city 
money and $50,000 in Gray County funds for an 
unprecedented police crackdown on drugs. «

Letters pledging funds will be accepted from civic 
groups, companies, churches or individuals. Grantham 
said they should be sent to Pampa Kiwanis Club, Box 
1053, Pampa, 79066.

“The PRPC said they need those letters to show 
civic intent,” Grantham said. “The point is the city has 
a law enforcement effort, but there is no one whose 
specific effort is dealing with the drug problem. Every 
puppy ought to have an owner.”

Kiwanis members said during a Friday press con­
ference that local residents would be showing there 
was no need to raise taxes to fight drugs and that they 
believed narcotics abuse was not “somebody else’s 
problem.”

Grantham said all of the money raised would stay 
in Pampa and fund two drug-detecting dogs, a body 
microphone, video camera, 1000 milimeter telephoto 
lens and assorted other equipment, as well as narcotics 
officers.

State Supreme Court to hear appeal in Dorchester-Harlow case

At least one side of the long­
standing dispute between Dorch­
ester Gas Producing Co. and Har­
low Corp. was surprised -  but 
pleased -  to find that the Texas 
Supreme Court last week decided to 
hear an appeal of the case concern­
ing the ownership of gas from Pan­
handle oil wells.

“We’ie tickled; we’re elated the 
court decided to hear our arguments 
and consider our appeal,” said Jerry 
Courtney, a Cfauendon attorney who 
has represented Harlow Carp, in a 
legal action that has lasted almost a 
decade.

“It’s a relief to us,” he said.
Representatives of Dorchester 

Gas Producing Co. and of their law 
firm, Scott, Douglas and Lutton of 
Austin, were not available for com­
ment on the state Supreme Cowt’s 
deciskm late Saunday.

‘I t ’s one more shot for the inde- 
pendenu,” said State Rep. Warren 
Chisum. who has watched the case 
closely along with other indepen­

dent oil producers in the Gray 
County uea. “Of course, it depends 
on how the Supreme Court will rule 
on the case.” he added.

Chisum said he felt that there 
was enough of a (piestion of consti­
tutionality and state’s rights in the 
case 10 warrant it being heard by the 
Texas Supreme Court and that he 
was pleased the Court reversed their 
earlier decision not to do so.

“I would not begin to second- 
guess on how they would rule.” he 
added.

Courtney said he learned of the 
Supreme Court’s latest decision 
after it was posted in Austin on 
Wednesday. He said that an appeal 
of the Court’s first decision not to 
hear the case had been pending for 
almost a year.

“We assumed and hoped they 
would consider our appeal.” he said, 
“bin the court normally nett a little 
quicker than that TMscaae is highly 
cofiqtlicaied. though,” he added.

On May 23, the Texas Supreme 
Coun jurists will hear a 30-minme 
presentation for each side, Courtney 
said. He said that he expects Paul

Knisley, an attorney with Spivey. 
Grigg, Kelly and Knisley of Austin 
to present H arlow ’s argum ents, 
while an attorney for Dorchester’s 
Austin law firm will present that 
company’s arguments.

Knisely specializes in appellate 
work, Courtney said, adding that the 
Austin attorney has spoken before 
the state Supreme Court many 
times.

Following the presentations, the 
judges will then ask the attorneys 
questions from the bench, he said. 
The judges will have already read 
the briefs for each sides and would 
have familiarized themselves with 
the case before the hearing, he 
added.

“There is no time limit in mak­
ing their decision. They can take as 
long as they wish to write their 
opmion,” he said.

Courtney emphasized that the 
Sigireme Ccnirt’s decision will have 
no bearing on the defin ition  of 
“while oU,” one of the problems that 
have plagued independent oil pro­
ducers in the Pwihandle Field, but 
instead will have an impact on own­

ership of oil and gas in certain per­
foration zones.

The divided title of the Panhan­
dle Field poses a unique problem to 
the oil and gas industry here. In 
other words, oil operators own a 
well’s oil and casinghead gas rights, 
while gas operators own the dry gas 
rights.

However, problems constantly 
arise over the ownership of the oil 
and gas, not only as to on what level 
one com pany’s rights end and 
another’s begins but also as to the 
definition of “oil wells” and “gas 
wells” aitd the materials these wells 
produce.

Dorchester alleges in its suit that 
Harlow perforated oil wells in gas 
zones, confiscating gas that legally 
belonged to DorchKier. But H i^ w  
representatives say the company 
could perforate the wells at that 
level because the Texas Railroad 
Commission rules in effect at the 
time in question allowed for perfo­
rations at high levels.

Courtney said the disputed per­
forations occurred in the late 1970s 
and early 1980s, adding that not

only Harlow Corp. was sued, but 
also the company’s royalty owners, 
Lawrence R. Hagy, Sybil B. Har­
rington, and the Don aiid'Sybil Har­
rington Foundation.

Also named in the suit were 
owners with a working interest or 
non-operating working interest in 
the disputed wells. These defendants 
included David M artindale, Ken 
Cambem. Rick Harris, Fred Vander- 
berg, H.G. Cambem, Noel Bruce, 
John W. Adams - individually and 
as executor of the R.W. and June 
Adams estate, and Joyce and C.A. 
Scott.

The four wells in question are 
located on the Beavers lease in the 
Lefors • Graben area basin in the 
south central part of Gray County, 
he said.

Dorchester originally filed the 
suit in Gray County, but was able to 
have the trial moved lo Lubbock in 
Ai^ust 1984 on the grounds that the 
corporation could not receive a  fair 
trial here.

Following the trial, Dorchester 
received a judgment of $470,382.11 
from Harlow Corp. m d its princi­

ples. Smaller amounts ranging from 
$2,641 to approximately $67,000 
were awarded the corporation from 
those with a working interest and 
iron-operating working interest in 
the wells, Courtney said.

Although Harlow and the others 
involved appealed the decision, 
A m arillo’s 7th Court of Appeals 
later upheld the judgments. Court­
ney could not say, however, whether 
any of the money had been paid to 
DcNchester.

Harlow Corp. is presently under­
going Chapter 11 bankru^cy, he 
said, and he did not know if pay­
ment o f the judgm ent had Iroen 
included in the bankruptcy proceed­
ings.

Courtney said should the 
Supreme Court decide to reverse the 
ruling against Harlow, it could ren­
der a judgment for Harlow or the 
case could be sent back to the trial 
court or the court of appeals.

“In either instance, it would be 
beneficial lo Harlow or any corpora­
tion similarly situated,” Courtney' 
said.

R esea rch e rs : w arn ing  labels o n  a lcoho lic  d rin k s  to o  h a rd  to  read

Pampa Police D epartm ent’s 
Crime Prevention department is 
presently in need of new video 
tapes, books and substance abuse 
identification charts to update the 
department’s drug abuse program.

In order to remain current with 
drugs now available on the streets. 
Crime Prevention O fficer Dave 
Wilkinson says the department is in 
need of a computer program pack­
age developed for childien, kinder­
garten through sixth grade, called 
“Operation Know,” which costs 
$ 2 ^ . The program teaches children 
to know “why” and “how” to say 
no to drugs.

Also needed is substance abuse 
videos on alcohol, marijuana, sLm 
ulants, cocaine, depressants, nar­
cotics and designer drugs. These 
videos, which are valued at more 
than $600, have the most up-to-date 
information on these drug cate-

gories now available. Wilkinson
says.

A substance abuse chart on 
cocaine -  now one of the most 
widely abused drugs in the United 
States -  costs $225. The chart 
shows different types of cocaine 
and related paraphernalia. Marijua­
na and cocaine flip charts are avail­
able at $98.

An Encyclopedia of Psychoac­
tive Drugs, the most comprehensive 
standard reference source on sub­
stance abuse published, costs $425, 
he added.

W ilkinson said most o f the 
department’s drug abuse library is 
quite outdated except for a few 
items purchased within the last one 
to two years. Updated information 
ill this area is not only important to 
Pampa’s law enforcement, he said.

but also to the department’s public 
program presentations.

Because o f these needs, the 
police department’s crime preven­
tion drug program  is presently 
updating its program through dona­
tions by various com ntvnity 
sources. M ost recently  Pampa 
Masonic Lodge #966 made a sig­
nificant donation. Others who have 
contributed to the program’s update 
include H ighland Pharmacy. 
Dawkins Energy Inc., Dr. Ralph 
Depee, the Pampa Mall, and Mar­
cum Motor Co., Wilkinson said.

AUSTIN (A i) -  Five months 
after the federal governm ent 
required warnin'; labels on alco­
holic beverages, researchers have 
found that not ali containers carry 
the warnings and those that do are 
too hard to read.

University of Texas journalism 
professor Joan Schleuder said some 
cans and bottles have type so thin, 
condensed and elongated that the 
message is difficult to read even 
when consumers are looking for iL

“ The;' complied with the letter 
of die L'w, but I’d say the tendency 
is not tc comply with the intent,’’ 
Ms. Schleuder said.

Liquor company representatives 
bristled at the researchers’ findings.

*‘We are doing all tha t is

required of us. We were aggressive 
in complying with the law,’’ said 
Elizabeth Conlisk, spokeswoman 
for Miller Brewing Co.

Miller’s products are among the 
biggest sellers in Texas.

The research on label efl'ective- 
ness is being conducted with a 
$107.000 grant from the National 
Institutes of Health.

In part o f the study, 265 cus­
tomers at 18 liquor stores through­
out Austin were asked about the

warning labels, Ms. Schleuder said.
Only 56 percent knew about the 

warning labels, and of those, 8 per­
cent said they had noticed the warn­
ing labels on the products.

Ms. Schleuder said labels, which 
were mandated in November, were 
absent on some containers as late as 
last month.

The labels warn that alcohol can

cause health problems, impair a per­
son’s ability to drive and increase 
the chance that pregnant women 
will have babies with health defects.

The researchers are studying 
adding graphics to the labels to get 
the message across to those who 
may not read English well.

Tide o f dem ocracy  
ham pers holocaust

It's an absolute horror story,” said one senior diplomat about the 
forced movement of mdre than 500,000 Burmese from their cities. 
An unknown number have died. “These population movements,” he 
said, “have overtones of what the Khmer Rouge did in Cambodia.” 
When Cambodians were forced out of their cities in the late 1970s 
and the infamous “killing fields” were littered with ccxpses, up to 3 
million people were murdered.

It will be much harder for the military regime running Burma to 
perpetrate such a holocaust. Though the regime imposes a ruinous 
brand of socialism, it is an old regime and lacks the all-consuming 
ideology of the young Khmer Rouge, who picked up their murder­
ous ideology in Paris’s leftist cafes a generation ago.

The military regime’s action bucks the tide of democracy and 
liberty  washing across the w orld, from Eastern Europe to 
Nicaragua, and the world’s growing awareness of the tide. Yet the 
Burmese regime may find things have changed since September 
1988, when it massacred pro-democracy protesters in Rangoon. 
Since then, the world seems more aware of such atrocities. Last 
summer’s massacre in the Tiananmen Square in Beijing brought 
near universal condemnation of the Chinese Communist regime.

Even Burma’s dictatorship wants to erect a facade of electoral 
legitimacy. The forced exodus of the 500,000 or more people comes 
before elections slated for May 27. The neighborhoods and cities 
being emptied included those with high sympathy for the 1988 
demonstrations. With such people no longer around to vote, the 
regime can more easily ensure its own victory.

“But that election is a joke,” U Hla Shwe told us; he is general 
secretary of the Federation for Human Rights and Democracy for 
Burma, based in Long Beach. “It is not a free and fair election. How 
can it be when the leaders of the leading political parties are either 
in jail, under house airest, or disqualified?”

The phony elections are just “buying time to stay in power” for 
the military regime, Frank Thaung Oo. chairman of the federation’s 
executive committee, told us. “After the elections, they are not 
going to give the power to anybody.” General NeWin, the 78-year- 
old dictator, supposedly retired, still controls things from behind: 
“Everybody is afraid of him.” To dissidents, NeWin and his all- 
powerful secret police resemble the late Nicolae Ceausescu, the 
Butcher of Bucharest, and his Securitate.

Said Mr. Oo of NeWin: “When he dies, a lot of changes will 
occur.” How significant will those changes be? Hard to say, but 
almost anything would be an improvement on the repressions and 
brutalities of the current regime.
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C h ild re n  a re  n o t th a t fra g ile
What’s most amazing about growing older is 

that you’re constantly amazed. Child-rearing today 
is amazing. When I was a kid. it was nothing to 
ovoliear the sounds of a s t r ^  on a playmate’s butt 
accompanied by cries of “Yes, I’ll mind; I won’t do 
it again.” A parent meting out the same justice 
today might find himself chaiged with child abuse. 
Giving a kid a well-deserved s trip ing  is not bru­
tality; it’s communication -  a ttitu^  adjustment of 
the last resort

When Mom was trying to civilize me. I’d have 
taken a strapping any day over being sent to bed 
without dinner. My I4-year-old daughter, whom 
I’ve only spanked once in her life, was about to get 
the no-dinner sentence, but my wife interceded, 
with psycho-babble, alleging extreme cruelty. 
Being sent to bed without dinner is admittedly 
quite unpleasanL but that’s the point of punishment 
-  unplea'santness. Moreover, you get over it. I 
missed dinners, yet grew to be 6 ’6” and 220 
pounds.

Then there are today’s teachers. There’s no 
telling the number of times I wrote on the black­
board after school, or on paper over 4he weekend, a 
phrase like, “I will complete and turn my assign­
ment in on time,” or “I will not chew gum during 
class.” Writing that 200 times over the weekend 
posed a double challenge: first, getting it done and 
second, getting it done without your parents’  ̂
knowledge. You wanted to keep that particular' 
teacher-student relationship private.

During a parent-teacher consultation, I was

admonished for having issued a similar assignmenL 
The teacher said an academ ic tool (w r i t in g  
shouldn’t be used in punishment. That’s the same 
teacher who explained that he didn’t fail my daugh­
ter for lousy work in math class because, “We want 
her to feel good about herself.” I told him that 
knowing how to solve a quadratic equation always 
made me feel good. Feeling good about oneself is 
not conferred, it’s earned through accomplishment.

Sometimes being made to feel badly about 
yourself is the route to ultimately feeling good. My

no effoit, just cniising and playing. Dr. Rosenberg, 
an English teacher, used to write sentences on the 
board for students to correct.

In this age of believing our children are fragile 
pieces of chinaware, actions and responses that 
may make all the difference in the world are sup­
pressed. Today’s youngsters aren’t nearly as skilled 
as their parents. College freshman must be taught 
high school math and English; some can’t even tell 
you which countries border die United States; oth­
ers think Abraham Lincoln was the president just 
before F.D. Roosevelt. Employers must leach high 
school graduates things junior high students used to 
know. If it weren’t for cash registers that tell the 
correct change, many stores would be out of busi­
ness. And even with those cash registers, some 
youngsters find giving the corrbet change a chal- 
lege.

Dr. Spock and other child-rearing “experts” 
have taught us that our children are fragile pieces 
of chinaware who are to be spared from hurt, disci­
pline. and disappointment. Their teachings can’t 
begin to compare to the simple common sense 
child-rearing practices of our elders.

Soviet leaders learned a lot from 
more than 70 years of failure, but the 
biggest lesson of aU is that you can’t 
tinker with the human heart. There is 
no such thing as The New Soviet 
Man or Woman -  and there never will 
be.

It’s too bad this news hasn’t Al­
tered through to Western iiNellectuals. 
In this country, reformers still talk 
about reshapii^ human nature to pro­
mote a pet social goal. Among the 
worst offenders are the Greens, that 
v a n g i^  of radical environmentidists 
who include such widely quoted fig­
ures as biologist Paul Ehrlich and 
World Watch ibreclor Lester Brown.

The Greens don’t merely want to 
“save the planet" -  a tall enough 
order in itself, one would suppose. 
No, they also intend to after the way 
the rest o t us think. As the Chinese 
would n y . in sinister euphemism, the

Greens wMit to “re-dducate” us.
Brown is utterly insouciant about 

this goal. In the current issue o f 
World Watch magazine, he and two 
staff writers sketch their warm and 
fuzzy vision of an ideal society in 
2030. Wouldn’t you know it; Not 
only will “individual priorities and 
values” have been transformed by 
then (it’s either that or the dustbin for 
human-kind, they say), but material­
ism itself will have withered in the 
interest of creating a “sustainable” 
world.

No kidding. “ It w ill becom e 
unfashionable lo own fancy new c m , 
clo thes and the la test electronic 
devices. The potential benefits of 
unleashing the human energy now 
devoted to producing, advertising, 
buying, consuming and discarding 
material goods are enormous.“

Better yet. “as the amassing of 
personal and national wealth becomes

less of a goal, the gap between haves 
and have-nots will gradually close...”

It’s easy to make fun of such peo­
ple, given their quixotic cause. Blunt 
the human tendency to amass goods 
that make life more comfortable and 
pleasant? Suppress our fascination 
with the new, improved and distinc­
tive? Slop us from comparing our sta­
tus with that of our neighbor?

Good hick -  but you might as well 
try steering Roseanne Barr to a Tmish- 
ing school. Human beings didn’t sud­
denly become acquisitive or inventive 
with the lurth of capitalism, even if 
capitalism did give them more space 
lo exercise those traits.

As tempting as it is to mock the 
Greens, though, it also would be a 
mistake. Lenin and Mao could have 
been ridiculed in their ewly yean for 
similar reasons. They loo were deter­
mined to remake society and human 
nature simultaneously.

Of course, along the way they 
become somewhat impatient with the 
foot-dragging o f millions in their 
midst who just wouldn’t adopt to the 
new idealism. And about that time, 
the blood of innocents started to flow. 
It hardly matters that the Greens gen­
erally renounce violence and are in no 
position yet to force their will on any­
one. They display a totalitarian-I ike 
impatience with the human heart and 
a contempt for universal longings to 
improve material living standards. 
Wrote one Greenish zealot in The Los 
Angeles Timer. “Until such time as 
Homo sapiens should decide to rejoin 
nmure, some of us can only hope for 
the right virus to come along."

The right virus to come along! 
Individuals no longer matter to such 
ideologues; only the social vision 
matters. So beware: As is often the 
case with utopian dreamers, there 
could be hell to pay on the way to this 
paradise.

sexual abuse while he was serving as the program 
manager for the Louisville-Jefferson County, Ken­
tucky, Exploited & Missing Child Unit.

In q)ite of these statistics and many, many similar 
others, I am criticized for asking people to contact the 
business in town that provides more porn than any­
body else to tell them not to expect business from them 
until the trash is gone.

When this ihaterial is made readily available and 
perverts easily obtain it and pdd to the statistics, 
shouldn’t something be said?

How about sending out 
a survey, Sammons?
To the editor:

It was veiy exciting seeing the large crowd attend­
ing the meeting about our cable TV franchise renewal. 
I think that the local Sammons management had por­
trayed our displeasure with the service here and num­
ber of channels available as a small puff of smoke to 
their superiors in Dallas.

Much to the amazement of the'vice president from 
Dallas, the small puff of smoke was really a full-blown 
volcano. The volcano did not empt, but it sure did let 
the Sammons representatives know that it would not 
take much to drive us over the edge.

It was staled by several people in attendance that if 
an acceptable franchise could not be negotiated, we 
could make an impact on their pocketbooks by can­
celling our subscriptions until a satisfactory new 
agreement could be reached. I think that it will give 
our City Commission, city manager and mayor the 
leverage that they need to negotiate a new franchise 
with Sammons Communications that will be much 
improved over the one that we are now operating 
under.

Some of the highlights of the meeting are listed 
below:

(1) Sammons would like to have a renewal poiod 
of IS years, but most of those attending want a S-year 
renew^ period. It seems that most of the business peo­
ple attending the meeting think that the usual period 
for recouping your investment in a business is five 
years, and if Sammons is ¡noviding us with a quality 
service five years from now, then there would probably 
not be any problems with a renewal at that time.

One businessman stated that when he had to make

improvements to his business to keep up with advanc­
ing technology, he has to make the investment up front 
and not like Sammons is doing to us by requiring us to 
pay for improvements before we actually begin receiv­
ing them.

(2) It appeared that most people would like a 60- 
channel system with 30 to 40 active channels. This 
would give us room for the additional channels that we 
want now as well as room for future expansion. There 
was also a  suggestion that a two-tiered pricing system 
be established for the basic service so tint anyone who 
does not warn the extra channels can have the option 
of choosing how much that they wish to spend each 
month. Some of the additional channels suggested 
were the Nashville Network, MTV and a Spanish 
channel. I thoflght that was one suggestion that needs 
very strong consideration, since there are lots of us on 
tight budgets who need to watch our expenditures.

(3) Most of the people who spoke out said that 
Sammons’ local personnel were courteous and tried to 
help as much as possible, but that some were embar­
rassed by the age and condition of the local facilities. 
One local citizen aptly stated that whenever we were 
treated rudely, it might have just been a reflection of 
the way we tremed them. Most of the trouble that peo­
ple had with Sammons was of a technical nature relat­
ing to the quality and quantity of service.

(4) Sammons look over our system in 1979, and in 
1980 changed out the equipment at the transmitter site 
along with assorted line equipment. In my opinion, 
what Sammons stated that they had changed out since 
they took over appeared to be along the lines of normal 
maintenance instead of upgrading the equipment.

(5) Another area that everyone appeared to be 
unhappy with was the price of the basic service versus 
the number of channels that are available. Our basic 
service is $13.91 for 17 channels. One gentleman stal­
ed that he paid $19 for 30 channels at his house on the 
west coast, and $18 for 22 channels at his Gulf Coast 
residence. Another man stated that he paid $15 for 30 
channels when he lived in Perryton. Another gentle­
man slated that he was paying $16.75 for 42 channels 
in Farmers Branqh (outside Dallas) before moving here 
seven months ago.

In conclusion, the meeting appeared to be a great 
success with everyone who was in auendance (except 
the Sammons representatives) feeling that we had got­
ten the ball rolling and are ready for our city represen­
tatives to start working out details for a new franchise.

Our consultant stated that the new franchise agree­
ment would contain enough “teeth” so that we could 
ensure Sammons living up to the terms of the franchise 
agreement. Our mayor stated that he and the City 
Commission would pursue the franchise agreement 
with the tenacity of a pit bull to ensure that all the 
terms of the new franchise agreement would be ful­
filled.

A suggestion that 1 would make is for Sammons to 
send a survey to every subscriber staling in detail what 
channels are available so that we could decide what we 
want to pay-for instead of Sammons deciding what we 
want to view. Details of fiiis survey would have to be 
made available to the City Commission if this idea 
would be of any value.

ATLANTA (AP) -  The United 
States lands in the middle of the 
pack in rankings of life expectancy 
and death rates in 33 developed 
nations, according to new figures 
from U.S. health officials.

Atq;) the list: Japan.
In the United Slates, the average 

life expectancy is 75 years, trailing 
Japan by 4.1 years, but beating the 
lowest of the 33, Hungary, by more 
than five years, the nation^ Centers 
for Disease Control reported Thurs­
day.

The average Hungarian lives 69.7

years, the CDC said.
The United States also ranked 

near the middle of the 33 nations in 
death rates from all causes: 828.4 
deaths are reported for each 100,(XX) 
people each year. Japan was best at 
628.8 ;̂ Romania worst at 1,242.

The leading cause of d ^ th  in the 
United States, heart disease, hits 
harder here thm in other countries. 
The U.S. mortality rate from heart 
disease was 382 per 100,000 per 
year for men and 214 for women, 
compared with 339 and 206 in the 
other 32 devek^)^ countries.

Throughout the 33 countries, 
heart disease accounted for 30 per­
cent of deaths, with cancer causing 
21 percent and stroke causing 14 
pneenL

Fourteen percent of deaths in the 
33 countries -  about 1.5 million a 
year -  are attributed to smoking, the 
CDC said.

Fewer Americans smoke, com­
pared with the other countries; 31 
percent of U.S. males and 26 per­
cent of American females smoke, 
compared with 41 percent of men 
and 29 percent of women in the

other countries.
“ The large number of deaths 

attributable to cigarette smoking 
indicates that reduction of this risk 
factor would substantially increase 
life expectancy in the developed 
w orld,“  the Atlanta-based CDC 
said.

The CDC study included coun­
tries defined as developed according 
to a 1963 U.N. standard pegged to 
Reproductive rales: countries where 
the average woman has fewer than 
two daughters who, themselves, sur­
vive their childbearing years.

AUGUSTA, Ga.

With a combined S7 years on the 
PGA Tour and 91 vic tories, old 
folks Ray Floyd and Jack Nicklaus 
keep hanging in there.

RALEIGH, N.C. — Finally, Jim 
Valvano is out as North Carolina 
State’s basketball coach.

Valvano’s 10-year reign with the 
Wolfpack ended Saturday when the 
school agreed to buy out his con­
tract for $212.000. almost $300,000 
less than he had a^ ed  for origin^y.

The settlement ended six weeks 
of fighting by Valvano to keep his 
job in the ws^e of reports that for­
mer players had accepted cash from 
boosters while playing at N.C. State 
and allegations of point-shaving. 
Valvano was never implicated in the
gllAggtinnc

Valvano was also criticized for 
the lack of academic progress made 
by the players he recruited.

In 1989, N.C. State was placed 
on tw o years’ probation by the 
NCAA after finding that players had 
sold basketball shoes and compli­
mentary tickets.

University chancellor Larry K. 
Monteith said Valvano will receive 
his regular salary payments — total­
ing $26,509.24 — through May 15. 
Then Valvano will receive $212,000 
lump payment.

Valvano. who led the Wolfpack 
to the 1983 national championship, 
said the last 18 months have been 
difficult for him and his family.

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Lady Harvesters finish 
sixth at Amarillo meet

AMARILLO — The U dy  Har­
vesters weren’t thinking about team 
titles at this weekend’s Amarillo 
Relays track and field meet. It was 
more a matter of survival.

l\vo of Pampa’s top point-getters 
suffered injuries Saturday and 
another dropped out of the meet 
with acute asthma as the Lady Har­
vesters took sixth in the team stand­
ings with 44 points.

It was the lowest point total all 
year for the Pampa girls, who had 
finished no lower than second at any 
meet before Saturday.

“It was kind of a disappointing 
track meet for us all around,” said 
Pampa coach Mike Lopez. “ We 
scratched the mile relay. I know 
some of the girls were disappointed, 
but we couldn’t risk the injuries 
with the district track meet coming 
up next weekdend."

Nikki Ryan — who long jumps, 
triple jumps and anchors the 400 
and 800 relays — strained a lower 
ham string during F riday’s long 
jump competition and missed the 
other three events altogether. She 
still managed to capture third in 
long jump with a distance of 16-7 
1/4.

“She pulled a muscle on her 
third jump and I didn’t want her to 
go anymore,” Lopez said. “I thought 
it would be better to run someone 
else in the relays, so I put Cliristy 
Junes in the sprint and 800.

“Nikki didn’t get to compete in

the triple jump, so that took away 
some of our points.”

As it turned out, the Lady Har­
vesters picked up their best place in 
the 800 relay. Lisa Jeffery, Christa 
West. Shanna Molitar and Jones fin­
ished second in a time of 1:50.74.

“I was suriMised at the way we 
ran with Nikki gone, but Christy 
Jones came in and did a good job.” 
Lopez said. “I thought CImsta West 
and Shanna Molitar also had a good 
race.”

But m isfortune struck again 
when West pulled a muscle and 
M ichelle Whitson began having 
trouble with an asthma condition. 
Both are members of the 1600 relay, 
and Lopez opted to give it a rest 
until next wedeend.

“We were already trouble-prone 
and I was afraid that if we ran any­
more we’d make it worse than it 
already was.” Lopez said.

Bright spots came from Jennifer 
Bailey, who finished third in the 
high jump with a leap of S-2, and 
Molitar, who clocked 26.7 to grab 
the bronze in the 200. Molitar ran a 
season-best 26.09 during Friday’s 
prelims.

Kelly >^nbome was third in the 
300 hurdles with a time of 49.92, 
while Pampa's 400 relay, made up of 
Tonya Osby, West, Jeffery and 
Jones, fmished in 53.07 to take fifth 
place.

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GAO says bailout will fall $ 6 8  billion short o f need

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Congres­
sional auditors wamedFriday that 
last year's savings and loan l^ lout 
plan will fall a staggering $68 bil­
lion short and called on the Bush 
administration to come up with a 
plan to raise the money.

The General Accounting Office, 
in its highest-yet estimate, said it 
will cost the government $325 bil­
lion to close or sell failed thrift 
institutions. That’s greater than the 
annual budget of the Defense 
Depaitment

The new projection is'up a sharp 
26 percent from a $257 billion esti­
mate the GAO offered only five 
months ago. And it is based on 
admittedly optimistic assumptions 
about interest rates, rescue costs and 
the number of S&L failures. 
Comptroller General Charles A. 
Bowsher, who heads the GAO, told 
the Senate Banking Committee.

In his prepared testimony, Bow­
sher called on Treasury Secretary 
Nicholas F. Brady and Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corp. Chairman 
L. William Seidman, who is admin­
istering the bailout, to “ develop 
proposals to provide the additional

AUSTIN (AP) -  A new tourism 
project is touted by Texas leaders as 
an opportunity to lure visitors to the 
state for an appreciation of its histo­
ry-

Four regions -  the Hill Country, 
Galveston Bay, El Paso and the cot­
ton area near Bryan-College Station 
-  were chosen Thursday for a 
national pilot program designed to 
prom ote tourism and historic 
preservation.

The $2.4 million project is aimed 
“at merging history with the travel 
industry” and is designed to help 
cities and towns develop cultural 
and historical attractions and pro­
mote tourism , said Gov. Bill 
Clements.

Joining him was Texas’ flrst lady, 
Rita C lem ents, who said the- 
National Trust For Historic Preser­
vation had designated the state as 
the top choice among states seeking 
to take pan in the program.

The selection is “ a very, very 
exciting one for Texas tourism and 
for the cause of historic preserva­
tion in our state,” Mrs. Clements 
said.

“To visualize the effectiveness of 
a program like this, we need look 
no further than San Antonio, home 
of the Alamo,” she sai.

funds.”
In past appearances before con­

gressional committees, Seidman has 
conceded that last year’s bailout 
probably is underfunded. The 
administration, however, has sug­
gested it could get by through early 
appropriation of about $30 billion 
intended for S&L failures after 
1992. The GAO’s Figures challenge 
that suggestion.

The administration had planned to 
spend $50 billion to cover losses in 
S&Ls that fail through 1992, but 
Bowsher said it will need at least 
$13 billion more.

The GAO chief said the govern­
ment also will have to spend $5 bil­

lion more than anticipated on inter­
est to borrow the $ ^  billion; $10 
billion more for adm inistrative 
expenses at the bailout agency, the 
Resolution Trust Corp.; and $28 bil­
lion more for interest on money the 
RTC is borrowing until it can sell 
the assets from failed thrifts.

Additionally, Bowsher said, the 
government will need $12 billion 
more than earlier projections to 
meet its obligations through 1999 
under the more than 200 S&L res­
cue deals concluded in 1988. That 
will cost $68 billion rather than $56 
billion, he said.

Bowsher blam ed the overall 
shortfall, in part, on the govern­

ment’s slow start in closing and sell­
ing failed S&Ls. Over the past 14 
months, regulators have seized 403 
institutions but have disposed of 
only 52 of them.

“ Operating losses of insolvent 
institu tions have significantly  
increased the cost of resolving trou­
bled institutions,” Bowsher said. 
“ Therefore, it is imperative that 
RTC begin to quickly resolve trou-

bled institutions to minimize th e . 
ultimate costs.”

Seidm an, who also  serves as 
chairm an o f the RTC, has 
announced plans to sharply acceler­
ate the pace of rescues, closing or 
selling 140 institutions by the end of 
June.

The GAO’s report was likely to 
renew calls from Democrats for 
President Bush to become personal­

ly involvedsin the conduct of theidsin I
bailout. He hhs avoided comment­
ing publicly bn the issue since his 
program was enacted in August.

“ It begins to look as if the peace 
dividend (from the democratization 
of Eastern E urc^) is merely going 
to be a down payment on bailing out 
the thrift indusury,” Austin, Tekas, 
analyst Alex Sheshunoff said in 
advance ofFriday’s hearing.

Parents often wonder if they are 
successful or good at parenting. 
One measure of successful parent­
hood is young adult children who 
successfully leave home. Young 
adults who can think for them ­
selves, and make good decisions, 
who arc self-reliant and indepen­
dent, who arc able to be financially, 
emotionally, and physically on their 
own arc strong evidence of good 
parenting skills.

Often parents act as benevolent 
dictators all through childhood and 
then expect their children to be able 
to make wise decisions in adult­
hood. Children learn decision-mak­
ing skills as a result of being given 
choices and having to live with the 
consequences of their choices. Par­
ents cheat their children when they 
do not teach them to think for them­
selves.

Independence and self-reliance 
begin early in life. Many parents 
unwittingly bolster dependency by 
confusing coddling with parental 
concern. There is a fine line 
between two little, enough, and too 
much concern and attention. Chil­
dren who lack  .sufficient attention 
do not thrive; they seek attention 
and often remain dependent well

into adulthood. Children who are 
coddled never learn self-reliance 
because they never have a chance to 
make choices and learn from their 
own mistakes. How parents straddle 
the line between too much or too lit­
tle attention- determines the self- 
reliance and independence their 
child will have.

Busy, working parents arc fre­
quently-tempted to do things for 
their children that children can do 
by themselves because it is easier, 
faster, and often less messy.

When a little one a.sks for help in 
buttoning a coat, the inclination of 
many parents is to do it for the 
child. Instead, the parent should say, 
“ Maybe you can button in your­
self.” The child will usually say, *1 
can’t "  The parent should say, “You 
try. I’ll watch.” Parents should let

the child try, and if they fumble 
offer encouragement and advice: 
“That’s right now move the button 
a little higher.” This kind of interac­
tion takes time, but it allows fw  the 
teaching of self-reliance and inde­
pendence.

Children who are urged to be 
clean and quiet - passive and depen­
dent • are the ones who sit quietly 
and leant to take cues from others. 
They don’t gain a sense of self- 
reliance or independence or self- 
confidence; instead they learn that 
being dependent wins them atten­
tion from their parents.

Girls are more likely than boys 
to fall into the trap of dependency. 
Boys are praised for jumping out of 
the crib, crawling, building blocks 
and knocking them down. Girls are 
praised for being pretty, docile and

not making a mess. These patterns 
do not lead to self-reliance for 
either boys or girls. Both girls and 
boys should be praised for being 
adventure-some. Being overly clean 
and obedient is not good for either 
boys or girls.

If parents want children who are 
self-reliant and independent, they 
must provided their children with 
opportunities to practice the skills 
they will need to be independent 
adults. Acquiring the skills needed 
to take care of themselves takes 
tim e and practice, but i t ’s well 
worth the effort involved.

Tomato Cages
With the high price of tomatoes, 

I am ready to  gam ble on a few 
plants set out in plastic wrapped 
cages. Recom m ended varieties 
would include: Celebrity, Spring 
Giant, Jackpot, Big Set, C l i v a l  or 
Early Girl. These are reliable and 
will do a good job when properly 
cared for.

The plastic wrapped cages will 
serve as a mini-greenhouse and give 
protection for a light freeze. I am 
not suggesting to plant your entire 
tomato crops this early because a 
late hard freeze is certainly possi­
ble.

Nas­
turtiums contain mustard oil which 
accounts for the flower buds and 
young fruitsubeing used in ' season­
ings and sometimes pickled. Unripe 
seedpods have a peppery flavor 
somewhat like watercress an may 
also be used in salads.

Nasturtiums are grown as cool 
season, temperate plants. In Texas, 
the seed is usually planted about the 
time of the average last frost They 
are usually planted where they can 
be allowed to mature since young 
seedlings can be difficult to trans­
plant. Seedlings started in small 
individual pots indoors or in the

greenhouse can, however, be set out 
earlier and, therefore, provide a 
longer season.

Nasturtiums are natives to the 
cool highlands from Mexico to cen­
tral Argentine and Chile. There are 
both clim bing and dw arf bush 
types. The dwarf types are much 
more commonly available and are 
useful as 10”-12” tall borders or 
mass plantings in sun or partial 
shade. Flowers range in color from 
creamy white to (»ange, mahogany, 
red and yellow. Double-flowered 
fwins are also available.

Nasturtiums actually do better in

soil of moderate to low fertility and 
prefer well-drained conditions. The 
seeds are large and sprout quickly. 
In most of Ibxas, they bloom until 
really hot weather begins, usually in 
June. The climbing or trailing kinds 
can quickly cover fences, bmiks or 
stumps, and are excellent in the 
winter greenhouse as a source of cut 
flowers and ornament. The flowers 
have an unusual and refreshing fra­
grance.

Few insects or diseases bother 
nasturtiums and they add a touch of 
old-fashioned charm as borders in 
vegetable gardens, potted speci­
mens or mass plantings. They are 
also a good choice to mix with 
spring flowering bulbs since they 
can effectively hide the unatuactive 
bulb foliage that must be allowed to 
mature.

Nasturtiums are at their peak of 
flowering during Jane. If you have 
not grown them.before, look for 
places now where they can be plant­
ed early next spring. Few plants 
offer so much for so little.

Nick Lowe: Sense of humor important

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) -  It’s important, Nick Lowe 
says, for musicians to have a sense of humor. He’s hop­
ing English pop star Rick Astley feels the same way.

That’s because Astley and his hit song, “Never Gonna 
Give You Up,” is the subject of a verse on “ All Men Are 
Liars,” a cut on Lowe’s new album. Since Lowe ihymes 
“Astley” with “ghastly.” it’s not exactly a tribute.

“I didn’t really go aifter him, 1 went after this horrible 
song that he sang -  ‘Never going to tell a lie, never going 
to do anything horrible to y ^ .  I’m always going to be 
this lump of jelly, this pathetic creature.’” Lowe said.

“T h^  tdl me -  I’ve never met Rick -  that he’s a very nice 
man and will think this is qude amusing,” he said. “I Inpe so.”

Lowe’s humor -  sometimes perverse, sometimes 
comball -  is never far from the surface. This is a man 
who’s written songs such as “Tune Wounds All Heels” 
and “(Hey Big Mouth) Stand Up and Say T hat” 1 '̂hen 
David Bowie released an album called Low, Lowe 
retaliated with Bowi.

Critics, however, accuse Lowe of being glib and not 
showing enough care in his craft.

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Drug-free park remains oasis in crime-plagued neighborhood

HOUSTON (AP) -  Nearly two 
years after residents pledged to 
clear a local park of di ..g trafFick- 
ers, it remains a drug-free, i asís in 
one of Houston’s toughest neigh­
borhoods.

“ To me, it’s kinda like sacred 
ground," said police Sgt. Richard 
Zajac] who heads a unit of under- 
coverjdrug officers. “ They (drug 
dealers) don’t trespass on it. But 
everything around there is fair 
game.”

The cleanup o f Winzer Park, 
once called “ Crack in the Box” 
because it was so easy to drive up 
and buy drugs there, has been 
hailed by federal drug czar William 
Bennett and President Bush as an 
exam ple o f com m unity-police 
Cooperation. Both visited the park 
in December.
• Police started the clean-up in 
November 1987, gradually over-"* 
coming the distrust of neighbor- 
htxxl residents to enlist them in the 
Campaign.

4- JCeachetJ'Jielm a4-aStrap,-49r 
joined up after seeing a TV news 
report in 1987 that portrayed her 
Âcres Homes neighborhood as a 
fxxket of drug abuse.

“ I thought. ‘They don’t have 
drugs in this neighborhood.’ So I 
got in the car and drove around the 
park,’ ” recalled Mrs. LaStrap, now 
secretary of the group known as 
Acres Homes War on Drugs. “ As I 
looked at groups of young black 
men, some yelled out my name, 
‘Hi, Mrs. LaStrap.’
. “ See, 1 taught out here for years 
and they knew me. That was 
depressing. People were drinking 
and exchanging packets of drugs 
and money, but nobody was using 
(he facilities.”

“Good people in the community 
hadn’t been able to use the park in 
five y ears ,” said Capt. David 
Massey, who heads the police sub­
station that oversees the area.

Today, teen-agers play basket­
ball there until nearly midnight. 
Of ficers use the park’s baseball dia­
mond to practice after tiieir 11 p.m. 
shift ends. On weekends, families 
barbecue and push their children on 
swings.

And the park has been renamed 
for Andrew Winzer, a police officer 
from the neighborhood who spent 
time with kids at the park and was 
killed in a car accident while on 
duty.

“ They a in ’t been selling no 
more dope,” said Richard Gould, 
14, a student at Aldine Junior High 
;ind a regular at the basketball court. 
“ It’s kinda chilled out on all that.”

“ The bottom line is they’ve 
cleaned it up,” Zajac said. “ We 
haven’t made a case there since I’ve 
been here -  that’s a year and three 
months.”

But the victory against drugs 
remains limited to the park.

Since the beginning of the year, 
undercover officers have made five 
felony drug busts w ithin three 
blocks of Winzer Park.

A barbecue joint a few blocks 
away and a liquor store in the oppo­
site direction arc hang-outs for mid­
dle-aged men who drink from bot­
tles wrapped in paper bags and 
allegedly deal crack day and night -  
sometimes as early as S a.m. to peo­
ple en route to work, Zajac said.

Blood stains on the basketball 
epurt are testament to continued 
troubles in the neighborhood. 
Ballplayers said the stains appeared 
after a drug suspect shot another at 
the liquor store and the wounded 
man ran home through the park, 
dripping blood.

“ Even though the park is still 
very active, I won’t say that we’ve 
totally cleaned up all the drugs,” 
said Sharon Pouncey, one of four 
officers assigned to a “ storefront” 
police squad in the neighborhood. 
“ We still have spots, but w e’re 
working on them.”

The storefront officers work 
with the Acres Homes group to pro­
vide tips on drug activity and form 
social bonds. The organization’s 
membership fluctuates between 200 
to 300 with an active core of IS to 
20 people, said storefront Officer

“ I remember the first year we 

got out here.” Ms. Pouncey said. 
“This is the largest black area in the 
city and they were really reluctant to 
join the police. We had to go out 
and instill that trust.

'People were drinking and 
exchanging packets of 
drugs and money, but 

nobody was using the facil­
ities.'

“ At first, the only time they saw 
officers was for arrests and shake- 
downs. Now that they’ve imple­

mented the neighborhood police 
approach, it’s been a lot different. 
They know us and they tell us 
what’s happening.”

Mrs. LaStrap, who received a pres­
idential pin from Bush for her volun­
teer effons, credited pc^ice with recog­
nizing the drug proUm and encourag­
ing the community U) get involved.

“It was the police who called us to 
a meeting in November 1987 to make 
us aware of the drug problem in our 
neighborhood and a ^  for our help,” 
Mrs. LaStrap said. “We’ve had a real­
ly good rs^iprxt with our police.”

The com m unity group first 
worked with officers to clear wood­

ed lots near local crack houses in 
order to give officers better access,' 
Mrs. LaStrap said.

Then together, the group and police 
planned the anti-drug rally and parade 
at the park on April 9, 1988, that 
attracted more than 1 ,(XX) residents.

Officers also organized a “ hot 
spot” patrol to discourage loiterers 
by arresting anyone who did so 
much as drop candy wrappers or 
jaywalk. The police tactical unit 
focused its drug busts in the park for 
more than a month, Zajac said.

Cooperation has increased.

DEER PARK (AP) -  Calvin Tobias* office is the 
uiside of a railroad lank car that once contained hun­
dreds of gallons of lethal sulfuric acid.

*‘I think the reason I got the job is because 1 spem 
four years in the submarine service,’* Tobias jokes, his 
voice echoing amid the valves and pipes that line the 
inside of the tanker.

The consequences of his work, however, are no 
laughing matter.

Tobias is in on inaugural cross-continent tour of 
petrochemical plants operated by Philadelphia-based 
Rohm and Haas Co., teaching industrial emergency 
crews and municipal Hre and publk; safety ofTicers how 
to respond to tanker accidents.

“ If the hose should break and he should have a fire, 
how does he shut off that valve?** says Ibbias, explain­
ing the basic role of his instruction.
I According to the Chemical Manufacturers Associa­

tion, some 1,000 rail tanker incidents were handled in 
1988, the latest year for which figures are available. Nine­
ty percent of the incidents involved substances released 
from valves, and were not caused by tanker accidents.
. “ Most of our emergency responses on rail cars are

due to human error.” says Ibbias. “They do not put the 
plugs in wrench-tight. These things vibrate like the 
devU as they go down the tracks. Aitd these valves tend 
to jiggle open. If this is wrench tight, it shouldn’t leak.”

T(4)ias has been with R<^m and Haas for 3S years, 
starting in a chemistry lab and moving through the 
ranks to chief fire m ai^al. health and safety director 
and then emergency response manager for 11 years.

His mobile office literally is a refurbished tmker car, pur­
chased from DuPont and fitted with an estimated $40,000 
worth of valves and mechanisms that emergency safely crews 
would be lAely to come upxi at the scene of an acciderH.

The valves operate with the same force and direction as 
those on a working tanker. Some of the lines shoot out air to 
simulate vapor and spew water to simulate Ikpiid chemicals.

His tanker car, which has a door cut out of the end 
and is lit inside with fluorescent lamps, is meant to take 
away some of the mystery of the inside of a tanker.

“ We show what it’s like inside because you can’t 
really see anything” from the outside, he says.

His car inside is sp^kling white, with displays of 
valves, drain and fill pipes and illustrations of the dif­
ferent thicknesses of a tanker’s skin. There’s even a 
crack in the tanker so authorities responding to a leak 
can learn how to deal with it.

“ Look at these valves,” Tobias says. “It’s not like a

A Fish Pond Management Field

NEW PESTICIDE 
REGULATIONS

New amendments to state pesti­
cide regulations adopted by the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
(TDA) on February 16, 1990, are 
effective as of March 9, 1990. The 
regulations concern changes to the 
Texas Agriculture Code as amended 
by the 71 st Legislature.

A number of these actions affect 
users of pesticides, some of which 
are summari/od. ' '

The new regulation relating to 
supervision states, in part, that a pri­
vate applicator may not supervise 
the use of restricted-use or state- 
limitcd-use pesticides by an unli-

censed or noncertified applicator 
unless the private applicator has 
completed the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service private applicator 
training program, obtained a passing 
scoce on the private applicator 
examination and obtained a private 
applicator license from TDA.

Section 7.34 also provides that if 
there is discrepancy between 
requirements for supervision of use 
between federal laws or regulations, 
state laws or regulations or the pes­
ticide label, the supervision require­
ment requiring the greatest degree 
of direct supervision by the licensed 
applicator must be practiced.

A person may apply a restriacd- 
use or state-limited-use pesticide 
under the direct supervision of a 
licensed commercial applicator only 
if the commercial applicator is on 
the site when the application is 
being made and can observe and 
converse with the person under 
supervision. The licensed commer­
cial applicator must be continuoasly 
physically present.

A licensed noncommercial or 
licensed private applicator is n o t ' 
required by state regulations to be 
physically present at the lime and 
place of a pesticide application to 
exercise direct supervision o f a 
restricted use or statc-limitcd-use 
pesticide. However, the licensed 
noncommercial or licensed private 
applicator must always be available 
when and if needed.

The regulation states that all 
licensed applicators are responsible 
for assuring that any person work­
ing under the licensee’s direct 
.supervision is knowledgeable of the 
label requirements and rules and 
regulations governing the use of the 
particular pesticide being used by 
that individual.

For purposes o f this regulation 
(S7.34), working includes transport­
ing a restricted-use or statc-limitcd- 
use pesticide in any type of dis­
tributing to transjxirting equipment 
ready for application; mixing, stor­
ing and handling in packages or 
containers that have l^en opened; 
and applying and disposing of 
re.strictcd-usc or statc-limitcd-use 
pesticides and cleaning cc]uipmcnt 
used to apply the pesticide.

The regulation describes the 
minimum instruction required and 
the required means of verifying that 
appropriate instructions have been 
given to the nonlicenscd person.

Association tackling thefts 
o f cattle, ranch equipment

The theft of livestock and ranch 
equipment in 1989 cost Texas and 
Oklahoma cattlemen and farmers 
millions of dollars, according to 
Texas and Southw estern C attle 
Raisers Association, a Fort Worth- 
based producer group that has 
fought the problem for more than a 
century.

In a annual report given to its 
members, TSCRA Secretary-Gener­
al Manager Don C. King said in 
1989 the associa tion ’s 32 field 
inspectors, all certified peace offi­
cers with special Ranger commis­
sions, developed 10 theft cases, pri­
marily involving cattle thefts.

Working clo.sely with state and 
local law enforcement officers, the 
inspectors recovered or accounted 
for 4,478 head of cattle and horses, 
23 trailers, 216 saddles and miscel­
laneous ranch property valued at 
more than $3.59 m illion , or 
$9,841.68 per day.

“I cannot emphasize too strongly 
the important role that brand inspec­
tion in Texas played in resolving 
many of these cattle-related cases 
and the eventual recovery of these 
valuable animals for their owners,” 
King .said.

The cattle raisers group also 
employs approximately 82 brand 
inspectors who identify five to six

Farm lab plants seeds of insight in children

PATTISON, Texas (AP) -  Clyde 
and Maudine Brubaker have flve 
grandchildren. But on any given 
weekday, they may have as many as 
600 children parading across their 
Waller County farm.

The former dairy farmers are 
part of a growing trend in education 
-  a back-to-basics approach to show 
urban and suburban kids that much 
of their survival depends on farms.

From March through December, 
the couple welcomes busloads of 
students from the Houston area. 
Students get to hold baby rabbits, 
stroke tiny alligators and milk an 
ever-patient Babe the Cow.

“It’s a new experience every day. 
I’ll tell you," said 63-year-old Maudine.

BMW Farms was founded three 
years ago by entrepreneur Conrad 
B. Ward. With help from Texas 
A&M University, a program was set 
up to educate students both inside 
and outside the classroom. What the 
kids learned in class about animals 
and plants was reinforced on field 
trips to the rural farm site.

“ The presentation material is 
authentic,’’ Ward said. “ We’ve had 
people'come from as far away as 
San Antonio. We believe the time 
will come when more people will be 
taking these trips.”

Formerly located in a residential 
area about seven m iles north of 
Bnxtkshire, BMW Farms moved to 
the Brubakers’ 240-acre homestead 
near Pattison last fall.

“ This is just so much better,” 
Ward said. He had met the Brubak­
ers years earlier when he started a

subdivision in Waller County.
“1 saw the way they really admired 

their own grandchildrm,” Ward said. 
“They are the tibsoluie perfect people 
to do this, and they love it  They are 
good at what they’re doing."

The Brubakers ran a dairy farm 
for several fears before giving it up.

“ When you operate a dairy 
farm, it’s seven days a week,” said 
Mrs. Brubaker. The economy and 
government regulations made it 
even more of a struggle.

“ We just said, ‘It’s too much of 
a headache for us,’ and we got out 
of it,” she said.

Since then, they’ve maintained 
the farm land by growing hay and 
other crqps. BMW Farms was their 
chance to return to the family farm 
on a smaller level.

Now animal pens and the bright 
red BMW Farms bam are stretched 
out over 10 acres peppered with ash, 
hackberry, elm and pecan trees. 
Among the dozens of exhibits are a 
fish hatchery, a catfish pond, a pig 
pen, a duck, goose, turkey and 
pheasant center, sheep and goat pens, 
tiny houses for doves and parakeets, 
a lien house and a bullfrog pond.

The Biubidceis also plan to put in a 
crawfish pond and a vegetable garden.

“ I want to show them how to 
grow vegetables,” Mrs. Brubaker 
said. “These children will be the ones 
feeding the people in the future.”

For recreation, BMW Farms has 
hayrides, shaded picnic spots and a 
fishing pond.

The Bmbakers and their trained 
guides lead the students through an 
educational but highly entertaining 
tour of a working farm and allow 
their participation when possible.

NEW PESTICIDE 
REGULATIONS

New amendments to state pesti­
cide regulations adopted by the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
(TDA) on February 16, 1990, are 
effective as of March 9, 1990. The 
regulations concern changes to the 
Texas Agriculture Code as amended 
by the 71st Legislature.

A number of these actions affect 
users of pesticides, some of which 
are summarized. ' '

The new regulation relating to. 
supervision states, in part, that a pri­
vate applicator may not supervise 
the use of restricted-use or state- 
limited-use pesticides by an unli-

censed or noncertified applicator 
unless the private applicator has 
completed the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service private applicator 
training program, obtained a passing 
score on the private applicator 
examination and obtained a private 
applicator license from TDA.

Section 7.34 also provides that if 
there is a discrepancy between 
requirements for supervision of use 
between federal laws or regulations, 
state laws or regulations or the pes­
ticide label, the supervision require­
ment requiring the greatest degree 
of direct supervision by the licensed 
applicator must be practiced.

A person may apply a reslricicd- 
use or state-limited-use pesticide 
under the direct supervision of a 
licensed commercial applicator only 
if the commercial applicator is on 
the site when the application is 
being made and cM  observe and 
converse with the person under 
supervision. The licensed commer­
cial applicator must be continuously 
physically present.

A licensed noncommercial or 
licensed private applicator is not 
required by state regulations to be 
physically present at the time and 
place of a pesticide application to 
exercise direct supervision o f a 
restricted use or state-limitcd-use 
pesticide. However, the licensed 
noncommercial or licensed private 
applicator must always be available 
when and if needed.

The regulation states that all 
licensed applicators are responsible 
for assuring that any person work­
ing under the licensee’s direct 
supervision is knowledgeable of the 
label requirements and rules and 
regulations governing the use of the 
particular pesticide being used by 
that individual.

For purposes of this regulation 
(S7.34), working includes transport­
ing a re.stricted-usc or state-limited- 
use pesticide in any type of d is­
tributing to transporting equipment 
ready for application; mixing, stor­
ing and'handling in packages or 
containers that have l^en opened; 
and applying and disposing of 
restricted-use or state-limitcd-use 
pesticides and cleaning equipment 
used to apply the pesticide.

The regulation describes the 
minimum instruction required and 
the required means of verifying that 
appropriate instructions have been 
given to the nonliccnsed person.

Association tackling thefts 
of cattle, ranch eqnipment

The theft of livestock and ranch 
equipment in 1989 cost Texas and 
Oklahoma cattlemen and farmers 
millions of dollars, according to 
Texas and Southw estern C attle 
Raisers Association, a Fort Worth- 
based producer group that has 
fought the problem for more than a 
century.

In a annual report given to its 
members, TSCRA Secretary-Gener­
al Manager Don C. King said in 
1989 the associa tion ’s 32 field 
inspectors, all certified peace offi­
cers with special Ranger commis­
sions, developed 10 theft cases, pri­
marily involving ̂ t t le  thefts.

Working clo.sely with state and 
local law enforcement officers, the 
inspectors recovered or accounted 
for 4,478 head of cattle and horses, 
23 trailers, 216 saddles and miscel­
laneous ranch property valued at 
more than $3.59 m illion , or 
$9,841.68 per day.

“I cannot emphasize too strongly 
the important role that brand inspec­
tion in Texas played in resolving 
many of these cattle-related cases 
and the eventual recovery of these 
valuable animals for their owners,” 
King .said.

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Farm lab plants seeds of insight in children

PATTISON, Texas (AP) -  Clyde 
and Maudine Brubaker have Hve 
grandchildren. But on any given 
weekday, they may have as many as 
600 children parading across their 
Waller County farm.

The former dairy farmers are

urban and suburban kids that much 
of their survival depends on farms.

From March thixHigh December, 
the couple welcomes busloads of 
students from the Houston area.

Jnventor working on spinning garbage shredder
- ASHLAND, Wis. (AP) -  Russ Hide says the 

centrifuge machine he built to mash garbage 
encompasses two basic scientific facts -  winds in 
a tornado can drive straw through a board and 

- paper-is shiffp enough to cm skin.-------------------
The SI-year-o ld  inventor, who grew up 

remodeling worn-out farm equipment, designed 
the Dynaforce garbage processor, a $220,000 
centrifuge that may help communities looking to 
conserve landfill space.

The machine is slightly larger than a pair of 
telephone booths and uses the cutting edges of 
garbage itself to shred waste and reduce its bulk 
by up to 80 percent

“ It is like a big washing machine,” said Eide, 
owner of Light Work Inc., based in Minneapolis.

Eide has worked on the LW 421 for six years, 
investing most of his life savings.

“ It can revolutionize the handling of a lot of 
things," he said at the Ashland landfill where his 
invention is being tested.

A marketing company is hoping to soon sell 130

units to Toronto, Canada, Eide said. Some cities in 
Ohio are looking at the machine. Ashland is leasing 
one imd allowing Eide to do more testing on it

Henry Simon, Ashland’s director of public 
works, believes that coupled with the city ’s 
mandatory recycling program, the processor 
could prolong the life of the town’s landfill from 
7.5 years to 50 years.

A market exists for the machine if Eide can 
develop conveyors for moving the garbage in and 
out of the machine and a way to detect heavy 
metals before they get dumped, SiiiKM) said.

Sant Arora, a mechanical erigineetittg professor at 
the University of Minnesota in Minneapolis, and some 
of his students spent several weeks studying Eide’s 
invention and his theories about garbage di^xisal.

Arora said the machine’s design is “similar to 
old rock crushers,” a concept that hasn’t been wide­
ly applied for shredding garbage. Eide’s basic theo­
ry is right, but more testing is needed, Arora said.

Bob Ham, a professor of civil and environmen­
tal engineering at the University of Wisconsin-

Madison, said he had no knowledge about Eide’s 
invention, but the cotKept was developed years ago.

“ Unfortunately in (the garbage-handling) 
business, there are a lot of new companies that 
keep reinventing the wheel,” Ham said.

But Eide is laidauittBd, nodrtg he has applied for two 
patents aiKl has leAsed offers for rights 10 die tiachine.

Garbage dumped into the lop of the machine falls 
onto a series of 1 l^-kich thick sMel bars that spin at 
850 revolutions per mimde, creatiitg a tumbling actioa

“Things are thrown against the wall. You get 
that constant impact If things are flying around in 
there, they are going to cut things iq>,” Eide said.

Shredded garbage flies out of the machine, 
ready to be composted or buried, Eide said. The 
processor, driven by a 3(X)-horsq)owa' engine, can 
reduce 22 ,55-gallon barrels of aluminum cans into 
one barrel of what looks like shrapnel, Eide said.

“ Do you smell anything here? A shght musty 
sm ell,”  Eide said, sifting shredded garbage

Rick Perry, who 
became a Republican last year, has 
picked up endorsements from nearly 
everyone who’s anyone in the Texas 
GOP -  including U.S. Sen. Phil 
Gramm, Gov. Bill Clements, presi­
dential son George W. Bush and 54 
of the 60 GOP lawmakers in the 
Texas House.

“ I will be the first agriculture 
commissioner in 40 years who is 
from agriculture, of agriculture and 
for agriculture,” says Perry, whose 
fam ily farm s and ranches near 
Haskell.

Richard M clver, a consultant 
from Stafford, says endorsements 
do not qualiffcations make.

“The kid, Rick Perry, is getting 
frantic. He knows he’s severely 
underqualified, so h e’s rushing 
around the state begging for 
endorsements from anyone -  as if 
endorsements were qualifications, 
which they’re not,” Mclver said.

Perry and Mclver were the top 
two vote getters in the Republican 
primary. Perry received 47 percent 
of the vote, just short of the 50 per­
cent needed to avoid a runoff. 
Mclver got 30 percent Third-place

finisher Gene Duke, a cottonseed 
dealer, forced the runoff.

Perry, 40, is serving his third 
term in the Texas House. He holds a 
bachelor’s degree in animal science 
from Texas A&M and is a former 
Air Force officer. He and his father 
raise cattle and wheat on the family 
farm.

He also was involved in last 
year’s legislative efforts to dilute 
Hightower’s control over pesticide 
regulation. That effort ultimately 
produced a new. nine-member regu­
latory board on which the agricul­
ture commissioner sits.

Mclver. 60. says he is a lifelong 
Republican who was raised on a 
farm in Indiana and bolds a docitM'’s 
degree in chemistry frt)m Ohio State 
University. He said his experience 
includes teaching European farmers 
modem agricultural techniques as a 
representative of the United Nations.

He currently is a geological con­
sultant whose clients have included 
the federal energy and state depart- / 
ments.

Mclver says his business experi­
ence is vital for managing a state 
agency that spends $20 million a 
year and has 600 employees. “ Perry 
has few substantive credentials,” 
Mclver said in a recent statement. 
“ No business experience and no 
management experience.”

Perry says his know ledge o f 
Slate government and the Legisla­
ture is a big plus. “ An individual 
who has absolutely no legislative 
background, no po litica l back­
ground. is going to be at a distinct 
disadvantage when he walks into 
Austin, Texas, to run a major state 
agency,” he said.

Mexican cattle cleared faster
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Some 

Mexican cattle are getting fast-track 
clearance by the A griculture 
Department to enter designated U.S. 
feedlots because drought-shriveled 
pastures have been reduced to star­
vation levels.

James W. Glosser, administra­
tor o f thé departm ent’s Animal 
and Plant Health Inspection Ser­
v ice , sa id  the ag en c y ’s usual 
import regulations have been tem­
porarily set aside so the cattle can 
be brought in.

Normally, he said, imported ani­
mals and their herds of origin have 
to be tested and found free of cattle 
brucellosis and tuboculosis.

The usual requirement is that 
imported animals must come from 
herds that have been tested fOT the 
diseases no more than three months 
before the date of U.S. entry.

With the special w aiver, the 
Bxican cattle xrilhbe M e

approximately three months sooner.
“ The drought-stricken pasture 

lands in parts of Mexico cannot sup­
port the cattle,” Glosser said.

“ By bringing the animals tem­
porarily to U.S. quarantined feedlots 
under strict movement restrictions, 
we can avert starvation of the ani­
mals and still protect the health of 
U.S. livestock.”

Glosser said the cattle will be 
taken directly to quarantined feed- 
lots in USDA-sealed trucks or rail 
cars.

They will not be sold to any U.S. 
buyer and will return directly to 
Mexico from the feedlots.

The animals will be kept apart 
from U.S. cattle while in the feed- 
lots, which are mostly in Texas.

There was no estimate of how 
many M exican ca ttle  may be 
imported under the special program, 
said agency spokeswoman Anita

Texas Utilities Co. faces accusations 
o f $ 3 5 0  m illion-a-year overcharges

AUSTIN (AP) -  Texas Utilities 
Electric Co. denied accusations it 
has been making excess profits of 
nearly $3S0 million a year at the 
expense of its customers.

A coalition  o f consum er and 
senior citizen groups and an electric 
cooperative say the company also 
wrongly has c h ^ e d  its customers -  
one-third of all Texans -  more than 
$1 billion for the Comanche Peak 
nuclear plant.

“ TU Electric has collected hun­
dreds of millions of dollars under 
false pretenses to help pay for a hor­
rendously expensive, uneconomical 
generating plant,” said Steve Collier 
of Cap Rock Electric Cooperative in 
Stanton.

The consumer groups based their 
charges on a study of TU’s electric 
rates commissioned by Cap Rock.

But TU senior engineer David 
Fiorelli said, “Cap Rock has simply 
manipulated numbers, and the results 
that they have produced are mean­
ingless.”

Fiorelli said Thursday electric 
rates actually have dropped per kilo­
watt hour by 10 percent since 1984, 
while the costs per hour have risen

IS.S percent.
“ While revenues have gone up, 

expenses have gone up,”  he said. 
“liie  bottom line is, proflt is less.”

The Oklahoma consulting firm 
C.H. Guernsey & Co. concluded that 
in 1989, TU made $344 million prof­
it in excess of what the Texas Public 
Utility Commission said was fair in 
1984.

The groups said they will use the 
results to fight a request for a 10 per­
cent rate hike already filed by TU 
and another 10 percent increase pro­
posed for 1992.

Cap Rock is a party in TU’s rate 
case, which will be heard by the 
PUC this summer.

The two increases are scheduled in 
conjunction with the start up of the 
nuclear plant’s twin reactors, one 
this summer and the other in 1992, 
Fiorelli said.

Comanche Peak, located near Glen 
Rose 4S miles southwest of Fort 
Worth, achieved its first nuclear 
reaction earlier this week. A full- 
power license is expected possibly 
.this month, officials say.

Construction problem s put the 
plant 10 years behind schedule and 
more than $8 billion over budget. 
The groups likened the nuclear plant

to an “electric Edsel” and a “nucle­
ar dinosaur.” ,

“ We are saying not one more 
penny for Comanche Peak,’’ said 
Shelley Stults, program assistant for 
the citizens’ organization Texans 
United.

Representatives of the consumer 
groups said TU w rongfully has 
p ass^  along to its customers $270 
million per year for construction of 
the plant since 1986. The charges 
were approved by the Texas Public 
Utility Commission in 1984, when 
the plant’s completion was sched­
uled for 1986.

But Fiorelli said the company has 
fulfilled its pledge not to recover 
investment costs for Comanche Peak 
until the plant is in operation.

He said the charges cover interest 
costs associated with building the 
plant and are appropriate. TU will 
defend that practice during a rate 
hearing this summer, he said.

“The actual cost of building the 
plant, we will not be allowed to 
recover until it goes in service,” he 
said.

Texas Utilities’ financial condition 
has deteriorated since 1984, partly 
because of Comanche Peak’s cost 
overruns, Fiorelli said.

Pope m eets 
Arafat, urges 
negotiations

VATICAN CITY (AP) -  
Pope John Paul II met with 
PLO leader Yasser Arafat 
Friday and urged Israelis 
and F^estinians to negoti­
ate a settlement allowing 
them both to live in peace.

The pope reafTiimed that 
Palestinians, as well as 
Jew s, have a righ t to a 
homeland.

The two men met for 20 
m inutes in the papal 
library in an audience 
described by the Vatican as 
“private.”

It was their third meet­
ing in eight years. John 
Paul had previously 
received the Palestine Lib­
eration Organization chair­
man at the Vatican in 1932 
and 1988, drawing protests 
from Israel and Jewish 
groups.

During this v isit, the 
Israeli Embassy said it was 
“ m ystified” that Arafat 
was being treated by Italy 
and the Vatican as a “ man 
of peace.”

The papal meeting came 
on the second day of 
Arafat’s two-day visit to 
Italy. He has met with Ital­
ian government and politi­
cal leaders, seeking Euro­
pean support to force- 
Israel to the bargaining 
table.

In a statement after the 
talks, Vatican spokesman 
Joaquin Navarro said the 
pope had agreed to meet 
Arafat to encourage “ any 
positive attitude in the 
search for peace and espe­
cially to strengthen the 
will for dialogue as the 
only valid way to Find ade­
quate solutions for con­
flicts.”

The statement noted that 
John Paul had often spo­
ken out against the 
recourse to arm s and 
“ especially violence car­
ried out by terroristic 
means and by reprisal.”

Arafat told a news con­
ference later that he had 
thanked the pope for “ his 
clear and explicit stand 
which supports the rights 
of the Palestinian people to 
sovereignty and national 
independence.”

The Vatican sought to 
emphasize that the Arafat 
visit did not have an offi­
cial status.

The Vatican has no for­
mal diplomatic ties with 
Israel. It has cited Israel’s 
unsettled boundaries, the 
contested  status of 
Jerusalem and the Pales­
tinian question as the rea­
sons for the absence of 
relations.

The painting, which 
hangs in Amsterdam’s 
National Museum and 
yearly attracts hundreds 
of thousands of visitors 
from around the world, 
was removed from the 
wall and covered with a 
protective cloth as muse­
um visitors were kept at 
a distance.

“ The Night Watch,.” 
Rembrandt’s most 
famous painting, mea­
sures 12 feet by 14.5

feet. It shows a gather­
ing of 17th-century mili­
tiamen and is considered 
the best example of the 
Dutch master’s skillful 
handling of light and 
dark.

The painting has been 
under permanent guard 
since 1979, when it was 
put back on diplay after 
a four-year restoration 
period that followed a 
knife attack on Sept. 14, 
1975.

A Dutch schoblmaster 
claiming to be on a 
divine mission niade 
several deep slashes in 
“The Night Watch.” He 
was rtever tried but Com­
mitted to a mental asy­
lum. where he later com­
mitted suicide.

The museum ;has 
never valued ‘^The 
Night Watch,” which is 
not insured, in line.-with 
Culture Ministry policy.
