Veterans and others in need 
of housing are suffering under the 
direct burden of rent control 
Artificial shortages are created 
thus, and they are kept as short­
ages. It has been said that the 
nation ha* more {lousing per per­
son today than It had ln 1940. Yet 
we’re worse off.

Blockaded Berlin symbolizes the 
struggle between the United State* 
and its western allies and Ruizti 
for the control of Germany.

The Russian occupation auth­
orities and their German Commun­
ist stooges have not Ingratiated 

> themselves with the German popu­
lation under their control. A survey 
made by the Berlin headquarters 
of the Social Democratic party as­
serts that between Sept IS, 1945. 
and Aug. 31, 1947, a total of 505,* 
398 frete cars loaded with dismantl­
ed German factories left the Rus­
sian zone of Germany tor the 
soviet union.

Some factories, according to this 
survey, were dismantled twice. The 
Auto Union Motor works ln Chem­
nitz and the Vomag Automobile 
works in Zwickau were rebuilt aft­
er the original dismantling, only 
to be tom down again by the Rus­
sians and shipped away. Of 530 
electric engines in the soviet zone, 
all but 13 have been shipped as 
booty to Russia.

Meanwhile, German Communists 
working with the Russian occupa­
tion have made great strides in 
breaking down private ownership 
and operation of Industry thru ex­
propriation and nationalization.

Fritz Selbmann, deputy chair­
man of the soviet zone asonomio 
commission, stated that 99.5 per 
cent of coal production and a simi­

lar percentage of electric power 
production were “in the possession 
of the people,” l.e., not privately 
owned. The metallurgical industry 
ln the zone has been 54 per cent 
nationalized, paper and pulp pro­
duction, 47 per cent; the machine 
tool Industry, 40 per cent, and the 
chemical and textile businesses, 85 
per cent. Forty per cent of all pro­
duction ln the zone Is In the hands 
of stats managers.

SlnSe there Is no eastern Ger­
man state, state 
means ln effect communtet 
the benefit of Russia, East Ger­
many, therefore, is being despoil­
ed for the aggrandizement of the 
foreign conqueror-a point which 
the western allies, if they were 
following the right policy and 
using the proper propaganda, could 
use with tremendous effect ln win­
ning all Germans to tnelr cause.

Unfortunately, this is impossible, 
for the western powers are pursu­
ing a policy which differs in no 
salient particular from that of 
the Russians. The occupying pow­
ers, for instance, have decreed the 
permanent internationalization of 
th Ruhr, under British, American, 
French, Belgian, Dutch, and Lux- 
emburgian control.

In practice this meant that Ger­
man labor and the products of the 
major German mines and factories 
will be used as the occupying pow­
ers see fit-undoubtedly for their 
own benefit and not for the bene­
fit of Germany or Germar.3. Each
