The importance of practicai
education cannot be overestimated.

One thing that should be decided
in determining the most effective
manner of practical education jis
to determine whether or not a
2erson can be helped in getting
«n education from another person
who has the same ideas. The
question might be put in another
manner—whether a man can lift
himself with his boot straps, This
guestion of whether men with
same ideas can be successful in
aelping other men with the same
ideas become educated has never
been answered by those  people
who belleve in = tax-supported
education. They of course would
contend that they could. If they
did not contend this they would
then have to admit that tax-sup-
ported education was useless if
not harmful.

If they
didn't Jbelieve that they would
change their ideas—they wouldn't
iave the ideas they have, So they

nvariably vote for people who |

relieve the same as they. Very
ew people have in reality been
orn again. Few have
tnow eternal principles that should
e used as a measure by which
‘o determine right from wrong.
They use themselves as a guide of
vight and wrong and they are so
sure that they are right they are
willing to use cooercion and force
to make other people comply with
their ideas of right and wrong.

Chats pretty strong evidence that |

they have no standard of right
and wrong except themselves.

Now the guestion is whether the
teachers and the principdl and the
books that they select which
represent their ideas can really be
useful in enlightening the pupil.
About all eduecators can do I8 to
call the attention of the youth to
the ideas that would promete the
understanding of Nature's Laws.
The pupil has to do his own learn-
ing and as John Locke said, “to
learn is painful.” The. objective of
education is to make this learn-
ing less difficult, less painful. Will
teachers who are selected who be-
lieve as the voters do that the
majority has a right to coerce the
minority be able to be of any
value in a real educational man-
ner? They might be able to teach
the multiplication tables and how
to write and to spell, but they cer-
tainly cannot teach them the

ing of freed .or liberty or
stealing or coercion or Nature's
Laws.

To teach any person how to read
without teaching him the dif-
ference between right and wrong
and to respect the inherent free-
dom of others is just as sensible
and practioal as to give a
man & gun or a drunk man an
automobile to drive,

While ressoning mt a' metaphor
is dangerous, let's try it. Can we

selt meat by adding more meat? |
Can we sweéten coffee by adding |

more eoffee? Or do we have to
add salt if we want to season
meat? Or do we have
sugar or some other sweet sub-
tance 'if we want to change the
sweetness of food? It would seem
that this same reasoning would
apply to education. As the late
Albert Nock sald, “Education s
like measles—you have to be ex-
posed to an educated person in
order to eatch the desire for
education.” And education really
comes from a desire to learn if
man is willing to stand for pain
in order to get the education. How
can these public instructors really
create a desire on the part of the
pupil to learn God's laws when
ihese Instructors themselves are
s0 ill informed and have so exalted |
hemselves that they are willing
to be a party to using force to
vet their rewards? How can they
timulate the youth to believe in
gustice, In freedom, in liberty
When they are by their acts giving |
wvidence that they themselves do |
not believe or understand free- |
