Unexpected Storm Covers Panhandle With Blanket O f White

A swirling snowstorm that 
caught weather forecasters by 
surprise dumped up to four inches 
of snow across a wide stretch of 
the Taxas Panhandle and South 
Plains Saturday.

The U S; Weather Bureau issued 
a heavy snow warning for the 
Panhandle but said the new

winter storm was expected to be 
limited to Northwest Texas and 
the South Plains.

A pattern of cool mornings and 
mild afternoons was expected to 
•continue over the rest of the state, 
with temperatures reaching into 
the 74's in the southern half of 
the state Sunday afternoon.

The W w  storm unexpectedly 
whistled down from Kansas and 
spread a mantle of ice,'sleet and 
heavy enow across a wide section 
of that state as well as Oklahoma 
and Northweat Texas.

Sunday. with snow ending in the 
Panhandle Sunday 

The Department of Public Saf­
ety at Lubbock said all roads 
were open in the Lubbock-Ama­
rillo areas, although many war# 
becoming hazardous and, travel 
was being discouraged east of 
Dalhart. Freezing rain was re­
ported as far southeast in the Pan­
handle as Childress.

Freezing temperatures general 
ly covered Northwest Texas Satur­
day morning. Dalhart .recorded 
the state's low of II degrees, and 
minimum* ranged upward to Cor­
pus Christi's 54 degrees 

Low readings Sunday morning 
were expected to range from 44 
44 in South Texas to 15-23 in the 
Panhandle, and 35-44 in North- 
Central and Northeast Texas.

were recommended Sunday by 
the Southern Slates Industrial 
Council, an organization repre­
senting businessmen in 16 South­
ern states from Maryland to 
Texas. They include vigorous 
protection of U S national inter- 
ests overseas and new safeguards - 
for private enterprise and states
righ's. ------

The broad aims of the council 
were containeJ in a "Program 
For the Nation” announced by 

'Quinttn T. Hardtner Jr., presi­
dent oMhe Council, whi c h  has 
Its headquarters in NashvBI*. 
Tenn.

Hardtner declared “Our nation 
Is faced with one of the most dan- 
gerous periods, if not the most 
dangerous, in its entire history. 
The council proposes to reverse 
the steady trend of recent years 
toward the welfare state and re­
turn the nation to the system 
which made it great in the first 
place." He said the council aim­
ed lo “strengthen the national 
economy, lo meet the threat of 
International communism, to pro- 
tect and preserve our national in­
tegrity and sovereignty by sub- 
initting a program of action.”

In the section of the program 
devoted to foreign affairs, the 
council urged that the President 
and Congress:

“ Place the interest of fhe U.S. 
above all other considerations in 
dexlmg with foreign naUons. Aft­
er all,” said Hardtner. "a strong

Dr. Richard C rw i, m te r  of

Firit Christian Church, opened the 
third session of the PTA S t u d y  
Courses, held Thursday in Lamar

He pointed out that in case of 
divorce in a famtty, the children 
are the ones who usually suffer the 
most from this action. “ Divorce is 
a very commonplace practice now 
as compared to past history.
