Economics Forecast tor 1965 vF <? -N A?

In checking economic predic-i 
tlons for the coming year we| 
have found that many of those 
who speak with the voice of: 
authority are opilmlstic. |

The Morgan Guaranty Trust i 
Company of New York, and oth­
ers simWly based, predict a 
GNP (gross national product) of 
between 656 and MO billion. 
This figure is, of course, based 
on the go\emmental method 
of calculation which leaves 
many things to be desired In­
cluded in the government cal­
culation are such items as gov­
ernment spending and govern­
ment subsidy, which tend to 
make the figures employed 
•ometMng other than realistic.

However, the GNP figure Is 
the only one available. And, as­
suming the rate of inflation 
does not climb too rapidly, 1965 
ought to be a good year, al- 

cugh it may not be as vola-. 
ti'e and active in growth as 1964.

Une of the major hopes ex­
pressed by a number of “ ex- 

«r;s” is that there will be some 
extensive cuts in excise taxes. 
If this materializes, there may 
be some substantial gain in tbe 
profit side of the ledger which 
will, tn turn, stimulate mo r e  
Investment money and enhance 
our ability to provide Jobs for 
some of the millions ot young 
people in this country'who are 
just now reaching age 18 and 
are thus actively seeking em­
ployment. If this excise tax cut 
does not occur, we can antici­
pate an increase in the number 
of persons out of work.

^me cconomLsts are thus 
hopeful that the government will 
rp‘i 5;,-c - ;t« pftortA by
about $6 billion. This would, of 
course, provide financial stimu­
lation in the market place. But 
if the government continues to 
spend at increasing rates as 
seems likely, the federal debt 
will increa.se b( more tha” that 
sum and the effect of the *'imu- 
l*'nt w ill largely be lost in de­
valued dollars.

Certain of the economists who 
Uke to make longrange predic­
tions make claims t ha t  in­
creased government expendi­
tures are actually good for the 
market and wrill serve as well 
as privafe spending to ehTiahce' 
our position. There is a morsel 
of truth In this observation for 
the market It essentially Indif 
ferent to the name of the cus­
tomer and will respotjcT when 
money it spent.

But the persistent fact which 
is not faced by most economists 
is that expanding government 
activity enlarges what we call 
the “ public debt.” And this debt 
has to be serviced with inter* 
est payments. And to service 
this debt. Increased borrowing 
must ensue. Increased borrow 
ings lead to inflation and the 
devaluation of the dollar which 
invariably occurs as govern­
ment becomes an ever larger 
factor in the economic picture.

Our economy is now largely 
operative around the concept 
that Uncle Sam is the major fi­
nancier of the world and cer­
tainly of this country. Ma n y  
men like to gear their efforts 
to this concept for Uncle Sam Is 
notoriously profligate hr h i s 
handouts, and government con­
tracts, since they are not check­
ed by normal market place rules 
and safeguards, have a way of 
providing for big profits. Many 
a fortune these days has been 
made simply by doing business 
with Uncle.

He is actively seeking the help 
of influential members of Con­
gress and a group of nationally 
prominent persons to develop a 
“ national consensus " for 1' S. 
disengagement from that strife- 
tom country.

They are privately being ask

and Russia, and withdrawal of 
U. S. military adsisers from 
South Viet Nam

'That’s the backstage report 
being circulated by Democratic 
congressional leaders contacted 
by administration policy makers 
on the unannounced presidential 
decision.

Ti'e legislators are frankly be 
ing told the developing of a “ na­
tional consensus” be^an with 
Senator Richard Russell’s, D- 
Ga. recent announcement that 
hU Armed Services Committee 
would undertake a review of the 
deteriorating situation in South 
Viet Nam

5!enator Russell, close friend 
of President Johnson, arranged 
the committee inquiry after the 
President suggested it during 
their meeting of the LBJ ranch

The Johnson plan is to have 
the Russell committee, which is 
to hear testimony heavily weigh 
ed for U. S disengagement, take 
the lead in developing public 
opinion for such a move

Once these “ managed” hear­
ings have set the stage, th e  
President will announce the ap­
pointment of a carefully - select 
ed “ blue ribbon" panel of na­
tionally known individuals to 
study tbe chenges in South Viet 
Nam policy.
