CAPE KENNEDY (U P l)  -  
Bolstered by another unmanned 
flight success, Project Apollo 
officials pressed ahead today 
with plans to orbit three 
astronaut. In an identical 
moonship in December.

Dr. Davtd R. Mace, executive 
director of the American Asso­
ciation of Marriage Counselors, 
led mere than 300 church lead­
ers in a depth study of sex and 
its relationship to love, marri­
age, sin and society.

“ If we do not grow in our 
love," he said, “ we fail to be­
come mature persons, a n d  
learning to love maturely is 
life's toughest task.”

Dr. Mace described sex as a 
function of the love relationship 
but warned against harmful sex 
domination.

“ When it  is the expression of 
love,”  he said, “ it is beautiful."

The Quaker layman told a 
mixed audience ^  adults and 
youth that sex behavior reveals 
the individual’s total attitude to­
ward others.

“ Acting sexually reveals and 
involves the whole of yourself," 
he said. “ If you want to know 
what kind of person you are at 
your deepest level, watch how 
you act.”

“ Today couples are complete­
ly free in the love play," said 
the president of Sex Informa­
tion and Education Council of 
America. “ Nothing is taboo. 
Whatever is physically sound is 
ethically all right.

“ If parents are deprived of 
sexual fulfillment they will set 
up conflictf between thenuelves 
which prevent them from being 
good parents."

In any true lo ’̂e relationship, 
he said, three aspects of love 
will be present;

Eroe love is desire 
reaches out to grasp and pos­
sets. Philia love is the nonsexu- 
■1 basis of sU friendships cen­
tering in common purposes and 
interests. Thirdly, agape love is 
a continuing love that recog­
nizes the absolute worth of the 
loved one despite human fail­
ures.

“ It is hopeless to expect ro­
mance to last in marriages,”  
Dr. Mace said. “ Philia and 
agape must take over to replace 
romance. But our capacity 
for romantic love remains.
” We always have the capaci­

ty to become involved in anoth­
er romance. Because of this, 
Christian love Is based on fiedli- 
ty ."

Referring to the Catholic op­
position of birth control. Dr. 
Mace advocated manipulation 
of nature if the end result is 
good.-,

“ If the ends aro good then the 
manipulation of nature is 
good," he said. “ That is the 
power God gave us over nature. 
Is it wrong for me to shave off 
the beard that protects my 
skin? Is it wrong for me to 
wear false teeth that I might 
have a better chance of eating 
toast?"

Dr. Mace has lived and work­
ed in 74 countries of the world, 
studying marriage and founding 
marriage guidance services. 
The conference on sex was 
sponsored by the Christian Life 
Commission of the Southern 
Baptist Convention, Nashville.

While serving in the Navy during World W ar fl, I was 
assigned the responsibility of setting and molntolning the 
Gyro-compass aboard L .S .T . 736. The Gyro-composs 
operotes on the same principle as that of the little balance 
wheel which children enjoy playing with. The wheel of the 
composs turned 22,000 revolutions p>er minute. It was 
built in Q coge arid rriounted on swivels and no matter 
how the shop turned or rolled, the gyro-compass mointoin- 

’ a balanced and steady position.
The Gyro-composs was d^pe^oble only as long os there 

was electrical power to operote it end on occurote mag­
netic compass by which to set it. The magnetic com­
passes ore easily effected by magnetic fields other than 
that of the North-Pole. Usually munitixins oboord ship 
would cause some varotions on the compass needle and 
if the course of the ship hoppen to depend upon the 
magnetic compass, it might well lose its course. There­
fore, the gyro-composs when set occurqtely was a voluo- 
ble guide for setting the course of the ship.

Sometimes It become necessory to stop the ship along 
o shoreline and the compass would be set by an occurote 
magnetic compass on the land.

Other clauses in contract ne­

The child who learns always 
to pkk up what he has dropped, 
to close the door that he has 
opened, etc., becomes the 
grownup who supports himselfl 
If he makes an error in busi­
ness, he takes his lots; he does 

T iB t'npect his neighbors, UM 
community, or the government 
to bail him out. Hence, he is 
careful to avoid making an er­
ror.

Teach a child to pkk up be­
hind himself and he will not be 
a "Utter bug.”  strewing papers 
and pop bottles along high­
ways. Nor will be abandon un­
wanted pupa or kittens on coun­
try roads just to be rid of them. 
Nor will ha be one of those who. 
drive away from an accident. 
Theac acts are wrong because 
they are unproductive. Far 
from producing, they force oth­
ers to take time off from pro- 
ductioa to sweep up the waste. 
I f  ooc gets the habit of letting 
others pkk up after him. he 
becomes a burden on society.

Lenin’s body was removed 
from Red Square In 1941 and 
evacuated to the Ural Moun­
tains.

The body was taken away in 
early July of 1941, about 10 
days after the Germans invad­
ed the country, the ^ v ie t  
magazine Science and Religion 
said, and was returned to 
Moscow three years and nine 
months later, on June 24. 1945.
Rumors that I.enin’i  body had 

been evacuated swept the

Soviet capital in July 1941 when 
the Germans were marching 
towards Moscow but were not 
officiall confirmed then.

"Comrade Lenin is and 
always will be with us,”  
Solomon Lozovsky, the wartime 
Soviet spokesman then told the 
United Press when asked what 
had become of Lenin’s body.

The embalmed body has been 
exposed in an air conditioned 
granite mausoleum since 1924 
and. as the country’s most 
sacred shrine, has been visited 
by millions.
