Governors Hear

LBJ Pledge New
Aid to States

WASHINGTON (UPI) —Pres-
ident Johnson told 49 governors
Saturday that America was
headed toward a néw concept of
government that could quadru-
ple federal aid to states in five
years.

Johnson said the federal
government and the states
should work in a partnership in
the years ahead with less said
about preserving states rights
and "less talk about big
government in Washington

“What we are living through
together are the birth pangs of
a fundamentally new process in
American goverament—a new
of federalism-—federal-
state interaction never contem-
plated by the founding fathers,”
Johnson told the governors
assembled for an all-day
conference on federal-state rela-

tions.

He noted that federal grants
to states- in 1920 totaled ‘‘just
$30 million (but) this year they
are expected to total $15 billion,
and in just five years that could
quadruple.” §
