Suburban areas reported a 21
per cent increase while crime in
rural areas rose by 14 percent
the report said.

Hoover said the upward trend
was consistent throughout the
nation-——up 27 per cent in the
Northeast, 20 per cent in the
West, 18 per cent in the South
and 17 per cent in the north
central states.

A national breakdown showed
a 29 per cent increase in
robbery, a 17 per eent increase
in murder, a 15 per cent
increase in forcible rape, and a
14 per cent increase in
aggravated assault.
