NATO speeds up new efforts

GLENEAGLES, Scotland (AP)
— The United States and its NATO
allies pledged today to speed up
efforts to carve out a new post-Cold
War role as European peacekeeper.

U.S. Defense Secretary Dick
Cheney also joined other NATO
defense chiefs in offering more sup-
port for efforts by the United
Nations to bring an end to the ethnic
fighting that has accompanied the
breakup of Yugoslavia.

“We are deeply disturbed by the
continuing violence and destruction in
and around Europe and, in particular,
we deplore the tragic and worsening
situation in the former Yugoslavia,”
the ministers said in a statement end-
ing a two-day conference at this resort
in northern Scotland.

They also warmned of the potential for
instability elsewhere in eastern Europe
from economic and political upheavals
in the transition from communism.

In reaffirming their commitment
for the alliance’s new peacekeeping
role, the defense leaders promised to
step up the training and allocation of
forces needed to make NATO *“bet-

ter prepared to respond to the inter-
natonal community when required.”

At the start of the meeting, the
ministers ordered military aides to
draw up plans by year’s end for
using the alliance’s forces in peace-
keeping operauons.

NATO foreign ministers decided
in June their troops and equipment
could be dispatched on peacekeep-
ing operations if asked by the 52-
nation Conference on Security and
Cooperation in Europe. The deci-
sion reversed a decades-old policy
limiung the deployment of forces to
the termitory of NATO countries.

No requests for peacekeeping help
have been received. But some
NATO nations intend by early
December to deploy 5,000 soldiers
in Bosnia-Herzegovina to protect
convoys carrying food and medicine.

Britain, Canada, France and Spain
have agreed to send troops, in line
with an alliance decision in early
September to offer soldiers to the
United Nations for relief work.

German Defense Minister Volker
Ruehe said he would urge his gov-

emment to come up with $39 million
for a program of logistical support,
likely for transportauon, in Bosnia

But his couniry, he said, should
not be relegated to being simply a
“paymaster.” Germany’s constitu-
tion bars 1t from sending soldiers
outside alliance territory.

The ministers also have agreed on
new guidehnes and procedures for
managing a slimmed-down nuclear
arsenal. Details were not disclesed.

The guidelines were drawn up
after President Bush and other North
Atdantic Treaty Organization leaders
agreed last ycar in Rome on a ncw
military strategy to reflect the disso-
lution of the Warsaw Pact. The allies
insisted on maintaining a smaller
nuclear stockpile as a deterrent.

A year ago, the defense chiefs agreed
at a meeting in Sicily to cut their nucle-
ar arsenal in Europe by 80 percent.

All 16 NATO nations, except
France, attend the nuclear planning
meetings. France is not a member of
the alliance’s military command.
Iceland, which has no armed forces,
takes part as an observer.
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Latest school finance plan
would redistribute millions

AUSTIN (AP) — Suate leaders are

“ working on a school funding plan that

would redistribute about $400 million
from Texas’ wealthiest school dis-
tricts to poorer ones, the govemnor’s
chief of staff said Tuesday.

Paul Williams wouldn’t give
details on the plan, which he and
others said sull is being developed
and would require voter approval of
a constitutional amendment.

But he said the governor’s office
had commissioned a statewide poll
about two months ago that indicated
Texans support such a so-called
Robin Hood proposal to equalize
school funding by redistributing
local property tax money.

“The answer we got was a signifi-
cant yes,” Williams said. He said he
believed nearly 900 Texans were
polled, the margin of error was plus
or minus 3 or 4 percent, and that
about 57 percent supported the idea.

The concept 1s similar to the cur-
rent system, in which property tax
revenue is shifted from school dis-
tricts with more property wealth, to
those with less, within county edu-
cation districts.

The Texas Supreme Court said in
January the present system violates
the state constitution by imposing a
statewide property tax, and by levy-
ing a property tax without voter
approval. The court gave lawmakers
unul June 1, 1993, to come up with
a new plan.

The proposal under discussion by
the governor, lieutenant governor
and House speaker would capture

ced

about $400 million of local property
tax revenue from about 100 to 120
of the state’s 1,000-plus, school dis-
tricts, Willhlams said after a panel
discussion sponsored by the Texas
Association of Taxpayers.
That money would be redistribut-
statewide to meet a state
Supreme Court mandate that school
districts receive similar revenues for
similar tax effort,

Williams would not give a mecha-
nism by which the recapture would
Lake place.

San Antonio radio stauon WOAI-
AM, quoting un‘dentified sougces,
reported Tuesday that one proposal
upder consideration would maintain
the county education districts.

The station reported the proposal
would shrink the size of the existing
districts and lump wealthier schools
into one group. Those then would
contribute funding to poorer
schools.

WOALI also said proposals by
Richards would call tor a statewide
bond program to support construc-
uon of new facilities and for spend-
ing 60 percent of educauon funding
on teacher salanes.

A spokeswoman for the governor,
Margaret Justus, had no comment
on the report.

Williams said that Lt..Gov. Bob
Bullock had begun meeting with
senators about the plan, and that
leaders soon would meet with
House members.

He said it’'s important for lawmak-
ers 1o pass a plan in a lame-duck

special session that is to begin Nov.
10, after the general election and
before the January start of the regu-
lar session.

To get a constitutional amendment
on the May 1 ballot, Williams said, 1t
would have 1o be passed by Feb. 26.

The regular sesston doesn’t begin
until Jan. 12, he said, and lawmak-
ers then will face such additional
challenges as a state budget shortfall
that some experts put at about S6
billion to $7 billion for 1994-95.

The shortfall is based on money
necessary to meet commitments in
current law, including a $3.9 billion
state funding increase that had been
planned for public education before
the current law was thrown out, and
federal and court mandates.

Williams noted that State District
Judge F. Scott McCown has indicat-
ed he’ll order the state comptroller
to halt funding to school districts on
June 1 1f a new school funding plan
1sn’t 1n place.

‘““We face the very real and
embarrassing possibility, if we don’t
accomplish our goal in this special
session, of facing the possibility of
closing our schools June 1,”
Williams said.

But Rep. Kent Grusendorf, R-
Arlington, said opinions vary on
school funding and that a proposed
constitutional amendment requires
two-thirds approval of the Legisla-
ture to be placed on the ballot.

“It’s going to be almost impossi-
ble to pass something in Novem-
ber,” he said.

State releases sales tax figures

The city ot Pampa 1s ahead of the
sales wax rebates as compared 1o this
same ume lasteyear.

This month, Pafapa received a
$161,363.99 check which was 44.5
percent higher than last year’s Octo-
ber check of S111,672.45. For the
year to date, Pampa 1s 7.64 percent
above last year’s payments of
$1,156,384.90, having received a
total of $1,244,709.38 this year.

“The increase for the month of
October 1s a result of the one-half cent
sales tax voters approved in the spring
for the Pampa Economic Develop-
ment Corporation,” said city of Pampa
Finance Director John Horst. “The
1991 sales tax was one cent. It
increased to one and a half cents in
July and to two cents in October.”

City Manager Glen Hackler said
the increase in city taxes has
become a trend

“It1s the way to fund the econom-
ic development and give relief with
a property tax reduction,” Hackler
said. “Approximately 75 cities in the
state have done this.”

The city of Pampa reccives 2
cents of the 8.25-cent sales tax

Hackler used a formula to deter-
mine what the city sales tax would
have been without the increase

“For this time (of year) we are
about 3.5 percent under what we
collected last year,” Hackler said

This city of Lefors reported a pay-

ment of $S875.14 this month, and 1s
23.27 percent ahead of last year's
payments of $5,293.90, having
received $6,525.57 so far this year.

T'he city of McLcean received a
S1,947.47 check which was 33 .48
percent above last vear’s October
check of $1,459.02. For the year 10
date, McLean is 11.18 percent above
last year’s payments of S$15,950.25,
having received a total of
$17,734.03 this year.

This month’s sales tax payment
to Texas cities and counties include
taxes collected on August sales and
reported to the state comptroller in
September by businesses filing
monthly tax returns.

Texas cities received $92.1 mil-
lion, up 3.3 percent over the S89.1
million they received last October.
Counues received a total of S10.98
million for their October rebates, a
3.8 percent increase over October
1991 rebates totaling $10.4 mullion.

Shirley Booth, star of 'Hazel', dies at 94 **

He was unable to sleep during
these episodes, and his behavior
became increasingly disorganized
and irrational.

SPARTANBURG, S.C. (AP)
President Bush, showing renewed
high spirits despite glum news in the
polls, was resuming today his
whistlestop train tour through usual-
ly Republican turf that he is now
struggling to hold.

“Forget all these polls, forget
them. We are going to win on
Election Day,” Bush shouted at a
raucous rally in Cornelia, Ga.,
one of .four stops Tuesday as the
train swung through the South-
caslt

Bush this moming sought to high
light his charge that rival Bill Clin
ton waffled on the issues by stop
ping at a Waffle House restaurant in
Spartanburg for a breakfast of waf-
fles, scrambled eggs, bacon and cof
fee.

T'he president chatted with several
patrons but did not speak to
reporters. Spokesman Marlin
Fitzwater said, ‘"This is just like the
Clinton White House. They have a
limited menu and they cook it all
different ways.”

For the first time in recent weeks
Bush seemed charged up on Tues-
day, despite trailing in the polls. He
said he gathered strength and energy
from the sight of thousands of peo-
ple at his train depot rallies and oth-

ers who lined the tracks dl()ng the
way shouting encouragement and
praise

“I can’t tell you what this has
done for my spirits,” he said during
a stop in Cornelia

At each stop, Bush ridiculed Clin-
ton’s record as
Arkansas, accused him of a “pattern
of deception™ and belittled his qual-
ifications to lead the country,

Today Bush was reboarding the
“Spirit of America’ locomotive
and, with 18 cars in tow, chugging
leisurely through North Carolina,
with scheduled stop at Gastonia,
Kannapolis, Thomasville and
Burlington before ending in Raleigh

National polls show the president
roughly 10 to 15 points behind Clin
ton.

Even some top Bush campaign
advisers say the president is in
danger of losing North Carolina
and Georgia, where Bush started
his train trip on Tuesday and
where Republican presidential
candidates typically count on
viclones.

Clinton plans sharper
rhetoric in campaign

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (AP)
Bill Clinton is closing out his presi-
dential campaign much the way he
started it, returning to the sharper
rhetoric that his double-digit poll
leads have allowed him to forgo in
recent weeks.

““In the next two weeks, I'm
going to go back to the themes |
started with,” his assaults on Presi-
dent Bush’s economic record and
his own economic plan. “I want so
badly to reaffirm the clear direction
of the campaign. I want people to
know what I stand for.”

The Democratic nominee,
who’s been waging a front-run
ner’s campaign for weeks and
avoiding harsh attacks on Bush,
intensified his attack on Tuesday,
turning Bush’s trust issue back on
the president

‘This is a guy,” Clinton said,
“who said read my lips, 15 million
new jobs, you'll be better off than
you were four years ago. ... And he
wants you 1o trust him?”’

Clinton, heading out today on a
three-day Western swing, will press
these themes until Nov. 3, focusing
on what’s happened to middle-
income Americans over the past 12
years, Clinton aides said.

“We wanted to come out swing-
ing for the last two weeks,”” said
Clinton strategist Paul Begala.
“We’re the challenger; he’s the
incumbent president. We are still
the underdog here. We're going to
take it right to him.”

Privately, aides to the Arkansas
governor gleefully noted that
Bush is facing renewed allega-
tions about Iraq and the adminis-

tration’s relationship with Saddam
Hussein.

“Sc while he’s on the defensive,
we want to keep him on the ropes,”
one aide said.

Bush, on a whistlestop tour
through Georgia and the Carolinas
on Tuesday, took a combative tone,
too, accusing Clinton of deliberate-
ly deceiving voters and ridiculing
the Democratic governor’s steward-
ship of Arkansas.

“You cannot lead by mislead-
ing,”” Bush said, seeking to shore
up his base as he campaigned in
one-time GOP strongholds

Bush atempted to spell out dif-
ferences between his and Clinton’s
plans for reviving the economy. He
acknowledged that “‘our economy
needs fixing,”” but he sought to
soften the point by saying the U.S
economy was being pulled down by
a worldwide recession

“We’re caught up in something
global,” he said.

Perot kept his campaigning con-
fined to television, with three ads
airing later this week. But he
worked 1o persuade Americans they
would not be wasting a vote by
picking Perot.

“You’ve got to stop letting these
folks in the press tell you wu'rc
throwing your vote away,” Perot
said. ““You’ve got to start using
your own head.”

Both Bush and Clinton vowed to
campaign nearly non-stop until
Election Day, hitting multiple cities
each day.

Clinton, campaigning to huge ral-
lies in Milwaukee and Chicago on
Tuesday, rattled off a long list of
what he called Bush broken
promises, election year flip-flops to
dole out federal largesse and brew-

gain ground in the region., “The
momentum has moved a little bit”
in Bush’s favor, he said. “Whether
it moves fast enough is the ques-
tion.”

Bush told his Georgia and South

“Don’t listen to these nutty poll-
sters,” Bush told a Tuesday evening
rally at the train depot in Spartan-
burg. “Remember, things are decid-
ed in the last couple of weeks of this
campaign.”

At the same time Bush was bad-
mouthing polls, Mary Matalin, the
campaign’s political director, said
the campaign’s internal polling
showed Clinton with a single-digit
lead nationally

The most forceful element of
Bush’s rally speeches along the rails
Tuesday was his attacks on Clinton
— both his record as governor of
Arkansas and his personal
character.

“One day you said you told the
full truth on your sorry draft record,
and the next day it comes out you
haven’t,” Bush told supporters in
Norcross, Ga.

“It 1s his pattern,” Bush said. "It

Desert Storm II: Saudi commander blasts Schwarzkopf book

NEW YORK (AP) — The Saudi

It would be best for all if the two principal candi-
dates, particularly President Bush, would just fol-
low my mildly convoluted script for the rest of this
election.

Recall where we were just prior to the first
debate: Bill Clinton had proved himself to be a
smart man and a prodigious campaigner. He had a
double-digit lead. 'Time was running out for Bush.
For those of us who believed that there might still
be more to come in this strange political year, and
that more might be better for the country, there was
only one question on the tgble. This: Could the
debates re-open a sealed verdict in Clinton’s favor?

Writing on Sunday evening, just after that first
debate, some small steps have been achieved that
may well lead to a tighter campaign.

I'he biggest fact about the debate was that it was
not a bore. The opening combat exchange, about
Clinton’s overseas anti-war experiences, was electric
political theater. Ross Perot provided humor, always
useful in drama. How often does a tri-billionaire
denounce “people with $1,000 suits and alligator
shoes”? The 4-event, 6-person, 9-day seqaence
might turn out to be a major national experience,
perhaps of the intensity of Thomas-Hill, Iran-contra
and Watergate. That could keep the ball in play.

Neither was George Bush a bore, He has been
portrayed as a ninny, and we begin to believe it.
But ninnies don’t become president. When Bush
reaches the public without the filter of the supercil-
ious media, he’s a solid citizen.

Bush is slowly finding the right track. When he

attacks Clinton for saying “America 1S coming apart
at the seams,” he is on solid’ground, substantively
and tactically. America is the world’s most success
ful nation. And pessimistic exaggeration, which he
ascribes to Clinton, is the liberal mark of Cain.

Bush is most effective when he rubs against the
liberal grain. His answer on AIDS stressed that it is
principally caused by “behavioral” factors, and he
condemned gay extremists who have gone “to
Catholic Mass and thrown condoms around.”

Bush's stress on “character” and “trust” works
best when it also paints Clinton as a man of the Left,
which he was in his youth. (And Clinton showed
gleaming steel when he assailed Bush for challeng-
ing his patriotism, which Bush says he did not do.)

But Bush is still a step away from putting forth a
full-bodied and coherent anti-liberal theme. He seems
to think that what Americans hold most against recent
liberalism is “1ax and spend.” That is only a part of it,
and probably not the biggest part either.

Make car travel more
comfortabie for children

What do young children riding
in a car and figure skaters learning
to spin have in common? Each are
learning to adjust their balance
systems to new and undatural
motions

In adults, the parts of the body
that control the balance system —
the inner ear, proprioceptors (sen-
sory organs) in the muscles and
skin, and the eyg¢s normally
work together, sending signals
that the brain processes to main
tain one’s orientation

Motion sickness or dizziness in
adults 1s often a result of conflict-
ing signals sent from parts of the
balance or vestibular system to the
brain.

In young children, motion sick-
ness can also be due to the brain’s
inability to resolve conflicting
feedback from parts of the body’s
balance system.

Car travel for children is an
acquired skill; they learn to adapt
to the car’s high speed and side-to-
side motion as they ride more fre-
quently. Some children lack feed-
back from parts of the balance sys-
tem and suffer motion sickness.

In a car, children’s feet normally
do not touch the floor as they do
on outside ground so they cannot
receive feedback from the propri-
oceptors in the leg muscles and
skin préssure receplors

Variables on the road, such as
stop-and-go traffic, and hills and
turns, can sumulate the inner ear,
with minimal input from the pro-
prioceptors and the eyes, which
are isolated from the outside envi-
ronment

Among other responsibilities of
the balance system is to keep
objects in focus

Children in the back of a car
often cannot see over the front
seat to the road or surroundings
ahead.

Instead, they look through the
windows where objects
appear to be rushing past, giving
them less visual input and thus
less time to adapt.

Children’s suscepuibility to car-
sickness varies, and there 1s no

side
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definite way to predict a tendency
to the problem

However, there are ways to
make car travel more comfortable
for children.

Children should be seated in the
front to allow them to make maxi-
mal visualization of the oncoming
scenery which will contribute to a
better sense of orientation and bal-
ance

Opening windows can reduce
carsickness. The reason is unclear,
but air currents blowing on the
face are believed to stimulate the
skin receptors and give a child a
better sense of motion and orienta- _,
tion to the outside surroundings.

Driving slowly and smoothly
can also make the trip easier on
children.

If the carsickness 1s severe, stop-
ping the automobile and taking the
child for a brief walk can be effec-
tive because it enables the balance
system to adjust more readily to
the natural slower motion of walk-
ing.

As a last resort, children suscep-

otible to carsickness can be given

anti-motion medication 30 minutes
to an hour before the trip.

But this medication should be
given judiciously so that the chil-
dren’s balance systems can learn to —
adapt to speed.

If children are at all prone to
carsickness, reading or drawing
should be avoided because these
activities cause conflicting signals
of reading from the eyes and
motion from the inner ear.

However, travel games centered
on observing events outside the car
let children look at objects on the
road and its surroundings to help
them orient to car movement rela-
tive to those surroundings.

The games are best played if
children look out the front window
or sit in the front seat.

Contrary to popular belief, diet
does not contribute to carsickness,
and children should be able to eat
normally before traveling with no
i1l effects.

Valen
tine managed the Rangers for more
than seven seasons before he wa
fired this year. The Rangers fired
him at a time when they were 45
41 and in third place

Valentine played 10 seasons in
the National League with the New
York Mets, Los Angeles and San
Diego. He was a Mets coach from
1982 to 1985.

Asked Tuesday night if the Reds
had contacted him, Valentine said,
“No comment.”
